Ifa
farmer were to say to s merchant: * If you
will sell me cotton cloth at ten per cent,
discount, I will sell you eggs at five eents
a dczen less than I charge other custom-
ers for them*—tbat would be [reciprocity.
Betwee nnations such concessions are made
in rpecial treaties. One goverment says to
anctber: * We will admit certain of your
goods into our markets free, or at a low
Cuty, while we charge full duties upon
competing goods frcm other countries,
provided that you will give hke advart-
ages to certain of our goods. }

President McKINLEY's speech at Buffalo

The reciprocity treat -
jes alierdy pending, or otbers which may
be f rimed. will presert the question in
concrete form. Almost every one admits
the gerersl principle that it is wite to ex
‘te nd foreign trade by corcessions which
we can make without irjury to ourselves.
But when specific concessions are propos-
ed it is fourd that certain interests think
that they would be irjured by them, and
protest sgrinst being offered up for
the general good. Perhaps it will be
wool growers who object to reduccd duties
off Argentine wool, or knit-goods manu-
facturers to advaniages to French hosiery,
or glass manufacturers to lowcr daties on
glass goods.

All these protests must be considered in
the interest, not of capital merely but of
labor. It will be a wise statesmanship tha
keeps the principle ot reciprocity from,
being wrecked by collision with too many
industrial interests.

It may seem strange to many that a man
with his reputation for cruelty should occu-
py himselt as much with the zefinements and
eleganciss of lile, but it is nevertheless
one of his ckief characteristics. Beside
his love of flowers, ke is very fond of sing-
ing birds, which he keeps in wonderful

French catwsin a'l of his verandas. He

is very articular in the arrangement of

his household. There is nothing of that
slatternly  untidiness, combined with
lavish expenditure, in the Ameer’s estab-
lishment that characterizes the residences
of Indian princes. Except on state occas-

jons, when he dresses in a sort of European |

uniform, he wears a long loose coat made
of some lovely pale colored French bro-
cade or satin, lined in winter with fur—
sabie, stone-marten, or red foxes’ feet
perhaps—and in summer with the sh-

glace silks that come from Bokhara. Har-
monizing with these, but seldom matching
them, sre his skull cap and handkerchief,
the whole making a ckarming mass of col-
or with his couch, whichis draped in the
most elaborate style, and is constantly
being altered.

One day
when I had been sitting with him I noticed
by the clock that it was sbout my lunch
time, so I got up and went out, explairing
where I was going. ‘Are you hungry?’
the Ameer asked.

‘No, I can’t say I am,’ I said. Had I
entered into full paticulars I might have
added : ‘But I am deadly tirad.’

“Then why are you going to eat? Wha!
a strange idea’ he said.

“This is my Junch hour,’ I explained.

‘Lunch time P Who made it your lunch
time P And what hes time to do with it P’
he asked. ‘I should have thought appetito
was what had to be consulted, not time.’
I tried tq explain the principles on which
our households in Enzland are carried on.
Ho was much amused. “Ab !’ he said; ‘I
understand now. You eat when it suits
the servants.

specimens of transparent jrude, of rock
crystsl, of milky jide, of moss sgates, of
uncat diamonds, of precious stones still in
their natural state. On opening any one
of these box=s, says Count D Herisson, it
appesred to send out eparkleg and sheaves
of light. Beyond, reat wardrobes ot old
lacquer set into the walls contained the

The summer palace had been aandoned
by the emperor.

For ths splendor which be found within
the entbusiasm of ‘Court D‘Herisson can
bardly find adequate words. ¢ There,’ he
says, speaking of one of the outer balls
¢ were gathered all the wealth in precious
stones and fine fabrics presented by trib-
utary princes, and ‘sl! that the kings and
emperors of Europe bad sent to Hien-Foag
anl bis predecessors, all the bric-a-brac-
end curiosities, as well as allthe goods
which the simple-minded merchant, wich
ing to obtain rights in s port, substracted
from his cargo to picjitiete the sover-
eign. Everytking wrs preserved with
care and equalled hbonourel from
a cloth of gcld orpzmented wiib
pearls, which had come, perhaps, from
the sublime porte, up to a doll that cried
pepa and mamms, which 2 Moarsei'les
captain had taken from his little daughter
at Christmas and carried to China to
grease the palm of the chiet mandarin
This maltitude of treasures had overfl ywad
the private apartments of the sovercign
and his wivesjend sproad iteelf into these
immen e cathedral halls. The dazzling—
from tho richness of the ariicles
extraordinary from”thcir cumber and var-
iety.

But this megnificcnce was &s nothing
compared with the splendors of the throne
room itselt. In a smail oratory to the left
of the throne, for exsmple the walls, the
ceilings, the dressing tables, the chairs, the
footstools, wereall in gold etudded with
gems' Rows ofjemall gods in massy gold
were caived with such wonderlul tkill that
their artistic value was far beyond their
intrinsic worih. On supports of jade were
two pagodas ot enemeledigold, ‘as large
a8 corbins,’ with teven superposed roots,
from each of which “pesr-shaped pearls
hunz like so many bults. in another
oratory resembling the interior of a mon-
strance, were gathered all the articles for
tle emperor’s dasly use'when occupying the
ghroneroom bis tea service, his cups, bis
pipes—the bowls of which were gold or
&4 ver, and the long tubes enriched wi'h
coral jade, rubies, sapphires and little tufts
of many colored silk, his ceremenial chap-
lets of rows of pearls as laage as nuts.
Here also were his speaking trumpets of
silver gilt which he used at times the
better to impress his audience.

‘I sha'l not attempt to portray,’ says
Count D’Herisson, ‘the wonder and ad
miration of the ‘barbarians’ who penetrat-
ed into these precincts. Involuntarily we
spoke in low tones and began to walk on
tiptoe on seeing before us such a profusion
of riches for the possession of which mor-
tals fizht and die, which their owner had
abandoned in his flight as indifferently as &
citizen closes the door ;of bis house, leav-
ing his mabogany bureau exposed to the
<chances of war. All was s0 natural, so
familiar, 50 commonplace to him that he
did not even try to save these treasures.’

" In the rooms of the empress the walls of
closets of the secretaries were furnished

Everything was silk, satin, damask, furs
with embroideries sometimes as delicate as
spiders webs, sometimes as heavy as those
on bishops copes.

But it is necessary to pass to the covnt’s
story of the loot itselt. It began, it
appears, according to the most approved
psychological formulae. The generals had
given orders to remove the articles of
value systematically and the work had
been begun. The troops— French, English
Arabs, Sikbs, Chinese coolies, cavalry,
infantry and artillery—thus had an oppor-
tunity te estimate the value of the treasure
which the palace contsined. And there
was some natural grembling.  Suddenly it
was learred that a meb of Cainesa pillazers
had scaled a wall on the other side and
must be turned out. There was an alarm
of fire, causing the obvious thought ‘these
Chinere will cabbage everyihing’ or ‘the
ascile ar) going to burn everything *

The action followed the thought—a mad
indescriminate scramble in which every
msn endeavored to seiz, what he could
‘What could the general or his offi:ers
do!’ asks Count D Herisson. ‘Absolutely
nothing. 1i they had i.ed to stem the
torrent they would have been swept away
by the rush; they would have compromis-
ed their influence and reputations and with
it in the future of the expedition. With us
a8 with the Eoglish. the generals bad only
one thing to do, to suui their eyes. It was
oné of those psychological moments ia
military lifc when, as Count Voo Bismark
said lator, the artifizial rogulations which
serve to bind nations as well as armies dis-
appesr, leaving primitive human nature in
aliits crudity and abeolute surrender to its
free instincts. Such moments occur at
two points in the history of arx‘es—in ov-
e1whelming defeat and in supreme victory,
and at such times there are o longer regu-
lations or authority-

From the very first moment, itiz amus-
ing to note the Krench soldiers went on
t1e theory of each man for bimself, while
the Eoglish systematiz:d the pillage—
arriving in equads, like gangs of workmen,
with men cai ying large sacks and com
manded by non commissioned offi ers, who
even brought with them j.welers touch
stones with which to test the quality of
their booty.

D Herisson, ‘a disinterested but curious
spectator, and I ernjoyed th's strange,
unforgetable vision. There was this an
b at of men of every color, of every race,
this entanglement of indivduals from every
nation on the eavth, swarming on this
mound of riches, burrabing in all the
langusges ot the globe, burrying, strug
gling, s imblinz, falling, picking them-

seive p ing, cursing,  €x-
claiming, while each  earried off
somethiog. 1 say it loeked like an

ant heap, crusbed urder one's foot, where
the terrified workers fly,in every direction,
one with a grain of wheat, another with a
bug, another with an egg. There were
troopers, their heads buried in the boxes
o' red Iacquer belonging to the empress;
others half smothered in the folds of bro-
cades and pieces of silk ; still others who
had placed rubies, sapphires, pearls and
rock crystals in their pockets, in their hats,
in their cloaks and who bung around their
necks stringe of great pearls. Others car

‘ried off clocks and dials in their arms. The

ppers of the engineers had brought their
axes and broke the furniture to secure
the precious stones with which they were
entrusted. There was ome smashing a
lovely Louis XV. clock to secure the face,
one which the bours were marked with
crystal figures;* which he mistook tor dia-
monds. Now and again the cry of fire was
heard. Everybody rushed out, letting ev-
erything fall, and extinguished the fire that
was already licking the precious wall, by
heaping on it silks aud damascenes and furs
It was like & dream of a bashhish eater.

falling, The men came.back loaded with
booty, hearing the ‘most heterogeneous
collection of articles, from silver saucepans
to astronomical telescopes and servants—
a prodigious mass of material whick it
would have been impossible to carry away.

violinists, trumpeters, players on the
clarinet and even whole orchestras of mon-
keys seated on an organ, little tight rope
dancers, walzers, snd so on, were found
in the summer palace. The roems of the
empress and of the ‘'women were literally
overflowing with them.

cornets, as well as the hearty bursts of
laughter coming from the easily amused
crowd.
