Berlin, Nov, 8, via London.—A de-
termined oWensive movement by the
Russians near Riga and down along
the line of the Dvina river to Dvinsk
is reported in today’s official statement
by the war office. It is declared that
the attacks of the Russians, however,
were repulsed with heavy losses to the
attacking forces ih some sectors.

“Austro-Hungarian troops reached
Ivanjica (twenty-seven miles south-
west of Kralievo) an
kilometres ‘hortheast /& Tvanjica: Ger-
man troops are attacKing on the hights
south of Kralievo. Between Kralievo
and Krusevac the western Morava
had been crossed at several points.

London, Nov. 8—The press and pub-
lic were largely occupied today with
ar American note, which has been the
subject of more discussion than any
diplomatic question for many months.
The Foreign Office has already given
it very careful consideration, but it
has not yet been before the cabinet,
and probably it will be a fortnight or
more before a reply can be prepared.
For the moment the note has even
overshadowed the near eastern situ-
ation, and Earl Kitchener's proposed
visit to that theatre of operations.
Beyond the fact that Lord Kitchener
has departed for his destination there
is little news from the allied side re-
specting Balkan affairs.

The Austro-Germans ‘have succeed-
ed in crosing the Morava river in Ser-
bia, and Gen. Von Gallwitz has occu-
pled Krusevac, one of Serbia’s largest
towns, about thirty miles due north
west of Nish. The fall of Krusevac
means that the branch railway line to
Ushitze, near the Bosnian frontier,
has been broken by the invaders close
to the point where it leaves the main
Belgrade-Nish-Saloniki line. A large
number of prisoners, tem guns and &
lot of war material fell into German
hands.

The Bulgarians also are advancing
from the east, but in the west the Mon.
tenegrins claim to have inflicted an-
other defeat on the Austrians. The
Austrians are sald to be concentrat-
ing a force of 120,000 men in Herzego-
vina for an invasion of Montenegro.

The Russians continue their attacks
in Courland, Volyhnia and Galicia, and
while they report some successes they
are apparently not making any attempt
to advance. According to Petrograd
correspondents, there is no intention

| MacKay, M. D., died at his home at
Reserve at one fifteen o'clock today.
He had been ill for one week. On Sun-
day last he was stricken by a weak-
ness of the heart while on his way to
perform a critical operation at the
Giace Bay hospital.

He was born at Earlton, Colchester
County, on September 11, 1847. His
early education was obtained in the
Truro schools and he graduated in
medicine from Belleville Hospital
Medical College, New York, in 1873,
His practise opened with his brother,
D. G. MacKay, M. Glace Bay, in the
same year and he has since practised
in this county, He was twice elected
president of the N. 8. Medical Society
and was one of the framers of, and in-
troduced in the House, the first public
health act of Nova Scotla. In 1878
he insituted a system of local boards
of health at the collieries which was
afterwards adopted by the municipal-
ity and applied to all the districts in
the county,

Dr. MacKay entered politics in 1886
when he was elected to the House of
Assembly. Later he was chosen lead-
er of the Conservative party in the
House and served in the capacity of
representative of the county until
1897 with the exception of the terms
from 1890-1894. He was defeated in
1897 for the Local House and in 1904
for the Federal House. He was called
to the Senate in 1912,

Mrs. MacKay was formerly Miss
Katherine Campbell Sutherland of The
Falls, Earltown, and three chud ren
survive him, one of whom is
Dan MacKay, M. D., who is now aerv
ing with one of the Winnipeg regi-
ments at the front.

That is all to the good, but
the ultimate lies in the proof we alone
can give that these practices are dis-
astrous.”

The note, the Gazette concludes,
should remind home critics of the pit-
falls between which the foreign office
and the admiralty must pick their way
to assert the rights of the country,
without offending neutrals, and of the
danger of presuming an unqualified
friendship in any quarter.

The Evening Standard says that the
United States has been at variance
with both sides of belligerents and ac-
cepted from Germany a sort of apology
which bore “far less similarity to the
real article than our blockade bears
to a blockade which would satisfy even
American diplomatists.”

“When she disagrees with us in
purely technical matters,” adds the
Standard, “are we likely to he con-
fronted with the mailed fist? America
is making her fortune out of the Al-
lies. Remembering this, and America’s
treatment of Germany, we have no
fear of an acute crisis or of retaliatory
measures in the form of an embargo
on American exports.”

Berlin, via London, Nov. 8—The
small German cruiser Undine has

been torpedoed and sunk by a sub-
marine off the Swedish coast, it was
officially announced today.

“The small cruiser Undine,” says
the official report, “was sunk by two
torpedoes from a submarine om the
afternoon of November 7, while pat-
rolling: the south Swedish coast.”
Nearly the entire crew was saved.

“The Undine was a protected cruiser
of 2,672 tons (displacement, 328 feet
long and 15.3 feet depth. Her arma-
tment consisted of ten 4.1 inch guns
and two 18-inch torpedo tubes. She
was built in 1901 at Howaldt.

Sank in Three Minutes

Malmo, Sweden, via London, Nov 8
—The cruiser Undine was sunk Sun-
day, while she was escorting the Ger-
man ferryboat Preussen from Trelle-
borg, Sweden, to Sasnitz, Prussia.
The cruiser sank in three minutes,
but with the exception of nineteen
men, who went down with her, the
crew was saved. The second officer
and six men died later from wounds.

A torpedo boat which accompanied
the Undine and the ferryboat was not
attacked.

Bulgarian Flag Hoisted Over Nish?

Berlin, Nov. 8, via wireless to Say-
ville—An exchange of telegrams be-
tween Gen.

Ottawa, Nov, 8—Th¢ last of the

80,000,000 were sent out by wire to-
ay to manufacturing firms in various
parts of the Dominion, The munitions
committee has been advised to the ca-
pacity of all of them. Every factory,
jarge and small, capable of manufac-
turing munitions of war is receiving
orders. ‘A wholesale manufacture up
to the grestest possibility of the out-
ut by Canada in the shortest possible
time has been thoroughly planned.
No fewer than 151 cities and towns
of the Dominion are now working on
these munitions and ~for 'several
months_from $12,000,000 to $15,000,000
has been paid out each month. With
the new orders and the increased out-
put, however, the payments will in-
crease at once to 20 millions per
month, The members and officials of
the munitions committee refuse to
state what firms are manufacturing
smunitions or what orders have been
placed the last few days. They polnt
out that this policy is in accordance
with the practice followed by David
Lloyd George, Imperial Minister of
Munitions to whom the C¥nadian muni.
tions committee is directly responsi-

1916 is out. Up to now $18,000,000 has
been spent in Toronto, $12,000,000 in
Hamilton, $51,000,000 in Montreal and
district.

CHOLERA ADDS T0
HARDSHIPS OF THE
ARMENIAN REFUGEES

Mortality in Tabriz alone
reported to average one
hundred a day.

New York, Nov. 8—Cholera has
added its terrors to the burdens of
Armenian refugees who fled the Tigris
and Euphrates valleys to Tabriz, ac-
cording to meagre advices received
here by the Presbyterian board of
foreign missions and made public to-
day. One hundred a day s now the
average mortality from the scourge,
in Tabriz alone, these advices state.

Urumiah, too, the recent fighting
ground of Kurds and native Chris-
tians, is afflicted by cholera, the board
announced. Forty deaths have al-
ready occurred there from the disease.
All the deaths, both in Tabriz and
Urumiah, it is said, have occurred
among the natives. The missionaries
stationed at both places are relieving
the sick as best they can, with inade-
quate facilities.

Tiflis, Russia, which lies south of
the Caucasus mountains, not a great
distance from Tabriz, and Urumiah, is
similarly in the grip of an epidemic,
which hag already caused 700 deaths,
according to the board’s advices. It
is thought likely that these deaths
were due to cheoléra, also, although
the nature of the disease is not desig-
nated in advices.

Female Pickpocket

A ZEPPELIN RAID ON
ENGLIH METROPOLIS

No Trace of Panic as Crowds Seek Vantage
Point to Watch Pursuit of the Raider—

Excitement to Ply Her Trade.

Takes Advantage of

(Special Staff Cor, of The Standard.)
A Zeppelin raid 48 merely an inter-
esting spectacle for a lot of people, but
naturally it alarms some people, par-
ticularly the women and children. On
October 13 I was in London, and that
evening I was not far from one of the
places where a Zepepelin dropped a lot
of bombs, killing and.injuring a con-
siderable number of people, and smash-
ing a great deal of glass in an area
over one-quarter of a mile in diameter
About the first intimation we had of
the presence of a Zeppelin overhead
was the bursting of bombsg near by a
certain section of the metropolis usu-
ally crowded with amusement seekers
at night; a place it is not lawful to
mention, though by this time, every-
body in England and probably many in
Germany know itg whereabouts. A
number of bombs were dropped in a
limited area; and the reports of their
explosions was followed by whole
series of muffled detonations nd a
smashing and crashing of glass and a
horrid racket of the rain of the frag-
ments falling in cascades to the pave-
ments. Some of the bombs set fire to
gas mains, causing a series of gas ex-
plosions over a coniderable area. So

In a minute or so after the bomb
explosions the searchlights got busy; !
great shafts of light stabbed the sky,
moving swiftly hither and yon. High
overhead their rays caught the Zepp-
elin; it became a great tube of rosy
light moving across the depths of the
Then all over the place the anti-
airship guns went into attion, and the
shells began to explode around the
raider, their flashes looking like the
flashes of fire-flies.

The barking of the guns, the flare of
the searchlights in the sky, apprised
London generally of the visit of the
air pirate. All the city stood at gaze
for a moment or two, till they caught
sight of the tube of rosy light moving
majestically through the night. At-
tended by flocks of fire-flies, Then a
commotion ran through the streets,
mostly men rushed to places offering
a good view, more curious than alarm-
ed. But here and there a hysterical
woman or girl wailed in terror, and
skurried aimlessly about. Men laugh-
wd——lhen swore. A girl flung herself
upon me; she seemed to be in hyster-
ics and she tried to drag me to the
helter of some place or other. She

She shuffled back into her dwelling,
and I thought of that other kniting wo-
man that for Carlyle was one of the
portents of the French Revolution,
whose chic story he wrote without for
a moment understanding its causes,

The guns ceased their barking;
wheeling shafts of light searched the
sky. And down below, in the great
metropolis, the throngs in the streets
moved towards the area whence had
come the sounds of bursting bombs.
Fires had-broken out. Clanging motor
engines forced passages through the
packed crowds; policemen and special
constables struggled with the tidal
wave of curious humanity. In that
dense and agitated mallstrom of men
and women, one could not see much;
he was carried along in the current
like a chip. Once I was caught in a
back eddy, a place where they were
trying to collect the dead and dying.
A man was cut open like a pig ready
for market; another was minus his
jaw and his face a mangled horror.
The moving mass of humanity eddied
this way and that; you saw little and
heard a lot of half-told tales; but you
knew somehow that there were dead
and dying and injured in many places

Next morning the official report an-
nounced that Zeppelins had raided cer-
tain districts in London, and ‘that so
far'as known seven persons had been
killed and fourteen injured more or
less severely. The succeeding day the
official report stated over 50 had been
killed and nearly 150 injured.

How many Zeppelins visited London
that night may be known to the Ger-
mans; apparently the London author-
itles do not know. One was seen about
half-past nine, and another, or pos-
sibly the same one returning,” about
eleven o'clock.

To
Nelson's victory we owe a century's
security, and the consequent social
and economic progress, but he heroic-
ally reaped where generations of Brit-
ish seamen had sown—Drake and the
Elizabethan adventurers, Blake and
his Cromwellians, Hawke, Anson,
Rodney, and the other great eigh-
teenth century captains. From Tra-
falgar until August, 1914, Great Brit
ain's sea power was unchallenged.
The history of this war shows that it
is still unchallenigeable. Our navy
holds the seas today even more com-
pletely than it did on the day after
Nelson had defeated Villeneuve. No
ship can cross the oceans ‘except by
our consent. The enemy's flag has
practically disappeared from neutral
harbors, and his seaborne trade has
come to an end. Admiral Mahan's es-

Corporal W. R. Allen
writes from the battle-
fields of France.

L. D. Allen of 36 St. Andrews street
has received two interesting letters
from his son Conporal W, R, Allen,
who is the doctor's orderly with the
26th Battalion mow fighting in Bel-
gium. The first letter was written on
October 17th and in part the young
¢orporal said he has seen pictures and
heard about war but they have nothing
on the real thing. The doctor with
Corporal Allen and two other A.M.C.
men of the battalion have been work-
ing hard day and night, and it started
like this: “I went to bed at 11 p. m.
Tuesday night and slept till three and
and then got up for @ wounded man
and *then back to bed, and was up
again at five o’clock, only to get up at
7.30. Well, we were up all day, that
night, and the next day and night, but
Wednesday the 13th was the worst.
We had our coats off, sleeves rolled up
and all the time the shells ‘were drop-
ping around and the noise was enough
to deafen anybody. You just had to
yell if you wanted to speak to any
person. It was sure great while it
lasted but I would not want it every
day. Anyway the Germans lost about
five hundred men,

“We are now out of the trenches un-
til Wednesday when we go back again.
You wanted to know if I wanted socks,
well I'll tell you I have one pair which
1 am saving until I have to put them
on; the pair that T am wearing is a
fright, the whole foot is out of one and
the leg is torn, and the other sock is
nearly as bad, As far as sending me
anything for A Christmas, well some
cake and cigarettes will do, but please
send over some candy ag I have not
had any since I left England. I would
like to tell you a lot about the last
scrap we had but all our letters are
censored. I went up to a farm house
and just got in when a big coal box
came over from the Germans, hit one
corner of the house and blew it all in
the air. It sure was hot work getting
out of there. Then I stood up along-
side of a pile of bricks when a darn
shell had to come along and blow the
bricks up and I was forced to dive
head first into a trench. 1 thought for
about ten minutes that I was killed in

the men got there the hoie was empty.
The men all ran out again just as the
CGermans blew the place up. Then it
was everyone in again and they gave
the Germans some iron rations. Then
our fellows came back to the trenches,
or all that could get back and then we
had to start to work on the wounded.
We worked all that night and the next
day and night, and we had it easy the
following day when 'we came out of the
trenches for a rest. You don’t ming it
at all after the first week as you get
used to it. There is some talk of gend-
ing us to the Dardanelles. Well I
hope they do as I have started in to
see things and I want to see ag much
as I can while I'm at it, so I would
like to go there and see what kind of
a place it is.”

In the last two months sufficient
men have been recruited in the mari-
time provinces to fill three battalions,
The total given in the official returns,;

d y by Captain L. P.
D. Tilley, recruiting officer for New
Brunswick, is 8,331. Of this number
Nova Scotia has contributed 1,761,
New Brunswick, 1,348, and Prince Ed-
ward Island 222,
While these figures are generally
accurate sometimes men go to regi-
mental headquarters and sign on and
their names do not.always come
through to the chief recruiting officer.’
Nova Scotia took the lead for this
period with 1,117 men recruited from
September 4 to October 6, while New
Brunswick’s showing was 667. Dur
ing the mext period, October 6 to No-
vember 3, Nova Scotia raised 644 men,
but was surpassed by New Bruns-
wick’s contribution of 681 men.
The wgy in which the men of St.
John have responded to the call is
shown in gratifying light by the com-
parison with the showing made by
Halifax during these two months. In
September 294 men were enlisted in
Halifax and in October 104, a total of
398. During the same periods St.
John men enlisted to the number of
805 in September and 422 in October,
a total of 727, or almost twice the
number in the sister city. The detail-
ed figures, by recruiting districts, are
as follows:
