Greek government, in agreement with
the King, will proclaim martial law
this week, according to the newspaper
Kajros. The parliament, which will
meet next Monday, is expected to rat-
ify this measure,

The British and the Russians in
Mesopotamis and the Caucasus region
respectively, are pressing the Turks

The army of King George, coming
northward from th@ Persian Gulf to
the-veligf.of the Brilish forces at Kut-
El-Amara, has drivél the Ottomans
to withhym the beleagured
town on the Tigris.

The Russians, in their drive along
the front of nearly 100 miles in the
Caucasus, have won additional points
of vantage from the Turks, especially
in the Arasa and Inid valley regions.
Constantinople admits this, but says
that south of the Arasa, in hand-to-
hand fighting in a Russian advanced
position, heavy casualties were inflict-
ed on the Russians by the Turks.
On the other fronts little fighting of
moment has taken place. The British
and French guns in France and Bel-
glum have been busy bombarding
German trenches, while on the Rus-
sian front there has been fighting only
at isolated positions from the Riga re-
gion to. Bukowina.

According to the semi-official Over-
seas News Agency of Berlin, Entente
Allied troops have landed at Phaler-
on, a port five miles southwest of
Athens, and once the port of the Greek
capital, The Berlin newspapers, the
news agency says, attribute this as a
part of preparations looking to the
overthrow of King Constantine and
the placing of former Premier Venize.

Ottawa, Jan. 17.—8ir Robert Borden
has seldom appeared to better advan-
tage than he did tonight when he
from  the
Throne. His words rang with their
wonted  vigor when he told of the
cause of the Allies and why they were
battling side by side. Cheers were
loud and prolonged and enthusiasm
reigned when he spoke of what he
had seen and heard on his visit to
Hurope last summer, how confidence
reigned, how Great Britain and the
Allies had step by step conqugred-
their inefficiency and unpreparedness,
how they now had tlie measure of
their enemies, and how they now
knew, as Sir Robert put it—"“We can
win if we make the necessary sacrifice
and effort.”

S8IR ROBERT L. BORDEN !

The premier thrilled the house with
his eloquence as he described the rea-
sons why the Canadian people had rea
son to feel confidence in the outcome
of the war. “If one looks below the
surface,” he said, “there is not the
slightest ground as to why the Empire
should, be discouraged.” The impor-
tant thing was, he emphasized, that
“we have held the enemy in the west
and given the Allies time for prepara-
tion. That preparation is now being
effectively made, and our equipment
now vastly exceeds that of the ene-

The Premier didn’t dwell long upon
the navy, but it was seen by the re-
sponse to his words that the members
of the Canadian Parliament are fully
alive to the tremendous effect the
British navy has had ipon the course
of the war, and how much the Empire
depends upon her fighting ships.

Russia’s Great Fight.

He turned to the situation in Rus.
sia for a moment. He affirmed from
his knowledge of events that the great
alm of the Germans in invading Rus
sia had completely failed, and his
story of lack of equipment amongst
the Russian soldiers affected his hear-
ers deeply, Russians soldiers had
gone to battle against the invading
hosts of Germany without guns
their hands, and when the armed men
in front fell with their faces to the
foe their guns were passed back to
the unarmed others behind them. Thus
it was many months ago, but the
scene is now changed. Russia is be-
coming well equipped, her soldiers are
going®into battle with arms in their
hands and the premier allowed him-
gelf to convey strong hopes to his
hearers that the new Russian offen-
sive would not fafl.

Bir Robert spoke of the mammoth
task that had been set the British
Empire. “We have raised an army
twenty times greater than’this Empire
ever intended to send into the field,”
he said, add, referring to what Cana-
da Had one, he added: “What we have
accomplishe seems to me a wonderful
thing.” He didn't claim this was to
the credit of the government but to
the people of the Dominion, It was a

expressed the conviction that the ac-
tion of the government has caused a
disjocation of the business and wound
up with a happy peroration which
showed that he was in no mood to
enter into any serious criticism of the
policy pursued by the gevernment.

Sir Wilfrid pleaded for a unified, de-
termined, resolute Empire—an Empire
which would see the great job through
German militarism must be complete-
ly crushed. Then the world might
look for an era of peace, for disarm-
ament, and for an approach to the
ideal condition of the brotherhood of
man. “Germany canpot have come
plete victory,” declared the Liberal
leader, “as to that theve cannot be any
shadow of doubt.

The only problem in my mind is as
to the extent of our victory. If we
have only half a victory then Germany
would be humiliated, but would still
be defiant. She would continue her
armaments. She would continue her
dreams of dominion.”

Canada must take her part in the
sacrifice entailed by the determination
to make the victory a complete one.
“This is our interest—the interest of
every Briton—in the war. Our action
is ‘based upon the primary condition
that we must be free or we must lose
our freedom. Upon that our choice
is made.”

Sir Wilfrid referred to the premier’s
New Year announcement that Canada
would undertake to raise 500,000 men,
“I put aside today,” said he, “the ques-
tion as to whether this premature
statement of my right honorable
friend was exactly on the lines of con-
stitutional government. I shall be
prepared, and my friends around me
will be prepared, to discuss in the
spirit in which all such propositions
should be discused, the proposition
which the government deem essential
to carry on the struggle in which we
are engaged.” Sir Wilfrid urged the
premier, however, to meet at once
with an official pronouncement the
stories being circulated by the Nation:
alist element that the call was a pre-
liminary step toward comscription. For
himself he had no fear. “The Laurier
naval law has not yet been repealed,”
he commented with a smile. It has
not yet lead to conscription, as we
were told it would in 1911. “He fear-
ed, however, the bogey of conserip-
tion would detrimentaly affect immi-
gration, and read an article from the
New York American, which he char
acterized as “very much exaggerated,”
stating that scores of United States
settlers in Canada were returning
home, “fleeing from threatened econ:
scription.”

Preach Economy, He Counsels

Sir Wilfrid had words of caution
and counsel for the finance minister,
At the rate in which Canada was pil-
ing up debt there must be the wisest
and most rigid economy in every
braneh of the service. For himself he
felt that between twenty and thirty
millions of the estimates of last ses-
sion were unnecessary at the present
time. ‘T have been in office,” com-
mented Sir Wilfrid, “and I know
something of the importunities which
confront the government. In times of
peace many of these luxury expendi-
tureg may be legitimately made, but I
feel that it is the duty of the govern-
ment today to preach to the Canadian
people economy in public service and
in private expenditures.” He regret-
ted that the speech from the throne
contained no such counsel and assur-
ance,

Sir Wilfrid was also disappointed
|that there was no mention in the ad-
dress of the abnormal action of the
government in commandeering wheat
in the elevators. In time of war the
government had the right to take un-
usual methods if they were taken on
the ground of military necessity.

The government had issued an of-
ficlal statement that the action was
taken at the request of the British
authorities, but the following day the
British government had issued a state
ment that it had made no such re
quest and had no knowledge on the
sybject. There had been no attemp!
to explain that serious discrepancy.
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“Our supreme aspiration,”
Wiltrld, in concluding, “is that Bel-
glum shall again be free and prosper-
ous as she was, if it be possible that
ever she may be as prosperous as
she was In view of the awful destruec-
tion she has suffered. It is also our aim
that France shall have her lost terri-
tory and her natural boundaries re-
stored to her, and thn old Englmd
shall retain un i
as ever her prestige uld her power in
the world. It is our aim that both Eng-
land and France shall resume as early
as possible their onward march to-
ward the future enfranchisement of
the human race from the shackles of
passion and prejudice, and that in
weakened Germany democracy may be
triumphant and that every German
people sobered from their dreams of
conquest and domination, may return
to the past of peace and benevolence
which at one time characterized their
race.”

(Prolonged applause from both sides
of the house.)

Sir Robert Replies.

Sir Robert Borden at the outset of
his speech replied to the observations
of the leader of the opposition in re-
gard to the amount of last year's esti-
mates. They had been passed, he
stated, on the understanding that no
new works would be undertaken dur
ing the war, unless of a most urgent
character, and that was the policy
which had been carried out. Net
only was this the case, but the gov-
ernment had even considered staying
construction on works already under
contract, and if the urgency of future
conditions should ever render it neces-
sary would not hesitate to adopt su.h
a course.

The Prime Minister then took
up the matter of the government's
action in commandeering wheat
for the Allies,®iso a topic for dis-
cussion by Sir Wilfrid Laurier.
“The Right Honorable Leader of
the opposition stated that he had
no charge to make,” sald Sir
Robert. “If he had no charge to
make, it might have been iu better
taste not to refer to any charge at
all.” The prime minister stated
that the government, in view of
the abundant Canadian harvest of
the past year, had sought an, out-
let for it in' every market of the
world. When representations
had been made on behalf of the
Allled governments the govern-
ment had sought the best advice
in Canada—the advice of those
he was sure the opposition leader
would not question—as to the
proper method of procedure. He
did net think any serious disloca-
tion of trade had resulted from
the government's action; as a
matter of fact, the greater part of
the wheat commandeered had
now been moved out, and he
thought the matter deserved con-
gratulation, rather than criticism.

No Reason to Be Down Hearted

Turning to the subject of war Sir
Robert stated it could not be denied
that the surface outlook of things was
not encouraging, with the Russian re-
tirement in the eastern theatre, the
failure of the Dardanelles project, the
entry of Bulgaria into the war and
the over-running of Serbia and Mon-
tenegro. But to one who looked be-
low the surface there appeared no
ground for discouragement. The Al
lies had held the enemy in the west,
and secured time for preparation, and
that was one of the essential factors
of the war. Then there was the fact
that the numbers and resources of
the Allied nations vastly exceeded
those of the enemy, and that the Brit-
ish navy controlled the sea, a fact
which alone vutweighed every mil-
tary advantage which Germany had so
far gained. Sir Robert paid a high
tribute to the valor of the Russian
army which, fighting almost without
arms and munitions, had defeated the
German plan for the capture of Rus-
sia. He had every confid and

“Under the stimulus of $1.50 wheat
and the pressure from all sides to in-
crease production, farmers of the
North West increased the acreage un-
der cultivation 25 per cent., which,
with favorable climatic conditions, re-
sulted in an increase of oveér 100 per
cent. in the yield of wheat, over 50 per
cent, in oats, and other grains in pro-
portion.

“The enormous advances for war
materfals, estimated at over five hun-
dred million dollars, has given em-
ployment to every manufacturing
plant which could adapt itself to re-
quirements. No less than 340 plants,
large and small, are engaged today in
the manufacture of shells. The indus-
try has proved an inestimable boon to
this country and the salvation of a
number of companies which might oth-
erwise not have survived the crisis.”

should at least give every encourage-
ment to those willing to go to the
front.

Commission of Conservation a Civic
Improvement League conference will
open in Ottawa the latter part of this
week and continue in s
or three days.

of the sort was held in Ottawa in No-

vember last when most of the Cana-
dian cities were represented. At that
convention Sir Clifford Sifton, chair-

man of the Car
Commission,

fan Conservation
was in the chair at the
opening and the chairmen who presid-
ed during its sessions were Sir John
Willison of the Toronto News, and
Hon. J. J. Guerin of Montreal. At the
close .of the conference a provisional
committee was formed with Sir John
Willison as chairman and numbering
in its membership such leading Cana-
diang as Dr. Frank Adams, Senator
Dandurand, Hon. Sydney Fisher, W. D,
Lighthall of Westmount, Dr. Helen
McMurchy, Prof. J. W. Robertson,
Prof. Adam Shortt, Sir Clifford Sifton
and J. 8. Watters, president of the
Trades and Labor Congress.

At the conference to be held during
this week this committee will report,
and submit a constitution for the
league which will be fairly launched.
It is also proposed to take steps lead-

THE PLACE FOR THEM

This Canada of ours is big enough
rnd broad enough_ to hold in harmony
men of all religious, political and oth-
er opinions, and in normal times littlo
attentiom would be paid to statements
savoring of sedition or breathing dis-
loyalty. Those who voiced such sen-
timents would be regarded simply as
lunatics, perhaps to be watched, cer
tainly to be pitied. But the times are
not normal. Canada and the Empire
face a situation in which the assist-
ance of every man is needed, no mat-
ter what his private opinions as to
the merits or demerits of that situa-
tion may be. In such a case, there
can be but little tolerance or consid-
eration for men like Wilfrid Gribble
in St. John or Armand Lavergne and
Henry Bourassa in Quebec.

Gribble's case is now before the
courts and therefore, cannot be com-
menited upon, but it is safe to say that
the St. John Socialist is a lesser sin-
ner than the Quebec fire-brand who, in
public has endeavored to
dissuade the young men of that prov-
ince from donning the King's uniform
to fight in their own defence.

It is not to be supposed that the
vaporings of Lavergne or Bourassa
represent the opinion of the province
of Quebec. There is, in St. John at
the present time, a fine regiment of
young Canadians the great majority
of whom are of French descent. Yet
they are just as loyal as their English
brothers who, clad in the same level-
ling garb, faring forth to bear
their part of the burden of this war.

In Parliament yesterday Sir Wilfrid
Laurier roundly condemned the utter
ances of such men as Lavergne and

BELGIAN PRIEST
HERE PRATSES
OUR SOLDIERS

Fr. Arts, now chaplain in
Canadian forces,says they
are almost worshipped in
his country.

“The more the Canadian soldiers are
known the better are they appreciated
by the Belgians., In Belgium they are
almost worshipped.

Such was the warm tribute paid to
the men from this coumtry by Rev.
Father J. Arts of Toronto, formerly
of Louvain, the unfortunate city which
was sacked by the Prussian hordes,
and s citizens slain. Father Arts,
who is honorary captain and was Ro-
man Catholic chaplain in the Cana-
dian expeditionary force at Gallipoli,
arrived in this ¢ity yesterday on the
steamer Missenabie and registered at
the Duerin Hotel,

Before the war he was head of a
convent and boarding school in Lou-
vain. Part of the school was destroy-
ed by the Germans when they trained
some of the products of their gun fac-
tory at Essen on the stricken city.

Father Arts removed to Toronto
where before enlisting as chaplain he
did valiant service among his country-
men. He is a large, robust man and
looks the priest as well as the militia-
man. His English is very good. He
has a slight accent similar to that ot
the French speaking people, but is
easily understood. He speaks Fremch
fluently as mearly all Belgians do,

“I want to say,” said Father Arts,

last night, “that German reports of
the misbehavior of Canadian troops
are infamous lies. Their behavior has
been excellent and there has been no
cause for complaint. Tell those who
have not enlisted to hurry up for I can
assure you Canadians are meeded
across the water. I was with the
Canadian boys who fought on the Gal
lipoli peninsula against the Turks, and
they acquitted themselves splendidly.
The Canadian doctors and nurses
gained a splendid reputation every-
where at the front and wounded Cana-
dan soldlers were glad when they
were sent to Canadian hospitals over
there.”
Father Arts preferred not to make a
gtatement at this time concerning
plans which are bsing considered to
bring many Belgians who have lost
their homes to Canada. He will con-
fer with the federal immigration au-
thorities regarding Belgian immigra-
tion. Yesterday he saw the immigra-
tion officials here. There is no doubt
but that there will be a large Belgian
emmigration to Canada during the
next two years. There are now many
Belgians in Canada, many of whom are
employed in the mines of New Bruns-
wick, Nova Scotia and British Colum-
bia.

SYNOPSIS OF COAL MINING REGU-
LATIONS.

Coal mining rights of the Dominion,
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Alberta,
the Yukon Territory, the North-West
Territories and in a portion of the Prov
ince of British Columbia, may be leased
for a term of twenty-one years renewal
for a further term of 21 years at an an-
nual rental of $1 an acre, Not more than
2,560 acres will be leased to one appii-
cant,

Application for a lease must be made
by the applicant in person to the Agent
or Sub-Agent of the district in which the
rights applied for are situated.

In surveyed territory the land must
be described by sections, or legal sub-
divisions of sections, and in unsurveyed
territory the tract applied for shall be
staked out by the applicant himself.
Each application must be accom anied
by a fee of $6 which will be re! unded
if the rights applied for are not available,
but not otherwise. A royalty shall
paid on the merchantable output of the
mine at the rate of five cents per ton.

The industry has
proved an inestimable boon to this
country and the salvation of a num-
ber of companies which otherwise
might not have survived the crisis.
At the same time, we must remember
that these orders will cease with the
war, and our manufacturers will be
under the necessity of adjusting them-
selves to new conditions. It must be
expected that a violent dislocation will
then take place. The

The decrease in loans in Canada is
in line with the general contraction.

Canada has stood the shock and strain
of the war for seventeen months has
justified the confidence expressed at
our last meeting in her
weather the erisis. No better demon-
stration of her resourcefulness and
economic stability could be offered to
the world, The Moratorium Acts in
some provineea and the supension of
specie payments for bank and Do-
minion notes were the only departures
from sound finance, and the latter
was & purely precautionary measure,
It is truly wonderful to record during
such a perfod of world upheaval that
this country has experienced no finan-
cial distunbance, a very small increase
in failures, and with one exception no
per t by lties;
furthermpre, that the loan companies
report comparatively few arrears of
lntor'ut on mortgage loans., As a re-
sult,’ the anixety felt at the beginning
of the war has been replaced by a
spirit of relief and confidence. The

We belleve that Canada, ltke her
neighbor to the. south, is on the thres-
hold of prosperous times. Certainly we
shall prosper while the war lasts, and
no doubt for some time afterwards, as
we may take for granted an enormous
demand for raw materials and cereals
during the physical construction of
Europe.

The Federal and Provincial Govern-
ments, banks and railways should do
everything possible to foster and aid
the lncreased production of the land,
forests, mines and fisheries, so as to
turn the balance of trade to our ad-
vantage, There should bp no further
borrowings far, or expenditure in, un-
productive enterprises, which have
been too prevalent during the past ten
years.

You are aware of the failure of our
negotiations regarding an amalgama.
tion with the Bank of Hamilton. The
Directors of both banks had unani-
mously approved the termsand condi-
tions of the proposed amalgamation
and were prepared to recommend it to
their shareholders, but the Minister of
Finance refused his consent on the
ground that it was not in the public
interest. It is difficult for us to un-
derstand his objection on this ground,
as it has been demonstriited that every
previous bank amalgamation in . this
country—and we believe in other coun-
tries~—was distinetly in the public in-
terest. The public directly concerned,
namely, the involuntary creditor—the
note holder, and the voluntary credi-
tor—the depositer could mot conceiv-
ably object to increased security; nor
has experience shown that the borrow-
ing classes would prefer a bank with
small resources to a bank with large
resources. The decision establishes a
dangerous precedent, as {t denies to
the shareholders of a bank, who ‘as
you know have a double liability, the
right in their corporate capacity to
control their own property, and also
the opportunity to enhance its value,

The gross earnings of the rallways,
which for the twelve months ended
June last, declined upwards of $30,
000,000, show for the five months end-
ed November last an increase of $12,-
000,000 as compared with the corres
ponding period in 1914,

The increase of $142,573,000 in the
total deposits of the chartered banks,
and the decrease of $17,232,000 in cur-
rent loans, have increased the liquid
position of the banks by approximately
these figures combined.

The decrease in imports of merchan-
dise, namely, $60,681,000, and the imn-
crease in exports, $162,315,000, for the
year ended November 30th have turn-
ed the balance of trade in our favor to
the extent of $163,491,000. These fig-
ures do not fully reflect the improve-
ment as it is estimated there are 50,
000,000 bushels of wheat stored in in-
terlor elevators and in tramsit, end
88,000,000 bushels still remaining in
the possession of the farmers, of
which 21,000,000 are required for seed.

A good example of the agricultural
possibilities of this country is afford-
ed by comparison with Argentina.
With a population about equal to ours
and an agricultural area under culti-
vation slightly greater (55,000,000
acres against our 50,000,000), the bal-
ance of trade for the nine months end-
ed Septomber 30th last was $254,096,-
000 in her favor. Her exports consist
chiefly of wheat, corn and animal pro-
ducts. Her mineral and Tumber pro-
ductg are of so little importance that
no statistics are published. Canada’s
possible farm lands are vastly greater
than Argentina's.

In supporting the adoption of the
Report for 1915, 1 am sure I express
the satisfaction of the shareholders
when I say that the present condition
of The Royal Bank of Canada far ex-
ceeds our anticipation.

It was generally thought during the

stances of the war, and the great un-
certainty of busines$ and financial
prospects, only a very moderate state-
ment might be expected from any
bank, however prosperous it may have
been in the past. It is, therefore, infl-
nitely gratifying to learn, as we do
from the reports just read, that the
progress and vitality of the Royal are
a8 good, if not better, thany any pre-
vious record.

We congraulate you and the Gen-
eral Manager on the gplendid showing
we have just heard, and speaking
more particularly for the shareholders
in Ontario, I may say that we com-
mence another year with unbounded
confidence in the future course of our
institution.

Whilst this is the ecase, it may be
wise to consider what the future may
be like. We cannot judge of this oma
financial or commereial basis. War of
the present maguitude, affecting so
many interests, and o far-reaching in
its effects, destroys all principles of
business, and we are left to judge of
possible results on new, and perhaps
wholly uncertain lines. The man on
the street is perhaps as likely to be
right as the most capable and experi-
enced business man. There is no
specialty expert In farecasts under
these conditions. I do mot profess
any speclal knowledge or intuition on
the gubject, and, therefore, what I
have to say about the matter must be
problematic.

Of one thing‘ there cam be little
doubt, and it is a matter which bank-
ing institutions must take into ac-
count. Whenever the war ends, there
may be a period of very grave depres-
sion in business matters. Canada,
from a mercantile and manufacturing
point of view, is singularly active Just
now. This is not due to the condition
of general or continuoug trade, but to
an abnormal state of affairs caused
by special and abnormal conditions.
It we had no demand for clothing,
boots, shells, food and other war nec-
eseities almost every business would
be dull and inactive. With the trem-
endous amount of money received in
respect of such manufactures, it is no
wonder that banks have money, or
that a spasmodic wave of prosperity,
limited as it may be, is felt in many
of our business centres. After the
war, what may we expect, looking at
the question from a commonsense
standpoint?

An lmp&runt decision bearing on|

interests to divert the waters of the
St. Croix river into Maine territory
has just been made by the Internation-
al Waterways Commission, The report
has been sent to the United States
government at Washington and to the
Canadian government at Ottawa. IL
will be made public within a few days.
The question of diverting the waters
of the river, which forms part of the
international boundary line, came to
the fore when the government of Sir
Wilfrid Lauriér incorporated ‘the
Sprague's Falls Co. Which sought to
change the natural flow of the river
at Grand Falls, Charlotte county. Re-
monstrance was made by the inter-
ests in the St. Croix Valley, and the
case was referred to the International
Waterways Commission.

Hearing at Winnipeg

The commission will hold a hearing
at ‘Winnipeg beginning Feb. 1, when
disputes as to water rights in Mani-
toba, Minnesota and North Dakota
will be further considered. The main
matter calling for settlement is the
height of the Lake of the Woods. The
dispute is largely between the power
and navigation interests on the one
hand and the agricultural interests on
the other,

In Minnesota, which adjoing the
Lake of the Woods on the south, the
issues involved are being made politi-
cal questions. For the past twenty
years or so there has been a cycle of
low water, and the farmers of Minne-
sota cleared considerable land and
cultivated it. During last yeéar and
the year before the water has been
rising in the lake and these lands
were more or less flooded.

Blame Canadian Dams

The farmers claim that the Cana-
dian dams at the foot of the lake are
responsible for the high water. The
contention of the power interests 18
that in the state of nature the water
while it reached lower levels it also
attained much higher levels than dur-
ing the past twenty years and that
the periods of high water are during
June, July and August, which would
be injurious to crops almost as much

The city of Winnipeg is very much
interested in the questions involved,
ds it derives it electrical power for
lighting, street rallway and manufac-
tures from the power development of
the Winnipeg river.

The United States government is
also ‘interested in the question and
several years ago approached the Do-
minion government with the request
that the level of the lake be fixed at
a point somewhat higher than the
lake has attained in late years.

The fishing interests, which are
quite important, are divided in their
opinions of the effects of a rise in'the
water, some claiming that the in-
crease in the level is advantageous
and others that it places them at a
great disadvantage, in that it inter
fereg with the feeding and breeding
grounds of the fish. The sturgeon,
which fish i8 of very slow growth and
attaing its greatest size when between
fifty and 100 years/of age, has practi-
cally disappeared from the lake ,fish-
ermen claiming as the result of high-
er levels. The power and navigation
interests, however, maintain that the
fish disappeared as the result of ex-
cessive fishing and the slow propoga-
tion of the species,

Other matters to be considered by
the commission when it meets at Win-
nipeg include complaints by Canadians
that United States citizens have been
diverting currents and injuring Cana-
dian property.

The people of Manitoba complain
of the pollution of the Red river wat-
ers and contend that the action of
United States citizens in Northern
Minnesota and in North Dakota is
likely to have a very injurious effect
upon the level lands which are ripa-
rian to the rivers of the province,

Major Pow-
ers has had several opportunities to
leave the trenches and take up the
duties of instruction officer at one of
the reserve bases in England but pre-
ferred to stay with his men and share
their work and hardships in the
trenches. , Major Powers, popularly
known as “Tommy,” is not only the
commander but the comrade of “his
boys,” as he calls them and they will
do anything for him. =

We
have not been in the trenches for nine-
teen days, but we are ready at a mo-
ment's notice for any work.we may
be asked to do.

“The weather here is very mild, and
the grass just as green as in summer
and where we are billeted it is a beau-
tiful farming district, and 1t must be
delightful here in the summer, Up
to date we have only had one sger
geant and two men wounded, and 1
can tell you you do not have to be in
the trenches to get hit. Not long ago,
quite near our billets, an officer and
a corporal of the 3rd C. M, R. were
killed with shrapnel. They were some
miles in the Tear of the trenches.
