In her
second year the Cyprus made a trip
trom New York to Reval, Russia, and
on her l4th day out from New York
passed the Naze of Norway, and ar-
rived at Reval in reeord time. The
Cyprus, as well as being a very fast
vessel was also a very fortunate one
as far as accidents at sea were con-
cerned, for up to the time Capt. Par-
ker left her she had never lost a sail,
although she had her topgallant masts
carried away twice, and on one oc-
casion her jibboom ‘of 13 in. pitch pine
broke off at the cap, and landed on
the forecastle deck. On the mid-win-
ter trip of the Cyprus during her first
year at sea from New York to Glas-
gow Capt. Parker states that her lee
side was not eeen during the whole
passage, half the lee deck being under
‘water, but she came through in good
style, and made a very fast passage.
The longest stay Capt, Parker had in
any one vessel was in the ship Troop,
in which he sailed for ten years, trad-
ing chiefly between California and the
U. K. It was when in this vessel that
e had a rather exciting experience.
He had left Barrow for California,
but before clearing the Channe] very
heavy weather was met with, during
which one of the anchors was wash-
ed off the forecastle head and tore a
hole in the bow of the ship before it
could be slipped. Capt. Parker ran
his vessel for Fishguard Bay, and an-
chored there for a couple of days, oc-
cupying the time in temporarily patch-
ing up the hole in the bow, and pump-
ing out the forepeak. When the wea-
ther fined down another start was
made. Not long after leaving the
crew, who concluded the Troop was
being taken to port for repairs, dis-
covered that Capt. Parker had decjd-
ed to proceed on the voyage, where-
upon they refused to work, and in
fact became mutinous. Capt. Parker
and his officers had been trained in a
school that only required obedience
from sailors, and if not observed, well
knew how to enforce it. Finding his
crew persisted in their refusal to pro-
ceed, Capt. Parker, with the aid of his
officers, succeeded in putting the ma-
Jority of the crew in irons, and con-
tinued on his course, the vessel being

“AIDING THE ENEMY.”

Because, at a meeting of the Hali-
fax Conservative Association, on Wed-
nesday evening last, Hon. F. B. Me-
Curdy and Col. Hugh Clark, M. P,
made statementis displeasing to the|
brand of Liberalism represented by
the St. John Telegraph and the Hali-
fax Chronicle, the latter paper, yes-
terday, editorfally accused those gen-
tlemen of “aiding and comforting the
enemy.”

The accusation come with
bad taste from any newspaper repre-
senting the Liberal party, but particu-
larly offensive would it be from the
Chronicle or the Telegraph. Those
newspapers have never lost an oppor-
tunity of crjticising the Borden Gov-
ernment or of attempting to create
the impression that the people are not
unitedly behind the premier and his

would

associates in the war measures. They
have played the usual Grit game of
opposition and fault-finding but the
method of attack has been varied ml
suit the community in which it is to
be launched. Thus, Liberal papers in
the province of Quebec contend that
the Borden Government is too British.
Liberal workers in certain sections of
this province, in the recent provincial
elections, made the canvass that the;
Borden Government contemplated
conscription and that policy was aim-
ed directly at the French-Canadians.
In Ontario, and other provinces where
the English vote predominates, news-
papers like the Chronicle and the
Telegraph find fault because-the Gov-
ernment is not British enough. and
complain of what they term its “weak
and wavering” policy. Is it not true
that, by using such canvasses, one as
false as the other, the Liberal party
and the Liberal press are guilty of
“aiding and comforting the enemy” by
endeavoring to create the impression
that Canada 1s not united in its pros-
ecution of the war?

And the example of the Liberal
press has been followed by Liberal
speakers and alleged party leaders.(
As good an authority as Dr. Beland
tells how extracts from the speeches
of Lucien Cannon, the Laurier endor-
sed candidate in Dorchester, were cir
culated through the German news-
papers, probably much to the delight
of the enemy. Yet the Chronicle lack-
ed the patriotism to declare at any
time that Sir Wilfrid's protege in his
loose-mouthed disloyalty, was “aiding
and comforting the enemy.” To do
50 would be to tell the tputh and that
is not a part of the Liberal game.

This newspaper has not seen a re-
port of the addresses delivered by
Messrs. McCurdy and Clark. It is n(;t
necessary. The public and private
record of those men is a sufficient
guarantee that they would not, on any
occasion or under any circumstances,
be guilty of a disloyal utterance or
anything that could be construed as
comforting to the enemies of Empire,
As much cannot be said for some of
the politicians supported by the
Chronicle and Telegraph.

Adopted by City Council Yes-
terday—Grants will be As-
sessed for in Future.

The city y y decid
to send the assessment bill as pre-
sented by the commission to the leg-
islature with one amendment,

Commissioner MaLellan suggested
that the city might make up some of
shortage due to the exemptions in
stocks in trade by assessing the muni-
cipal property in the city.

e Mayor called the meeting to or-
der at 11,30 and all the commissioners
were present.

Commissioner Fisher asked if the
business restrictions by-law had been
advertised, and was assured that the
matter would be attended to.

The report of the assessment com-
mission was then taken up.

It was suggested by Commissioner
MoLellan and Russell that provision
be made whereby the entire amount
for grants might be assessed for in-
stead of depending on general revenue
and it was moved by Commissioner
Russell that section 21 of the bill be
amended by striking out the following
words:

“~—provided, however, that the total
amount assessed (for charitable
grants) in any year for such purpose
shall not exceed the sum of $8,000.
And further provided that $4,000 of
such sum of $8,000 be paid annually
to the St. John Horticultural Associa-
tion for Rockwood Park; and also
$250 to Riverview Park.”

The resolution was adopted.

Commissioner McLellan pointed out
that the taxing of stocks in trade omn
half the valuatiin would result in a
loss of revenue and pointed that one
source of revenue was available, name-
ly, the taxing of stocks of logs and
lumber at the various mills which
had not previously been done. This
matter will be brought to the attention
of the assessors.

Commissioner Wigmore sajd that he
was prepared to vote for the Dbill with
the amendment which had just been
pacsed.

Commissioner Fisher endorsed the
bill in general and complimented the
commiss’ on the result of their
labors, but was clined to think that
some minor changes which he noted
would inprove the bill.

CMommissioner McLellan was in-
clined to think that the salary ex-
emption were not large enough, but
the mayor point~d out that the salar-
jed man would benefit by the removal
of the tax on household effects.

Commissioner McLellan pointed out
that the county taxed all the city lands
which were located in the county at
full valuation, while the municipal

taxed a all and suggested that they
be asked to pay their share.

On motion of Commissioner Rus-
sell the report was adopted as amend-
ed and the bill will be sent to the
legislature.

ANOTHER FLOUR ADVANCE.
Both grades of flour advanced yes-
terdayday morning thirty cents. Witi-
in the past week Manitoba has made
two increases. On the 9th it advanced
forty cents, and again yesterday morn-
ing thirty cents, making it now $12.00
per barrel. This is the highest record
in flour since the war. The highest
price previously attained was made
last November, when it reached the
$11.50 mark. Ontario has made three
advances, making a total of a seventy
cent jump since the 9th, when it
went up twenty cents, and again on
the 10th took another advance of
twenty cents, and again yesterday
morning of thirty, making the price
$11.25, which breaks the highest record
for this grade. The latest advance In
best granulated sugar was made on the
10th, when it advanced twenty-five
cents on the cwt, it now selling at
§850. There was a report yesterday
morning that it had taken another
jump, but the report could not be con-
firmed.

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General Advance Next Sun-
day will Affect About
50,000 Workmen in Can-
ada and United States.

Information was received here last
night that practically all of the manu-
facturing companies making newsprint
in the United States had ordered an
advance in wages to take effect next
Sunday. The general movement, it is
understood, will extend to the large
majority of the newsprint plants in
Canada. The advance is the second
of the year, and affects about 50,000
operatives.

Bt. Croix First.

The announcement of a wage ad-
vance was first made by the 8t. Croix
mills of Woodland, Me, the Boston
Globe plant. The next to follow was
the International Paper Co., which
controls twenty-five mills in Massa-
chusetts, New Hampshire, Vermont,
Maine, Quebec, New York, Wisconsin
and elsewhere. The next largest
company in the United States in the
industry is the Great Northern mills
of Millinocket and Madison, Me.

The advance notice of the advance
as sent out by President Philip T.
Dodge of the International Paper Co.
is substantially the same as issued by
the other companies. It follows:

“This company recognizes the fact
that the cost of living has continued
to increase and, notwithstanding the
uncertainties of its future costs of
material, which continue to increase
enormously, and the low prices at
which it 18 compelled to sell its paper
because of outside influences and rea-
sons beyond its control the company
is again voluntarily assuming a part
of the burden of its employes, caused
by increase in living cost.

Second Advance.

“Therefore, on and after April 15,
1917, and during the continuance of
existing conditions, the wages of all
maufacturing employes, paid on an
hourly basis, will be increased by add-
ing two (2¢.) cents per hour to exist-
ing rates; and the wages of all mill
employes, now paid on a weekly basis,
will be advanced one ($1.00) dollar
per week,

“The foregoing increases do not in
any manner interfere with or affect
the payment of the ten per cent. bonus
of employes’ wages which has been
in effect since November 15 1916,

“In providing for the iicreases in
wages herein designated, the company
fully realizes that it means a very
large addition to manufacturing costs,
and feels sonfident: the employes will
appreciate ‘its efforts to better their
condition by full co-operation in as-
sisting, so far as possible, to offset the
fncreased expense to the company.”

JOFFRE AND THE

FRENCH GENERAL STAFF

The Battle of the Marne passed i1to
history, and associated with it in im-
perishable glory is the name of Joffre,
After nearly two and a half years'
war, the victor of the Marne, now
Marshal of France, has relinquished
the supreme command and assumed
the post of adviser to the new War
Oouncil. The change is a momentous
one and deserves to be understood in
all its essential bearings, It signalizes
a Yadical departure in the manage-
ment of the war on the Allied side,
made in anticipation of and in pre-

paration for what ,as is conceded on
all sides, promises to be the decis-
ive stage of the great war—the cam-
paign of 1917,

The withdrawal of Joffre from the
supreme command marks also the

abrond amounting  to §2,704,402,364,

t away from the front by their
manifold duties, a new kind of warfare
was being developed of which they
were of necessity informed largely by
hearsay, while on the other hand that
warfare had trained officers who have
had to forget a great deal of what they
had learned concerning the theory of
war prior to its remolding by the act-
ual practise of today.

It was difieult, however, to ask ot
Joffre in Degember, 1916, that he
should undertake the creation of a
new staff composed of these newly
trained elements. There are limita-
tions to human endurance, even to the
superhuman force which has charac-
terized Joffre. His duties had been
80 absorbing that, except for one day
spent in London in conference with
Kitchener, the direction of the opera-
tions in France had kept him at work
incessantly. He had built up his gen-
eral staff, shaped it to his needs, and it
constituted with him a comprehen-
sive whole, the brain system of the
Allied armies on the western front.
To constitute & new brain system in
the midst of war, two men have been
chosen: Lyautey as Minister of War
and Nivelle as Commander of the
Armiés of the North and Northeast—
that is to say, of the entire western
front.

15,000 in One Settlement

One of the largest convict settle-
ments was in Yakuba, in Northeast
Siberia where about 15,000 exiles and

peror, have been released. The first
to be freed was the famous Marle
Spiridonova, who killed a colonel of
gendarmes for torturing prigoners
She was herself tortured and abused
for seven days and them sentenced
to death by a field court martial Af-
ter her release Mlle. Spiridonova fell
il} and is now in hospital in Tchita.
At Tyumen the correspondent met
a second trainload of exiles from the
Irkutsk prison amd the pemal settle-
ments of Tobolsk and Tomsk. The
crowds at the station cheered the fam-
ous terrorist Nicolai Anuikhin, who
hot and killed the chief of the Pet-
ograd-Warsaw Railway in 1906. His
victim, General

hin, who introduced himeelf to the
correspondent as “‘a released jailbird,”
is a gigantic, broad shouldered, elder-
ly man, with a gray .imperial and an
excited manner of speech.

Alexandrovsk prison, fifty miles from
Irkutek. This is the biggest convict
jail in Russia and contained twelve
thousand ondinary criminads and about
five hundred political prisoners, mostly
sentenced to life in Katroga, the sever-
est form of Russian punishment short
of death. I spent the first five years
in the so<alled probation class, with
hands and feet manacled and chain-
ed to a wheelbarrow, which I hag to
take everywhere. In addition I was
repeatedly flogged by order of the Gov-
ernor. The Assistant Governor dur-
ing the absence of his chief ordered
daily floggings for his own satisfac-
tion.
“The badly overcrowded prison was
divided into dormitories, each of
which was intended for thirty pris-
oners, but usually contained from six-
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An enormous number of sledges from
widely escattered settlements con-
verged on Irkutsk and so congested
the trails that the movement was held
up sometimes for hours. Five days
after the triumph of the revolution
6,000 exiles entered Irkutsk, but the
vast majority were unable to proceed
west owing to the lack of rolling stock.

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NEW CURRY POWDER

RECIPES FOR COOK
By Eleanor Young, In Philadelphia

The mnext best thing to a genuine
East India curry is a fricassee care
fully flavored with curry powder.
The following recipes are dependable
and delicious, and will prove useful
to the housewife who is seeking to
vary her daily menu and introduce
something new and pleasing. Curry
powder should always be used with
great care, as a bit more or less than
the recipe call§ for can so easily spoil

an otherwise tempting dish.

Curry Sauce

To onehalf pint of boiling water
add one teaspoonful of salt, a table-

.spoonful of butter, a little onion sea-

soning, some chopped parsley and a
teaspoonful of curry powder. When
neanly boiling add sufficient flour
(previously mixed with water) to
thicken. Boil one minute and use
immediately. This sauce is delicious
used with boiled fish,

Carefully clean and joint one me-
dium-sized chicken. Cover with cold
water, add a teaspoonful of salt and
simmer until very tender. Have a
large, covered dish well-heated, place
the chicken in it and return the sauce-
pan containing the chicken stock to
the stove after removing as much of
the fat as possible. When the stock
is nearly at the boiling point add to it
two tablespoonfuls of finely chopped
parsley, one teaspoonful of onion sea-
soning ,a dash of pepper, and last of
all, a teaspoonful of curry powder well
mixed, with a little of the stock. Thick-
en the gravy with cornstarch, cook
two minutes and pour while very hot
over the chicken. Cover the dish at
once and serve immediately with waf-
fles or hot biscuits.

WITH “LURE OF THE SEN"

Sailors do not lightly dismiss the
thing within them which is known as
1 “the lure of the sea.”” The two men
who sat in the Seaman's Church In-
stitute in another city where many
sailors wander in from ports on the
under side of the globe, did not dis-
cuss it. (But they had experienced it,
and, despite the naked ternor that had
been theirs, they still felt the impulse
to set out once again and test the auto-
cratic power of wind and wave. These
two men had been on a ship torpedoed

lands. They had seen men thrown out
of capsized boats and drowned in loy
green water. Their ship had slipped
down into the depths before their eyes,
and they had faced 200 miles of tumb-
ling waste in life-boats, drenched to
the skin, cold, and hungry.

They sat subdued at the recollection
of what they had seen and been
through when the Vigilancia was
struck. One of them was the second
cook and baker of the ship, the other
was the cabin steward. In their talk
was neither resentment at the catas-
trophe which had suddenly overtaken
their peaceful cargo vessel, nor horror
—only the sort of numb wonder of
men who have been under fire in the
trenches or have dodged a death that
seemed certain.

“It was near ten o'clock in the morn-
ing,” said the steward, “that we got
it. There wasn’'t much noise. 1
couldn’t describe to you what happen-
ed at that moment. The ship just
shivered. I turned to the purser and
sald: ‘We've got ‘it this time.' The
white men on the boat held themselves
together pretty well. There were a
lot of Malays on board, Lascars, and
some Barbados blacks.
cited . There wasn't much time for
excitement, for the ship went down in
less than ten minutes from the time
she was struck. Only the quartermas-
ter and the third mate saw the peris-
cope of the- torpedo boat—and the
third mate was lost.”

The official report of the captain set
forth that one of the lifeboats in
launching had been upset and the
twenty-five men in it had been washed
out. Of these ten were pulled into
the other two boats and fifteen were
dnowned,

Water Too Cold For Drowning
“The plugs were out of one of the
boats, and it shipped water,” the cabin
waiter went on. “But we bailed it out
and managed to keep afloat. I
wouldn't have minded so much ¥ it
had been warm. But to drown in that

could stand.”

He turned to his companion who had
been gazing out of the window at the
shipping that slipped down the East
River past Governors Island.

“What was that about that fireman
that committed suicide?” he said.
“That was nothing we saw,” was the
reply, “but someone in the boat said
he was a Spaniard, one of the last men
on the ship and he didn’t think he had
any chance. So he pulled out his.gun
and shot himself right out on deck,”

And the cook turned again to gaze
out at New York harbor. Then he
spoke again.

“If you're superstitious,” he sald,
“there was a black cat on board that
made a lot of trouble. I was the first
one to-notice it. I've got a bit of Irish
in me. Well, that cat would come into
the galley and stand there scratching
herself, and if you went to feed her
or pet her she'd get away from you.
She wouldn’t let you feed her or pet
her the entire voyage. I never saw a
cat like that before.”

“That's right,” said the steward,
“we all noticed that black cat.”

“Well, that gave us a hunch that
something was going to happen,” the

The captain’s boat lost theirs so we
towed them. We lost them several
times that night and we had to burn
rockets and hold up lanterns. It was
hard too, getting the tow line across.
We'd see them up yonder on top of a
wave, and then they would come
sweeping down on us, we thinking
that they'd crush our boat the mnext
second. If it hadn't been for the man

German Vessels Taken Over by Government, Valued at
More than $400,000,000, Are Expected to be Put into
the Atlantic Service Carrying Supplies for the United

States” Allies.

Ninety-four German K vessels, fno-
cluding the cream of the German mer-
cantile marine, which have been ly-
ing sheltered in American ports since
the outbreak of the war in Europe,
were seized by United States authori-
ties

The total tonnage {s more than 600,-
000 gross, and their value, before the
war, was placed at $100,360,000. At
the present prices being paid for ves-
sels, the steamships seized probably
have quadrupled in value, and a con-
servative estimate would “price them
at more than $400,000,000.

The tonnage seized is more than
could be built in American shipyards
in a year, and some of the larger ves-
eels, notably the Vaterland,could not
be produced in the United States in
several years. To build them here
at the prevailing prices would cost
much more than their estimated value
of $400,000,000.

All Vessels Damaged

All the vessels have been damaged
by their crews at the order of the Ger-
man government. It will take more
than six months to replace the val-
uable parts destroyed on board some
of the vessels according to marine
engineers, but others can be made
seaworthy in a much shorter space
of time.

While no definite statement has
been made by the administration re-
garding the employment of the vessels,
officials said yesterday that “an intell
fgent use” avould be made of them,
and they probably will be placed in
service as soon as repaired transport-
ing war gupplies to the allies of the
United States. Some of them will
be used as transports if an expendi-
tionary force be sent abroad. Indica-
tions are that the vessels will be re-
garded as the property of the United
States and will be paid for after the
war, with deductions for the amounts
that will be spent upon them to make

* them seaworthy.

All the vessels will have to go into
dry dock. The Vaterland, with her
654,000 gross tons, is too large for any
American dry dock and will have to
be towed to Balboa, it is said, to get
accommodations,

Five Ships Seized at Boston

At Boston, where six German ves-
gels are lying, five were seized by Ed-
mund Billings, Collector of the Port.
The Kronprinzessin Cezilie, of the
North German Lioyd line, the largest
steamship there, was already in the
hands of the federal authorities. Her
commander, Captain Charles A. Po-
lack, with his officers, was quartered
on board the Koln, the first steam-
ship to be seized.

The seizure was made by a fomre of
25¢ men, made up of bluejackets, cus-
toms mpards and policemen. No re-
sistance was made, although many of
the German seamen grumbled at be-
ing kept out in the rain for more than
an hour .while arrangements were be-
ing made for their examination.

The vessels seized were the Ameri-
%a and the Cincinnati of the Ham-
burg-American line, the Koln and the
‘Wittekind, of the North German Lloyd,
and the Ockenfels, of the Hansa line,
‘While damaged, the vessels can be
repaired for sga service, it was estl-
mated, within two months, for less
than $200,000.

Captain Polack, while the examina-
tlon was In progress, remarked bitter-
ly to a newspaper man:—

“Too bad that I did not keep my
ship on for Germany instead of bring-
ing her to all the trouble here.”

Captain Schaarschmidt, of the Cin-
cinnati, had on board his nineteen-
yearold daughter, Gerda, who was
permitted to go to the home of a
friend in Cambridge.

Two shots were fired during the sefz-
ure, but according to the authorities,
they were accidental. No trace of ex-
plosives or of incendiary devices were
found on board the vessels.

375 Men Detalned

The crews, numbering more than
876 officers and men, were taken to
the immigration station and held un-
der guard.

At New London the Willehad, which
acted as a mother ship for the mer
wchant submarine Deutschland when
that vessel arrived here, was seized
and the crew of fifty men taken to the
Custom House under guard. The
Collector, Mr, McGovern, after a cur-
sory examination, said that in his
opinlon the Willehad's engines were
in good condition, If a ¥nal inspec-
$lon by naval engineers corroborates
fis statement the Willehad probably
will be the only German vessel in an
American port that has not been rend-
£red unseaworthy by her crew.

The steamships Rhaetia and. the
Prinz Oskar, of the Hamburg-Ameri-
ican lne, at Philadelphia, were seized
by customs officers and t.helr Crews

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federal authorities, accompanied by
Captain Muetzell of the Rhaetia, and
Captain Maas, of the Prinz Oskar,
made a thorough examination of the
machinery of both vessels and found
that they were so thoroughly 'wreck-
ed that it will take several months
to make them fit.
Officers Reveal Damage

The German officers coolly pointed
out the engine parts that had been re-
moved. They denied that acid had
been poured into the cylinder and
valves. The boilers apparently were
in good condition. The hulls seem-
ed to be intact, but the vessels are
lying in four feet of harbor mud.

At Philadelphia also are the Ger
man auxiliary cruizers Kronprinz Wil
helm and the Prinz Hitel Freidrich
the crews of which already have been
removed.

At Newport News the Arcadia, of
the Hamburg«American line, the only
German vessel there, was seized and
her crew detained.

The Rhein, the Neckar and the Bul-
garia, lying at Baltimore, were seized
at an early hour by United States
marshals and customs officlals, sup-
ported by a compafly of National
Guard infantry, and the crews, num-
bering sixty officers and men in all,
were removed and interned. The fed-
eral officials found two 10-pound and
one 5-pound keg of gunpowder and a
quantity of rifies and revolvers in the
wheelhouse of the Neckar. Some pew-
der also was found on board the Bul-
garia,

Seize Two at Wilmington, N. C,

At Wilmington, N. C., the Kiel and
Nimaria were seized by federal offic-
ials and twenty men, all of the crews
who could be found, were locked up
in comfortable quarters at the United
States Marine Hospital grounds.

At Jacksonville, Fla., the captain
and four men of the Frieda Leonhardt,
all that remained of the crew, were
arrested. The vessel had been badly
damageéd. At Pensacola the Vog-
esen and the Rudolph Blumberg were
taken in charge by the federal author-
ities and their crews placed in custody.

The Breslau and the Amdromeda, at
New Orleans, were seized and their
crews placed n the United States im-
migration station there.

Similar action was taken on the
Pacific coast. At Seattle, Wash., the
Saxonia and the ship Steinbek, lying
at Bagle Harbor, were seized by deputy
United States marshals and their
crews taken to the immigrant station
at Seattle.

Three sailing vessels—the Kurt, the
Delbek and the Arnoldus Vinnen—in
refuge along the Columbia and Wil-
liamette rivers between Portland and
Astoria, Ore., were seized and their
crews taken to Portland for intern-
ment.

Captured Collier Sinking

At San Francisco the Serapis, the
bark Ottowa and the power schooner
Atlas were selzed by customs officials
and their crews interned at the immi-
gration station on Angel Island. The
power schooner WNeptun, which had
been lying there, was sold last week
to an American owner,

In introducing Major Birks the
chairman referred to the fact that it
was just about one year since a simi-
lar meeting had been held and com-
mended the workl of the military Y.
M. C. A. to the sympathetic consider-
ation of -those present.

Major Birks.

Magor Birks said: “It is just twelve
months since I stood before an auw
dience in St. John, and I have come
back to make a report of your work."”

One year ago the Y. M. C. A. had in
England 7 huts and 17 officers; at the
present time they had 34 huts and 63
officers at work, and by the summer
they would have at least 60 centres
there.

In France a year ago’ they had 37
centreg and that mumber had been
largely increased since that time.

In France through the kindness of
the officers in command they had
been enabled to keep up with the ad-
vances of the troops, and when a
change was about to be made they
were always given sufficient advance
information to permit them to be on
the ground ready to welcome the boys
when they arrived.

‘The worlt of the Y. M. C. A. at the
front was to, as far as possible, sup-
ply the home comforts which had been
left behind’ whep the boys enlisted.

Last year they had spent for writ-
ing paper $30,000, and this year they
expected to spend $60,000; they had at
the first of the year placed a $25,000

1order for baseball goods, and would

require altogether for this year's
operations $760,000.

The Y. M. C, A. had won its place
in the military organization, and he
read some exiracts from letters re-
ceived from Gen. Haig, Lord Derby
and Gen. Turner endorsing their work.

In introducing Capt. Cameron, who
was the next speaker, the chairman
told an incident which had happened
that day. A friend had asked him
about thé work of the Y. M. C. A,
and he had suggested that his friend
come to the meeting and hear the
speakers who would tell about it, and
the friend had referred to the work as
2 great charity, but, said the Senator,
“I said no, it is not a charity, it is a
great work of love.”

Capt. Cameron,

Captain Cameron sald he wanted
to speak to them on the “Challenge
of the men on active service to the
men who are serving at home.”

He had spoken in St. John many
times, but he never come to plead
a worthier cause than the present
for the Y. M.*C. A. was acting in the
place of the fathers and mothers,
and doing the work that they would
if they were over there.
