Buenoa Alres, Sept. 9—Rejection by
the assembly of the League of Na-
tions to amendments to the covenant
of the league proposed by Argentina
may be followed by the withdrawal
from the league of certain American
republics, it s learned here in reliable
Bellef is expressed that
Chile will be among them. Argentina
withdrew from the first assembly when
the amendments were not accepted.

Reports from Geneva #tating that
the committee on amendments had
rejected the one proposed by Argen-
tina providing that all sovereign
states should be members of the
league unless they voluntarily ab-
stained from membership were com-
mented upon - by  Foreign Minister
Pueyrredon last night. He said this
action by the committee undoubtedly
meant rejection of that particular
amendment by the assembly, and that
such would result in the ahsolute
and permanent separation of Argen-
tina from the league.

Quit Once Before.

“When the Argenine delegation
withdrew from the assembly last
year,” he continued, “I was sure it
was a ‘goodbye’ for good. Representa.
tives of Allled powers, however, told
me they would consider my amend-
ments at the next meeting of the as-
sembly and, of course, we could mot
withdraw from the league untfl such
consideration had been given. I knew
the Allies never would accept them,
80 since then we have simply been
walting outside the door of the league
until formal action was taken. That
actlon means the separation of Ar-
gentina, absolutely and permanently,
from the league.”

Crime In Britain
On The Decrease

Less Criminality in 1919 Than
in Any Previous Year This
Century.

London, Sept. 9—A blue book on
crime in the year 1919, just issued,
shows that while there was a de-
crease in most offences; as compared
with pre-war days, bigamy charges
went up from 133 in 1913 to 917 in
1219, an increase of 589 per cent.

There was less crime in 1919 than
in any other year of the present cen-
tury. The number of persons indicted
was 53,641 against 63,269 in 1913.

Crimes of violence, while
totalling 1,387 in 1913, amounted to
only 786 in 1918, and rose to 981 in
1919, There was no falling-off in of-
fences of the burglary and houss:

being 3,792 and for 1919, 3,852. Cases
o burglary in the years from 1913
to 1919 diminished by onehalt or
more, but this was balanced by an
ennivalent increase in shopbreaking,
the figures being 4,260 in 1913 and
6,742 in 1919,

Von-indictable offences—the minor
offences dealt with by courts €¢ sum-
mary Jjurisdiction—dropped to their
lowest level in 1918. But ,although
the figures for 1919 were higher by |
117,942 or 31 per cent. they were still
nearly 200,000, or over 37 per cent
less than in 1913, \

Among the groups of cases which
showed decreases compared with
1913 were cruelty to animals (48 per
cent), drunkenness (70 per cent), and
begging and sleeping out (87 ped
ocent).

taking the qualified citizens to com-
stitute the great bulk of the inhabit
ants, say, ~roughly, three-fourths, =0
that the “physical force coincides
(broadly speaking) with:their voting
power.”

This is admirahle.
ostlined definition of what democracy
really is, ¥ could not be surpassed.
NevertheleSs nine people out of ten
who read this definition wret tatl o
observe that its value iszin the last
clause, where Lord wryce tays down
the end of democracy, the co-
incidemce &f phwsical force with the
woting power of a.majority.

Many people are so occupied with
the taking of votes and the passing
of laws as declaring the things which
ghonld be done, that they overiook
the necessity for seeing to it that
they are done. When these discover
that something is mot dome, their one
idea of a remedy s to pass another
law or take another vote, which is
exactly like trying to omticloth affer
separating the blades of'a pair of
shears. .

This is the great weakness of

much democratic thinking and' propa
ganda. A great many people seem
to think that voting power and legis
lative power contain some mysterious
efficiency of action in themselves. 7!
they do, then tho Siesian plebisctts
for instance, shomld have settled the
Silesian question, and it did not
They take the physical force for
granted, because they #ve in condi
tions when it is seldom exemcised be-
cause almost never disputed.

A school of politics, which we call
revolutionary, has arisen which bokd-
ly declares that democracy is ekil-
fally intercepted mnd cincumvented
between the voting power and its ex-
pression in action, by grouped inter-
ests, which are a small mimority. The
remedy of these revolutionary th'mk-
ers is openly to place the power of
the state in the hands of another
minority, to wit themselves and they
woo mankind to submit, by promises
of relief wrongs and material
benefits.

The criticism by the London press
on ¢he taking over by the Canmadian
Government of the Grand Trank, was
at ghe outset rather pommted, The
Times referring to the Government's
“comsiderable capacity to assimilate
railways in distress,” as if this capac-
ity were something rather gquestion-
able in a govermrment. The tone of
comment, however, underwemt oon-
siderable modification when the real
situation between the Government
and the Grand Trunk was made ap-
parent. The Government intervemed
hoping to prevent the Grand Trank
system from going completely to
smash. Such a smash would have
been bad for Canada and it would
also have been ruinous to the per
manent bona fide investors in Grand
Trunk railway secarities. Under the
findings of the Arbitration Board the
latter reap no benefits from the Gov
ernment’s ocourse of action: and
whether the acguisition of the system
by the Government even at a hargain
price, will prove to be of financial
benefit to Canada remains to be
seen. There are those who feel that
it will not.

Raclal Equality.

It can hanrdy be doubted for a mo-
ment that at any conference on dis
armament in which Japan is one of
the principals, she will raise the ques-
ticn of racial equality. Japan wouid
be untrue to the place she has won in
the wonld and the position she occu-
pes as a Power of the first class if
she did not strive to obtain for her
nationals equal rights to those enjoy-
ed by the nationals of any other coun-
try. This claim was advanced at the
meetings of the Supreme Council in
Puris, and at the time the Covenant
of the League of Natioms was under
consideration. It was waived then be
cause, for one thing, it was recognis-
el that the Supreme Council was deal
ing with Buropean and not world af-
fams. A quite different set of condh
ticns will exist at a disarmament con-
forence among a lmited number of
Powers, and, in any conference om
purely Pacific problems, in which Japan
by virtue of her position and strength
in this ocean is more interested than
any other nation, she will have the
right to make her influence felt on the
terms on which any proposed setitle-
ment may be discussed. No one ean
deny the right of Japan to raise the
question of racial equality., Japan has
already intimated that she wants the
right acknowledged, although she does
not wish to exercise it to the detri-
ment of any nation.— Victoria Colon-
ist.

For a while prior to the adoption of
the dry amendment to the Constitu-
ticn—the Bighteenth Amendment—the
majority of the people were dry. The
wels fafled to reallze thie wntil long

sequently wasted a lot of money in
one way and another in the bellef
public opinion was on thelr side and
wanted the saloon retained.

NEWSPAPERS

Od newspapers are first aids in the
kitchen. The sink is the easiest
place in the world to break dishes
during the washing process, but 1f
spread with clean newspapers before
you begin washing it is easy to keep
the dishes whole. Amnother thing, it
kecps the sink clean and saves many
scrubbings. When preparing vege-
tebles and other eatables at the kitch-
en table spread a few newspapers
over it before starting the work. How
quickly you can clean up after ihe
work is dome and there will be no
need of washing the table. Use a
newspaper to wipe off the gas stove
before you use the stove rag. It will
take off much of the grime and grease.
If the sink gets greasy after washing
a big stack of pats and pans, €reat it
the same way. After mopping the
kitchen ffoor, whether or not it be
covered with linoleum, spread several
newspapers over it until it is thor-
oughly dry.

Decline In Iron
Output Brokem
August Pig Iron " Statistics
Show 9,638 Ton Increase
Over July.

New York, Sept. 9.—The foilowing
is a summary of the steel outlook as
it will appear in the Iron Age tomor-
row.

An upward tarn in output, after
nine months of steady decline, fis
shown in the pig iron statistics for
August. The total was 954,193 toms,
or 30,780 tons per day, against 864,
566 tons in July, or 237,889 tons per
day. Taken in connectien with the
larger buying of mid-August and the
firmer tendency of prices, this in-
crease in output confirms what has
been sald recently of a slight im.
provement in consumption.

While there was a net gain of but
one furnace last month, the larger
yield being due to the operation of
may stacks at -a better rate than
July, the outlook is for further im-
September. Seven
more furnaces have either gome in
sinc the month opened or are sched-
uled to start up before September 15.

The capacity of the seventy fur-
naces in blast as the month came in
was 30,770 tons per day, against
28,175 tons per day for sixty-nine
furnaces on August 1, based on their
performance in July. The gain of
one furnace followed the loss of no
less than 250 furnaces from the ac-
tive list in the preceding nine
months.

The slight upturn from the long
decline in pig iron prices made con-
sumers cautious. Buying has been
less active in the past fortnight;
at the same time considerable in-
quiry is up and the balance between
supply and demand is being closely
| watched, in view of the_starting up
{of a firmace here and there.

In finished steel the rate of mill
joperat!ons has not changed, yet
'xhere are not a few reports of bet-
ster business in August than in July
Competition is rather sharper in
the heavier products—plates, shapes
and bars—and prices are more com-
monly lﬂﬁc and 1.70c.

There he was found to be suffering
from an injury to the base of hig skull
and a long bruise along the top of his
head, It was from this fractyre that
death resulted within a few houtrs
after his admittance to the hospital,

Sound of Blow.

Mrs. Charles Smith, who lives near
the scenme of the tragedy, is said to
have seen three men enter the yard
where Norris was found about a half
hour previously. A few minutes later
she heard the sound of a blow struck
and then the sound of a fall. Two
men were seen to come out of the yard
a few minutes later. They went to-
wards the corner on which the Bank
of Montreal is situated and then ran
lup Erip street. The discovery of two
empty five ounce bottles of lemon
extract near the fatal spot leads to
the conjecture that the men were
drinking, but the motive of the crime
remains a mystery. That robhery was
not contemplated seems evident in
pview of the fact that the murdered
man’s money remained untouched.

Faced with two murder mysteries, m
a litfle over a month, every man on
the force is leaving no stoms unturn
ed to bring the culprits to jastice.

‘Three men were set to work on the
Norrig.case as soon as it was discow
ered Thursday night, and they were
relleved during the course of the day
by three fresh men who were aasign-
ed to the special task of unraveling
the mystery.

The suspect who has beaa deta'n-
ed during the past few days at the
central police station in connoction
with the MgAuley marder, was, re-
leased yesterday. The man was able
to prove a complete alibl. H> wag m
town the day of the murder, but at
the hour it occurred nowhere in
the vicinity of the spot, wnd estab-
lished fhe fact that he was workirg
elsewhere.

The Mitehell kidnapping case has
not been allowed to drop and wcrd
hag been sent out to the differcnt
towns in the province to kesp an eye
out for a car and man similar to
those described by the Mitchell 1.
Her description was somoawhat gen-
eral and it is doubtful if anything
will come of the matter.

The description given by the young
girl was that she was abducted by
a man of abowt thirty-five or forty
years of age who was very well
dressed and wore a light suit and a

The pﬁnﬁun was concluded in ’

the case of Wiliaw and Frank O
Brien, charged with the theft of $504
worth of liguor from the Great West
Wine Co., in"the police court yester-
day afternoon. b def ts
pleaded not guilty to the charge,
were committed for trial, The ma-
gistrate, in answer to J. A. Barry's
application for bail for his client,
Frank O'Brien, stated he would con-
sider the muatter at 11 this morning,
and also any further evidence the pro-
secution might be prepared to pro-
duce.

Detective Donahoue was the first
witness called at the aftermoon ses-
sion of the court. His evidence was
similar to that previously given b)
Sergeant Detective Powers. He de-
scribed the premises of the ware-
house where the theft is aflleged to
have taken place, and said he had at-
tempted .to get in through the broken
window opening from the elevator
shaft in the rear of the building, into
a tollet in the wareroom. The win-
dow was a narrow one, he said, some
seven feet from the ground. To reach
it he made use of a box, and was as-
sisted by Sergeant Powers, but was
only able to get his head and one
shoulder through. He knew Frank
O’Brien and had been present when
he was asked by Sergeant Powers
where he was at 11.30 Sunday night.
O'Brien had sald at home in bed, and
the witness believed he was telling
the truth.

Detective Saunders stated he was
called to the warehouse on Water
Street \early Sunday morning. Po-
licemen Dykeman and Hatt were
there at the time and he relieved
them, remaining umtil the arrival of
Sergeant Detective Powers, Detec-
tive Donahoue, and the manager of
the company, at about 6 o'clock. In
referring 30 the broken window, the
detective said he thought it had been
briken from the outside, as the bro-
ken glass was all on the inside. He
knew the defendant Frank O’Brien as
a quiet and inoffensive man. John
O’Brien his brother, wore a mous-
tache, but resembled him somewhat. "

Fred A. King stated he was engaged
in the transfer business and was ac-
Quainted with the layout of the Great
West Wine Co.’s warehouse and also
o_t the Magee buflding in which it was
situate. There was mo entrance to
the warehouse from the elevator, but
one into thé toflet by way of a win-
dow in the elevator shaft. Two ten-
ants had the use of the elevator, en-
trance to which was gained from the
wharf in the rear. The two defend-
ants were kmown to him, and had
been in the employ of the wine com-
pany. King said he saw one of his
driver's try to get in through the win-
dow referred to by the last witness,
since the robbery, but failed to get
more than his head and one shoulder
through the opening.

G. I V. Belyea for the prosecution
rested his case on the last witness'
testimony, and Mr. Barry called
Frank ‘O’Brien to testify on his own
behalf,

O’Brien said he was at home and in
bed at 11.30 Saturday night, and did
not leave it till visited by Sergeant
Detective Powers the next morning.
He was not in the row boat which
Policeman Dykeman had said he was
in, and had not been in a boat for six
months. He [iad never rowed a boat,
he said, and knew nothing of motor
boats.

John OWrien gave evidence in the
morning.
