Digmty Sustained.
There is a great deal of talk in refer-

{ ence to the little question of precedence

that prevented His Worship from in-
dulging in his fayorite amusement of
dancing last night. He wanted Lady
Dufferin for his partner at the head of
the first set, and the Committee ordered
that the High Sheriff should be the hap-
py man. His Worship, nodoubt, would
have been happy to have danced with
hereven after she had danced with some-

1 body else, if he could have done so

without compromising his dignity. It
was not personal vanity but the dignity of
his office as ChiefMagistrate of St. John
that compelled Mr. Reed tosacrifice him-
self last evening by staying at home.
This dignity has always been trouble-
some to Mr. Reed, and has constantly
forced him to forego little pleasures,and
to shun the company of cntertaining
people. The burden of keeping up the
dignity of the office has been, in fact,
the one thing that has deprived it of its
charms for Mr. Reed. A less conscien-
tious man would say—“Dignity be
hanged. Tl indulge my tastés,: treat
my friends at the cellar groggeries, and
be ‘one of the boys’ that go in for fun;
and I'll not lose the opportunity of
dancing with the Countess and all the
pretty girls of the town, and partaking
of refreshments_selected by my own
educated taste, just on account of the
dignity of my.office.” But our Mayor
is no such man. He has been entrusted
with the dignityof St. John, and he will
maintain it. 'Wé nominate liim for an-
other term.

Palmer’s Protest.

Thé létter Wristéit by A. L. Palmer to
the Premier, pre
mored session of Parliament, gives ex-
pression to the chief reasons that forced
His’Excellency dnd his Cabiriet to refuse
the prayer for prorogation. A pledge
had been given by the Premier,—not; of
course, without the Governor General’s
eonsent,—that’ no business should bef
done—that the meeting should be for-
mal—and this pledge had to be carried
out, more especially as, in conscquence
of it, members of Parliament had failed
to attend. The Premier could not ad-
vise (and the Governor General eould
hardly have accepted such advice if
given) a businéss session in the face of
the pledge to prorogue. It is not desir-
able that a precedent for so flagrhnt a
breach of faith should be established.
Following it some future Government,
one with the political morality of the
manipulators of the Pacific Scandal—a
morality that forees postponement-of in-
quiry and charges the Governmient with
the odium of the duty—mightHave their
followers secretly summoned to a formal
meeting, and, in response t» & memori-
al—just such & memorial as that of the
Ninety-three—proceed to business and
carry some measure that would not have
passed in a full house. Mr. Palmer’s
brief and able letter was published in the
Ottawa Times of the 19th, Sir John
John Macdonald having publisheditasa
sufficient reply to the attacks that have
been made on him for carrying out the
promised prorogation. The Ottawa
correspondents of the leading papers of
Ontario and Quebec telegraphed it to
their journals. Itis as follows:

Sr. JonN, Aug. 11.
Sir John Macdonald, Minister of Justice,
Ottawa :—
Sr: In consequence of statements

that, I understand, have come from some
members of the Commons to the effect

that there might be an actual session of

Parliament, at the adjournment on the
18th, to you, as the leader of the Gov-
ernment, T beg to make the following
statement by way of protest.

1 have to remind you that the House of
Commens only consented to adjourn to
that time on your pledge openly given in
the House that mo business should be
transacted, nor would the attendance ef
members be required, as there would be
enough around Ottawa to make a quorum;
that Mr. Speaker would receive the re-
port of the committee on the Huntington
charges, so that it might be published,
and that then Parliament would at once
prorogue.

If this promise had not been made, 1

.| do not believe the House would have

consented to any such adjournment. 1
certainly would not have given my con-
sent to any adjournment that would have

_| put the country to an expense of a quar-

ter of a million dollars by bringing the
Legislature together again.

At all events, be that as it may, I feel
that it would be dishonorable for mnysell
to attempt to do business at an adjourn-
ment of the House, at whi¢ch my col-
leagues had been told that no business
could be done; and that they need not at-
tend, and, therefore, I must decline to do
so; and I protest at any attempt to do
business, and I require the Government
to fultil the pledge made to me and to
every meémber of the House, that Parlia-
ment would be at once prorogued.

While I do this, I do not wish to inter-
fere in any way with the right of the
Government to call Parliament together
whenever they think the exigencies of the
country require it; they must be the
judges of that and be responsible for it;
but let it be done in the usual way, that
all may understand that it is their duty to
attend ; and when I, together with all my
colleagues, am so called upon, I trust
that I shall be found in my place, and I
shall then feel that, whether or not all my
colleagues attend,they will not have been
kept away by & pledge that they would
not be required, and I could thereby hon-
orably join in doing anything that the
House might consider for the interests of
the country.

A few minutes after six jo’clock last
evening the ball room was declared to be

The entrance for the Vice-regal party
 whs tBfough Mr.Befio’s office, which was
fitted up as 4 dressing room for the Gov-
ernor General. It was fitted with hand-
some oak farniture, and .through it the
Countess passed to her dressing room,
which was on the floor immediately
above. The stairs were carpeted, and
her dressing room was elegantly furnish
ed. A Brussels carpet was-laid on’ the
floor, there were handsome upholstered
chairs and lounges, marble top tables,
mirrors, and the walls were hung with
flags. It was really a charming little
room and reflected great credit on the
committee.  The Directors’ room was
fitted up for the ladies’ dressing room. It
wasalso carpeted and supplied with hand-
some furniture. The adjoining  room
was set apart for gentlemen. No money
had been spent in decorating this room
—mirrors were supplied and that was
all. The coats and hats were taken and
checked by two men, and were at once
produced when required. All the farni-
ture required was obtained from the es-
tablishment of C. E. Burnham & Co., and
the carpets ali came from Messrs. Shera-
ton, Son & Skinner, and were laid by the
employes of the same firm.

The auditorium was fitted up for the
ball-room. * A floory two feet higher than
the stage, and extending back about half
the depth, had beerrlaid. The floor was
an excellent one for dancing, being
springy and highly polished by marines
from H. M. S. Spartan. The decorations,
though not elaborate, were very neat and
appropriate. = Immediately facing the
door and at the redr of the stage was a
dias, on whieh were placed chairs for

their Excellencies. This dais was adorn-
ed with two pieces of statuary, and exotic
plants from the conservatory of I. Burpee,

in different directions, and the Union Jack
and Canadian flags hanging from the
balcony Woxes formed an arch over the
throne provided for their Excellencies.
The balcony and upper gallery were
draped with ved, white and blue cloth.
Oun the upper gallery were also placed
flowers of all descriptions and a number
of .bannercts of different colors. Over
the dais was the word “Welcome” in gas
jets. The entire effect of the ball-room
was fine, and, with the limited time at the
committee’s disposal, it is a matter of
surprise how so much could be done.
The canaries, whose cages were hung in
different parts of the room, must not be
forgotten, as they added by their singing
to the general pleasing effect.

Shortly before 10 o’clock the band’s
playing “God Save the Queen” announced
the arrival of the Vice-regal party. They
entered by the main entrance and marched
through a line of brilliantly dressed ladies
and gentlemen to the stage. A few mo-
ments were spentby the Governor Gener-
"al and suite in moving round talking with
the guests,before the dancing commenced.
His Excellency observed two little girls,
the only two in the room, and at once ad-
vanced and spoke to them, asked them
their names and some othér questions.
This little attention delighted the girls.
and showed how thoroughly His Kxcel-
lency kunows what will please those
around him, and how quickly he does it.
The little girls were the daughters of Dr.
Tichenor of Newark, New Jersey, and
were dressed in white skirts with bodice
of blue and tartan sashes. They were
charming little dancers and attracted

!_Wil h their parents visiting Dr. Steeves of

this city.

The first quadrille was opened by Lord
Dufferin, who danced with Miss Harding,
daughter of the High Sheriff, and the
Sheriff dancing with the Countess. This
was the only dance in which the partners
were prcscribed. After this each one,
from Lord Dufferin’ down selected his
own partner. The Honorables and M.
P.s were all in this set, and it must be
acknowledged that some of them were
anything but graceful dancers. His Excel-
lency danced nearly every dance, while
the Countess confined herself to quad-
rilles and the Lancers. He selected his
partners with care, and danced with the
fairest of the ladies present. The scene
from the balcony while the dancing was
going on was most animated and

brilliant. The balcony was crowded with

matrons who had come with their
daughters. All were dressed in evening
costume, and the bright colors of the
silks, the glitter of the jewels, and spark-
ling of bright eyes, will not soon be tor-
gotten by those who had the pleasure of
being present.

About 12 o’clock the Vice-regal party
went into the supper room, which was
under the charge of Mr. Edwards of the
Victoria hotel. It was spread with every-
thing that could be desired, both in
liquids and solids. ‘After the first party
had supped the others hurried into the
room as fast.as they could get in, until
all were satisfled.

About three o’clock His Excellency and
the Countess retired, -passing through a
line of ladies and gentlemen. There had
then been sixteen dances. The pro-
gramme, which consisted of twenty-one,
was finished before the company dis-
persed. :

The floor managers—Messrs. W. F.
Bunting, Chipman Smith, H. D. Troop
and George F. Smith—were assiduous in
their efforts to make the. affair pass off
successfully, and there was not a com-
plaint of any kind heard during the even-
ing. . : .
The music was supplied: by the string
band of the 60th Rifles, utnider Mr. Rain-
eri, and was all that could be desired.

During the evening the Governer Gen-
eral and Countess’ promenaded to the
balcony, and thanked Mr. Raiféri for his
«Dufferin”. galop, and said they were
very much pleased with it. A copy of the
galop was presented the Countess in
Halifax.

to receive irritable - people who
come to ask for explanations. Some
time since, M. Poirier sign:d a viiu-
lent attack 6n M. Oudry, ome of the
proprietors of the newly-discovered fres-
coes of Raffaelle, bought by the Govern-
rent of M. Thiers. M. Oudry called on |
M. Poirier, and proved to him that he
had signed a tissue of errors, and expos-
ed himself to. an action for libel. M.
Poirier humbly apologized, but M. de
Cassagnac, who does nofadmit of excuses;
or apologies being made by & man whoin
he pays expressly to fight, gave M. Poir-
ier a ‘month’s notice, and in order to re-
trieve his fortunes, M. Poirier sought
-for some one whom he could insult.. M.
Dupont, who is one of the wittiest of
Paris writers, is a Bonapartist, and be-
Jongs to the staff of the Gaulois. He
had called M. Perin, the ex-Civil General,
a pasteboard General, and when offered
an opportunity of pricking a hole in the
pasteboard, he refused. Accordingly
Poirier called him a Circus Geueral, al-
though he had never seen him in his life.
M. Perin at once wrote to M. Poirier at
the office of the Pays, demanding satis-
faction. The letter was opened in the
ahsence of M. Poirier by M. Rogat, who
accepted the duel, with,all the more alac-
rity as he himself wac not to be either
principal or second to it.

M. Perin re-"
ceived two wounds aad M. Poirier one,
plus a renewed engagement on the Pays,
to the satisfaction of al: concerngd, honor
included.
