Loss or THE STEAMSHIP LONDON.— The 
vessel left Plymouth on the 6th January, and 
experienced heavy gales from the ourser, los­
ing lifecosts, and sustaining so uch dama- 
that on the morning of the 10th the captan 
put back for Plymouth but 100 ate. At 2oo - 
on that day a heavy sea struck the ship, winch 
carried away the engine room latent, and al 
lowed wave aller wave to descend, extingui-l- 
ing the tires and rendering abortive every ei- 
fort to repair the damage.
