HEREAS it has been represented to the Legisla- Preamble.
ture of this Province, that divers inhabitants of the
sald Province have used their efforts to establish a College
in connexion with the United Church of England and Ire-

V. And be it enacted, That this Act shall' not extend
to weaken, diminish, or extinguish the rights and privileges
of Her Majesty, Her Heirs and Successors, nor of any
other person or persons, Body Politic or Corporate, ex- 40
cepting only such rights as are hereby expressly altered
or extinguished.
