dred odd islands in Lake Temagami. the principal lake of the dis 
tret, and its thousand ami one smaller lakes within a comparatively 
small area, holding forth unlimited attracti ms to the canoeist an l 
lover of rod ami gun. The Temagami region i' a forest reserve, 
under control of the Ontario Government, and covers an area of 
approximate!) ;:.;;>n,()i)u acres. It is a land of lak.s and rivers, in 
comparable hi natural beauty and scenery, with it' heavily wooded 
forests, its cathedral pines, whispering health and strange sweet 
music, its small mouthed black bass iMicroptcms d<ilt>iiiicu) ; 
speckled trout (Xtlrrlinus fonliiuilis ) \ lake trout (Christivomcr 
ininniynisli ) ; wall-eyed pike, pik< perch or dot 
i,iiiii), and common pike r lucius) : its altitude above 'va level 
of over l,000 feet; the health-giving efficacy of its pure air, and its 
wild animals and bird-.

tasty bass or lake trout. The Indian' in this part of 
the country are descendants of the Algonquins and 
a remnant of the Ojihways. They are a frugal peo­
ple, humble and honest, and make the best path­
finders, as they are thon conversant with the
entire district and can land you at the portages in

Kroni Hear Island there arc many good fishing 
grounds that are easy of access, among which arc 
Cull Lake, about four miles, readied bv two short 
portages, and where excellent black bass fishing is 
assured. Northeast of the island about four to 
light miles, in Spawning Bay, I .non Lake. Kokoko 
Hay and many other' of the inlet', are also capital 
spots for the gamiest of the finny tribe. During July 
and August the bass are easily hooked, but the 
salmon trout arc more wary, and resort to the deep 
cold waters and can be caught only with a wire line 
of gnat length.

The Hudson Hay Company's store at Hear Island 
is well stocked with provisions and all the neces­
saries for th<' camper, including canoes and tenting 
outfits, and this well-known corporation is in a posi 
tion to make all arrangements for guides. Their 
stock in trade also includes Indian curios and fancy 
work as well as moose and caribou moccasins, and 
other Indian work beautifully ornamented with silk,

the handiwork of the Indians who live in the Hudson Hay region, - nue four hundred 
miles further tmrt i. The Tcmagami Ste..mboat and Hotel Company also have an out­
fitting store at lb ir Island, where all necessaries for a camping or canoeing trip may

It the visitor de ires he can out lit at Tcmagami Station and take steamer to any point 
on Lake Tcmagam thence proceeding by canoe into the more rctu-ce par - of the r< servi 
The outfitting 'tori Teinagami station is owned by the Temagami Steamboat and Hotel 
Company, and i< lull supplied with all that the camper need', and the proprietor' ire m 
touch at all times 'ith the best guides that are to he had. This point is also the Head 
quarters for the lb et of steamers operating on Lake Temagami, and where arrangements 
are made for regu it or special trips. A hotel has been constructed here for the accom 
modal ion of tmiii ml sportsmen, and where tampers and canoeists can sojourn while 
arranging for tln i c.moes and outfits.

This camp is nil'kited with the Royal Liu- Saving Society of l-ngland, a regular course 
of instructions In ng given by the Canadian representative of the society, K. |„ S. S 
medals and certi’ ites being granted i■ > those win» successfully pass tin examinations 
held at the camp eadquarters. I’.xploring and fishing trip- are "arranged throughout the 
season, there being a choice of twenty different routes according to tin strength and 
experience of the party. Parents or adult friends of a hoy who wish to visit Temagami 
and would prefer the hospitality of the camp to more conventional hotel life can be 
accommodated at a location set apart for such "grown ups," and every effort will b< 
made to give suci friends of the camp a thoroughly enjoyable time.

KEEWAYOIN CAMP CLUB
From Hear Island we proceeded due north tip the North Arm 

through an archipelago of beautiful scenery, passing many romantic 
islands, including "Granny Island," where dwells "Mrs. Kokotnis, 
an old woman in stone around which circles an Indian Legend of 
long ago.

Lute ring Devil's Bav we glide over the pellucid waters and see 
looming up <>n our right a high promontory riing sheer out of the 
water for a distance of at least three hundred feet. This is known 
as Devil’s Mountain, and at its hase lies Devil’s Island, a beautifully 
wooded gem, separated from the mainland by a narrow strip of 
water known as "Devil’s Gut.”

From Bear Island to this point we were the only voyageurs that 
disturbed the heroic and interminable solitude <>f Tvmagami, hut 
here we came upon the headquarters of the well known Keewaydin 
Camps for hoys. For some fourteen years Keewaydin has made 
this region its headquarters, at different points throughout the dis 
it id. and for the past four years has been permanently located on 
Devil’s Island, where in a charming gr>>ve of white birches are 
situated its club-house, mess-hall, village of tents, and all the appur­
tenance? of a thorough-going summer camp. There are two divisions 
of tin Camps : Manitou Wigwam for the smaller hoys, and Toma 
garni Wigwam for the older ones. In Manitou Wigwam the young 
-ters are taught all the essentials of camping, swimming and canoe­
ing, and are instructed in the elements of forestry, natural history 
and wood-lore. The older hoys’ camp, Tvmagami Wigwam, be­
sides having the permanent camp and the usual recreations of camp- 
life, sends its campers on canoe trips throughout the region for 
camping, fishing and exploring. All "f its trips are conducted by 
members of the Camp Staff, aided hv competent Indian guides, and

Paddling across that noble expanse, the remoteness and strangeness 
of tin scene were particularly attractive qualities to us, and there 
was something infinitely restful and pleasing in the air we hr- allied 
and the grandeur of the scene that lay lie I ore tis.

Pitching our camp on Hawk Island, an ideal camping site, we got 
out our fishing tackle to test the waters <>t t li ; ■ 
pcctations were more than gratified with the result Circumn.ivi 
gating the island, we caught ten small-mouthed black bass in half

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.m hour, the lie'll living of tin gamiest aril ranging fr«»m two ami a 
half to four pounds. <ioi.il filling is assured at am part of this 
lake, and our expvrieiu v dem--ii'tratcd that different n>!i w-add taki 
different bait. The vatvhes during our -lay at this lake, in addition 
to a large number of black bass, constitut'd wall-end pike weighing 
up to six and eight pounds, and common pike weighing up to eight 
and ten point l>.

Next morning our canoes were again commissioned for our jour­
ney north Xfivr placing a few miles behind us, we landed at the 
hut of one of the In r rangers and w- re c irdially r< ci \ e I. and after 
spending a pleasant hour or two with our newly made friend, who 
knew every niche and corner of t'ir territory, an I who gave us 
valuable information regarding the Ii'.< l> haunts of the speckled 
beauties, we turned our canoes toward the w <>t and put in two and 
a half hours' good 
solid paddhng before 
pitching our camp 
for the night. Ibis 
part of our trip w 
most enjoyable, and 
look us through what 
is considered "tie of 
the host hunting con- 
lines of the district.
During our progress 
we had the good f- >r- 
t une of seeing the 
lordh moose among 
I lie lily pads near the 
shore, ami myriads of 
ducks of several spe 
vies were feeding 
among t h e rushes 
and marshes. As we 
proceed, the lake 
gradually narrows un­
til it becomes not 
more than one hun­
dred feet wide, with 
cliffs rising from the 
shore line hundreds 
of feet in height, 
with t h v stream 
winding in a circuit­
ous channel, bringing 
to view a change of 
scene at every turn.

One remarkable 
feature of this beau­
tiful country is the 
!"Ug continued twilight, which lasts until nine o’clock in the even­
ing, as a Ini the wonderful clearness <>f the sky at ni ht. offering 
idral conditions for the observation of the moon and stars, impress- 
ing "lie of the signal advantages to see the moon with such a sil­
very sheen or the stars of such brilliance. By day the skies are as 
bine as the skies ..f Italy, and at night as black as those of the 
tropics, the celestial objects standing out clear-cut and with marvel­
ous beauty.

I In* camping ground at the mouth of Lady Evelyn River, where 
we halted for the night, lies in the vallev beside a beautiful water-* 
f.dl, at the foot of which black bass abound ami where we caught 
sufficient for our evening meal in a few minutes. At this point the 
portage is not more than one hundred feet around the falls, and 
which takes up into Willow Lake, a stretch of water about five

\n Afternoon'- 
Lake

miles long, leading to the trout streams Uiat empty into this lake. 
These streams run through the virgin forest and contain fish that 
are worth landing. It is where the angler can realize Ins fondest 
dreams, rich in possibility, and where hut few have cast the line.

To reach the speckled trout grounds is somewhat of an arduous 
task, and though the portages are numerous they arc short, (not 
in<>rv than one hundred feet to one hundred yards), and when the 
' jective point is reached, and fifty line speckled trout, ranging 
to-m a pound ai -I a half to three pounds, can he landed, the sports, 
in.in readily endures the seeming hardships that are encountered, 
and looks hack with pleasure on the magnificent sport that he has 
enjoyed. In this haunt of the brook trout, amid the most favor­
able of surroundings, where the waters simply teem with speckled 
beauties, the unexpected will often happen. The most delicately

manipulated fiy docs 
not always manage 
to secure a strike, 
and other bait, such 
as the flesh of fish, 
minnows, etc., attract 
these fellows as no 
other bait will do. 
During July and Au­
gust excellent fishing 
is assured in this 
locality. Continuing 
further north, the 
canoeist if interested 
van proceed tip the 
Lady Evelyn River, 
through Smoothwan r 
Lake and thence by 
the Last Branch of 
the Montreal River I » 
Dovvganda, the rich 
Hew silver mining 
camp, where hundreds 
are flocking to this 
rich Eldorado. The 
portages are many 
and some hard, hut 
the trip is a delight 
ful one, and instead 
of returning the same 
route as going, the 
canoeist can continue 
on until he reaches 
the main branch of 
the Montreal River, 
about four miles

( atcli of Itlaek Hast.

south of Fort Matachewan, one of the Hudson Bay Posts. I Tom 
here the trip down the Montreal River is an easy one to Latch ford 
and tin* railroad, and takes the visitor past Elk City, the center of 
another rich mining district.

Returning to Willow Lake, the canoeist can follow the waterway 
Ninth to the end of the lake, portage into Diamond Lake, thence 
follow that route that leads into Obabika Lake, choosing for.lrm- 
self a dozen different ways of returning, either to Lake Temagami, 
his starting point, or continuing south as far as Lake Nipissing. 
The fishing in Ahahika is without a parallel and the most ardent 
angler will find all the sport he desires there.

An interesting trip, however, is to retrace our steps over the same 
route we have covered to reach the trout streams as f ir as the 
fire ranger's cabin at the north end of Lady Evelyn Lake, and



proceed through Obi saga Narrow- and the narra.v lake following 
i i a distance "f eight mile-, when Matawa tka l.akt i' reached, 
ih,nee continuing through four miles of magnihvint scenery to 
Mataw abika I •'alls. Here the water tumbles over a rocky ledge 
thirty feet high in the heart of a heavily wooded forest of pine and 
lalsàm. It i' .in ideal camping spot in the mid-t of an excellent 
lulling ground. Small-mouthed bass abound. Last year, one party 
at this point caught, in one hour's time, -ix black has- weighing 
twenty pounds, three common pike weighing seventeen pounds, and 
,i number of smaller fish, which gives one a good idea of the sport 
offered and the average weight of the fish.

Matawabika Falls is the outlet of Lady Kvelyn Lake into the 
Montreal River, a might\ stream reaching from the far north to 
Lake Teiniscamingue. Leaving the Falls, we notice on the left a 
clearance on which stands the cabin of Mr. Jas. Mowat, a former 
Hudson's Hay Co. trader, who now has a small farm, the only one 
that has been seen on the length of our route.

This clearance, for hundreds of year- hack, has been used as a

Matachewan, sixty miles further north on the Montreal River 
—Lake Tcmagami, or Lake Teiniscamingue, it being the junction 
point for the three routes. In times gone by, an Indian village 
was situated here, and to thi- day numbers of dint arrowheads, 
sheets of white mica, and lumps of pure plumbago are discovered, 
denoting the existence at one time of an extensive workshop. Many 
Indian graves exist here, one skeleton found recently contained 
an arrowhead fastened firmly in the backbone, which showed that 
some savage had met with a violent death. A little above Mowat'i 
cabin may still he seen shallow pits or trenches where the Iroquois 
laid in ambush for their enemies, the Ojibways, a- they passed 
down the river on their way to the trading post-.

From Matawabika Falls our route he- down the Montreal Rl\ < r, 
the first impressions of which are favorable to the hunter.
