Victoria Brewery .—This extensive brewery is situated on Gould 
street, corner of Victoria, and was established in 1849. It is now owned 
and carried on by Messrs. O’Keefe & Co. The old brewery was 193 feet 
by 30 feet. The additions to the brewery are 123 feet by 33 feet. It has 
a capacity of 7,000 gallons a week. The malt floors in the new building

here located, which have a wetting capacity 
of two hundred and twenty bushels each. The kiln itself is some 33 feet 
square ; it is made fire-proof, being constructed with iron girders, rafters 
and plates. The total weight of iron here is some seven tons. This part 
of the building has a false roof, which enables the grain-drying operations 
to be performed much quicker and better. Each one of the plates of 
which the flooring is composed will bear a stress of about six cwt. Above 
the malt floor the granary or barley loft is placed. In the fermenting- 
room there are five tuns, each of which contains a brewing ; and 
average there are some ten brewings (fermenting and cleansing) going on 
at the same time. The extensive vaults under this brewery are capable 
of storing away 80,000 gallons. Next season a vault of nearly double the 
present storage capacity is intended to be added. The vaults are fire­
proof, and through an ingenious contrivance the air is pure and good all 
the year round. They are constructed in the most durable manner, with 
clinker bricks, four thick, each gr'uted with hydraulic cement; while 
the trails are two feet thick, and of stone work. In the upstairs portion 
of the premises they have condensers for purifying the water. In making 
the malt, Welsh coal, specially imported, is used, and is said to be much 
cleaner, and in every way an improvement on the Lehigh coal generally 
use.d In order to secure an excellent beverage, Mr. O’Keefe states

1
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that he purchases only first-class hops—even importing them from Eng. 
land. The capacity of his two malt-houses he claims to be 35,000 
bushels per annum. The entire establishment is now made a very 
superior one, the proprietor devoting his whole time to perfecting the 
brewing in its various processes. The plans were drawn by Mr. John 
Bailey, architect.

William Street Brewery.—This brewery was established about 
1860, and is now owned and carried on by Messrs. Aldwell & Co., who 
employ about thirty hands, and a steam engine of twentÿ-five horse­
power. The premises, perhaps the largest in the Province, have been 
enlarged to about double their former capacity, and are built of brick 
in the most substantial manner. The vaults and cellars are very com­
modious, and arranged so as to afford every facility for the storage and 
shipment of packages with as little labor as possible. The firm do a 
large business in malting; about one-tenth of the excise duty paid on 
ales and porter in the Province of Ontario is paid by them.

Yorkville Brewery, established in 1835, by John Severn. The 
premises are situated in Yorkville, and are built entirely of brick. The 
main building is 200 feet long by 40 feet wide, four stories high, in­
cluding stock cellars and vaults. The malt house is a separate building, 
also of brick, 115 feet long by 40 wide, three stories high—each floor 
being neatly cemented to the depth of about three inches. A fifteen- 
horse power steam engine is used, and twelve hands employed manufac­
turing ale and porter; capacity, between 6000 and 7000 gallons a 
week. Twenty thousand bushels of malt were turned out at this establish­
ment during last season. The arrangement for transferring the malt from 
the malt-house to the brewery is by rail carriage, and is in every respect 
a great saving of labor and expense.

West Toronto Brewery, Queen street corner of Niagara, estab­
lished about 1835. The establishment is now carried on by Messrs. 
Cosgrave & Co,, who manufacture ejjery description of pale ale and por­
ter. The firm have lately enlarged their premises to more than double 
their former capacity. They are now able to turn out 9,000 gallons 
weekly. An additional malt-house has been erected, 30 by 40 feet; the 
malt rooms are neatly fitted up ; the cellars are large and well adapted

for stock ales and porter 
and about 100 wide.

A new steam engine of about fifteen-horse power 
bas been added ; also new boilers, cooling apparatus, &c. The West To­
ronto Brewery supplies the Officers’ mess and the principal hotels.

Queen Street Ale and Porter Brewery, established 1854, by 
Messrs. John Wallis and John Moss. Their premises are well adapted 
for brewing purposes, and a very excellent article of ale and porter is 
turned out. Capacity between 4,000 and 5,000 gallons per week. The 
firm do their own malting. Their stock cellar is first-class.

East Toronto Brewery.—This brewery was established on Par­
liament street near King, in 1847, by Mr. William Copland. The 
buildings are brick, 125 feet by 130, with a capacity of manufacturing 
20,000 bushels of malt during the season. Malt-house 35 feet by 125. 
The stock cellars are 125 by 130 feet. There are three vaults, two 
being 15 feet by 60 each, and one 25 by 12. Mr. Copland employs 
twelve hands, and an engine of ten-horse power.

Don Brewery, established in 1834, by Mr. Thomas Davies. This 
brewery is on the River Don near Queen street. A steam engine of 
twelve-horse power is used, and about eight hands employed. About 
5,000 barrels of sparkling cream ales and porter are turned out annually.

East End Brewery, Don river, River street, established in 1862, 
by Mr. Robert Defries, sen. Manufactures ales and porter. The buildings 
are brick, three stories high, containing malt-house, stock and other cel­
lars. A steam engine of eight horse power, and six hands employed.

Spadina Brewery, Venauley street, near St. Andrew. Originally 
established about 1837 ; now enlarged by additional buildings, and 
the introduction of a steam engine of eight-horse power. There 
is an excellent stock cellar, vaults, &c. Four hands will be kept 
ployed. Capacity about 2,000 gallons a week. Buildings are chiefly 
brick, and the whole are about 70 feet long by 50 feet wide.' The pro­
prietor is Mr. Charles Sproatt.

Walz’s Brewery, established in 1858 by John G. Walz. Prem­
ises are on Duchess cor Caroline. Manufactures exclusively lager-beer 
which is considered of a good quality.
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BROOM MANUFACTORIES.

Messrs. Caulktns & Sanderson’s Broom Manufactory, was es­
tablished in 1842. This factory is at 434 Yonge street. They now employ 
about seventeen hands, and are, exclusively, wholesale manufacturers, and 
import the raw material. Their goods are chiefly sold to dealers for the 
trade of Ontario. The firm manufactures from 75 to 100 tons of broom- 
corn a year.

Messrs. R. Gaud & Co.’s Broom Manufactory, established in Jan­
uary, 1865, at 37 Front street. They employ about eighteen hands. Their 
goods are sold throughout Quebec and Ontario. The raw material or 
stock is imported.

Broom and Brush Factory, 83 Queen street west, established in 
February, 1866, by Mr. J. W. Morey, who now employs fifteen hands, and 
manufactures from 50 to 60 tons of broom-corn yearly. Mr. Morey’s 
trade extends over the Province of Ontario.

in the Dominion.ITi BRUSH MANUFACTURING.

In this branch of manufactures, Mr. Charles Boeckh commenced 
business in Toronto, in 1850. The works are situated on Berkeley street, 
corner of Duchess. The factory is 30 feet by 90 feet, two stories high ; 
besides three ware-rooms, 60 feet by 36 feet. Mr. Boeckh received a 
premium at the Dublin Exhibition, in 1861 ; and first prize last Provin­
cial Exhibition, in Toronto. On going through this largo and well- 
conducted factory, a more perfectly regulated establishment can be soldnn, 
witnessed. There are at present employed about 60 hands, in addition 
to an eight horse-power steam engine, manufactured by Messrs. Martin 
& Son, of Ontario street, Toronto. The whole process of manufacturing, 
from the raw material in wood, bristle, fibre, &c., is carried on with a 
regularity and system scarcely to be surpassed in the old country. The 
business is conducted under the personal supervision of Mr. Boeckh, 
and from his well known reputation as a manufacturer, it is worth the 
consideration of purchasers visiting Toronto to call and see for themselves.

Established in 1865 at No. 46 King street west, by Mr. H. Cobley, who 
now employs about twenty-five hands. It is not generally known that 
the term “Cack” refers to children's boots and shoes. This factory has 
the facility of turning oat about 1000 pair a week. The demand for 
this class of goods is constantly on the increase, and Mr. Cobley deserves 
credit for the introduction into Toronto of a branch of industry that 
gives employment to so many hands, this being the only one of its kind • 
in the Dominion.
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CABINET MAKING AND UPHOLSTERING.

The largest establishment of this kind, in Cam da, is carried on by 
Messrs. Jacques & Hay, on Front street, foot of Bay. This firm has 
been doing business in this branch of industry for upwards of thirty 
years, and are now giving employment to three nundred hands, beside 
using two steam engines of thirty horse-power each. The main building 
is built of brick, 120 by 50 teet, five stories high ; the workshop ad­
joining is 100 by 52 feet, two stories high \ tho finishing shop 200 by 
30 feet, two stories high, and storehouse, 196 by 50 feet, three stories 
high. The firm is now completing an extensive brick warehouse, on 
the corner of Jordan and Melinda streets, of four stories in height, 176 
feet long by 33 feet wide. A branch establishment is in operation at New 
Lowell, County of Simcoe.

The buildings are of brick, 80 
it. long by 52 wide; two stories high; and are in every respect well adapted 
for the purpose for which they were built. Steam power about ten horse.
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Number of hands employed, six. Manufactures all kinds of spices, coffee, 
chicory, cream of tartar, &c., &c. These spices, &c., are put up in either 
tin, wood or tinfoil packages, or in any other manner suitable for expor­
tation. A large trade is done, and the establishment is one of the suc­
cessful Toronto works.

SPICE MILLS AND SOAP AND CANDLE FACTORY.

Messrs. D. Crawford & Co.’s Spice Miels and Soap Factory.— 
This is the largest establishment of the kind in the city. All the various 
processes connected with grinding of spices, coffee, mustard, drugs, &c., 
the manufacture of soap, candles, lard oil and lubricating oil, are carried 
on under one root in the most extensive and systematic manner. The 
motive power made use of is a twenty-five-horso power engine. Thirty 
hands arc here kept constantly employed. For tho purpose of grinding 
mustard and spices two run of stone arc kept in motion, besides all the 
other machinery required in the preparation of mustard. A ton of mus­
tard could be produced daily. In tho department of the building de­
voted to tho grinding of spices, &c., is a large coffee-roaster capable of 
roasting two tons of coffee daily, and a press of 500 tons power used for 
pressing oil out of the seeds. The department devoted to the manufac­
ture of candles contains twenty of Ilumiston’s patent candle machines, 
all kept constantly in operation. Each of these machines moulds 00 
candles at a time, and this number can be repeated as rapidly as the 
candles can cool sufficiently to be drawn. ’These machines arc simple 
and effective in their working. Notwithstanding the large quantity of 
candles turned out, the demand is in excess of the supply. Large quan-

titles of lard oil are made in an apartment devoted to that purpose, the 
lard being chiefly obtained in Chicago; this is used mostly by woollen 
manufacturers. Thirty lard oil presses are kept working, each having a 
capacity of 1,000 pounds. A tank in the same apartment is used for 
clarifying and refining oil. For the purpose of rendering lard and tal­
low, a spacious horizontal tank, circular in form, and called by the work­
men a « steam Tenderer,” is used; and for the purpose of clarifying 
tallow several large kettles set in arches in the

I „

rear of the main building 
kept boiling. The most important branch of the business of this 

firm is the manufacture of soap. Four soap pans, about twelve feet in 
height (one of which, however, is 14 feet by 14 feet, newly put in) 
used for boiling down the soap to the required consistency. T 
boilers will turn out 00,000 pounds, or 30 tons, a week. A good deal 
of space is taken up by the other apparatus connected with soap-making. 
This is the only soap factory in the Province of Ontario, in which all tho 
alkalies required in the business arc made on the spot. The building is 
most commodious, being the one formerly used as the City Gas Works, 
but, notwithstanding its size, every nook and corner is in use, either in 
the active operations carried on by the workmen, 
for the raw products of the manufactured goods. In addition to 
tho other business of the firm a large trade is done in refined 
leum and fish oils, and for tho storage of these articles 
warehouse, situated at the south side of the mill, is used, 
again to the south is an extensive open yard, where are to be seen 
hogsheads of the more expensive kinds of oil used, the object of 
this method of storage being to lessen the risk from fire and lower tho 
cost of insurance. To afford greater security against fire, both a steam 
and a hand fire engine, with tho necessary hose, are kept ready for any 
emergency. Water is obtained in unlimited quantities, by pumping, 
from the lake. Large quantities of starch are sold yearly by this firm, 
who are agents of the well known Canada Starch Works. The very best 
facilities are enjoyed for receiving and shipping goods by rail and boat. 
The U rand Trunk Railway passes the south side of the premises, and 
commodious pier and warehouse stands at the water’s edge, within 
short distance of the establishment.
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Toronto Distillery, corner Esplanade and Trinity street, Good- 
erham & Worts, proprietors. This establishment has been in success- 
ful operation for seven years. The distillery is 300 feet by 80 feet and 
five stories high, built of the finest quality of Kingston limestone. The 
malt-house is 140 feet by 70 feet, and four stories high, and is capable of 
malting about forty thousand bushels 
is sold to the Lower Provinces. The establishment employs upwards of 

hundred and sixty hands. Municipal taxes over $3,000 dollars 
annually, and the excise duty paid last year to Government amounted to 
upwards of three hundred and thirty thousand dollars. Capacity, about 
two and a half millions of gallons per annum.

Mr. Wm. Thomas Fitzhenry’s Distillery, situated 61 Little 
Front, was established in 1855. Eight hands and an engine of twenty, 
five-horse power are employed. The establishment turns out about 250 
gallons per diem, or 80,000 gallons per annum.

Mr. Hugh Jefferson, manufacturer of dry colors, varnishes, chemi­
cal paints, putty, patent oil for machinery, caustic soda ; also printing inks 
of various colors. This is the first and only establishment of the kind 
in the Dominion of Canada. In connection with the above, Mr. Jeffer­
son has an oil refinery at the village of Weston, where he is manufac­
turing refined oil, benzole, and lubricating oils ; also making prepara­
tions for the manufacture of a superior article of Peat Fuel. Button, 
ball and thumb blue is now manufactured at this establishment, of a 
quality equally as fine as that imported, and at a lower price. Printers 
can here obtain inks of any shade or color desired, and Mr. Jefferson, in 
this as in every other branch of his manufactures, should be liberally 
encouraged.

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FELT HAT WORKS.

Messrs. J. Gillespie & Co., have established a wholesale dépôt for 
the sale of Felt hat goods. The Canada Felt Hat Works now give em-
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ployment to about seventy hands, using a steam engine of twenty-five 
horse power to propel the machinery. 100,000 lbs of wool, 500 cords of 
wood, 100 tons of coal, 10,000 skins, and 100 barrels of alcohol ase used 
annually. The average wages of the men are two dollars per day. The 
firm keep a very extensive stock of Canadian, English and American 
felt hats, cloth and Whitney caps, ladies’ skating caps, calfskin mite, 
gloves and gauntlets, and have during the present year opened up a larg 
wholesale stock of furs, being the pioneer establishment in this line. 
They employ a large number of hands in the manufacture of furs, cloth 
hats and caps. Straw goods are largely imported, and dealers will, at 
this establishment, find every assortment in this line that can possibly 
be obtained in the largest foreign markets. Messrs. Gillespie & Co. h 
taken the new premises about being completed on the corner of Yonge 
and Melinda streets, to which they will remove this fall ; these will fur­
nish them ample accommodation for their extensive business and 
facturing operations.
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FOUNDRIES.

Tub Soho Foundry and Steam Engine Works were established in 
1851, by Messrs. Dickey, Neill & Co., on Beverley street, near the head 
of John street. The premises are very extensive, and consist of a brick * 
building two stories high, 40 feet by 90 feet, of which the first story is 
ocoupied as a machine shop, the second story as a pattern shop. Also 

brick building with slated roof, four stories high, 50 feet by 120 feet, 
of which the first story contains boiler making and erecting shop ; second 
story, erecting shop ; third and fourth stories, storage rooms for pat­
terns. The blacksmith shop is built of brick with slate roof, and is 75 
feet by 50 feet, containing five forges.

The firm have built at least fifty large steam engines, now in use at 
various points on the line of the Northern Railway, and about thirty 
engines in the city of Toronto.

St. Lawrence Foundry was established in 1850, by Mr. W. Ham- 
ilton, at 136 Palace street. The works are now carried on by Messrs. 
W. Hamilton & Son, who manufacture every description of stationary 
and portable engines, tobacco machinery, grist and saw mill machinery, 
castings and forgings of every kind.

They have 
also lately furnished a new engine and machinery for the Toronto Knit­
ting Factory ; an engine and upright and horizontal hammer rollers for 
the new Steel Factory ; an engine of fifty-horse power and boiler for the 
steamer Ida Beaton ; an engine and boiler for a steamer for the Canada 

, Land and Emigration Company ; a new malt kiln for the brewery of 
Messrs. O’Keefe & Co. ; an engine and boiler, with a set of pumps and 
blowing cylinders, for the treatment of coal oil on a new principle, by A. 
Graham, of London, Ontario ; a new fence for Osgoodc Hall ; and also 
the iron work for the new improvements and alterations in the extensive 
store ef Messrs. Robert Walker & Sons, known as the “Golder. Lion,” 
which, of itself, amounts to about 84000. Messrs. Hamilton & Son’s 
business is constantly on the increase, the various kinds of work turned 
out being of the very best description.

Globe Foundry, Quern street, head of Bay, established in 1845, by 
Mr. Edward Beckett, who will employ about thirty hands and ten-horse 
power steam. Mr. Beckett has a colorie engine of four-horse power, by 
means of which he will be enabled to turn out light castings at an 
exceedingly short notice, thus parties from any part of the country, 
coming ioto Toronto, and desirous of returning with as little delay as 
possible, can get their castings in an hour or two,—at the same time

1859,22nd March, 1860, and 1st July, 1864. These patents were issued 
for improvements in breach-loading rifles and guns. The firm are con­
verting the Enfield to Snyder breaoh-loaders, and are doing an excellent 
business. Muzzle loading shot guns are here converted into breach 
loaders. Their largest trade, however, is in the manufacture of the 
Whitworth and Rigby patent rifles.

William P. Marston, Gun and Rifle-maker, established at No. 
132 Yonge street, in 1851. He now employs about six hands. This is the 
largest shop of the kind in Canada, and every description of sporting 
appliances are here manufactured and for sale. The business is on the 
increase.

HOOP SKIRT MANUFACTURING. *

The Toronto Hoop Skirt Factory, was established in 1862, by 
Mr. R. H. Gray, at No. 43 Yonge street. Since the close of the war in 
the United States, the business done" in this branch of manufactures has 
largely increased. The quality of this class of goods made in Toronto is 
equal to any imported, and can be furnished to the retail merchant at a 
much lower figure. Mr. Gray employs a large number of hands, chiefly 
women and girls, who earn from $3 to $4 a week each. A number of 
machines are necessary for the covering and glazing of the steel. The 
variety of processes necessary to convert thorough, unpolished wire into 
the graceful and elastic skirt, are as follows:—The round wire is first 
drawn through polished steel rollers by which it is flattened out ; it is 
then passed through a furnace of molten lead into oil, and thus hardened 
‘tis again drawn through molten lead, which reduces it to the tempe
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elasticity required to make it fit for covering. The braiders for covering 
are of the most ingenious character. Sixteen spools revolve round the 
wire, passing and winding about it in the most curious manner, and with 
extraordinary rapidity, but with perfect harmony. One of these small 
machines will cover about three hundred and fifty yards daily; but as 
each lady’s skirt contains from 50 to 100 yards of steel, it takes a large 
number of these machines to carry on a business. The steel, when 
covered, is then passed through a composition like paint, on to cylinders 
heated by steam, which gives it a fine gloss, after which iv is taken in 
hand by the skirt-maker, who weaves it through tapes fitted to forms 
for the purpose ; and after passing through about half a dozen hands in 
the various processes of finishing, it is ready for sale. Mr, Gray should 
have every encouragement extended towards him as well as to all other 
Canadian manufacturers who employ large means to carry on such enter­
prises and give employment to so many hands.

Messrs. W. H. IIounsfield & Co., in the same line of manufacturing, 
40 Yonge street, were established in 1861. They employ on an average 
twenty hands.

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KNITTING AND YARN MANUFACTURERS.

Toronto Knitting and Yarn Factory, 35 Front street, established 
in May, 1805, by Mr. J. Simpson, who now employs about sixty hands and 
an engine of thirty horsc-powor, manufacturing knitted under-clothing, 
jackets, hosiery, yarns, &c.

Ontario Yarn Factory, Niagara street, near Queen street, is now 
about being finished and furnished with complete machinery for the 
manufacture of woollen yarns. A fifteen horse-power engine is used, and 
about ten hands employed. Proprietors, Messrs. John Miller & Son, and 
James Willis. OEco, 85 Front street.

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MANUFACTURING STATIONERS.

Messrs. Brown Brothers commenced business at Nos. 66 and 68 
King street east, in 1856, as manufacturing stationers, book-binders, At.
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They are now doing a very largo business, giving employment to forty 
hands. The first and second floors of their building are used as ware­
house and counting room ; third and fourth floors occupied as book­
binding and account book manufactory. A pocket diary is hero manu- 
fectured, that has entirely superseded the American, hitherto imported.

NURSERIES.
Toronto Nurseries, established in 1848, by George Leslie, Esq., of 

Leslieville. The nursery grounds comprise an area of one hundred 
and fifty acres, and arc without exception the most extensive in Canada, 
embracing every description of fruit and ornamental trees, shrubs' 
hedge plants, deciduous flowering shrubs and grape vines. The grounds

are admirably adapted for nursery productions. Mr. Leslie keeps up a 
regular correspondence with some of the principal nurseries in Great 
Britain and the United States, and spares no expense in adding to his 
stock all acquisitions of merit. Importations are annually made from 
England of ornamental, deciduous and evergreen trees, exclusive of 
what is raised by himrelf, so as to afford an extensive and varied assort­
ment. In all its departments every care and attention that a thorough 
knowledge of and experience in the nursery line may suggest, is readily 
taken advantage ot. From this fact, and the already high reputation of 
the Toronto Nurseries, continued prosperity must be the reward.

Leslie P. 0., (commonly called Leslieville,) is situated in the Town- 
ship and County of York, two miles east of Toronto, on the Kingston road. 
The village is named after Mr. George Leslie, who started the nursery 
business here 20 years ago. Tfce Post Office was first established about 
the year 1858, William Lambert being appointed postmaster ; in the 
year 1862, George Leslie, jun., the present postmaster, was appointed. 
The village con ains a common school, a separate school, one church, 
viz., Wesleyan Methodist, of brick, erected in the year 1859, and cap­
able of seating about five hundred people ; three hotels, one blacksmith 

shop, one edge tool factory, a large distillery, brewery and vinegar 
factory, several brick yards, &e.
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OIL REFINERIES.

Oil Refinery of Messrs. Parson Brothers.—This extensive 
oil refinery is situtated on Don and River streets, in the north-eastern 
part of thefcity. It is one of the first refineries in Canada, and 
established early in 1863. It is a large brick building with three still- 
houses attached. One still, manufactured by Mr. Neil Currie, of Front 
street, is capable of turning out 200 barrels a week. The main building 
where the distilled oil is deodorized is devoted to refining purposes, and 

e contains an engine, tanks, pumps, pipes, &c., capable of manufacturing 

over 250 barrels per week. So great has been the demand for the 
refined oil, that the firm have been working to their full capacity during 
the whole of last year. Messrs. Parson Brothers have also extensive 
tracts of oil-producing lands, and are proprietors of several flowing wells 
in the neighbourhood of Petrolia. As the pioneers of this new but

Unfortunately, however, the loss by breakage in transporting 
this class of goods from England to this country is so great as to raise 
the price of the articles above the convenience of many to pur­
chase. The Messrs. Kurd, Leigh & Co., familiar with the pottery busi. 
ness in all it practical detail, resolved to remedy this state of things by 
importing their fine porcelain without the ornamental work, and having 
the artistic embellishment executed here at their own establishment. 
They accordingly sent to England for a family of artists who had been 
educated at a school of design in connection with the potteries, and had 
long experience in working for some of the best establishments. Besides 
working for the trade, this firm takes orders from private individuals, 
such as completing sets, painting and gilding mottoes, crests, and designs 
of any required pattern.’

This year, at the Paris Exhibition, Messrs. Steinway and Chickering 
gained first prizes and upon one of the exhibitors was conferred tli! 
Legion of Honor, by the Empe.or Napoleon.

The Illustrated London iVews of the 20th Jul 
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took out a patent for this upward-projecting ledge in 1843. It is interesting 
to trace the steady, yet rapid progress which has been made in the 
manufacture of American pianos. It is impossible to speak too highly of 
the superb instruments now standing in their name at the Exhibition, 
whether it be in tone, or touch, or general appearance and construction, 
it is alike difficult to find anything to criticise.

« Messrs. Steinway & Sons are a younger firm than that of which I 
have spoken, but in other respects they are on equal terms. Messrs. 
Steinway’s pianos will bear satisfactory comparison, not alone with 
Messrs. Chickering’s, but with those of any manufacturer in the world.

« It seems that the first grand piano turned out by this firm in Ame­
rica, was in 1856, and it is surprising that, in eleven years, such results 
should have been obtained. Messrs. Steinway have taken out various 
patents for inventions, new grand piano actions, &o., but the improve­
ment, on which they lay the greatest stress, was patented by them in 
December, 1859. It consisted (I will use their own words) of the intro­
duction of a pomplete cast-iron frame, the projection for the agraffes lap­
ping over and abutting against the wrest plank, together with an entirely 
new arrangement of the strings and braces of this iron frame, by which 
the most important and advantageous results were achieved. The strings 
were arranged in such a position, that in the treble register, their di 
tion remained parallel with the blow of the hammers, whilst from the 
centre of the scale, the unisons of the strings were gradually spread from 
right to left in the form of a fan, along the bridge of the sounding-board, 
the covered strings of the lower octaves being laid a little higher, and 
crossing the ones (in the same manner as the other strings) and spread 
from left to right on a lengthened sound-board bass bridge, which run 
in a parallel direction to the first bridge. By this arrangement several 
important advantages were obtained, by the longer bridges of the sound­
ing-board a greater portion of its surface was covered ; the space be­
tween the unisons of the strings was increased, by which means sound 
was more powerfully developed from the sounding-board. The bridges 
being moved from the iron-covered edges nearer to the middle of the 
sounding-board, producing a larger volume of tone, whilst the oblique 
position of these strings to the blow of the hammer resulted in obtain­
ing those rotating vibrations which gave to the thicker strings a softness 
and pliability never previously known.

“The instruments exhibited by Messrs. Steinway consist of two con­
cert grands, a ‘ parlor grand,’ a square and an upright. With regard to 
the grand pianos, I can only say that the specimens now placed before 
the public are, in my opinion, as fine as pianos can be. Every attribute 
of a splendid instrument is here : strength, depth, sonority, brilliancy, 
facility of touch, and excellence of construction, combine to make

It is well known that the 
majority of rails give way at the ends before the remainder has begun to 

wear, because there they are weakest. By having those ends steel-braoed, 
1 they arc madc 8tronS at weakest point, thereby saving labor in taking

up, repairing, and re-laying. The company repairs old rails by means 
of a patent reversible forge rolling machine, whereby the broken-down 
part, however bad it may be, is made as strong as the rest of the rail, 
and the repaired ends are all made to fit one uniform fishplate. The 
machine compresses the head of the rail on the top, thus giving strength 
where it is needed, and the rail is returned to the road the same length 
as it was originally. Hitherto, rails badly broken at the ends had to be 
cut off, it being impossible to repair them on blocks by hand-labor, and 
thousands of tons of cut off ends have been sent to the rolling mills to 
be re-rolled. The saving to railway companies, by having their rails re­
paired by this machine, will be immense. At present they have to pay 
for cutting off. The cut rails make a very bad track, in consequence of 
their shortness, besides having the track constantly disturbed by un­
spiking, &c., to put in the closures. If a road, say twenty miles long, were 
to depend on repairing the rails by the blocks and hand-labor, its length 
would very soon be diminished. The repaired rails can also be steel- 
braced if desired.

Mr. Thomas Steele, tobacco manufacturer, No. 78 and 80 York street 
opposite the Rossin House, succeeded Messrs. S. S. Preston & Co., in 
1865. The premises are 65 feet in depth and about 50 feet wide, four 
stories high. The basement is occupied by the stea. engine, cutting 
machine, and store-room for leaf tobacco. The grout J floor is used for 
counting-room, branding, shipping and press-rooms; the latter being 
fitted up with expensive machinery, among which is a very large hyd­
raulic ram, and ten smaller hydraulic rams, together with compresses, 
retainers, hand presses, iron moulds, &o. ; the second floor is occupied 
by the tobacco-twisters, and a portion used as the drying room ; the 
third floor as a leaf-room, casing and bonded warehouse ; the fourth 
floor as a store room, and for drying the lumps preparatory to pressing. 
The entire building is lighted by gas, and heated by hot air pipes in 
winter. The annual product is about half a million of pounds. It is 
in every respect a first class establishment, and is about the oldest in

Ontario Tobacco Factory, 84 and 86 York street, opposite Rossin 
House, owned and carried on by Mr. A. Shack, who is the oldest tobacco 
manufacturer in the city, having commenced the business in 1858 at 
53 and 55 Front street. During the present summer Mr. Shack pur­
chased the establishment formerly carried on by J. E. Withers & Co. 
In thus combining the machinery of the two establishments it gives him 
extensive facilities for turning out the largest quantity of manufactured 
tobacco in Ontario. Mr. Shack chiefly confines himself to the 
facture of the finer or brighter grades of tobacco ; this is done by a 
careful personal selection of choice leaf. He now possesses one of the 
best lump machines in the Province for the lumping cf the ordinary 
common grades of black tobacco, which he will be able to turn out in 
large quantities, and second to none in quality. About one hundred hands 
are kept employed during the whole year. An engine of fifteen-horse power 
is used in the manufacturing, and for heating purposes. The premises 

are 40 feet front by 60 feet deep, four stories high, and contain every de­
partment necessary for manufactures of this description.

GRAMMAR SCHOOLS.
Each of these schools (which form the intermediate link between the 

Common Schools and the Universities) is managed by a Board of Trus 
tees, appointed jointly by the County and Town Councils.
