Will you as consistent, in-
telligent women lay this matter to heart and help in some way
to rescue those girls from the deadly snare to which they are
exposed !

We have the fact from those who have been patronizing these
institutions, that in the Loretto Abbey in Toronto there are
three hundred boarders nearly all of whom are Protestants.  But
that is only one of fourteen such convents or schools for girls
in that city. Surely this should sufficiently inspire you all to be-
come sincerely interested and active in helping anyone who takes
up this work in a practical way. That is what we have faithfully
done for over five years, for which time we have been running &
school in Toronto and in ev 'ry reasonable way making it known
that Protestants who required a school and home for their little
ones could send as cheaply to us and have them under Protes-
tant christian influence instead of Romanism . Many who have
heard of this effort have failed to interest shemselves in it in any
way. In some instances when they have known of our work,
they have declared themselves as true to God and Protestantism
and yet sent their daughters away 10 be taught by those trained
sisters (as they are callel) to embrace the habits and
faith of those designing women, who are true to the church in
securing every convert possible. Think of your responsibility to
God and your younger sisters, and do your utmost to keep them
to the same faith and hope that gives you inspiration as yov look
heavenward.

In reading and looking over the history of convents as given
by those who are conversant with the facts and the frequency
with which we are told of another company of young women
taking the veil, & question naturally arises as 0 thy
fate of these beautiful, bright girls.  We know they are fully
instructed ns to  the great merit of giving their lives to
the church, and the happiness they are to expeet and enjoy in
the new condition of things.  What a terrible revelation must
come to those poor deluded souls when thoy realids that they
are really prisoners for life and in the power of those whose
apparent former goudness ix cast aside while thoy appear in their
true character.

QUEBEC'S POOR SCHOOLS.

A congress of school inspectors meet at 8t. Hyacinthe recent-
ly under the presidency of Hon. Boucher De La Bruefe, superin.
tenda..t of education for Quebec and the revelations that have
heen made regarding the common schools of that provinee should
not only kill the agitation in Quebec for seperate schools for all
time to come in Manitoba, but should also fill the heart of every
patriotic son of French Canada with grief and humiliation.

The inspectors are, in fact, an able and educated body of ten
and one after another felt obliged to get up in open convention
and declare that 90 per cent of the Roman Catholic common
schools of Quebee Province were in the hands of unskilled, in-
competent and uneducated teachers.  Although the official pro-
gram plainly stated that none but those holding diplomas can
teach in the, public schools, yet this is violated day by
day, and some of the inspectors waid that if it were otherwise
hundreds of the schouls would be closed the year round.

Mr. Lippens, who is a very sealous educationalist, and is in-
spector for the rich counties of Vercheres, Richelieu, and Cham-
hly, told how many teachers had been driven out of the profes-
wion by woman with low licenses, or none at all, and where dis-
tricta paid their teachers $400 sone years ago they were getting
the work done for §160 by incompetent lady teachers.

Tnspegtors Murot, Demers and others reported that the aver-
age salarien paid in their districts were $60 per annun:, and it
alvo cnme out that the parish of 8t. Antoine, on the Richeliou,
the home of Cartier, and one of the richest in the province, paid
exactly £100 to cach of their lady teachem per yoar to educate
their chikiren.

Thin, however, in not the worst feature of the cane. Inatead
of having a central board of examinem, as wan univermally de

manded at the congress, the province is divided up into local
boards, where diplomas can be had for the asking. The thing
noems o absurd that it can scarcely be believed, but it is stated
upon the authority of several inspectors that there are men be-
onging to thsir boards of examiners who can scarcely road and
write, and that the whole system is nothing more nor less than
a screaming farce.

No attention whatever is paid to the uniformity of books used
When the congress wanted to make a recommendation on this
point, Judge Vallee made a scare speech declaring that this was
& point in which the social and religious rights of the people
were involved, and the paragraph was consequently droppod
from the findings of the convention. However the inspectors
have done good work and as they state themselves the deplor-
able condition of affairs had to be known some time, and the
sooner the cat jumped out of the bag the better for all concern-
od.

WAY AE NUN3 NOT QJAIFIE) TO JE TE TEACHER3 AND
GUARDIANS .. OUR GIRLS.

God made this beautiful world and intends us to live in it.

He does not vant His creatures imprisoned in cloisters.  The
woman who shuts herself in from this world and from fellowship
with those who live in it, opposes God's purpose in her oan life
and utterly disqualifies herself to be a teacher or guardian of
others. Let us not forget that the cloister is the goal «f the Ro-
man sisterhood. Not all sisters embrace the cloister life,Lut that
life is held up before every novice as & great spiritual attain-
ment for which she should strive. What is the influence of
such a life, and why are nuns not qualified to be the teach-
ers and guardians of girls 1
First, They have quenched in their own hearts all filial affco-
tion. Should loving, obedient dsughters be given to the care of
women who have separated themselves forever from father'and
mother and who look upon filial devotion as something un-
worthy their so-called religious life, and as an obstacle to their
perfection and salvation !

Third, They knew nothing of maternal love.  The strongest
and most tender feelings ha ¢ no place in the heart of a nun.
We see the woman of the world comforting the half-clad, dirty
little fellow who is crying with the cold.  She takes the little
hands in her own and breathes on them and holds them to her
face till they are warm. We have faith in that woman and
know she has held little hands that are dearer to her than those
cold, soiled ones. I should not be afraid to place my only
daughter under the care of such a woman, but T should be
afraid to place her under the care of a so-called Mother Superior
whose heart is cold and hard and whose arms have never humw«i
to embrace little children.

Fourth, They are not women of the highest moral attainment.
The very principles for which they live tend to weaken the
moral sensibilities. It must be remembered that the convent is
a religious institution as opposed to the *‘god-less protestaut
school” and that the nun is professedly a religious charact r. Her
whole life is given to the interests of her religion ; and yet pro
testant girls are induced to enter the convent with the positive
assurance that they shall have perfect-liberty of hought and
action in religious matters,. What an inconsistency ! Nuns can
not be true to their religious principles as devotees, and at the
same time keep faith with protestant parents.

Fifth, They are not women of superior education. There are
not a few protestant mothers who think their daughters would
be very finely educated if they could only send them to the con
vent. But if we want our daughters to receive an education that
will be of service to them in after years, we must send them
elsewhere than to the convent. The instruction given by the
nuns is far inferior to that given by any well equipped pro-
testant boarding-school. This fact has been demonstrated
again and again. Students from convents are repeatodly fuiling
to pass creditable examination in any line of study when put to
the test, either in protestant schools or under efficient private
teachers. The convents do a certain superficial work which ap-
pears very brilliant to those not well qualified to judge ; but the
foundation of a substantial education is not laid by Roman
Catholic sisters, nor do they build a thorough superstruc-
ture.

WHITHER ARE WE DRIFTING.

We may surely ask the question what does all these things
mean. We see the highest officially and socially paying marked
attention to Rome. A short time ago, as we mentioned before,
Lady Aberdeen gave an address in our Queen City, Toronto,
under the auspices of A Reouan Society.  Archhishop Walsh
goes to Ireland, Lord and Lady Aberdeen give him special
attention, the ‘atter according to the press give letters of intro-
duction to special piaces in Ireland and see him off when he
starts.
