THE LARGEST PIECE OF GOLD YET FOUND WAS
WORTH NEARLY $150,000.

In order to correct many misstatements that are
going the rounds of the press in regard to the largest
nug’eu of gold ever found, the editor of the Si/ver
Dollar desives to publish the ivllowing facts, which
he ob tained while commissioner (o the great mining
exposition held in Denver, Colo., in 1882, These
facts were obtained from the gentleman having charge
of the Australian exhibit, which inclyded models of
;."m'hc large nuggets discovered in that great gold

eid.

The largest piece of gold in the world was taken
fr_nm Byer & Haliman's gold mining claim, Hill
End, New South Wales, May 10, 1872. Iis weight
was 640 pounds ; height, 4 feet 9 inches; widih, 3
feet 2 inches; average thickness, 4 inches; worth
$148,800. It was found embedded in a thick wall of
blue slate at a depth of 250feet from the surface.
The owners of the mine were living on charity when
they found it.

Welcome Siranger nugget was found on Mount
Moliagel, Feb 9, 1869, weighed 190 pounds snd was
worth $45,600. This nugget was raffled for $46,c00
at $5 a chance,and was won by a man driving a baker's
carl. It was sold to the bank for its true value and
melted, .

The Welcome nugget was found at Bakery Hill,
June g, lvlex; it weighed 184 pounds 9 punces 16
renny'nl ts, and was worth $44,356; was raffled
for $50,000 at $5 a chance, and won y & small boy
in a barber shop.

Lady Hotham nugget—named in honor of the wife

of the Governor of New South Wales—was found in
Canadian Gully, September 8, 1854. It weighed 98

Revolutionizing Industry.

ACh dispatch says:—A firm in this city,
en(qadh;.n‘lohc -:nhum of tin cans and Japanned
ware, has p d an i ion which, r'|
judges say, will revolutionize the iron and steel in-
dustry of the world. Patents have been secured in |
the leadivg countries of the world. Itis in brief a |
process by which molten metal may be rolled into
any desirable shape, thus -vi% all the intermediate

processes. It was invented lly to roll molten
solder into thin plat:s, but the process was !:'o
nounced by experts to be equally applicable to iron

and steel in the various forms of plates, structural [
iron and rails.

[t is believed that the cost of manufacturing steel
rails can be reduced to the extent of $10 per ton,
and that thin iron plates for trimming can be made
much below the cost of the production of tin plates
in Wales, thus making a new industry in this coun-
try.

The molten metal is passed between rollers, and
is chilled as it passes, the rollers kept cool by
a stream of water which passes through them.
