The ratepayers of Richmond, Que., 
have voted in favor of assuming control of 
the waterworks system and of issuing de­
bentures for $24,000 for payment of same.

In the city of Vancouver, B. C., the ex­
tensions made to the waterworks during 
the past year comprise 35,950 feet of pipe, 
varying in size from one inch to twelve 
inches. Twenty-five new hydrants were 
put in and five old ones were replaced.

During the year 1902 the city of Winni­
peg laid 64 miles of sewers, 27 miles of 
macadam pavements, 9# miles of asphalt 
pavements, i6j4 miles of cedar block 
pavements, 10 miles of granolithic side­
walks, 176 miles of plank sidewalks, and 
74 miles of water pipes.
