Of Ulster's 1,500,000 inbabitants,
800,000 are Catholics, and as the
Belfast Commissioners, all Protest-
ants, were loth to lose the majority
of students in their province, they
established a chair and lectureship
of Scholastic Philosophy, elected
qualified Catholic layman, Professor
Parke, M.A., to the former, and a
Catholic priest, Rev. Denis O'Keefe,
M.A., to the latter. They also ac-
cepted  gratefully a Dean of Resi-
derce appointed by Bishop O’Neill as
chaplain of the Catholic students,
and thought they had done a good
stroke for their college, but the bi-
gotry of Ulster was yet to be reck-
oned with.

PRESBYTERTIAN DENUNCIATION.

The Presbyterian Conference de-
pounced the Commissioners’ action.
Scholastic Philosophy was St. Tho-
mss Aquinas, who was Catholic
Philosophy. and Theology rolled into
one.

A Protestant on MixedMarriage-.

Rev. Dr. Stepben S. Wise, preach-
ed at the Free Syragogue in West
Eighty-first street, New York, re-
cently, on intermarriage. He took
a most erphatic stand against the
intermarringe of Jews and Chris-
tians. z
“Intermarriage is pot a problem—
it i8 a fact,’”” he snid. ‘“And it is
not, as serious as some think. In the
Scandipavian countries, in one out
of every three or four marriages of
Jews, it is an intermarriage with a
Christian. Among the Jews of
Germany about one in five of the
men marries g Christian, and alout
one in six of ‘the women. In the
United States tbe proportion is
much less v

““It, has been said that if there
were to be great increase in  these
intermarriages {t would eliminate
the prejudice against the Jew. I
would do more—it would eliminate
the Jew.

‘“But mv objection is based not
merely on that acoount, but on fear
of the loss and harm that would ac-
crue to Chrigtendom and to Christi-
amity as a result. Christianit-- usu-
ally loses the Christian in such a
union, and almost never gains the
Jew. TIn marriage there should be
a maximum of oneness, a mirimum
of dissimilarity and indifference.
