really fallen into the windpipe. After the lapse
of fifieen days, Sir Benjemin Brodie met Mr
Key in consaltation, and they concurred in the
opinion that most probsbly the balf-sovereign
was lodged st the bottom of the right bronchus.
The day after, Mr. Brunel placed himeelf in a
prone position on his faseupon some chairs, and
bending his bead and neck downward, be dis-
tinotly felt the eoin droptoward the glottis. A
violent cough ensued, and, on resuming the erect
posture, be felt as if the objest again moved
downward inte the chest.

Here was an engineeriag difficuity, the like of
which Mr. Brunel bad never before encountered.
The mischief was purely mechanical ; a foreign
body bad got into bhis bresthing apperatus, and
must be removed, if st all, by some mechanical
experiment. Mr. Brunsl was, however, equal to
the ocossion. He had an apparatus constructed,
consisting of a platform which moved upon a
hinge in the centre. Upon this be hed himself
strapped, and bis body was then inverted, in
order that the coin might drop downward by its
own weight, and so be exzpelled. At the first
experiment the ooin aguin elipped toward the
glottis, but it caused such an alerming fit of con-
vulsive coughing and appearance of strangling,
that danger was apprehetided, and the experiment
was discontinued.

Two days after, on the 25th, the operation of
tracheotomy was performed by Sir Benjamin
Brodie, assisted by Mr. Key, with the intention
of extracting the coin by the foreeps, if poasible.
Two attempts to do s0 were made without suc-
cess.. The introduction of the forceps into the
windpipe on the second occasion was attended
with e0 excessive a degres of irritation, that it
was felt the experiment could mot be continued
without imminent danger to life. The incision
in the windpipe wes, however, kept open by
mesns of a quill or tube, till the 13th of May, by
which time M. Brunel’s strength had sufficiently
recovered to emable the original experiment to
be repested. He was aguin strapped to his ap-
peratws ; his body was inverted, his back was
struck gently, and he distinctly felt the coin quit
its place on the right side of hie chest. The open-
ing in the windpipe allowed him to breathe while
the throat was stopped by the coin, and it thus
had the effect of preventing the spasmodic action
of the glottis. After a few coughs the coin
dropped into bis mouth. Mr. Brunel used after-
ward to say that the moment when he heard the
gold piece strike against his upper front teeth
was, perbaps, the moet exquiste in ais whole
life. The balf-sovereign had been in his wind-
pipe for not less than six weeks.

Magnitude of Waves.

The velosity of waves has relstion to their
magnitude. Some lazge waves procsed at the
tate of from thirty te forty miles an hour. It is
a vuigar belief thet the water itself advances with
the speed of the wave; but in fact the form only
advances, while the substance, except s little
spray above, remains rising and falling in the
same place; sccording 10 the laws of the pendu-
lum. A wave of water in this respect is exactly
imitated by the wave running along s stretched
rope when one end of it is shaken ; or by the
mimic waves of our theatres, which are generally
the undulations of long pieces of carpet, moved
by sttendsnts. But whem a wave resches a
shallow beak or beash, the water becomes really
progressive, because then, as it cannot sink di-
rectly dowawards, it falls over snd forwards,
seeking its level. 8o awful is the spestacle of a
storm at ees, that it is generally viewed through
s medium which binsses the judgment, and lofty
as waves really are, imagination makes them
loftier still. No wave rises more than ten feet
above the ordinary level, which with the ten feet
that its surface afterwards descends below this,
gives twenty feet for the whale height from the
bottom of any water valley to the summit. This
proposition is easily proved by trying the beight
upon & ship’s mast at which the horison is always
in sight over the tops of the waves, allowance
being made for accidental indinstions of the
vessel, and for her sinking in the water too much
below the water-line ot the instant when she
reaches the bottom of the hallow between two
waves.

“How revolting to the believer, in his devout
admiration of the bovk of God, are the attempts
of its enemies of the present day to depreciate
it liency, question -ite suthenticity, and in-
validate its authority ! Instead of a consistent
Divine record revealing a settled scheme of sal-
vation; we are told that it is only a book of
legends and parables of man’s invention. In-
stead of Moses, we are told it was Samuel or
some later writer, who, partly out of old tradi-
tions, and partly out of his own imagination
sketched that remarkable book, the pentateuch,
anid left the skeleton to be filled up by bis suc-
cessors.

How epparent it is to the miad familiar with
the history of the human race, that the Bible
has in very truth brought life and immortality
to light. With all man’s boasted pride of intel-
lect, and the success of his researctes in the
domain of Nature, the sublime subjects which
relate to his origin and destiny have in every
age, where Revelation has not shed its flu-
minsting rays, ‘beén: shrouded with mystery,
and enquiry into theih resulted only i doubt and
uncertainty. How painfol it is to perceive the
longings and fruitless groping after'truth by the
nations of smtiquity”; “who in every other but
Divine krowledge attained to the summit of ex-
cellence ! Partly from the universal traditions
which were handed down from our early progeni-
tors, and partly from the faint lineaments of
eternal truth which sin had not wholly obliterated
from the human cdneciousness, and partly, there
ie little doubt, frohi the collateral waifs of Reve-
lation whi¢h the Jéwish peeple had communi-
cated i their' octasional contact with the Gen-
tiles, they were ‘enabled to approximate to the
true, but never to a ‘degree sufficient to scatter
ddubt or to ' impart hope and happiness.

Contrast this notion with tbe sublime doctrine
of the Christian's resurrection and eternal felicity
as revealed in the Beriptures. They could not
but believe in the fact of man’s fallibility, and
hence seught the interposition of a supernatural
power. In their consecrated temples therefore,
they established oracles to whose hierophants
they appealed with votive offerings, either to
propitiate the favour of the gods in occasions of
dificulty, and in prosecuting some important
enterprise, or to avert their apprehended judg-
ments. God has given to us those “ lively ora-
cles” whose utterances are neither frivolous nor
ambiguous as were theirs, and whose truthful-
ness have been o thousand times confirmed in
the oquriili& of avery Christian believer. What
a blessing it is then, that we have this blessed
book from which we obtain igtelligent gnd heart-
cheering views_of God, the soul, end eternity !

Is it not ohvious to all, that there is here an
express contradiction of sentiment? Which con-
taioa the (rug sentiment? To my miad, it ap-
pears ta be the former. To me, there is nothing
thet. we can image in the world more dreadful

| and more frightful than death. It is possible to

decline the edge of drawn swords, to close .the

.JLion's jaws, to quench the Feris’ fury; but when

-death shoots iis poisoned arrows,—when it opens
its infernal pit,—aad when it sends forth its de-
aowsing flames, ii is altogether impossible to se-
cure ourselves,—impossible it is to guard our-
selves from its merciless fury. Tbere is an infi-
L nite mumber of warlike inventions, by which we
commonly defect the evil Cesigns of the most
powerful and dreadful enemies ; but there is no
stratagem of  the most renowned General,—no
fortifications ever su regular and substantial, —
no army ever so victorious, that can retard but
for & moment the approaches of death.

There are none so barbarous but who some-
Ftimey nidy be overcome by the prayers and tears
of such as cast themselves upon their knees to
implofe mercy ; nay, such as have lost all sense
of bumanity and- goodness commonly spare in
their rage the weakest age and sex ; but unmer-
ciful'death hath no more regard for such as hum-
ble themselves than of others that resist and de-
fy it. It takes no notice of infants tears end
‘cries’; ‘it plucka them from the breasts of  their
tender-hearted mothers, and crushes them in
pieces before their eyes! It scorns the Jamenta-
tions of dainty womanhood, and delights to tram-
ple #pon their most ravishing beauties. It stops
ity ears to the requests of trembling old age, and
cests to the ground the gray heads as sc many
withered oaks.

In battle, when Princes and Generals are taken
prisoners, they are not treated as common sol-
diers ; but unmerciful death treads under feet as
gudaciously the * Prince” as the. sbject, ‘the
master as the servant, the noble as the vassal,
the rich. Dives and the begging Lazarus toge-
ther. It blows out with the same blast the most,
glorious luminaries, and the most losthséme
lamps. It hath no more’ respect for the King’s
Crown, the Pope’s mitre, and the Cardinial’s cap,
than for the Shepherd's crook, or the slave’s
chsink.: It: hesps them together, shuts them in
the same dungeon, and in the swme mortar

ds them to powder.

’ There is no war, though' ever so furious and
bloody but is interrupted by some days, or at
least some hours, of cessation ;—nay, the most
inhuman minds are at last tired with bloody con-
fquests ; but insatiable death never saith, “ 12 is
enough.” At every hour and moment it cuts
down ‘whole nations and kindreds; and so it
hatli ‘béenr doing ever since the crestion of the
world, and yet it is not satisfied.

" In all this we refer of course to true, genuine
Believing prayer. The mere cold form of prayer,
the intrequent, brief, hurried petition, the ¢jucu-
lation extorted by sudden peril from lips that
had been accustomed perhaps to cursing and to
lying, the seemingly earnest cries that sometimes
go up from hearts which still regard iniquity,—
these are not powers, any more than counterfeits
are money. On the other hand, true prayer is
#iot énly @ power among powers: it is the great-
oot power s man can wield. Itis a *transcen-
dent power, sccomplishing what no other power
oun, overruling all other agencies, and rendering
them subservient to its own wonderful agency.”
True prayer reaches the ear of God and enlists
the arm of omnipotence inits cause. True
prages. bas the royal promise : *“ All thungs what-
soever ye shall ask in prayer ye shall receve.”
No power bas such guaranties of efficiency; ex-
pressed in such absolute unqualified terms: no
other power of man is associated with the exer-
cise af divine power. Hence men should be so-
licitous not only to have true prayer among tae
agencies which they use in accomplishing Lheir
ends, but they should make prayer the very
chiet, as the most effective of all. They should
pray first ; they should be most anxious !
their prayers are genuine ; even the pucv

Ought Teetotalism to bé a Test of
Church Fellowship ?
This question is frequently asked ; and as s
correspondent has, within a few days, asked our
opinion on this subject, we propose to make a
few remarks on it. Without wasting time on
preliminary observations, we state at once as our
unalterable cenviction, that nothing should be
made a test of church fellowship but that which
Christ has clearly made such.
There can be no doubt in any intelligent mind
that the drinking usages of society are fraught
with the most appalling evils both to the church
and to the world. It is now established, by in-
disputable statistics, that three-fourths of the
pauperism, more than five-sixths of the crime,
and more than haif the lunatics are directly trace-
able to intemperance. The late excellent Gover-
nor Briggs discovered, as the result of an official
investigation, that there were from 1,200 to 1,300
idiots in the State of Massachnsetts, and from
1,100 to 1,200 of these were barn of intemperate
parents! In a report published by a Temperance
Society, just 30 years ago, the following astound-
ing caleulation occurs: *If the crimes which
are prosecuted annually in the United States are
only one-fifth as many in proportion to the po-
pulation as in the city of New Yeork, they must
in thirty years amount to 1,800,000 ; and 1,000,-
000 of these, according to judges and jurists,
must be laid to tbe use of ardent spirits.” Of
the' 7,200 murders which bave been committed
during the thirty years last past, according to
the ratio adopted, over 5,000 must be attributed
to strong drink. It is but a few weeks since we
undertook to cut from the Daily Globe the re-
sord of * murders,” * suicides,” and * mel h
ly accidents,” for a single week, which were di-
rectly attributed to drink : and we grew sick and
weary when we found our list reached over thirty !
We gave up the task and we do not knaw yet
how many occurred on that specimen week. And
yet,with this fiery stream rolling its death-loaded
waves through among us, there are professed fol-
lowers of Christ—yea, and Christian ministers—
who patronize dram-drinking !

We do not take the ground—we have never
taken the ground—tbat the bare use of wine or
spirits is wrong in itself; but we do hold that
enlightened Christisn benevolence reggires men
to give up the use of what leads so many to ruin.
Paul teught that if wine made his brother to
offend, ke would drink no wine while the world
for Paul, it ‘should be ours. And if any map

Qgriculture,
Whitewashing.

Common lime quickly and perfectly absorbs
earbonic and other disagreeable and unhealthful
gases and odors ; and for this purpose, in times
of epidemics, and wasting diseases, it
is scattered plentifully in cellars, privies, stables,
and gatters of the streets. It not only purifies
the air and promotes physical health, but as a
whitewash enlivens and beautifies wherever it is
applied. As it is easly washed off by the rain,
if not properly prepared ss a wash, it has to be
so frequently re-applied thatit is considered
troublesome by many ; hence the rich use paint,
and the poor use nothing to protect their dwell-
ings, fences, &c., from the ravages of the weather;
yet the difference between a well-whitewashed
farm and one where no lime is used would
amount to a large percentage in case of a sale.
For the physical and moral benefits which may
arise from the abundant use of lime as a white-
wash, several modes of preparing it, so as to
make it more durable, whether applied in-doors
or out, are here given, with the suggestion that
the same amount of money necessary to keep a
man’s premises well whitewashed cannot be ex-
pended to as great a moral and healthful advan-
tage in any other way:—1. Oae ounce of white
vitriol (sulphate of zinc) and three ounces of
common salt to every four pounds of good fresh
lime, that is, lime which has not fallen into dry
powder from exposure to the atmosphere, with
water enough to make it sufficiently thin to be
applied with a brush, yields a durable out-door
whitewash. 2. Take s clean water-tight barrel,
or other wooden cask, and put into it half a
bushel of lime in its rock state, pour enough
boiling water on it to caver it five inches deep,
and stir it briskly until it is dissolved or thor-
oughly ¢ slacked ;’ then put in more water and
add two pounds of sulphate of zine—that is,
white vitriol—and one pound of common salt;
these harden the wash and prevent cracking;
this may be colored according to taste by adding
three pounds of yellow ocher for a cream color ;
four pounds of umber for a fawn color, with a
pound each of Indian red and lamp-black. 3.
Mix up half s pail of lime and water ready for
whitewashing; make a starch of half a pint of
flour and pour it, while hot, into the lime-water
while it is hot. This does not rub off easly. 4.
A good in-door whitewash for a house of six or
eight rooms is made thus: take three pounds of
Paris white ahd one pound of white glue; dis-
solve the glue in hot water, and make a thick
wash with the Paris white aad hot water, then
add the dissolved glue and sufficient water to
make it of the proper consistence for applying
with a brush. If any is left over, it hardens by
the morning ; but it may be dissolved with hot
water ; still it is best to make only enough to be
used each day ; spread it on while it is warm.—
It is said to add to the value and lastinguess of
any lime-wash if the vessel in which it is slack-
ing is kept covered with a cloth ; this net only
confines the heat, but keeps the very finest of
the particles of lime being carried off by steam,
wind, or otherwise. When it is taken into ac-
count how much buildings and fences are pro-
tected against the destructive influences of the
weather, if they are plentifully whitewashed in
May and November, to say nothing of the eheeri-
ness, beauty, and purity which it adds to say
dwelling, it is greatly to be desired that the prac-
tice of liberally whitewashing, twice a year,
should be aopted by every household in the na-
tion, where paint cannot be afforded, and on
every farm.— Scientific American.

Top-Dressing for Corn.

Having been much benefitted by the following
mixture, and believing it to be the provinee of
your paper to disseminate the results of experi-
ments, I bave concluded to submit it to your
judgment :

Having used various substances as a top-dress-
ing for corn, such as guano, super phosphate,
salt or plaster, also various mixtures of them, 1
have found the following to give the best result
for the expenditure :

A short time before planting-time I collect all
the chicken manure, and reduce it to as fine s
powder as possible, and pass it through a riddle.
With this I mix two bushel of bonedust, two of
dry (unleached) wood ashes, one and a half of
plaster, and a peck of course salt; the heap is
then shovelled until thoroughly mixed, and if
dry and dusty may be moistened with water or
urine. I mixed long before using, the heap will
be spread out and covered with dry soil, or else
it will heat and lose part of his virtue.

1 apply the mixtuure at the rate of one hand-
ful to two or three hills, and find the above quan-
tities enough for ten or twelve acres.—Ex.

Ventilating a Cellar.

In my sitting room, immediately over the cel-
lar, I bave a small cast-iron, air-tight, wood-
burning stove, with three and a balf feet of six
inch pipe connected through a thimble with the
chimney flue at about one foot from the stove.
I have made a T-connecticn with the stove, with
pipe of the same size, passing through the floor
and reaching within a foot of the cellar floor.
At the top of this pipe, close to the connection
with the stove-pipe, there is a valve which regu-
lates thé draft of ¢old air taken trom the cellar.
The opening in the floor is balf an inch larger
than the pipe. The vacuum produced in the cel-
lar by the drsft in the chimney-flue, draws air
down from the chamber through the space around
the pipe in the floar. My cellar, which was be-
fore damp, is now as dry and pleasant as sny
room in my bouse. Formerly, articles placed in
my cellar soon became moldy, and were spoiled
for want of ventilation.—Cor. Sci. Americen.
