AMERICAN METHODISM.

The Methodist Episcopal General 
Conference of the United States, now 
in session in Philadelphia, is receiving 
editorial attention from all the lead­
ing American papers. The opinions 
of some of these are of great weight.

The New York Independent, one of 
the leading religious papers of the 
country, has this in its editorial 
columns : American Methodism is, 
without doubt, the greatest 
religious fact, whatever conclusions 
may be drawn from it, of the age. Its 
constituency in this centennial year 
of its organic life, is larger than fwas 
the entire population of the United 
States in 1784. It counts almost four 
million members, and may claim to 
have almost, if not quite, one-third 
of the American people under its in­
fluence. It has not attained to its 
present vast proportions by immigra­
tion, like the Roman Catholics, but 
by a faithful propagation of the Gos­
pel of love and life. It has got hold 
of and lifted the masses and impressed 
its character upon them and touched 
the national heart as no other Church 
has been able to touch it. It is a fact 
of power, of growth, of inspiration, of 
vast influence.

The General Conference which is 
now in session represents nearly one- 
half of the Methodist element in the 
United States. It is no injustice to 
the other divisions to say that the Me­
thodist Episcopal Church wields a 
power and possesses possibilities 
which twice the sum of their influence 
and opportunities would not equal. 
It occupies-the entire territory, it has 
accumulated wealth and facilities, it 
is united, it has energy and power of 
concentration. These are simple facte 
which wre wish to atat-, with .yt at 
tempting to draw any lessons from 
them now

The body gathered in Philadelphia 
commands respect not only on ac­
count of what it represents, but for its 
personnel. It is a body of dignity,
of capacity. It contains men eminent
for pulpit power, educators, jurists, 
governors, legislators, merchants.
The business is transacted with in­
telligence and with expedition. The 
presence of many who have served in 
previous General Conferences, gives 
steadiness and directness to the de­
liberations.

The New York Tribune, a promi­
nent secular paper, has the following: 
The first General Conference met at 
Baltimore, on December 24, 1784, 
and is popularly known as the 
“ Christmas Conference.” Methodism 
was not strong in those days' ; even its 
name was a stigma fixed upon it by 
its enemies. But its leaders were 
men of large faith and indomitable 
pluck ; and the organization which 
they then perfected has proved to be 
one of the most marvellous agencies 
of modern Christendom.

Its century of life is tilled with 
stories of apostolic zeal and heroic 
self-denial Its evangelists and col­
porteurs have penetrated to every 
portion of the land, and its missionary 
societies have been lavish in their con 
tributions to the cause of the Church. 
No other body of Christians has done 
more to commend itself to the Ameri­
can people. From the days when 
Wesley and Whitfield, A si wiry and 
Coke arose with such power to pro­
claim the necessity of vital religion, 
until the present time, Methodism 
has been a great moral force in the 
world, ivtding men np to homely bu: 
real conceptions of righteousness.

And it is no disparagement to other 
communions to say that Methodism in 
some respects is the truest reflex of 
the religious thought of the common 
people in America. It represents the 
great body of the people—the farmer, 
the artisan and the workingmen. Its 
simple Gospel message, its fervid en­
thusiasm, its practical way of express­
ing itself in its evangelistic work, the 
elasticity of its services, and the pro 
minent part which it gives to its laity 
in those services—all these features 
have endeared the Methodist com­

munion to the people. It is but fair 
to add that it has been indefatigable 
in bringing its message of mercy to 
'the homes of the poor and the lowly 
throughout the land. As a guardian 
and teacher of morality, as a preacher 
■'( a gospel of peace and good, will to­
ward men, it justly takes an honor­
able place in the ranks of evangelical 
Christendom.

MOODY ANO SAN KEY.
The mission of Messrs. Moody and 

Sankey in the Midiand Terminus 
il all, Ossulton street, Euston road, 
bus proved a memorable one. Never 
since the visit of the celebrated apos­
tle of temperance, Father Matthew, 
has the surrounding district been so 
moved. The gatherings each day in 
the large hall have been all that, the 
most sanguine could desire. The re­
sults, too, of the earnest, warm-heart­
ed gospel addressespif Mr. Moody and 
the movingly sweet singing of Mr. 
Sankey, have already appeared in the 
awakening and quickening of thou­
sands of all classes, and, so far as hu­
man judgment can affirm, the conver­
sion of numbers. That the mission has 
in St. Paneras reached a great mass 
of the non-church-going is evident to 
all who have scanned the audiences or 
looked at the class of people wtfb have 
swarmed through the entrance gates 
into the hall, or are acquainted with 
the adjacent districts. The St. Pan- 
eras parish contains a population of 
240,000 souls, and the leaven for good 
which has already been infused among 
them, will doubtless operate widely, 
and yield in the near and far future 
most important results. Great bless­
ing has attended the overflow meet­
ings. In Somer’s Town Presbyterian 
^ uch, up to Sunday last, 150 persons 

had been spoKra to who were really 
anxious about their soul’s salvation, 
and many of these went away profes­
sing to have accepted Christ.

One woman said : “ I came to your 
church one night, and was asked if I 
trusted in Jesus, to which I answered 
1 Yes.’ My conscience smote me im­
mediately after, as I felt I had de­
ceived you, but could not deceive God. 
I went to Mr. Moody’s meeting I he oth­
er evening and there at the close gave 
my heart to Jesus.” Her husband who 
was sitting by her side, said : “ Yes, sir, 
and I went too, an ungodly man, into 
the same meeting and received the 
blessing, and for a week past God has 
enabled me to overcome my old wick­
ed habit of cursing and swearing.” 
Another said : “ When you last
spoke to me I went away undecided ; 
I came again, and as Mr. Sankey was 
singing that sweet hymn, ‘ Christ re- 
ceiveth sinful men,’ the thought came 
into my mind, ‘ Then he will also re­
ceive me,’ and 1 gave my heart to 
him ; and I can now say, Jesus is mine 
and I am his.”

to us a few nights ago to see the 
yi ting Brazilian converts all arise andi 
with eyes glistening with happiness, 
bear testimony to Je us as their pre­
sent Saviour. The first two con­
verti were young men, one already a 
candidate for membership for some 
months. They went to work at once, 
and aided me in distributing invita­
tions, and in calling people to bear the 
gospel, us well as to indicate to me 
several persons in whose bosoms an 
interest in the question of ilvuti m 
through Christ had been awakened. 
Of the second two, one was the father 
of one of the young men alluded to, 
and the other the wife of an invalid, who 
has been confined to his bed some six 
or seven years, and who is a pitiably 
ignorant, deluded fellow, deeply dyed 
in the superstitions hind errors of 

I Romo. He has his images above his 
bed—one of Mary and another of 
Joseph—which he adores with much 
zeal. He thinks lie is paying the pen­
alty of and expiating his sins by his 
long, dreary years of suffering.. He 
sometimes admits that Christ is all in 
all ; but before ho finishes his utter­
ance he will exclaim : “ But O, the 
blessed Virgin, most holy mother of

STRUGGLES OF A YOUNG 
PREACHER.

II.
The next year John P. Durbin 

was sent to the Greenville work, 
then quite isolated. It was gen­
erally understood that if he did 
not develop more promisingly 
during this year ho would not be 
given work afterward. lie and 
his mother lelt it was a crisis in 
his life. She bad a list of his ap­
pointments as before, and he had 
her promise of prayer, which he 
knew would be kept. He began 
to improve from the start. Ho 
was in a new field, where no pre­
judice existed against him, and 
God gave him grace to conquer 
his timidity. This was unknown 
to his former associates in and out 
of the ministry. Christ said : 
“ Lo, 1 am with you always,” and 
Rev. A. Eddy heard him preach 
several times in his new field, and 
was not slow to see there was 
in him something more than usual 
—<he first man lo make the dis­
covery. The great camp-meeting 
for South-western Ohio and South­
eastern Indiana was held that year 
about thirty miles north of Cincin­
nati, John Sale, of precious mem­
ory, presiding elder, being iti 
charge. In those days the 8 
o’clock a. m., sermon was regarded 
as otic of the most important oc­
casions of the camp meeting, giv­
ing as it did, an impulse to the 
services of the entire Sabbath day.

The answer to it is that all men 
of science arc not English speak, 
ing people. There are German, 
French, Spanish, Swedish, Dutch- 
Russian ornithologists, and those 
ot many other countries. Now, 
it is true, they might all agree 
upon an English name for each 
bird ; but it would be as unrea­
sonable for us to expect that of 
foreigners, as we would consider 
it, if we were all required to learn 
a French or a Dutch name. It 
really seems much simpler arid 
more convenient to use Latin and 
Greek names, which learned men 
in all countries agree upon and 
understand ; so that a German 
man of science will know just 
what a Spanish man ot science is 
writing about, if he uses correct 
scientific terms. Now, take the 
case of this very bird. A Swed­
ish naturalist named Linnæus, 
who was a great botanist, and 
classified and gave scientific 
names to plants, also gave names 
to many birds—to this species, I 
suppose among others ; so that 
when picus auratus is alluded to 
by any* writer in any language, 
ornithologists know just what 
bird i- meant. So, you see, these 
scientific terms that you dislike 
form a sort of universal language 
understood by men ot science the 
world over."

To let it steam and simmer 
and evaporate un'il the good water is 
all in the atmosphere, and the lime 
and iron and dregs only lett in the 
kettle—bah ! that is what makes a 
great many people sick, and is worse 
than no water at all.’’

HILLS, AND NO 1IILLS.
On this subject of hilling or not hill­

ing potatoes, a correspondent ot the 
Country Gentleman says: Several 
years ago I became a convert to fiat 
culture lor potatoes, and every sea­
son convinces me that this mode is 
preferable to the forming of hills 
around the plants. This season, be­
ing a very moist one in this section, 
fully demonstrated with me that in 
m list as well as dry seasons flat cul­
ture is the better of the two. Just 
across the fence from my potato 
patch was a field of my neighbor’s of 
about four acres, planted about ten 
days before mine The ground ie 
alike on both patches — clayey loam. 
My neighbor manured more liberal­
ly than"! did. He adopted the hill 
ing method of culture, and 1 the flat 
method. In the. early part of the sea­
son his made a more vigorous growth 
than mine ; in fact, the foliage in his 
field covered the ground before mine 
had begun to grow. As the season 
advanced mine gained in growth 
upon his, and maintained greener fo­
liage longwr. His ripened about a 
week ahead ot mine, but while his 
crop averaged 180 bushels to the 
acre, mine a erageil 250 bushels, to 
the acre. There was seventy bush­
els difference, upon soil similar, his 
having the advantage ot more ma­
nure titan mine. 1 consider that flat 
culture requires less labor than hill­
ing, produces heavier crops, and the 
quality is just as good, with all condi­
tions the same.

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AT HAND.
On Sunday, June 1st, in accordance 

with recent legislation, the union of 
the -several bodies of Methodists in 
the Dominion, Newfoundland and 
Bermuda will take place. The letter 
in our last, from the esteemed Presi­
dent of the General Conference, the 
Rev. Dr. Rice, suggests the manner of 
observance of the day, and proposes 
that special collections should be tak­
en up to defray the expenses of the 
union movement.

That Sabbath should be “an high 
day.” That no such wonderful eccle­
siastical movementhas overtaken place 
in Canada is admitted by men of all 
classes. From all disinterested quar­
ters have come expressions of satisfac­
tion that a reconciliation of so many 
past differences and jarring interests 
should have been so speedily effected. 
The movement has produced an im­
pression throughout the Dominion, 
and far beyond it, most favorable to 
Christianity. Romanism and infidel­
ity have been robbed of one long-used 
fling at the Gospel and Protestant­
ism. Thejlesson of Christian unsel­
fishness ha| been the more valuable, 
because even the members of the mi­
nority which 'at first opposed the 
movement have, with[few if any excep- 
ceptions,,thrown themselves heartily 
into line with its promoters to make 
the union one inspirit as well as in 
name. “ It was a great triumph of 
Christian iprinciple,” says a leading 
secular paper, “ that men who cher­
ished strong personal sympathies, and 
preferences, rand prejudices should 
overcome them all for the greater 
common good. ” Only men ready to 
lay all personal prejudices and pre­
ferences at the Master’s feet could 
so have acted. The prayer and the 
example of'the.Rev. John A. Williams 
on the morning ofjthe meeting of the 
United General,Conference at Belle­
ville, will,ever be remembered by all 
present with a thrill of holy emo­
tion ; and the scene at the close of the 
Conference will always be regarded as 
a foretaste of the results to follow. 
United thanksgiving services and 
combined efforts to save men have al­
ready harmonized many local churches 
whose conduct some months ago 
seemed a clever ,imitation of that of 
the Jews and the Samaritans. “ The 
union spirit,” says,our Canadian Meth­
odist Episcopal contemporary “has al­
ready revived old-fashioned Methodist 
usages with a power and success truly 
wonderful.” “ It is wonderful,” says 
the same papèr, “ how readily men 
can adapt themselves to their sur­
roundings. Union is now an accom­
plished fact, and everything seems to 
be adjusting itself with perfect unan­
imity to the situation.”

Fervent prayer and hearty praise 
on that auspicious coming day, should 
be offered in all our tabernacles. There 
will no doubt be some friction in the 
adjustment of positions and the deve­
lopment of plans, and we must take 
care as we leap to the crest of the hill 
that no self-sufficiency shall mark a 
movement in theearlier stages of which 
we have said and sung, “ The Lord of 
Hosts is with us, the God of Jacob 
is our refuge. ” But Israel's most trium­
phant strains, her songs of holy confi­
dence, should be in ord- r on that day. 
Will not some of those who have de 
sired to see it in the Hush, but who 
died without the sight, visit our 
churches I Will not the ministering 
hosts of the upper sanctuary raise a 
higher note m honor of their King ? 
Shall not the Redeemer see in part 
the answer of His prayer “ that they 
all may be one,” and be satisfied } As 
a section of the sacramental host let 
us go forth with the shout :

noons are given up to committees. Of 
these there are twelve standing, and 
numerous special committees. Each 
Conference delegation selects its own 
appointees for the twelve standing 
committees. According to an un­
written rule the leader of each delega­
tion—the one elected first, is appoint­
ed to the Committee on Episcopacy.

On Monday the Gth inst., the ad­
dress of the Bishops was given. The 
document was a dignified paper, in 
style and manner becoming the body 
from which it proceeds. It pertinent­
ly asks, after rehearsing the advan­
tages of the Church of to-day as com­
pared with that of our fathers, 
whether man for man, we are accom­
plishing for the cause of Christ as much 
as those early heroes did. ” The fol­
lowing statistics show the position and 
work of the Methodist Episcopal 
Church : Ninety-nine annual conf­
erences, 14 mission districts, 12,628 
itinerant preacher s, 12,026 local preach­
ers, 1,769,534 members and probation 
ers. The increase in the past four years 
was 69,232. The number of travel­
ling preachers who died was 654, and 
of members 58,891. The accessions 
were 158,787. In 1883 there were 
18,741 churches and 9,815 parsonages, 
valued at $79,238,055. There are 10 
theological seminaries, 45 colleges, 66 
classical institutions and 8 female 
colleges. It must be remembered that 
these figures give only a partial view 
of the strength of American Method­
ism, since they have no reference to 
the Methodist Church, South, a large 
and growing Church. On Tuesday, 
Bishop Harris presented the report of 
the Woman’s Foreign Missionary 
Society,in connection with which there 
are now 3,255 auxiliaries. The re­
ceipts during four years were $504,584.
On the same day a series of preambles 
and a resolution on the need of 
flexibility in the term of ministerial ser­
vice called forth considerable discus­
sion before being referred to a com­
mittee. The same subject furnished 
on Wednesday a theme for a most inter­
esting discussion.

The election of bishops was fixed 
for yesterday. The Board of Bishops, 
in accordance with a request of the 
Conference for their opinion, reported 
that three additional members would 
provide for the requirements of the 
Episcopal office. The Committee on 
Missions also recommended that there 
should be a bishop resident in India

The late years of Charles Reade.the 
deceased novelist and dramatist, were 
marked by a distinct acceptance of 
the Gospel. Robert Buchanan says 
that he “ accepted with noble sim­
plicity and humility the full promise 
of the Christian faith.

He has promised his inter­
cession to all who seek it, and he will 
not break his word : that intercession 
once granted, can not be rejected ; 
for he is God and his merits are infin­
ite : a man’s sins are but human and 
finite. ‘ Him that cometh to me, I 
will in no wise cast out.’ ‘ It any 
man sin, we have an advocate with the 
Father, Jesus Christ the Righteous ; 
and he is the propitiation for oursins.

LESSON IN CHURCH FINANCE.
The resolution of the Directors of 

the Philadelphia Presbyterian Hos­
pital to decline any share of the pro­
ceeds of a charity ball given in that 
city, has received a prompt and gener­
ous approval from the public. A loss 
of a few hundred dollars has 
been followed by a grant of 
many thousands. The amount of 
checks forwarded was much in excess 
of the sum declined, but the greatest 
gift has just been announced. Mrs 
Kane, widow of the late owner of a 
summer resort known as the Thomson 
House, ou'lie Philadelphia arid Erie 
Railroad, has tendered to the Hospital 
as a sanitarium, all that valuable 
property. The hotel which cost 
$80,000, the furniture which cost 
$10,000 more, and three acres of 
ground are included in the gift. Mrs. 
Kane writes to the trustees : “My 
intention of carrying out my husband’s 
plan of giving the hotel for hospital 
uses was settled ; but this mode of 
doing s > was decided upon when L read 
in the papers the correspondence rela­
tive to the Charity Ball. The action 
of your Board commended itself to me 
for its honesty of purpose, and im­
pelled mo to trust this property to 
them.”

phant in the end. ” The same paper J 
adds : “We know one instance in 
which a check already made out for a 
noble Baltimore charity was instantly :

managers of the institution had ac­
cepted the offer of a Charity Ball. | 
Probably this was only ,„lti ,,£ many 
instances of the kind. Who knows ?” '

A question of some interest has 
lately been decided in the Cape Coast 
courts. The English governor of that 
African colony had thought tit to call 
in question the validity of marriages 
by Wesleyan ministers, thus throwing 
a doubt upon the lawfulness of the 
great majority of marriages in the 
colony, and this because the Wesley­
an churches had never, after the 
English fashion, been registered as 
places where marriages might be sol­
emnized. Such a reason could only 
be advanced by one who had been 
trained under the blighting influence 
of a State Church. The Wesleyan 
ministers, who were somewhat sur­
prised to find that for a time the only 
marriages considered thoroughly valid 
were those celebrated at some dis­
tance by a colored Episcopal minister, 
have been relieved from their ridicu­
lous position by the Colonial judge, 
who has decided that neither the ex­
isting marriage acts of Britain nor the 
old common law on the subject are lB 
force on the Gold Coast, and that he 
consequently is “ driven back to first 
principles.” Let us be thankful that 
“ first principles” are as a rule in ac­
cord with common sense.

By recent advices from the West we 
learn that the Rev. Dr. Rice has been, 
and still is, seriously ill. We trust that 
in answer to many fervent prayers 
he will soon be restored to health, but 
we at the same time know that weeks 
at least, must elapse before he can en­
ter upon the duties of a General Su­
perintendent. Under these circum 
stances, the Rev. Dr. Carman, the 
second General Superintendent, who 
was to attend the Maritime Confer­
ences will be obliged to remain in the 
Upper Provinces at present.

Temperance is everywhere becom­
ing a “ live question.” A leading 
New York paper describes the present 
feeling of" the American people in re­
gard to the liquor traffic as a nation­
al awakening of conscience. They are 
awaking to the fact that the entrance 
to politics has been “ through the 
doors of the saloon1” and they intend 
to sweep the saloon out of existence. 
This they will do when they awake in 
their might. We think we can see a 
decline of the saloon power in Canada 
— in politics, and even in Civic affairs. 
The day is coming when a candidate 
for one of our wards will not lose his 
election as a worthy one did the other 
day in great part because he refus­
ed to sign applications for liquor li­
censes. At the recent session of the 
Sons of Temperance, at Horton, the 
returns from the divisions for the 
last quarter showed an advance all 
along tile line exceeding that of any 
quarter of which they had any record. 
Sixteen new divisions had been form­
ed during the quarter.

The London Times says in reference 
to the plea of the dullness of the or­
dinary Sunday : “If the dullness 
complained of is part of the price we 
pay for a Sunday free fro^f toil, the 
working man is assuredly Well advised 
in consenting to pay the price rath er 
than run the risk of losing his day of 
rest.” There is reason to believe that 
the working man is already discern ing 
that any increased laxity in Sabb ath 
observance will only give pleasure to 
those who appear so greatly interest­
ed in his welfare, and this at his sole 
expense. He is beginning to learn 
that if invited to play, he will soon be 
compelled to work, and that when it 
is only a question of work or rest he 
will be compelled to work seven days 
In the week. This is only looking at 
the subject from a secular stand point.

In Cincinnati, where the influence 
of the saloon turned justice into a 
farce and resulted in the recent ter­
rible riots,a man was hanged the other 
day. This was the first instance of 
the execution of a white man in the 
county for seventeen years, though 
during that period hundreds of mur­
ders had been committed. The man 
in question would have probably es­
caped but for the recent outbreak of 
public feeling. In trials and appeals 
the case had cost the country more 
than $10,000.

The Western Christian Advocate, of 
Cincinnati, one of our most val ued 
exchanges, has just entered upon th e 
second half-century of its exist ence. 
In circulation it has no superior west 
of the Alleghany mountains, and has 
never had a larger number of sub­
scribers than at present. Few can 
estimate the work which such a paper, 
under the excellent editorial manage­
ment of Dr. Hoyt, is doing for the 
Republic, and even for the world.

In some re mai ks upon the Sabbath 
services of the recent and final session 
of the Ontario Methodist Episcopal 
Conference, the Canada Christian 
Advocate says : “ The evening ser
mon was followed by a prayer-meet­
ing, conducted by Rev. J. M. Kerr, 
and was a season of spiritual power.

THE REVISED OLD 
MENT.

TESTA

The revision of the Old Testament 
will soon be given to the public. The 
constant aim of the translators has 
been to reproduce the meaning of the 
original as closely and accurately as 
possible, and in so doing they have, 
it is asserted, cleared up many infelici­
ties and obscurities in the authorized 
version, without having affected any 
of the great dogmatic statements con­
tained in it. The following are 
samples of the changes which will 
appear in the revision :

The “unicorn,” which never existed 
outside the English Bible, will at last 
be killed, and the “wild ox" sub­
stituted in its place. The “Book ut 
Jasher” will he changed to the “ Bo k 
of the Upright.” Sunday-scnuol 
children will be no longer troubled by 
the doubtful ethics of the Israelites in 
“ borrowing ” jewelry from the Egypt­
ians and then running away with it. 
The revised translation will rightly

every eight we had souls seeking. 
Towards the fourth week the weather 
improved, the attendance increased, 
the interest deepened, and the num­
bers seeking were multiplied. Then, 
night after night, from the pulpit 
stairs tv the outside door, all available 
space in pews, porch and aisles, would 
be packed with people. To relieve 
the prewire, we opened our old church 
at the east end, about p mile distant. 
But this caused no perceptible differ­
ence in the congregation ; and both 
churches continued to be tilled, and 
in both souls were saved. To close at 
10 o’clock was impossible, and indeed 
very difficult to dismiss even at 12.

Most of the meetings were subdued 
and solemn, with deep religious earn­
estness on the part of believers ; and 
a corresponding feeling of thoughful- 
ness on the part of the unconverted 
Extravagant excitement, leading to 
singular exhibitions, has been, for 
many years, a prominent characteristic 
of many otherwise religious people 
in this place ; and, practised largely 
by people other than Methodists, has 
proved a great hindrance to true 
spirituality and vital godliness. This 
fanaticism has been kept out of the 
church during the revival, “the feel­
ing,” as one man remarks, “ being too 
deep and solemn for that kind of 
thing imw," At some meetings the 
excitement was intense ; and it seemed 
as if these undesirable elements were 
inseparable from the conversion of 
souls. Now and then, as a few would 
come forward and cry for mercy, or 
as sevetel would find peace, and begin 
to rejoice, a wave of feeling would 
rise high, pass over the congregation, 
and then gradually subside. We 
found it almost impossible to confine 
to any form of words or tunes, the 
sudden outbursts of joy of new-born 
souls. On passing from death unto 
life, they rejoiced with a joy unspeak­
able and full of glory. The singing 
was hearty, enthusiastic, glorious.

Those on the Lord's side, being oc­
casionally called upon, perhaps a 
couple of hundred would stand up, 
and with indescribable effect, would 
smg, “ O happy day that fixed my 
choice,” or some other precious hymn. 
Again, an opportunity being given to 
those converted on the previous even­
ing to witness for Jesus, ten or fifteen 
would stand up, sometimes three or 
four rising together, and, in a minute 
or a half minute each, would, in clear 
and joyous accents, tell what the Lord 
had done for them. At other times, 
while remaining seated, the congrega­
tion would sing, “ Stand up, stand up 
for Jesus,” and then some fifteen or 
twenty would stand up, and, being 
invited, would at once come forward 
and begin to cry for mercy. Now and 
then, responding to a call to speak to 
the impenitent, ten or twelve would 
stand up, and after having prayer 
offered on their behalf, would distri­
bute themselves through the congre­
gation, exhorting and entieaiing others 
to return to the Lord. Or, each con­
verted person would begin to ask his 
nearest neighbours, “ Know ye the 
Lord ?” and in tins way many thought­
less ones were awakened and brought 
to a knowledge of the truth.

At our last public meeting in the 
new church, some eighteen were seek­
ing, when we were compelled to 
discontinue the services. The follow­
ing night we held a fellowship meet­
ing, and though the night was stormy 
and the church cold, eighty five pei- 
sons were present, nearly all of \. i 
spoke. The experience of the young 
converts had a gennine ring about n.
In few words they gave clear, une­
quivocal, and joyous testimony to the 
power of Jesus to save. Some came 
to mock and remained to pray. 
Others who had come just to see and 
near, went home converted. Another, 
ashamed to be seen there, hid be- 
hind the door ; but the Lord found 
h'm out, he came forward, found 
pardon, and went Jiumu rejoicing.
I he “biggest sinner in the place” 
was tiie loudest to speak ot the 
pardoning love of God. Contrary 
to our usual custom on the Sabbath 
night, wo had both churches open 

and both were well tilled. After

I promised sometime ago to tell 
you about the town where I now 
reside, but I find a difficulty in getting 
it to keep still long enough for a 
picture, there is so much coining and 
going—nothing fixed : little definite. 
It is judged to be a town of about 
five hundred inhabitants. Three 
lawyers, three clergymen, nine merch- 
ants, two bankers, three doctors, one 
druggist and one teacher, are among 
its m ire public men. Its public 
buildings are a court house, Method­
ist, Presbyterian and Episcopal 
churches and a large two storey 
school house.

This is one of the towns that a few 
years ago was “ boomed,” and it is 
now suffering from the reaction. “To 
bo or not to be,” is now the vital 
question—whether it is better to bon­
us a railway to the tune of fifty thous­
and dollars and thus infuse something 
of its former vigor into its present 
prospects, or let it take iis chance with 
those more favourably situated beside 
a railway. At present our nearest 
railway station is Morden, eight miles 
away. The bye law giving the bonus 
will in a few weeks be submitted to 
the people, and if carried there will 
be a good deal of western energy ex­
hibited here this summer. If not, a 
great many of the people will go else­
where. Some have gone homestead­
ing already. The Methodist con- 
gregation has suffered largely from 
this cause : our returns this spring 
will shoi< under the head of removals 
at least half of our membership.

Methodist union is going forward 
nicely here. To the M. È. Church 
of Carman we have already ceded one 
congregation, and one to the Bible 
C.iriotiaii to tiie west of us, ivlmsi one 
in the vicinity has come to us. Union 
will he a great blessing here. I go to 
Winnipeg next week to meet the 
Committee on the Readjustment of 
the Work where I hope to meet Dr.
\oung and many other brethren who 
have hazarded their lives for tiie Laid 
Jesus. In reference to the work out 
here I suppose 1 need scarcely say that 
in many respects >t is very different 
from what the brethren have it east. 
Everything here is m ;i state of 
transition. A tide of immigration is 
pouring into the country, but the 
Country is so large that in most cases 
the inhabitants are widely scattered, 
and the most that tlie mis*i<u-ary can 
do is to visit from house to hyuse, and 
gather when lie can a few people iuto 
a private house in winter or a school 
house in summer, and interest them 
in religion, sometimes by preaching, 
sometimes by making the ul !•- into 
a Bible class, or it, as . - i is ihe
case, he finds some t liât have given 
their hearts to tlie Saviour, have a 
social service or class meeting.

PETITE RE VIERE.
Dear Mb. Editor.—Just a moment 

to send you a line or two in connection 
with interests associated with our work 
at Lellave Islands.

Some of your readers may know that 
these islands are connected with the 
Petite Reviere circuit, and of late have 
been receiving Sabbath services once a 
month. As on a Sunday from our hills 
we look out on the Bay dotted with 
these islands, we are vividly reminded 
of how our old, but much loved station, 
Bermuda. We cannot however say 
that a minute scrutiny points out much 
in common with those sunny islands. 
Bermuda will regale you with perfume 
of the damask and numerous other roses, 
together with her “ legion of flowers, 
while on these Islands the 1 * fumery^is 
of one kind, “ Eau-de cod." This how - 
ever is above proof, so that however 
much the fastidious visitor might com­
plain of the want of variety he cannot 
of the strength of the odour.

There are about forty families on 
these islands. No gardening is done 
—everything is taken there. During 
Bro. Johnson’s ministry on this circuit, 
he commenced a church on one of these 
islands and succeeded in getting the 
outside finished. Since coming to this 
circuit we have urged the people to 
complete the same. Tuesday, April 
15th, was a day of rejoicing on these 
islands. Our much respected Chairman, 
who I believe lias made a very extensive 
and minute acquaintance with the work 
of almost every part of his district, 
visited us, in company with the Finan­
cial Secretary, to dedicate the building. 
The day was very fine, the impressive 
service was heartily entered into by 
the people,and the chairman’s appropri­
ate sermon, together witli the lessons 
and prayers in which Bro. Fisher took 
part, made the service a very profitable 
one. With our people, we felt greatly 
indebted to these brethren for their 
kind, efficient, and welcome services. 
The building is not a Parthenon nor is 
it Dianian in style, but a plain, comfor­
table structure, 36 x 24 feet. We look 
upon it not as monolithic but as a place 
of “living stones,” cemented and built 
together by Christian love. It stands as 
a memorial of self sacrifice on the part 
of our people on those islands, who 
amidst hardship have completed and 
dedicated the same to the J,ord. We 
would not he slow to acknowledge the 
material assistance of some from the 
south end of ynur city, for which our 
people were very thankful. We shall 
have no debt on the building, which to 
us is a source of great joy.

The room was simply but gracefully 
dressed witli flowers, which were after­
wards distributed to the ward where 
Miss Higgs was last on duty.

The service, conducted by Rev. Mr. 
Waldron, city missionary, was opened 
by singing, “ Safe in the arms of Jesus,” 
followed by appropriate passages from 
Scripture. Then followed a soprano 
solo, “ Come, ye disconsolate,” and a 
brief memorial sermon. The preacher 
began by referring to the stricken house­
hold and friends far away. He then 
simply told how in early youth Miss 
Higgs had given her heart to the Lord, 
how ever since her life had been that of 
a consistent Christian, and how—alter 
five months ot devoted service in the 
wards ot this Hospital—she had been her­
self stricken down.

THE BATTLE OF TAM AS I.
The following extract from a letter 

dated Souakim, 19th ult., is from one 
of the 42nd Black Watch, and gives a 
graphic account of the terrors of battle. 
After describing the commencement of 
the action lie goes on to say : “Tluy 
(the enemy) were upon us in masses in 
a minute. I liai only fired one round 
when it came to a hand-to-hand fight. 
My riglithand man was killed my side, 
my lefthand one fell wounded by a 
spear thrust from a huge Arab over six 
feet in height. I thrust my bayonet in 
this fellow up to the hilt, and In trying 
to get it out his body fell on me and 
knocked me down, and striking my head 
against a stone I was stunned and . nsen- 
sible. How long I remained so I do 
not know, but on coming to my senses 
found a heavy weight on me. It was 
the dead body of this Arab lying across 
my chest, and the body of a comrade 
was across my legs and stomach. I 
raised myself on my elbow, when, to my 
horror and dismay, 1 saw our chaps in 
full retreat, and between me and them 
some hundreds of the enemy. A dozen 
of them just round me were engaged in 
spearing every wounded man of ours 
they came across. It struck me instant­
ly my only chance of escape was to lie 
still and feign death. ( ’n# of the 
wretches was just then finishing off 
poor Tom, my comrade. Had they 
once seen there was life in me I was 
done for, I felt certain; so I laid quite 
still, but ol. ! the agony I suffered no 
tongue can tell. I silently prayed then 
as I had never prayed before in my 
life. They passed over me twa or 
three times ; one stepped with his naked 
foot right on my cheek as I lay with 
head on the sand, Some ten or fifteen 
minutes of dreadful suspense followed, 
till the advancing square came up to 
where I was lying, and I was saved.”
