The following letter relating to new experi-
ments with the telephone was lately re-
ceived by Mr. Kdison :

SeriNorieLp, Mass., Dec., 1879,
Mr. T. A. Ep1son :

My Desr Sig, — During my stay here I
have learned & most curieus and wseful ap-
plication of the telephone.  Captain John E.
Greer, a most able officer of the Ordnance
Department, United States Army, states as
follows :—** Hitherto the accurate determina-
tion of flight of small-arm projectiles has
been practically impossible at long range,
owing to our inability to see them strike,
even when firing over water. The discovery
of the telephone has opened up to us a simple
as well as a novel means of obtaining the
time desired, and has also afforded us the
means of verifying the formulas by whieh
these times were formerly deduced. In these
experiments two telephones provided with
Blake transmitters (a form of Edison’s carbon
telephore) were uged. One was placed within

After several unsuccessful attempts a
diver discovered a first-class carriage of
the wrecked train, but as there were no
first-class passengers no bodies were dis-
covered in the car. Operations will be
resumed to-morrow.

THE AFGHAN WAR.

Sir F. Roberts has a Two Days’ Engage~
ment With the Enemy—They are De-
feated on All Sides.

TLonden, Dec. 28.—Sir F. Roberts tele-
graphs on the 23rd inst. :—Desultory
attucks were kept up all day yesterday.
Information was received that'a general
attack will be made at day-break to-day.
A large number of the enemy was seen
occupying the distant villages, and
approaching nearer atdark. ‘This morn-
inga fire wis lighted on the Asmi Heiibn.
We were apprised that this would be
the enemy’s signal for an .attack. Im-
mediately the attack commenced on
three sides, for which we were prepared.
On the Behmaroo Heights some thous-
ands collected, and evidently centem-
plated an assault. As soon as the
enemy’s attention was fully developed I
determined on a counter attack with
cavalry and artillery. These issued by
the gorge between Belunaroo Heights,
opened fire on the enemy’s flank and
speedily dislodged them.

A Long thidden Crime omes to Bight—

much more wonderful, nobody was ever
much surprised. So strong was Delane, and
8o full did he impress himself upon ally poli-
tical men who came in contact with him,
that no one of them all evér wondered why
he gave information to that very young man,
or why he relied on his discretion, or why, if
the opinion expres were verse, he 1e-
volved over and over again the justice of his
own. England is, of all countries, the one
most completely governed by the middle-uggd,
but the youth of Mr. Delane never struck any-
body ; and there was no reason why it should
strike them, for from the first there was in
his business intercourse with other men and
with the world no Mr. Delane. There was a
quiet, plain tongued man, who told them in
the clearest and most unmistakable of Eng-
lish what the body of the middle-class of the
United Kingdom were thinking and saying,
and had in his speech something of the quiet
authority of thet elass, their sovereignty over
all departments. If Mr. Delane wrote, or
rather ordered an article,—for he scldom or
never wrote—that article expressed this body
of opinion. If he argued, his interlocutor
might be sure he was being opposed by a
whole people. If he wrote, his letter had
something in it of the power that comes from
the innumerible hums of & nation, Mr. De-
lane was not a man of * literary power,’
political originality, or acute political insight.

Me never wrote anything, he never, that
we know of, suggested a measnre, and he oc-
casionally made atrocious blunders. When-
ever, indeed, the English people could tell
him nothing, he was as much at sea as any
other man. He was wrong from first to
last about the American Civil War, and wrong
ina way that was not like him, for he never
saw A -truth patent to many inferior
men, that whatever the merits of the
quarrel, the North, which received from Eu-
rope week by week reinforcements superior
to its losses, must inevitably win ; and up to
the last moment ho believed, or allowed his
writers to believe, that Sherman’s ‘:march
into space” was the signai that the North
Lad lost the game. He did not foree the an
nexation of Nice and Sayoy, which so nearly
chunged all Europsan history. - He did not
catch the feeling of the people about the
Freneh Colonels” menaces. He did not in the
lenst perceive the gigantiestrength of Prussia,
or expect the overthrow of the Australian
supremaey in Germany. He bad, in trath,
no especial insight into events which  oe
curred, or might vceur, ontside Great Britain=

! ch subjects, helped

In December, 1867, George O. Hotehkiss
fell ill and died. He had been married some
years to his wife, a handsome brunette, and
they lived at Youngstown, N. Y.. The ances-
cestors of Hotchkiss were the first settlers of
the village of Lewiston, hard by, and they
long held property extending along the Nia-
gara River, opposite to Queenston. Wilson
being a dootor attended Hotehkiss during his
iliness.

In about threo weeks, haying made a will
in favor of his mother, he died. Not long
after Mrs. Hotchkiss returned to Youngs-
town and thence went to Lockport. Dr.
Wilson then established himself in practice
in Lockport, but about four years ago the
pair, having been the object of some social
censure in the meantime, suddenly disap-
pearcd, Six months ago there were rumors of
investigation. Doubts und surmises, long
smothered, took a definite and practical
shape.

“GESUNDHEIT.”

Origin of a Pleasant ustom Which Pre-
vails in Seme Parts of Germany.

A little while ago, when we were in Baden,
tha servant girl entered to put the room to
rights while we were busily engaged in read.
ing about the probabilities of a war between
Germany and Russia. Suddecly we gavea
terrific sneeze, perhaps caused by the dust
which the domestic raised. At any rate, the
reverberations of the explogion had no
sooner died away than she crossed herself
and said in a low voice, *Gesundheit I” Two
or three minutes afterward we indglged—
rather from gompnlsion than from any desire
on our part—in snother nasal report, and
again we heard the mild voice say, “*Gesund-
heit!" Then we laid our paper down aud re-
called the origin of that curious and pleasant
custom. It was some time in the fourteenth
century, we think, that the whole continent
of Europe was ravaged by the plague. Neither
high nor low were spared, but theusands of
all classes {ell victims to the dreadful curse.
In Pisa you will see to-day large numbers of
persons, members of a religious order, whose
faces are almost entirely covered with a cloth
mask., There aretwo little holes for the
eyes, but those are all.  Itis a somewhat
picturesque but a very uncomfortable head-
dress, espepially in warm. weather. Well,
these masks are the relios of that plague.
The people died in sush numbers that they
were forssken even by their nearcst relatives,
It was fatal for any one to take the breath of
the dying. So subtle and powerful was the
disease that a single inhalation inoculated
the blood and death was sure to_ensue, It
was important, however, that the dying should
receive absolution, and yet it seemed too ex-
r«»unlvo to spend the life of a member of some
(oly order every time a man Was strigken
with the plague.  In order to avoid the ve-
cessity of taking the sick man's breath, this
remarkable headdress with only two little holes
for the eyes was adopted, and it has been
worn ever since. It was noticed that when-
ever the crisis of the disaster was passed and
the patient began to recover the first symp-
tom was a violent sneeze. The moment a
man sngezed, therefore, his delighted friends
cried ous, “*Gesyndheit |” or “Health 1” and
from that duy to this the custom of congrata-
lating & person on & good sneese has pre-
vailed. In certain parts of raral Germany if
2 man sneezes in company as-
sambly will formally rise and gravely pro-
nounce the word */Gesundbeit "

POOR SERGF. GRAVEURN,

The Benton Record of the 28th ult. givee
the following additional particulars of the
murder of Sergt. Grayburn, of the N. W,
Mounted Police, by the Indians: *“ It is
conjectured that tie unfortunate policeman
waus met by two Indians, one on foot, the
other riding a pony, and while riding along
and conversing with them the Indian on foot
treacherously shot him from bebind, killing
Lim instantly. The two then threw his body
over the embankment. The case was at once
reported at the fort, and Col. McLeod ordered
a guard place over the remains that night,
and the day following the Colonel rode to the
scene of the murder and held an inquest,
the verdict of whioh was that deceased died
from the effects of a gun.shot wound ad
ministered by some party unknown. Good
trailers were then set to work to. follow up the
murderer. Lavellie followed up the horse

track until it led into an almost im
penetrable  thicket where ~ the horse
of the  murdered policeman was
found tiel to a tree and shot

just behind the ear. Close by Grayburn's
belt and ammusitin were also found, but ro
trace of his gun was discovered. The moc-
casin track was trailed up to the summit of
the mountains, where it circled around to the
scene of the murder, from thence circling and
re-circling until it finally led to the camp of
the Blood Indians near the fort. Suspicion
points strongly towards the Bloods, and the
best prairie and mountain trailers are working
up the case.

« This, we believe, is the first serious evi-
dence of hostility shown by anorthern Indian
towards the Mousted Police, and while it may
afford no immediate cause of alarm, i% is per-
haps an indication of the general feeling
among the Blood Indians, at least, il not
among the Sionx and other tribes. If dis-
covered, & example should be made of
the Indian m! ,and the authority of the
police should be strengthened by an inoreased
military force.”
