Paris, Sept. 24.-—Bulgarian situa-
tion is absorbing attention in France
to exclusion of all the other topics.
Little doubt is felt here that Bulgar-
ia or rather King Ferdinand has de-
cided to cast his lot with central
powers.

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RUSSIAN.

Petrograd, Sept. 24.—A German
aeroplane shelled Spoak, west of Riga
When shelled by the Russians, the
machine hurriedly descended beyond
the German trenches. Fighting at
Stounga, on the Ekau river, resulted
in the flight of the Germans, who
abandoned a number of hand gren-
ades, cartridges and utensils. Stub-
born fighting has commenced at At-
kala, in the Neugeb region, the vil-
lage continually changing hands.

In the region of Dvinsk there has
been no change. During a bayonet
fight west of Sweben Lake, one offi-
cer and one hundred men and one
machine gun were captured

.In the Smelin region, in the course
‘of desperate hand to hand fighting,
two machine guns and over two hun-
dred men were captured. One Dpiece
changed hands repeatedly.

In the region of Smorgon, on the
front south-east of Vilna, ad also in
the region of Gawia, east of Lida, en-
gagements occurred, some of which
were of extreme violence.

Between the right bank of the Mol-
chad and the left afluent of the Nie-
men and Oginski Canal, there were
several serious bayonet encounters,
which increased intensity. The Rus-
sians continue to show the highest
qualities of gallantry and resistance,
thereby proviking in greater degree
the enemy’s obstinacy.

In the region north of Seale Szczyky
in Galicia, the enemy was repulsed
from Worwolintz and Shinkowtce.
The cavalry pursued and defeated the
enemy—the Austrians— which were
partly killed and partly taken pris-
oners. Continuing their gallant work
the cavalry pushed on to Broussy,
south-west of Tluste, and in the
course of subsequent fighting more
prisoners were taken, together with a
quantity of weapons.

British 'Headquarters in France;
Sept. 17, —The British have retakgn
the mine crater at Hooge ‘in one of
the most picturesque actions seen
along the British front for a long
time. Hooge was once a village in a
-fegion as flat as a billiard table. It is
in the Ypres salient, where it is gen-
erally agreed more blood has been
spilled than over any similar length
of line on the western front, with the
exception of Souchez, where the
French made their first attack in May
and June,.

The blowing up of a mine under
the German trench recently made
Hooge about the hottest place in the
Ypres salient. It was one of the
largest mines the British have ex-
ploded, and i% made a hole in the
earth about forty feet deep and sev-
enty feet across. The British charg-
ed and took possession of the pos-
ition.

In reply to the mine the Germans
brought up their flames ejector appar
atus, which they had tried on the
French before, but now used on the
British for the first time. Around
the mine crater the Britishers and
the Germans, were, at one place only
five feet apart. The crater was so
big and it had so disfigured the land-
gcape that it was difficult to ‘“‘con-
colidate” the position, as the official
bulletins say, particularly when
showers of bombs from either side
punished any enterprise on the part
of the other. A

On the top of a bombardment of all
the neighboring part of the British
lines where the trenches were fur-
ther apart, and the bombardment
with mortars and bombs where they
were close together, the Germans
suddenly sprayed the British front
with fire over a section where their;
infantry attacked. The British had
to give up their crater and Hooge
and some 500 yards of trenches.
When they set out to recover the
lost ground they found the Germans
had the line bristling with machine
guns, so that they regained only one
end of what they had lost.

In Ypres Salient.
salient!

The rule in the Ypres !
seems to be never to lie down tame-|
ly after any setback. Both sides
fight to recover a loss, no matter
what the cost. Sanguinary battles,
are waged for few acres of ground.;
All one day the British kept an al-
most continuous roar of shells over
other parts of the salient. They
made the German trenches boil with
dust under clouds of shrapnel smoke%
The German guns replied. They|
threw some more 17-inch shells into
the ruins of Ypres and into other
points which they had not consider-
cd worthy of 17-inch shells before.
The thunder of this artillery duel
could be heard 30 to 40 .miles to the
rear. It made a counl like thz roll
a drum with almost ng interval
Leiween the shot;s. Nothing heavier
had been heard since Souchez.

Guns Mean Life or Death.

He kept on speaking of the guns.
and so did the other officers and
men, with the depth of feeling ex-
pressive of realization that the guns
meant life and death and success and
failure for them.

They ad-
vanced about a thousand yards with
the first rush. Mostly they met the

As soon as they had yielded theyv
were started back toward the British
rear, for in the maze of traverses
where rifies and bombs are lying
about loose, prisoners may soon re-
new the frey. They next day a faint
rumble like that of a humsan voice
came from a pile of earth, and it was
found that one of the high explo-
sives had closed the door of a dug-
out. The occupants were rescued
alive.

When an officer and some men
came to the edge of the mine crater
they found nearly a hundred Ger-.
mans in the hottom where they had
taken cover from the bombardmnient.
The British looked down at the
Germans and the Germans looked up
at the British. As one of the men
said, the surprise was mutual, but
the Germans were a little the more
surprised of the two. The British
had bombs in their hands. All they
had to do was to stand back and toss
the bombs into the crater. Chuck-
ing bombs into a dugout when the
occupants will not surrender is one
of the commonest procedings in the
course of taking a trench.

“We'll give ourselves up,”

This had
ito be done under gusts of shrapnel
bullets, for the German guns were
giving the British supports all they
had to give as fast as they could,
the struggle proceeding in the midst
of the scream and burst of projec-
tiles. Twice one of the sergeants
crossed the zone back to the support
trenches, bringing supplies of bombs,
before he. was killed. Others at the
same work were killed or wounded,
but they got enough up o hold
1,200 yards of trench.

‘angel. Capt. Stevenson, Mate Tur-
'ner, Engineer Barnes and the others
'who went across are all in good
'health after the trip, which was an
?interesting one. Fine weather pre-
| vailed after leaving here and splen-
' did time was made until August 20th
'when delay was caused by fog. On
' the folfowing afternoon Alexandrovsk
was reached and a pilot taken aboard.

Here it was learned several submar-
|ines were lurking near the North
' Cape and that the White Sea was
filled with mines, making navigation
'extremely dangerous. The weather
' which had continued foggy, cleared
jon the 22nd, and early in the morn-
ing the voyage was resumed, but at
' 7.40 p.m., when it had again become
thick the S.8. Cyr came alongside
and ordered the Bruce into Saynos,
- while mine sweepers were doing their
Ework.

At this port twenty-eight other
ships were held up and in company
with these the Bruce again left on the
| 25th, the mine sweepers going ahead
to remove the floating dangers. The
' picking up and exploding of several
, mines was witnessed, but nothing else
 of interest occurred and on the 27th
‘the ship having taken on another
pilot at Legst, reached Archangel
safely. The return trip was made
without incident via Liverpool and
New YorK. Capt. Stevenson, one of
our youngest master mariners has
now safely taken across two - ships
for the Russian Government and is
to be congratulated on his achieve-
' ment.
