Gazette)—Orders for copper, aggre­
gating something like two hundred 
million pounds, nearly one fifth of the 
annual production in the United 
States, have been placed by German 
representatives with copper concerns 
in this country, according to informa­
tion obtained from an authoritative 
source yesterday. Numbers of in­
quiries, have been received by copper 
producers and many large orders have 
actually been filled and paid for. 
While the contracts have been filled, 
the metal has been placed in storage 
and under the agreement it is to be 
shipped to Germany immediately after 
the war. Copper was quoted yester­
day at twenty cents a pound. The 
copper destined to go to Germany 
thus has a value of $40,000)000.

An Unmixed Sacrifice AVithout a g 

Backward Glance.Mr. Willoughby Claybrook, rector
Referring to Lis unhappy native 

land, desolated Belgium, M. Maeter­
linck says in the course of recent 
essay :

To have saved its life it had but to 
yield to the enemy the invader would 
not have exterminated it. 
nation is never exterminated; 
even impossible seriously to enslave 
it and to render it long unhappy. It 
had nothing to fear but shame. It g 
was no question then of the heroism g 
which is only a final stand of despair, ■ 
the heroism of the animal brought to g 
bay and fighting blindly to delay for a g 
moment the coming of death. No! It g 
was a heroism freely assumed, willed, ! g 
acclaimed, unanimous; heroism for 
an idea and for a sentiment; that is, 
heroism in its purest, most virgin | g 
form, an unmixed sacrifice and with- j g 
out a backward glance to duty—duty g 
to one s self, to one’s own family, to | g 
humanity and to the future.

If life and the absence of danger ! B 
had been more precious than the idea 
of honor, of patriotism, of fidelity to 
traditions and to the race, there were.
I repeat, means of making the choice, 
and never, perhaps, in any war, was 
choice easier, for never were men 
freer to choose.

But this choice, which, as I have 
just said, never dared show its base 
shadow on the lowest horizons of the 
least noble consciences, are you sure 
that in other times which we have 
believed to be better and more virt­
uous than ours, it would not have 
been perceived and considered? Can 
you find a people, even among the 
greatest, who. in the course of a war

man warships at sea. If the court de­
nies the motions, to dismiss the in­
dictment or orders a verdict for the 
defense, counsel for the accused is 
ready to put on its witnesses, the 
government having concluded the 
presentation of the case yesterday.

New Zealand has its own V-ctoria 

Cross—one of the rarest medals ever 
awarded “For Valor.” This Cross is 
very similar to the one so much 
coveted by the officers and men . of 

The centre, 
however, bears the wording, “New 
Zealand,” instead of “For Valor,’ and 
has no lion. This medal was institut­
ed in 1869 by the Governor of New 
Zealand, Sir G. F. Bowden. He ex­
ceeded his authority in doing so, but 
Queen Victoria signed the necessary 
order for the medals, adding a note, 
however, that it was not to be taken 
as a precedent. Altogether only nine­
teen of these crosses were awarded.

LAND REGULATIONS.
TITHE sole head of a family, or any male 
A over 18 years old, may homestead a 
quarter-section of available Dominion land 
In Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap­
plicant must appear in person at the Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for 
the District. Entry by proxy may be made 
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but not 
Sub Agency), on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of 
at least 80 acres, on certain conditions. A 
habitable house is required except where 
residence is performed in the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader In 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section ulongside his homestead. Price 
$3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months' residence In each of 
three years -after earning homestead pat­
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. Pre­
emption patent may be obtained as soon 
as homestead patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home­
stead right may take a purchased home­
stead In certain districts. Price $3.00 per 
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in 
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and 
erect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation Is subject to re­
duction iu case of rough, scrubby or stony 
land. Live stock may be substituted for 
cultivation ^under certain conditions.

Monarchy be permitted in China. At 
my inauguration I again took this 
solemn oath in the sight of heaven 
above and earth beneath. Yet of late 
ignorant persons in the provinces 
have fabricated wild rumors to de­
lude men’s minds, and have adduced 
th.e career of the first Napoleon, on 
which to base their erroneous calcula­
tions. It were best not to inquire 
into thêir motives. In some case§ 
misconception may be the excuse; in 
others deliberate malice. . 
thoughts are manifest in the sight of 
high hea-ven. But at this season of 
construction and dire crisis how shall 
these mutual suspicions find a place? 
Once more I issue this announce­
ment: if you, my fellow-countrymen, 
do indeed place the safety of China 
before all other considerations, it be­
hooves you to be large-minded. Be­
ware of lightly heeding the plausible 
voice of calumny, and of thus furn­
ishing a medium for fostering mon­
archy. If evilly-disposed persons 
who are bent on destruction seize the 
excuse for sowing dissension to the 
jeopardy of the situation, I, Yuan Shi 
Kai, shall follow the behest of my fel­
low-countrymen in placing such men 
beyond the pale of humanity.”

It is the opinion of cultured Chin­
ese that—as a writer in The Contem­
porary says-—there is need as yet for 
despotism in China. With the spread 
of education this need will disappear, 
but for the present despotism is re­
quired for the preservation of the 
country. The Republic must at least 
keep up that semblance of power 
which belonged to the “Son of Heav­
en.” In other words, if you must 
have a Republic, you must 
have, so to say, a despotic Republic. 
That does not suit Yuan’s nature at 
all. He does not propose to be a dele­
gated despot, but the “Son of Heav­
en” in his own proper person, de­
pending for his powers upon no cau­
cus, council, or parliament. And he 
will take the best of care, after the 
Imperial Crown sits securely upon 
his head, that no possible rival shall 
develop in China. The “plausible 
voice of calumny” will be silenced in 
the ancient and immemorial fashion 
followed by the “Rons of Heaven” 
who have preceded the Emperor 
Yuan.

’’MACHINE GUN” AND “EQUIP­

MENT” FUND.
At a meeting of the Subscribers to 

the Fund for the purchase of Machine 
Guns, Ambulances, etc., held in the 
City Council Chamber last Thursday 
evening objections were made by 
many subscribers to the distribution 
of the money as recommended by the 
committee. The objection was chiefly 
based on reports which have appeared 
at various times in the newspapers 
that the government does not wish 
money for Machine Guns. After dis­
cussion the following amendment to 
the original motion was carried—

“That this meeting stand adjourned 
for one week; that in the meantime 
applications be received from the. sub­
scribers for refund of their subscrip­
tions and that the committee oe auth­
orized to pay the same on applica­
tion."

At a meeting of the committe- held 
on the 26th to consider the new sit­
uation created by the course of sub­
scribers’ meeting; it was resolved as 
follows

1. That in order to carry out -he in­
structions given by the Subscribers’ 
meeting that the subscribers who de­
sire to withdraw their subscriptions, 
whether paid in or still due, be re­
quested to make applications in writ­
ing to the Secretary, George Hately, 
Court House, on or before the 2nd 
day of December; whereupon as soon 
as the applications can be authenticat­
ed, the Treasurer be authorized 10 pay 
back or release said subscriptions.

2. That in the opinion of the com­
mittee, it is desirable to save as much

possible of the fund vânch has 
been raised by so much labor, and 
with this end in view, the committee 
appeals to the subscribers generally 
to allow their subscriptions to stand 
on the following understanding—

a. “That the money left in the fund 
after all withdrawals will be paid over 
in equal parts to the Patriotic and 
War Relief Fund, and to the Canadian 
Red Cross Fund, respectively.”

b. “That some day shortly after 
December 2nd a meeting of subscrib­
ers be called at which the financial 
statement will be presented, and auth­
ority be asked by the committee to 
distribute the fund for the above nam­
ed purposes.”

3. That this minute be published in 
each issue of Expositor and Courier 
up to the second of December tor the 
information of subscribers' so that 
they may take such action as they 
think proper. t
