Old boys and old girls, who have been
eway from the place which saw their
birth, which attended to their school-
ing or gave them memorable years in
their early days, return cfter absences
varying from one to sixty years and
from distances running in some cases
to thousands of miles. Those who
have been a long time away open their
eves with sirprise at what they see.
In the years that have intervened the
rocking cradle has never been idle and
in spite of the constant drain by large
cities of the continent most of them
have either maintained or increased,
their population. More than that the
macadam roads and board sidewalks
have given way to concrete pavements
and cement walks, the back-yard pump
and shabby stables to watgrworks sys-
tems and garages. The trees, which
were always beautiful, have grown
higher, and as the old fences have
gone with many other old things, life
in the old town appe-ls to the jaded
eyes of the old-timer as a much bet-
ter thing than anything he has come
across outside it. But he recognizes
the houses and physiographical fea-
tures of the old town better than he
i does some of the old boys and girls.
It is hard to discern in the stout body
and rubicund features of one man the
slim stripling one knew at hool

to
traces of chromium.

Two of the common abrasive min-
erals, corunium and garnet, when
clear and flawless, give us beautiful
gems; the ruby is a red variety of
corunium, and the sapphire a deep
blue variety of the same mineral,
while many of the variously colored
garnets are extenzively used in jewcl-
ry and are classed as nomi-precious
stones. Both corundum and garnet
occur in Canada, but no material of
gem quality has yet been found.

In recent years the use of all kinds
of abrasive materials, both natural
and artificial, has greatly increased,
and there are now very few articles, in
factory or home, other than textiles,
that have not been subjected to the
action of abrasives. On account of
this increase in demand, the Mihes
Branch of the Department of Mines is
making special investigations of Cana-
dian abrasive minerals, including gar-
net.

Garnet is really a very common
mineral, and occurs in several varie-
ties, having slightly different composi-
tion and color, and varying consider-
ably in hardness, toughness, and
method of breaking. For abrasive pur-
poses the mineral should be very
hard—harder than quart or sand;
and it should break into sharp angu-
lar fragments without curves,
rounded edges, so that it will easily
cut or abrade the articles under treat-
ment.
the garnet mined throughout the worl
is used on paper or cloth, and the
term “sand paper” is often applied,
generally, to papers coated with sand,
emery, corundum, or garnet.

Little is yet known about the exist-
ence of commercial deposits of abra-
sive garnet in Canada. In Ontario,
the Bancroft Mining Syndicate has
been producing a good type of garnet

|ENGLAND TO MAKE
IRAK SELF-GOVERNED,

GOT THANKLESS TASK
THROUGH LEAGUE
MANDATE.

Treaty Granting Independ-
ence is Signed, but British
Must Shape People Into
a Nation.

By a narrow margin Irak signed the
Anglo-Irak Treaty—the only possible
instrument assuring her eventual in-
dependence—and the British will con-
tinue in the rather thankless task of
shaping an irresponsible and ine:
enced people into a nation, says a
Bagdad despatch.

Great Britain having accepted the
mandate of Irak, under the League of
Nations directly after the war, obli-
gated herself, accepted a trust, and
she intends, if possible, to bear with
this trust to the end. Since 1917
Great Britain has done more with
Irak than any other nation could pos-
eibly have done, but even so has suc-
ceeded only in setting up a more or
less fallible monarchy, presided over
by an Arab figurehead, and liable at
any time to be thrown, without for-
eign guidance, into internal anarchy.

Great Britain has long since realized
that as an investment Irak is thor-
oughly bad, and that the pounds (6,
000,000) which she annually pours in-
to this investment, could much bet-
ter put to use elsewhefl™ She has
done all in her power to Mmould this
disjointed section into a nation, but
one cannot make a durable crock of
sand and water, and it is plain that
the Iraki, at least at this stage of their
development, are little better than
sand and water. And since in addition
to this there has been an appreciable
amount of {rritation cauféi by the pet-
tiness of some Irak officials, the Bri-
tish are quite prepared to leave the
country. But they do not wish to
leave it in its present vulnerable and
unstable condition; it would be a very
severe reflection on their ability and
wisdom. It thus became very evident
that a departure of some 'sort was
‘mecessary.

Tenor of the Treaty.

The result was the negotiation of a
treaty with“a protocol and subsidiary
agreements following in its wake. The
much-discussed Anglo-Irak treaty sets
certain stipulations for the future
which will give the Irak investment
less of a fallure ccomplected aspect,
and which grants to the British cer-
tain financial and military rights that
will allow them to carry on in the
country for another four years and es-
tablish the Irak Government as a per-
manent institution.

But some Iraki contend that the
treaty is severe; that it wrests from
them certain inviolate rights, imposes
upon them restrictions which will im-
pair growth and retard them in their
struggle for independence; lays upon
them rigid financizal demands and ob-
ligations—in short, {8 an instrument
which will preclude realization of their
ideal. In their stigmatism and youth
they are not aware that the clauses of
the treaty, generally speaking, point
toward their eventual benefit, and that
without the protection and guidance it
affords they will be left a prey to in-
vasion.

Charge British With Imperialism.

Since the acceptance of the mandate
the effcrts of the British have been
highly favored with altruism, but this
fact in no way checks the bitterness
of excitable tongues, for the British
have been accused of having imperial-
istic designs in their policies concern-
ing Irak. When one stops to consider’
that Great Britain's policies are de-

termined not by individual and iso-
lated countries but by world-wide in-
terests, and 1t is understood that the
occupancy of Irak by the British has
been an exception to this rule, and

PINKERTON
Raclal Origin—Norman French.
Source—A locality.

Perhaps you have wondered about
this family name. It is misleading.
In spite of yourself you keep associat-
ing it in your mind with the word
“pink,” but it has no connection with
this word at all.

Again it is a natural, but as it hap-
pens, erroneous assumption that the
ending ‘ton” reveals it as one of those
purely Anglo-Saxon place names com-
pounded of the word which has given
us our modern word “town” and which
is to be found in the ending of so
many English place names.

The name, however, is a splendid

example of the way in which a name

developed in one language can be in-
fluenced entirely out of its original
form by another tongue.

The original form of this family
name was “De Pontcardon,” Pontcard-
on boing a place name in Normandy.
It was of course first borne by men,
probably in the ranks of the Con-
queror's army, who came from that lo-
cality. But in the course of time its
pronunciation was a bit slurred, and
men, forgetting that it was a French
name, began to spell it
pronounced. .Hence Pinkerton.

Sterilize It by Boiling or by
Adding a Disinfectant

Use Hypochlorite—How to Make nnd
Apply It —Calf Troubles—Sprout-
ed Wheat Injured for Seed-—When
to Feed Silage. ;

(Contributed by Ontario Department of
Agriculture, Toronto.) -

When wells have become polliited
from unsanitary seepage or drainage
the cause should be found and re-
moved, and preventive measures tak-
en 8o that the trouble should not
recur.

The water so polluted should be
sterilized before being used for
drinking purposes. Sterilization may
be accomplished either by boiling the
water or by the addition of a suit-
able disinfectant. The disinfectant
most suitable for this purpose is a
hypochforite solution.

Stock Hypochlorite for Water Puri-

fication.
This hypochlorite solution may be

prepared and applied as follows:

1. Mix one-half pound of chloride
of lime (33 per cent. available
chlorine) with one pint of water.

2. Add sufiicient water to make
one gallon.

_ 8. Dissolve 13 ounces of sal soda
crystals in two quarts of lukewarm’
water. . ;

4. Add sufficient water to make
one gallon.

6. Mix these two solutions in a
barrel or crock and allow the milky
solution to settle over night.

6. Pour off the clear liquid from
the white sediment into a jug and fill
into bottles, well stoppered, and keep
cool in a dark place. This “stock
hypochlorite” will contain approxi-
mately the equivalent of 3 per cent.
of chloride of lime or 1 per cent. of
available chlorine.

Application.

Mix one ounce of this stock solu-
tion to five gallons of water that is
to be used for drinking purposes.
After mixing allow to stand for half
an hour before use.

The solution may be added in small
quantities to water after i has been
drawn from the well, or the quantity

of water in the well or cistern may !

bhe estimated and the necessary
amount of the solution poured direct
into the well and stirred in.

It is a 'good practice to leave the
calf with its dam for the first two or
three days, even though it is planned
to rear the calf by hand.

Autumn-born calves usually escape
digestion troubles, due to cold wea-
ther being an aid in-preventing the
souring of food.

A grass lot adjoining the stablé is
very useful to calves over three
months of age. Young calves thrive
best in a clean, well ventilated, cool,
dry stable.

If the horns are not desired, treat
with caustic potash before the calf
is more than ten days old.—Dept. of
Extension, 0. A. C., Guelph,

Poultry Pcinters.

An cintment of lard and keroscni
is a good one for scaly legs.

The best tonies you can give your
stock are fresh air, exercise and a
variety of foods.

It is usually the best policy’to keep
the hens shut up on cold, rainy
days. They are better inside than out
during such weather.

“Bad luck” is nothing more than
a penalty for mismanagement. Before
you begin to complain, it would be
better to investigate.

Fowls are naturally of a hardy
nature. They can be kept so by good
care and breeding only from the
strongest and most vigorous speci-
mens each year.

The poultry building should not be
80 wide that the rays of the sun can
not reach the back of the interior of
the house. Otherwise it will be damp.
Fourteen feet is a convenient width.

Chicken mites do not feed to any
great extent upon other hosts when
chickens are at hand. They are car-
ried about chiefly by the interchange
of poultry and in crates and boxes in
which fowls are shipped.

Poultry raising is similar to farm-
ing in that it is not so much the
aumber of acres cwned, but the num-
ber properly handled that gives the
profits. Small, well cared for flocks
always bring the best returns.

The hen’s greatest profit-produc-
ing period is the first and second
years, and unless a hen is an especial-
ly good breeder she should be dis-
posed of at the end of her second
laying season and before starting to
molt.

Boys and girls should be encour-
aged to start in the poultry business.
It requires little money to invest, and
the current expenditure may be re-
duced in part by utilizing farm and
home wastes. If the project begins
with a laying flock the return begins
early, especially by supplementing
the food supply of the home,

Bot Flies.

Measures should be taken to pre-
vent horses becoming infested with
the larvae of bot flies by protecting
them from the egg laying attack of
the parent fly. The clipping of the
long hairs from the region of the
head, breast, shoulders and legs af-
fords sorse protection in that it re-
duces the prebability of the fly being
able tn attach its eggs. The areas
where the egg laying fly usually gde-
posits her eggs should be frequently
soaked with oil or grease. - This pre-
vents the cggs from adhering tp the

’| hatr. Pieces of cotton or cheesecloth

fastened to the bridle and harness in
such a marner as to ¢over the under
surface of the jaws, the breast and
forearms affords some protection and
reduces greatly the possibility of the
horse wintering a stomach full of bot
larvae and suffering in consequence
of such.

SIRE. i

The choosing of the sire is un-
doubtedly the most important factor
in a constructive breeding policy. "It
is the sire with his influence over the
whole herd rather than the female
with her limited sphere of influence
that raises the standard of the herd
when the choice is good, or lowers it
when the choice is\a poor one. Not
only is the sire the most important
factor in a construeti
fcy but he is, in addition, the most
economical one. More rapid improve-
ment in a herd could be made by the
addition of high class females, but
such a method requires much more
capital than the average farmer has
at his disposal these days.

In choosing a herd sire, pure-breed-
ing, size, type, character, individual-
ity, quality, record backing and if pos-
sible, prove
main r
in
one who has the ability to know an
animal with the Proper combination of
the above requirements, and the cour-
age of his convictions to pay what
such an animal is worth,

It is the experience of the Central
Experimental Farm and no doubt of
many breeders that individuals in-
quiring re breeding bulls often stipu-
late that the animal must embody
some specific character such as a
specified color, regardless of his mer-
its otherwise. In other words, they
are following a
portant so long as it is within the
requirements for the registration of
the breed. Pure breeding, size, con-
formation, quality and record backing
should be given first consideration.
The desirability of pure brecding lies
in the fact that.a bull whose ancestors
have been bred for many generations
for one purpose (milk production) is
more certain to transmit that char-
acter than one whose ancestry is mix-
ed. Size for age is important, for,
other things being equal, the larger
the animal the more economical the
production. Size without the recog-
nized ideal dairy conformation for the,
breed is not desirable. There are too
many misfits as regards conformation
in most breeds at present without per-
petuating them. Size without quality
is even less desirable than size with-
out desirable conformation, for the
big, rough, coarse animal is rarely a
good producer.,

While an animal
above characteristics
is to be preferred to
characteristics in lesse
theless he is not to be compared with
an animal that has both individuality
and milk record backing. In sizing
up the milk records on a pedigree, it
should be remembered that the im-
portant records are those close up.
Too many animals are bought and
sold on the strength of the record of
some individual three or four genera-
tions removed. The influence of such
an individual on the value of the ani-
mal bought is so small that it hardly
merits consideration. Insist on high
production records in the dam and the

If such records can

back in the pedigree as well, so much
the better. In the case of the sires in
the pedigree, some stress should be
laid on their breeding qualities as
represented by the number of qualified
daughters they have sired.

CULLING THE LAYERS.

Culling, generally speaking, should
be continued throughout the year and
should include the elimination of hens
that are non-productive, sick, thin, of

ever, the whole flock should be given
a careful and systematic culling. Each
hen should be gone over carefully with
the object of picking out and retain-
ing the better producers and market-
ing the.others. At this time it is ad-
visable to ‘select hens that will be
needed for breeders the following
spring. These should be leg-banded
and their eggs savd efor hatching.
The poor producers should be market-
ed as soon as possible.

The best time to cull is during the
latter part of August or the first part
of September. Hens that show indica-
tions of laying at this time have as a
rule been the better producers for the
year. Hens that have been good lay-
ers during their first laying year are
generally the ones that will be the
better producers in the second and
third years. Good producers through-
out the year should be retained for
the next year regardless of age. Re-
latively few hens, however, will prove
to be profitable producers beyond
their second laying year, if they are
of the heavier breeds such as the Ply-
mouth Rock or Wyandotte, or beyond
their third laying
the lighter, breeds, such as Leghorns.
It is also advisable to cull thoroughly
during July in order to eliminate hens
which have started to molt and have
stopped laying.

Hens po:ssssing the following char-
acteristics or a combination of such
characteristics should be culled as
poor producers: sick, weak, lacking
vigor, inactive, poor eaters, those that
have molted or started to molt early,
'those with small, dry, puckered vents,
with small shrivelled, hard, dull color-
ed combs, with thick, rigid pelvic
bones and rear end keel, and small
‘hard abdomen. 1In yellow-skinned
. breeds, poor producers also should
'show yellow or medium yellow shanks,
yellow beaks and vent.

In a good producers, when laying,
the abdomen is soft and flexible, owing
to its increased size, and there is less
tendency at this time to put on fat.
As laying , the abd be-
comes smaller, feels harder. When
culling, remember to depend upon a
 combination of these characteristics
!rather than on any one point alone.

It will be found that birds of the
| Smaller breeds lay very few eggs
after the molting period starts,
| whereas the general-purpose breeds
such as the Plymouth Rock, Rhode Is-
:land Reds, Wyandottes and Orping-
tons often lay well into the molt.

A moist mash, being stimulating, is
of greater value at this time as an
emergency feed, that is, during the
production decline, than when fed,
daily during the year. If a moist
mash has not been fed, it may be used
; to maintain a higher and more steady
lay during the summer and fall
months. Most poultry men prefer to
give a moist mash feed at noon. The
regular dry mash is moistened to a
crumbly consistency, with either sour
milk, buttermilk or water. This sys-
tem followed during the summer
months in connection with a reason-
able amount of culling proves very
successful.

The pleasant farm surrounding is
vital, both for the present welfare of
the individual home and for the future
of country life. Wide-awake young
people will usually hesitate at leaving
an attractive, prosperous farm home
for uncertainties of city life. But eon-
sider the farm homestead as a whole.
It is not merely a question of a few
daisies here, fresh paint and new
porches, broad lawns or tidy doorstep,
but of having living places that, in
their whole effect, are pleasing and
elevating to older folk and children
alike.

A well-planned and well-kept yard
will greatly improve an ugly house; a
pleasing house makes it far easier to
lay out an attractive yard. A house
with a poor yard, or none, is inhos-
pitable and forlorn. Both the house
and grounds must be kept in mind in
planning.

One of the surprising features

owes his community to have his home
as attractive as possible. One little'
farm mother put the truth in a sen-
tence: “Let the home beauty be its
gole duty.”

This is the proper spirit. The farm:
home may be made beautiful by simple'
means. Neatness and orderliness come
first; these combined with a good |

. | veritable garden may soon be de-

veloped.

The farm home is a combined resi-
dence and business headquarters. As
the farm business is but a means to
the home life, it is of first importance
that the farm as a whole should make '
for pleasant home life. If children
are the most important crop the mod-
ern farmer raises, then it follows that
i the most important function of a farm
I is that of supporting a good home. If
| every farm child were in attractive
home surroundings, many of the prob-
lems of life would be solved, and we
would be facing the question of keep-
ing the boys and girls on the farm.

The influence of farm environment
has a subconscious but potent effect on
children. Even while the barn is only
a playground to the children, here
may be taught orderliness and thrift,
as also in woodlot, orchard, meadow
and field, all giving one grand ex-
ample in living object lessons of good
farming. The orchards, while not
primarily intended to serve as an
aesthetic purpose, may form the most
beautiful part of the farm. An orch-
ard of standard apples could profit-
ably be planted near the farm home
——

about an attractive home surround.
Ings is that few people can describe it
when they have left it behind, where-
as, if we visit a homely and unattrac.
tive farm home, we can usually give
it a very vivid description. In plan.
ning farm homes, Professor Davies, of
Cornell College, advises that there are
seven points that we should empha-
size:

1. The place must be well furnish-
‘ed with trees and shrubbery.

2. The house should be prominent,
should have a good setting.

3. There must be an open space of
lawn.

4. The trees and the smaller plants
should be massed or grouped at the
sides or at the rear rather than scat-
tered all over the place.

6. There must be no unnecessary
fences, walks or drives,

6. There must be no curiosities con-
spicuously placed in the yard, such as
piles or stones, odd rocks, or shells.

7. The place must be neat and well
kept so that it may look as if the resi-
dents gave it loving care.

The house being headquarters, this
should be connected with the highway
and the surrounding buildings by
serviceable walks and drives. It
should "have an' attractive setting.
That is the first and main purpose
of the yard, by which is meant two
distinct ideas: First, the house should
have a background of sufficient
growth of trees and shrubs to give it
a protected appearance; second, the
setting should afford opporunity for
outdoor life on the lawn and in the
shaded corners.

Dehorning Calves,

The causic potash method of de-
horning calves not only is the most
humane but perhaps the easiest and
may be practiced without danger to
the animal. The proper time to de-
horn is when the calf is from five to
seven ‘days old, at which time the but-
tons are easily located.

Older calves, having small horns,
may also be dehorned by this method,
but the operation is slightly more dif-
ficult and less likely to be as effective.
