reduced rate of duty and by so doing toi 
benefit the Canadian producer. On the 
other hand the Australian producer will 
also benefit by being able to ship his 
goods onto the Canadian market at a 
low rate of duty. In both instances, 
however, the home market is to be pro­
tected for the home producer. Now 
what do we find when we examine the 
treaty. We find this: A collection of 
Canadian articles which are granted im­
portation into Australia at what is con­
sidered a low rate of duty by the Aus­
tralian government. On this list we 
find that potted fish may be imported 
into Australia at 25 per cent, duty ; 
corsets. 40%; iron and steel tubes. 40%; 
boots and rubbers, 30%; vehicle parts.
50%. Now it appears to me that even 
the most partisan member of the Liberal 
party will find it difficult to convince 
himself that these rates, which are higher 
than our own rate from the United States, 
are going to aid our producers to get 
their goods onto the Australian markets.
Think it over!

But what art we granting Australia in 
return for this extreme generosity?
This is what the treaty states: Australian 
meat may be imported into Canada at 

Uc. per pound; lard and similar sub­
stances, free; beeswax, free; eggs,free; 
cheese, free; butter, 1c. per pound; 
tomatoes and other vegetables, free; 
apples, dried or evaporated, 10%; fruit 
in air-tight cans, )c. per pound; honey ,| 
lc. per pound; fruit 
free. Remarkable, is it not?

It will be interesting to discover just 
how this is going to effect the valley 
farmers. Even before the treaty came 
into effect, at the first of the present 
month, Australian butter was competing 
with the local product on the Halifax 
market. Furthermore, the above figures 
are actual facta, not political propa­
ganda. One does not hear the Liberal 
speakers broadcasting them from the 
plnttam. One is not surprised at that.

But that is not all the present Govern­
ment has done. It has drawn up an agree-

But during the 
“Golden Era" between 1897 and 1911 
the Liberal party had shackled the 
country with two Transcontinental Rail­
ways, costing hundreds of millions of 
dollars, which are yearly increasing the 
national debt over fifty millions of 
dollars.

Lord Alverstone, Chief Justice of Great 
Britain said, “After forty yeais at the 
bar, and ten as a judge I have no hesita­
tion in saying that ninety per cent, of 
the crime in this country is due to in­
dulgence in strong drink.” * 

Addressing the Grand Jury in Winni­
peg some time ago the Judge said: 
“Most of the cases in these assizes are 
directly or indirectly due to liquor. Es­
pecially does this apply to the foreign- 
speaking population who are industrious 
and hard-working when sober, but are 
like wild beasts when under the influence 
of liquor ”, Picariello and Mrs. Lasandra 
paid the extreme penalty for shooting a 
policeman in Blairmore, Alberta, because 
he interfered with their bootlegging traf­
fic. And so we could multiply 
of strong drink being one of 
causes of crime.

Another cause of crime is addiction 
to habit-forming drugs. “The great 
majority of drug-addicts are of the 
underworld type.” F. W. Cowan of 
the Opium and Narcotic Drugs Division 
of the Federal Department of Health 
says that although the evil is somewhat 
abating in Canada, one of the great 
needs is compulsory treatment of drug 
addicts. In this way alone will the evil 
be finally eradicated.

WHEN THE commission appointed by the Rhodes govern- 

ment to investigate conditions affecting the coal industry 
ot this province gets down to business it is to be hoped that the 
rase of the consumer may come in for a generous consideration. 
For the past ten years the problem of providing a sufficient fuel 
supply has taxed the ingenuity of the thrifty householder. No matter 
how careful he is in his estimate the appropriation for the winter’s 
supply of coal invariably falls short.

Then the cost of mining coal was quoted at ninety cents per ton 
while now it is said to cost three dollars.

We have been looking for relief which so far 
has not put in an appearance. With another cold winter close at 
hand the prospect afforded by present fuel prices is far from reas­
suring Frequent conflicts between the miners and operators ap­
parently always tend to the disadvantage of those upon whom the 
grim duty of keeping the home fires burning falls.

“FIRE PREVENTION”

Essay by Miss Elsie Churchill, Grade

Hantsport has once more been called 
upon to rtloum the loss of one of its most 
highly respected citizens, Capt. Charles 
Lawrence, who passed away at his home 
on Thursday. Although ah* invalidvfor 
eighteen years he was always patient, 
and maintained a most cheerful outlook 
on life, taking great interest in all that 
was going on around him, particularly in 
shipping circles. Capt. Lawrence started 
following, the sea in his early days. 
Some of the ships he was master of, 
owned by E. Churchill & Son, were the 
Swansea, Ontario, Çhebucto; others 
were Rock City, British America, and 
Lily. It was while blaster of the latter 
that he received recognition from the 
British Government, being presented 
with a beautiful gold watch for rescuing 
a shipwrecked crew. On the inside cover 
of the watch is the following inscrip­
tion, “Presented by his Majesty’s Gov­
ernment to Capt. Charles Lawrence, 
Master of the brig “Lily” of Nova 
Scotia, in testimony of his generous 
services to the shipwrecked- crew of 
barque “Virgilia” of South Shields, in 
February, 1874”. Capt. Lawrence 
thought nothing of endangering his own 
life to rescue a man from a watery grave, 
and is said to have been one of the best 
navigators that ever sailed a ship. He 
is survived by his widow, who was 
formerly Miss Lily Davison, daughter 
of Mrs. John Davison, Hantsport, and 
five chidren,—Mildred, Mrs. (Rev.) A. 
Weir, of Wallace, Cumberland county? 
Frank, of Grand Mere, Quebec; Joy, 
Mrs. Jack Redden, Halifax; Marguerite, 
at home; and Albert, Montreal.

The funeral services, which were large­
ly attended, took place on Saturday 
afternoon, conducted by Rev. Z. L. Fash, 
pastor of the Baptist church, assisted by 
Dr. Mellick.

There is no part of the world that has 
not many queer superstitions concern- 

weddings. Some of them are good 
omens, while others are suppose* to 
bring equally bad luck. In many coun­
tries the bride always carries- salt to the 
ceremony in order to bring good luck. 
It is also good luck if it rains on the 
bride as she enters the church, as this 
indicates that she will always see pleasure 
come from her trials. If a dog barks 
during the ceremony, there is an enemy 
in the room.

In some places, it is considered luck 
for the wedded couple to run out of the 
church holding hands. After the cere­
mony, the one first to rise from the altar 
will always in after life be the fgst to 
rise in the morning. If this omen actu­
ally came true, most weddings would 
prov^ to be a regular “Alphonse and 
Gaston" affair, with both the bride and 
groom saying sweetly, “after you, my 
dear!”

If the best man stumbles on his way 
down the aisle, bad luck is in store for 
the groom. If the bridesmaid stumbles, 
the poor bride will get all the misfor­
tunes. When you marry, do not try to 
make your responses to the minister 
very loud, as wedding superstition says 
that the one who answers the loudest 
will have the least voice in thç house­
hold. Also be careful in selecting your 
attendants. Remember, it is very un­
lucky to have at the altar a person with 
the same name as either the bride or 
groom.

It seems rather odd to claim that 
happiness is sure to attend a wedded 
couple whose relatives refuse to attend 
the wedding ceremony after they have 
been invited, but in many countries 
both the bride and the groom are much 
elated if this happens. Gbod luck will 
also come fo a couplé if a pigeon alights

upon the chuich as they enter it to be 
married. Should the principals be re­
quired to sign their names upon a church 
register, it is considered unlucky if the 
bnde signs her maiden name instead of 
the new married one. *

The best of luck will come to the bride 
who stands upon a floral bed, letting 
the petals of a white rose drop upon her 
She must be certain that this does not 
happen if the ceremony takes place 
under an archway, or between folding 
doors in a home. It seems that people 
who believe in wedding superstitions 
Would hare a difficult problem to select 
a ceremony which would be proof against 
all bad-luck omens.

ANOTHER ACADIAN MEMORIAL

The announcement is made that in 
Louisiana steps have been about com­
pleted for the setting up of a memorial 
in honor of the exiled Acadians who, 
170 years ago, made their homes there 
after their banishment from Acadia.
» It will be recalled that, at the time of 

the great dispersion, many of the un­
fortunate families settled in Louisiana, 
and they, and their descendants, built 
up a prosperous community in which, 
even today, customs that were once ob­
served in the vicinity of Grand Pre, a 
century and a half ago, are faithfully 
adhered to. The memorial is to take the 
form of a large park, its selection being 
determined by some of the passages in 
Longfellow’s “Evangeline”, and, in ev­
ery sense worthy of the event to be kept 
before the public min<\

From Nova Scotia, where, at Gran 
Pre, the memory of the Acadian is pre­
served in monument form, to Louisiana 
is a long way—the extremes, as it were, 
of the tragedy of 1755, yet the ends 
having been fixed, the story of the suf­
ferings of the exiles of other days will 
serve as much needed lessops for these 
days—a lesson in faith, and in hope, and 
m courage.

In this connection it is interesting to 
recall yhat the late Chief Justice White, 
the highest judicial officer of his day 
in the United States, was a descendant 
of the Acadians who, following the great 
dispersion,! settled in the State of Louisi­
ana cm th^ Gull of Mexico.
