NEWS PER MAIL
The Vale of Cashmere.

The Home of Blear-Eyed Children 
and Cashmere shawls.

If there was a parad so on earth, be 
lieved in by the poets, it was the Vale 
of Cashmere. Here was the abode of 
a handsome, industrious and happy 
racf, whose ^kill and refinement was 
attested by the marveLous products of 
its looms. Id the most luxurious erien- 
tal harem, in the boudoir of the western 
beauty, the possession of the finest 
shavvl of Cashmere, was a distinction ot 
wealth and favour as high as ceuld be 
paid. Dwelling hiarh up in the shelter- 

gigantic Himalayas, in a valley it* 
self ever five-thousand feet above sea 
level, the people of Cashmere enjoyed 
a fortunate climate and possessesed a 
soil of almost unequalled fertility, 
fruits grew in abundance, and their 
cultivation was so early a science there 
h it we are said to have obtained our 

knowledge of grafting and budding 
from tiie people of Cashmere.

This once beautiful and happy region 
is now the scene of wretchedness. Dur* 
ing this yeai in grievous famine has 
stricken the land. The infrequent 
travellers there report the most heart­
rending scenes, and the sight of a deso­
late land. Great tracts of land are 
uncultivated ; villages are in decay ; 
-tarvation walks abroad j thousands 
have died ; many have made their way 
out of the valleys, through the high 
pa.*S"S, into Afghanistan, in a wretched 
plight, an I those who remain exhibit 
every si^-n of wretchedness.

The cause of this famine and decay 
is believed to be simply cruel, oppres* 
iVe, and bad government, and ,to this 
ct the attention of the English govern 

rm nt, if not exactly responsible for the 
sad state of a ffairs, is the titulalr guar­
dian of Cashmere, and has the power 
ot exacting justice and decent govern* 
ment there. Indeed, England sold 
Cashmere to the oppressors, and receiv­
ed her pay in cash. The story is briefly 
this: At the treaty signed at Lahore 
in 1846, which concluded the first Sikh 
war, Lord Hardinge, in lieu of a money 
indemnity, offered a large cession of 
territory, included in which was the 
province of Cashmere. There was at 
that time a soldier of Fortune, named 
Gholab Singh, who had raised himself 
to the principality of Jummoo, and iu 
a short time annexed important ad* 
jacent territory. By a treaty subse­
quent to that just named it wasarrang- 
ed that Gholab should purchase bask 
a portion of the territory ceded to the 
English, to be held by him and his heirs 
as an independent possession. In this 
way he became owner and ruler of 
Cashmere, under the English protection. 
He paid for this in Cash £800,000, and 
assumed certain obligations to help the 
English in war, and to take no other 
Europeans into his service. The En* 
glish would protect him from his ex ter* 
nal enemies, and he paid annually ic 
tokeu of allegiance11 one horse, twelve 
perfect shawl goats of approved breed 
(six male and six female). and three 
pairs of cashmere shawls.” He had a 
good bargan. He ruled over 1 500 000 
people, had an army of 27,000 men.amf 
revenue of £1,000,000. In 1837 Ghol, 
ab died, and his son Run beer ruled as 
maharajah in his stead. Since then 
the relations between Cashmere and 
India have been of the ordinary kind, 
and a considerable trade has sprung up, 
which has lately fallen away, owing to 
the disturbed condition of eastern 
Turkistan, and the suffering in Cash­
mere.

It bow appears, by the reports of 
British officers and travellers, that the 
famine and suffering in Cashmere are 
due almost wholly to the rapacity, cors 
ruption, and cruelty of the maharajah. 
He and his rapacious tax collectors 
have literally sucked the life out of the 
fair land. As long ago ps 1872 the de­
gradation of the people had become al­
most absolute under these cruel^task- 
makers. This was attested by the 
half-deserted villages, the neglected 
lands, and the groups of listless men and 
blear-eyed children clustered before 
the village shawl-loom, toiling out; 
their spiritless lives for the gain of the 
rajah. Js no object for the wretched til­
lers of the soil to raise anything, for 
they are despoiled of all tbeir crops by 
the extortionate.tribute-collectors. The

same thing happened here that happen» 
ed on the upper Nile ; the extortion 
was so excessive that it did not pay to 
raise crops—the poor people were not 
allowed to retain enough of their own 
crops to sustain life.

That M the state of affairs in one of 
the fairest of the Indian provinces, in 
the land of sentiment and song. The 
poor halGstarved remnants of the people 
cry for English rule. Just now the 
finances of India are in no condition to 
buy back Cashmeie, but the interest of 
humanity will not permit the English 
people to be indifferent to the misery of 
this once prosperous land. The

A Notable Family.

Lord William Berusford, who was 
decorated by the Queen in person 
with the Victoria Cross for gallantly 
at Ulundi, has now gone back to res 
sume his duties as aide-de-camp to 
the Viceroy cf India. He is a broth­
er to the Marquis of Waterford, The 
Beresfords are a dashing set. Lord 
Charles, distinguished for the number 
of persons he has rescued from drown­
ing, is commander of the royal yacht 
now appropriated to the Prince of 
Wales, with whom he is a great fa­
vorite. The mother of these young 
men was a sister to Mrs. Cavendish 
Bentinck, whose daughter, Lady 
Sykes, recently attracted so much 
notice in New York. Their father 
was a clergyman, and succeeded to 
the title and estates’when his brother, 
the renowned practical joker, was 
killed by a fall from his horse. The 
present Marquis some years ago clop 
ed with a married lady considerably 
his senior, whom society condemned 
as much the most to blame. He mar­
ried her, but she did not long survive, 
and then he matried a daughter of 
the Duke of Beaufort, and has turned 
into a reputable country gentleman, 
almost always resident on his prince* 
ly estate, Curraghmore, which, in 
point of its demesne,” is the finest 
thing in Ireland. He has great phy« 
sioal power. The Beresfords, £ai 
though still possessing political in- 
flueuce, do not dominate in Irish pos 
litics as they once did. The present 
head of the house has evinced ao^po* 
litical ability.

Origin of Language.

A Frenchman named Claireford 
has published a small work, in which 
he revives the argument that the ear­
liest attempts at human speech were 
imitations of natural sounds or the 
cries of animals ; and he contends 
that out of recollections and repetit 
tions of those sounds, the names of cer­
tain natural phenomena, and of ani­
mals and other objects, originated. 
He finds numerous examples in the 
French language, and thinks that 
proof might be found in other langu* 
ages if search were made, and sug­
gests that the Geographical Society 
of Paris might furnish instructions to 
their travellers, to collect from 
amongst the natives of different coun­
tries all the sounds traceable to the 
sources indicated above. M. Claire* 
fond is of opinion that the series of 
sounds, words, and expressions thus; 
collected, would aid in the discovery 
of the origin of language. Taken in 
connection with natural sounds, the 
origin of words in our own language, 
—such as thunder, sigh, whisper— 
becomes evident.

Fôrtune, never tired of favouring 
the Irish, bestowed on them another 
distinction.

Bishop Colenso still manfully upholds 
ithe cause of Cetywayo.. in a letter 
Written to England he indignantly prê­
tant* against the deposition and depor­
tation of the Zulu King, “ whose ap­
pearance and behavior,” he says, “ are 
totally at variance with the notiont 
people had formed from the malignant 
misrepresentations of Sir Bartle Frere.” 
He states that down to the very last 
both indunas and people were, almost 
to a man, loyal to their King, and that 
it is unwis» for the English to ignore, 
as they are now doing, the existence of 
.0 sentiment which is as honorable to 
the Zulus aa is inconsistent with the 
theory that they have been living un­
der an intolerably cruel and oppressive 
rule. The Bishop then asks whether 
the circumstances attending the King’s 
surrender really show any want of 
loyalty on the part of his people. Some 
people thtnk that they do, and point to 
the fact that his hiding place was be' 
trayed to the English force. Upon 
this the Bishop makes the following re-

Then the scheme was adopted which 
had been practised once before in the 
war, of taken them blindfolded, each to 
a separate spot, when two gunshots 
were fired, and eaoh~of course suppos­
ed that the other two were killed. And 
so the seçret was obtained from one or 
more of them.” Another incident 
cpIIs for similar reprobation from the 
Bishop. It appears that when Cetys 
wayo was on the way to Port Dunford, 
at dinner he asked for more beef, but 
this was refuse^? him. He was, how­
ever, supplied with a pint of rum, and, 
according to the Bishop’s informant, he 
was given this allowance daily until he 
embarked. At Ulundi. when a white 
trader introduced spirits the^ving in­
terdicted their sale. The Bishop also 
expresses a hope that John Dunn’s 
qualifications for Chieftainship will be 
well discussed in England, adding, “ I 
think I may say that his appointment 
is utterly condemned by all right-mind­
ed men in Natal a* a mockery of all 
principles of morality, Christianity and 
civilization,” The Bishop remarks 
that the list of native rulers of Zulu- 
land includes very few of the important 
chiefs, and he is of opinion that no due 
provision has been made for controlling 
the disorders that will inevitably break 
out among the Zulus or for advancing 
their progress in civilization. His 
plan is to unite the whole country un 
der one native ruler, and be sees in the 
present’s^te of att’^iis every reason 
why Cetywayo should, after the lapse 
of a few months, he restored to that 
position, “ of course with powers duly 
limited, under a British Resident, who 
sheuld be an English gentleman of chan 
acter and ability.” He says that ‘Cet 
ywaye has one son, about twentykfive 
years old, named Diunizulu, who may 
have been killed among those who tri­
ed to escape when his father had been 
«captured, but who. if living, will be an 
important factor in th efuture history of 
52uluIao4»" The Bishop’s letter, al­
though registered, was opened in its 
passage through the English Post Of­
fice.

Public Highways,

In our columns to-day will be 
found a most interesting extract from 
a valued correspondent resident at 
Southwest Arm, Green Bay. From 
the extract referred to it would ap- 
pear that the grant for the construc­
tion of the main line of road to the 
Humber valley, referred to in a for* 
mer issue of this journal, has been 
still further supplemented by a sum 
of fifteen hundred dollars. This sum 
of money it was hoped would have 
completed the line of road as far as 
Indian Brook before the close of the 
season ; but owing to the departure 
of some of the men employed, the 
work has unavoidably been postpons 
ed until next year. It is, however, 
satisfactory to know that, notwith­
standing the interruption thus caused, 
nine miles good road has been laid 
out, five of which have been gravell* 
ed and the remaining four stumped 
and cleared, a portion of the money 
still remaining unexpended, which 
will be available for the completion 
of the work during the ensuing slim­
mer. In the present as in the for­
mer communication, our correspond­
ent speaks highly of the agticultural 
capabilities of the line of country 
through which this road will pass. In 
referring to the subject we cannot 
but express our most unqualified ap.» 
proval of the wisdom which has guide 
ed the policy of our present ad minis* 
tration in the opening up, by the 
construction of this line of road, of a 
most valuable agricultural region, 
the development of the vast and in­
valuable resources of which, cannot 
fail in die future to contribute large* 
ly to the material wealth and ftd-’ 
vanuement of the colony. In speak­
ing thus we have in full view the 
steady progress which has already 
marked the efforts of agricultural en­
terprise on the part of our people, 
and that in the face of obstacles 
which might appear in many install- 
ees almost insurmountable, from the 
nature of the soil and the almost ut­
ter absence of those important and 
necessary aids to ^agricultural indus­
try, namely, good and substantial 
roads. When so much good has al­

There is a province of the Domina 
ion known as New Brunswick. Fred­
ericton is its governmental metropo­
lis. We don’t know how many 
houses Fredericton contains, or the 
height of said houses. Its people 
may wear tweed or broadcloth for 
aught we know. This we know—its 
horizon is at present illuminated by 
a “Star.” A brilliant and erratic 
luminary. The guiding genius ofthis 
stellar phenomenon is a disbanded 
member of the Terra Nova Mounted 
Constabulary.

That an occupation 
so eminently conducive to the devel­
opment of literary genius, should 
exercise its influence upon the 
intellectual faculties of such a preco­
cious and promising youth as our 
friend Jim, is by no means to be 
wondered at. Time, the great arbi­
ter of the destinies of nation , and of 
men, sped on, and Jim, thirsting for 
fame, availed of a favorable opportu. 
nity to visit the metropolis of the 
land of his birth. Here we find il 
difficult to follow the then obscure 
and tortuous windings in the career 
of one destined in the future to wield 
such a mighty in the political affairs 
of Now Brunswick.

A Trip to the Dominion.
No. 4.

Early on the following morning I was 
astir, as 1 was anxious to conclude my 
business in the ci:y so as to be in tun#- 
or the evening train to Ottawa, about 5 

o clock Havin paruiken of breakfast.
I engaged a sleigh an I proceeded to? varia 
ou- quai ter» of thecity tn execute »jerlain 
commissions '-vi h which f ha I neen en* 
trusted before leaving St. John's, and to 
tran-act some personal i usines»of im­
portance noces ary before my departure 
for my intended destination Being a 
stranger m the city, the time devoted 
;o the execution of ti is ta-k was neces­
sarily longer than it might have been to* 
resident in. or to one more intimately 
acquainted wish the leading th-iroghfarea 
of the city, and consequ.-n ly I was pre­
cluded on this oc 'asi -n from visiting the 
lea-ling buildings or objects within its 
environs Having concluded all my ar­
rangements satisfactorily. I returned to 
mv hole about half-pa t four o’clock, 
and learned that owing to the intended 
departure for Ottawa of the newly e ecu 
ed members for the city, Messrs. Devlin 
and McKenzie, the train would not b» 
likely to eave with accustomed punctu* 
alrty. Tins sho-t delay, though likely to* 
prove of some convenience, by giving 
time for the conclusion of final arrange* 
men ts, was not sufficiently on gio per* 
mit ot it» being tuvriod to advantage for 
personal visitation of any of the publio 
buildings, even within this section of the 
city. Time however, quickly sped on 
towards the hour of departure, which wt-s 
soon made known throughout the city 
by the more than ordinary bustle and exs 
citement in its leading thoroughfares 
caused by the congregation of large nurai* 
ber of its leading citizens, at the various 
rendezvous for the purpose of accom* 
panying their members to the railway 
depot, en route for the capital of the 
Dominion. The time having at length 
arrived, I proceeded to the station.check' 
ed my luggage and secured a comfortable- 
seat for the remainder of my joui ney the 
members for Montreal accompanied by a 
vastassemb.ageof their friends and sup« 
potters with banners flying in the breeze 
and several bands of music, subsequently 
appearing on the scene. These gentle­
men having taking their places on board 
the train after a vero short delay glided 
from the stnrion amidst the cheers and 
acclamation of the assembled multitude
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As we proceeded on our journey, the 
number of passengers, which leaving 
Montreal was quite sufficient to ensure 
comfort, was gradually increased at the 
vaiious stations en route by fresh acces­
sions to our numbers, the greater por­
tion being senators, members of Domin-. 
ion parliament and others, bound for the 
same destination This increase in the 
number of passengers rendered travel - 
.ing for the remainder of the journey 
somewhat inconvenient and disagreeable 
owing to the over crowded state of the 
ca>riages and the imperfect system of 
ventilation which made the atmosphere 
almost insupportable. The inconveni* 
ence and annoyance thus caused by the 
limited capacity of the cars which size 
and construction were decidedly inferior 
was the source of universal comment and 
disapproval of all the passengers, and 
many and loud were the threats of subs 
sequent investigations and exposure di­
rected against the employees of the com1* 
pany, especially by those connected with 
the legislature. As an instance of the 
extreme variabi ity of climate I would 
mention that at the time of our dépars 
ture from Montreal, late in the evening 
of the 3rd, the weather was unusually 
mild, the rain falling in heavy showers, 
but through the night the wind veered 
to the northwest, so that our arrival a 
few hours subsequent at the Prescott 
Junction, it was freezing intensely. Af­
ter a short delay at Prescott, where a 
more suitable change of cars was made 
once more, in accordance with our re* 
quirements, we leit for Ottawa where 
we arrived at halfspastnine on the morn-* 
ing of the 4th the theimomeler at the 
time of our arrival marking 30° be ow 
zero. On arriving at the terminus, near 
the east end, before leaving the station 
We could distinctly recognize, looming in 
the distance, on an elevated site towards 
the southwest of the city, the massive 
outlines of the Parliment Buildings. The 
flag of the Dominion floating from the 
Victoria tower, the centre and most pros 
minent external feature ot this magnifia 
cent pile of buildings, the most attrac­
tion in point ot architecture and the most 
stupendous and costly of any to be found 
on the Ameircan continent.

“Since my last the grant for our main 
road has been increased by a sum of$1500 
and it was hoped by the parties most ins 
terested, that they would reach Indian 
Brook, distant twelve miles, before frost 
or snow prevented their working but 
owing to unavoidable cause*, chiefly 
the leaving of some of their men, and 
whose places could not be tilled without 
incurring more expense than the occa­
sion warranted.
