| SOME OF THE EXPENSES.

Details of Accounts over the
Late Premier’s Funeral,

Where the Most of the Money Weant in
the Halifax Ceremonial.

In view of the debate in parliament re-
garding the expense of the funeral of Sir
John Thompson, the following details
may be of interest. The expenses of the
services at the Romgn Catholic Cathedral
in Ottawa are not in the accounts so far
submitted to parliament.

Hon. J. A. Ouimet stated in the House
of Commons that the amount of the bills
sent to the government in connection with
the funeral expenses of Sir John Thomp-
son was $33,779. These were considerably
reduced, but in the opinion of Mr. Oui-
met would amount to the sum voted by
parliament, namely]{ $25,000.

The bills already certified by Mr. Coste,
who had charge of the funeral, amount to
$25,608, and still none of the bills are in-
cluded for the church service at the Basil-
ica, in Ottawa, and which Mr. Foster says
will amount to between $800 and $900.
For the work of draping the Halifax
Roman Catholic cathedral and Nova
Scotia provincial buildings, the men were
paid $314.30.

W. Davies, opening and fitting on
30 locks on pews at St. Mary’s chapel, $4.
Halifax Illuminating and Motor Co.,
lighting provincial buildings, $333.24.

For building arch and one holy cross,
cemetery, $143.00.

FARMER SOHAUB'S FIND.

A Remarkable Iron Pot that Roused the
Hope and Curiosity of Flatlands.

A remarkable find was made in the
barnyard of Henry Sohaub, a farmer of
Flatlands, N. J., he other day. Mr. So-
haub was having excavations made for
the foundation of a new barn, and several
men were digging with shovels and picks.
When they had reached a depth of four
feet a pick struck something that gave out
a dull, metallic sound. The workmen
cleared a small part of the obstacle and
found that it was iron, much rusted.
Further digging showed that the iron was
the cover of what seemed to be a large
pot, so heavy that the man, after clearing
it all around, was unable to stir it. He
went to Mr. Sohaub and told him of the
discovery.

The farmer was much excited. He re-
called that some years before a box filled
with goldvand silver coin was dug up in a
back yard in Flatlands, and that in anoth-
er place not far away a quntity of house-
hold silver had been found by a farmer
ploughing. It was rumored that during
the Revolution many persons then living
in the region where Flatlands now is had
buried their treasures lest they should fall
into the hands of the enemy. Moreover,
a fortune-teller had once come there and
had told Si Stellin, who gave her $1 for
falling into a trance, that there was
buried treasure at the foot of a tree on the
place. As a consequence the frees on Si’s
place suffered considerably from the daily
efforts of the owner and the nightly ef-
forts of some of his fellow townsmen, but
without any recompense in the line of
treasure to the owner. The farmer’s
mind ran over all these things, and he
hoped it was gold, not silver, that made
the big iron pot so heavy.

With spade in hand he helped the
workmen clear away the dirt around the
pot, and then he tried to lift the pot out.
His greatest endeavors could hardly stir
it, though he is a strong man.

““It's gold sureas a gun,” he cried in
tremulous delight. “ Get hold here, you
men, and help.”

Thres of the men laid hold, and their
united strength, added to that of Mr. So-
haub. finally brought the pot to the sur-
face. - Then they couldn’t get the cover
off. The farmer tried to pry it loose with
a spade, and then got a crowbar, but in
vain.

‘‘ Break it in with a pick,” he cried to
one of the workmen, losing his patience.
The pick swung, and the iron lid clang-
ed so tremendously that the neighors be-
gan to gather to see what was going on.
But the stout iron pot resisted all endeav-
ors to open it. Finding that the vessel
could not be opened with any means then
at hand, Mr. Sohaub sent for the village
blackemith. Down came the blacksmith,
hammer and tongs, and a crowd followed,
asking eager questions.

“ Farmer é)haub’s found a pot full of
gold coins on his place and I'm going up
to open it,” said the smith to all inquirers.
A hundred persons gathered around
the mysterious vessel as the smith# pre-
pared to begin operations. Meanwhile
the crowd commented.

“Likely they’re English coins buried in
old tiwes,” said one,

“I’se heerd my gran’'mam tell as how
pieruts buried their treasures in these
parts,” suggested a sun-bonneted woman.
“Tell you what, Henry,” piped up a
neighbor, “I’ll swap yer my sorrel mare
fer yer pot as it stan’s, unsight’n unseen.”
“Not by a darn sight,” returned the
farmer sturdily. “That pot’ll buy a hull
stable, I reckon.”

“Thet’s right, Henry; thet’s right,”
squeaked the oldest inhabitant. “They’s
a sight o’ vallybles. buried hereabouts
thet’s ben lyin’ sgence the English got
licked by George Wash’'non. Like’s not
the pot’s chuck full uv gold spoons ’n silv-
teapots 'n things.”

The smith swung up his great hammer,
and as it clanged mightily against the lid
a split appeared across the whole cover,
to insert a wedge and with a blow send
the lid flying off in two pieces was the
work of a second. Then a great shout
went up from the crowd. The pot was
quite empty.

ON. A BARREN REEF.

The captain of the echooner Ellen John-
son, which arrived at San Francisco last
week from Nicaragua, reporied that he
had been compelled to abandon three
gailors on a barren coral atoll, three miles
in diameter, and rising but two or three
feet above the ocean’level, off the Pacific
coast of Nicaragua. The reef is rich in
phosphates, and the schooner went there
with twenty-five men to get aboard a
cargo. There is no harbor, and vessels
are loaded by lighter. - The sea was very
rough, and when the vessel was nearly
loaded the line parted while three men
were acshore. The captain had to put to
gea for safety and leave the men.. The
men have plenty of food, but will have to
depend on rain for water, and will have
to remain on the barren reef until an-
other schooner may chance to take them
off. There are birds in the air and sharks
in the sea surrounding it, and altogether
the men must be having 2s unlovely a
time as could well be imagined.

THE LIBERAL LEADER.

Scorches the Government for
the Curran Bridge Steal

How the Tory Campaign Funds are
Raised.

There was a burst of Liberal applause
in the House of Commons at Ottawa the
other day when Hon. Mr. Laurier arose to
speak on the motion to censure Hon. John
Haggart, the minister of railways, for his
mismanagement by which the country
was robbed of $200,000 in the construc-
tion of the famous Curran bridge. Mr.
Laurier opened fire on the government
without waste of words, and presented a
strong arraignment of the minister of rail-
ways and canals. Mr. McLennan, he said,
had told the house that the minister of
railways was able to take care of himself.
So the house would have supposed, but
upon this occasion he quailed before the
attempt. In fact the indictment of sean-
dal which had been presented by Mr.
Davies was so streng that neither the
Minister who was implicated nor any of
his colleagues had dared to open their
mouths in his defence. They did not de-
ny the wrong of which he was guilty, and
for which he was responsible, but they
had called upon their followers to come
to his rescue, and the language which the
house had heard from their followers was
quite in keeping with the attitude which
had been maintained by the men in
office, who on all occasions had been pro-
fuse of exuberant declarations that they
would spurn corruption from their ranks,
but who

HAD TURNED IN THEIR TRACKS

upon the task. The house had not for-
gotten the pledge given to the people of
Canada by the late Prime Minister when,
with solemn words and upon a solemn
occasion, as the corner of the veil had
been lifted from the secrecy which had
hitherto hidden the transactions of the
great spending departments of Canada,
and the people of Canada had stood
aghast at the revelations which had been
made, he had promised that all offences
would be investigated, and that all of-
fenders would be punished. This was
the pledge given at the time, and the
conduct of the government was the latest
evidence thatthe pledge was given simply
to reassure disquieted public opinion, but
never was intended to disturb those who
had perpetrated these offences, and still
lees to disturb the party that had profited
by these offences. Before that pledge the
government had given upon the floor of
the house the measure of what was to be
expected from it, when Mr. Lister im-
peached the minister of railways

CHARGING HIM WITH GROSS OFFENCES

in connection with the C. P. R., and when
the government invoked —no, did not
invoke, but invenied — the statute of limi-
tations, worded to ‘prevent the light of
day from ever penetrating into that dark
record. And so it had been ever after
wards, when in t je session of 1893, Mr.
Edgar had charged2the post-master-gen-
eral with having fraudulently appropri-
ated $100,000 of the moneys voted by
parliament to the Lake St.John and Tem-
iscouta railways, the government stepped
to the front, notwithstanding the pledge
given by Sir John Thompson that all of-
fences would be ventilated in order to
burk an effective investigation by parlia-
ment. Later on in the session of 1894,
when Mr. Edgar, even with an imperfect
investigation, was able to show that the
Postmaster general had appropriated $25,
000 of those moneys — though not, of
course, taking them out of the treasury,
but in a circuitous way —and had dis-
tributed them for the aid of two fellow
members of the house; when Mr. Edgar
showed also that in this very city two
men had been indicted before the Assizes
for a similar offence, convicted and sent-
enced ; when Mr. Edgar pointed out the
fact that the presiding judge and the
progecuting counsel had stated that there
were men high in office who had’

PROFITED BY THEIR OFFENCES,

and when Mr. Edgar asked parliament to
mete out to them, though in a minor de-
gree, some measure of the same justice
which had been meted out to these lesser
offenders, the government came to the
rescue of the accused, who was enabled to
state on the floor of parliament that in a
similar situation he would do the same
thing again. And now at this day, when
it was proved that a similar transaction
has taken place in the Department of
railways —one of those transanctions
with which unfortunately the people of
Canada had become too familiar; one of
those transactions which invariable re-
sulted disastrously to the treasury, but
beneficially to the government and to
their friends — the government bhad not
the courage to stand up, but it put up its
friends to say that there had been no
wrong for which the government was
regponsible. The indictment was so
strong that the members of the govern-
ment did not meet it, and those who sat
behind them met it in a circuitous way.
The house had been told by Mr. McLennan
that there were motives behind the at-
tack. It had not been denied by any of
the ministerial members who had spoken
that

A GREAT WRONG HAD BEEN COMMITTED

in the construction of these bridges to the
detriment of the people of Canada ; that

/| that had been pillage most impudent, cor-

ruption open, flagrant and shameless. It
was not denied that the country had been
deprived and defrauded to the amount of
nearly $200,000, but the defence was that
though all this was true the minister of
railways was not responsible. He was
the victim, not sinning but sinned
against. He took issue with the state-
ment, he charged the hon. gentlemen,
not one of whom had dared to speak,
that if there had been corruption, open,
flagrant and shameless; if the country
had been defrauded of nearly $200,000, it
was due altogether to the fact that the
minister of railways had openly and de-
signedly violated the law of his depart-
ment. The house knew something of
the methods which were employed in the
good old times in order to replenish. the
party treausury at the expensé of the
dominion treasury. It was ascertained at
a famous investigation how it was that
plans, tenders and specification were al-
tered, arranged, re-arranged, figured up
and figured down, 8o that the contract
mtght fall into the hands of a

who paid for the privilege by contribut-
ing handsomely for charitable purposes,

as was the pious expression invented for
the occasion, Mr, Laurier then discussed

the evidence which had been adduced at
the investigation of the scandal, and
showed that Mr. Haggart had dispensed
with public tenders altogether, in contra-
vention of the law, that he had been
guilty of a lamentable error of judgment ;
that there had been no proper supervision
of the work ; that exorbitant charges had
been paid the contractor, and that Mr.
Haggart was aware of what was going on.
He chaffed the minister of railways and
the government about their professed
anxiety to punish evil doers, reminding
the ministers that prison
WAS NOT A HEATHFUL PLACE

and that they would be under the neces-
sity of releasing the prisoner. Alluding
to the failure of the prosecution against
Mr. St. Louis for reasons that he stated,
he said that the government very prop-
erly had attempted to present an indict-
ment before the grand jury, but the vir-
tuous government of Quebec had come to
the rescue of Mr. St. Louis, and be could
understand it. St. Louis was at this very
day a contractor of the Quebec govern-
ment. At the present moment St. Louis
was building the Montreal court house,
which was like Penelope’s shroud, what
was.done during the day was undone dur-
ing the night. It was never finished, and
the attorney general of Quebec had ac-
tually asked that the Dominion of Can-
ada before presenting the indictment to
the court should give security for the
costs. The more a person looked at this
transaction the more he was convinced
that it was fraudulent from the first line
to the last. The fact was fraud was oozing
from every detail.of it. It was conceived
in ipiquity, and carried out in iniquity.
There had not been a work of any magni-
nitude since the present government had
been in office that had not cost from 25
to 100 per cent more than the estimate.

‘SO0’ CANAL SCANDAL.

An Expensive Piece of Botching, which
Cost $66.000 to Repair,

The investigation into -the ‘ Soo’ canal
coniracts was continued in the public ac-
counts committee at Ottawa last week by
Mr. Lister, the first witness being Mr.
Thompson, the superintending engineer,
recalled. From his evidence it appeared
that the seven thousand feet of crib work
was a failure. It had not been properly
filled in, some of the filling being ice and
frozen earth, which subsequently rose to
the . surface, floated away and the crib
work not being able to withstand the
pressure on it, bulged out. This, he said,
meant a weakening of the whole work.
The price paid for it was $4.50 a yard.
Nobody was discharged for the botch
work. Messrs. Ryan & Co., the contrac-
tors, received $90,000 bonus in order to
have the canal ready for opening on July
1,1894. He did not know if the canal
was got open, nor did he know that the
tug ‘ Jessie’ had grounded there the other
day in eight feet of water in the entrance.
He advised a pier in the middle upon
which the C.P.R. pridge rested. He
did not think it was what Mr. Lister de-
scribed as an engineering atrocity. There
was a span of 150 feet across. There
were other bridges with a single span
across larger spaces. There was no pier
over the American channel. He did not
know why the government -built this
bridge for the C.P. R. It cost about
$56,000,‘and was paid for by the govern-
ment.

Witness was examined further by Mr.
Gibson, who got out the fact that the
blunder of the crib work required $66,000
to repair in addition to a furtbher sum for
timber.

Hugh Ryan, head of the firm of con-
tractors who built the lock, was exam-
ined by Mr. Haggart. The first charge
was that he received $16 for masonry in-
stead of $11 for the 5,500 yards neces-
sary for the enlargement of the canal.
This was allowed because the price of
labor and for mechanics had gone up con-
siderably. While stone masons were
paid $2.50 here, they had to pay them $4
a day up there. Everything else was in
proportion. Mr. Ryan swore that the
bonus of §90,000 he received for hastening
the completion of the canal did not com-
pensate him, because he paid $64,000 for
extra plant and calculated $16,000 for
night work. There were other extra ex-
penses. ‘You must have lost a lot of
money on the work,’.said Mr. Lister, and
Mr. Ryan smiled back at him,

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THE CRISIS IN ENGLAND.

The defeat of the Liberal government
of Great Britaiu and the accession to
power of a Tory administration, attracts
the attention of at least the whole En-
glish speaking world. Lord Salisbury,
who leads the new government, has only
been out of office since 1892, and many
members of his old cabinet are with him
in the new.

Next o the premier in importanceis
the Duke of Devonshire, better known
by his courtesy title during the late duke’s
lifetime, Marquis of Huntington; was
born July 23, 1831. He was made a Lord
of the admiralty in 1863, and secretary of
state for war in 1866. He was postmaster-
general from 1868 to 1871, chief secretary
for Ireland from 1871 to 1874, secretary of
state for India from 1880 to 1882, and
again secretary of state for war from 1882
to 1885. The duke was formerly a sup-
porter of Mr. Gladstone, but upon the in-
trgduction of the Home Rule question, he
abandoned his leader and assumed the
position of leader of the Liberal-Unionist
party in the house of commons.

The Right Honorable A. J. Balfour, the
new first lord of the treasury, is a nephew
of the Marquis of Salisbury. He was born
in 1848, was appointed president of the
local government board in 1885, and was
secretary for Scotland, with a seat in the
cabinet from 1886 to 1887. He became
chief secretary for Ireland in 1887, and re-
tained that position until 1891, when he
became first lord of the treasury and lead-
er of the house of commons, retaining
that position until 1892, when the Salis-
bury government resigned.

Right Hon. George J. Goschen, first
lord of the admiralty, was born in 1831,
was first lord of the admiralty from 1868
to 1874, and was chancellor of the ex-
chequer in Lord Salisbury’s second ad-
ministration, holding office until 1892.

The Rt. Hon. Sir Michael Edward
Hicks-Beach, chancellor of the excheq-
uer, was born in 1837, was chief secretary
for Ireland from 1874 to 1878, and secre-
tary of state for the colonies from the
last date until 1880. He was appointed
chancellor of the exchequer in 1885, and
again secretary for Ireland in 1886. He
resigned the latter office March, 1887, but
remained a member of the cabinet with-
out office till January, 1888. He re-en-
tered the cabinet in February, 1888, as
president of the board of trade.

Rt. l—tm. Lord George Francis Hamil-
ton, segretary of state for India, is the
third son of the Duke of Abercorn, and

. brother of Lady Lansdowne; born 1845,
and was first lord of the admiralty
1885-'86, and again August 1886-’92.

Rt. Hon. Joseph Chamberlain, secretary

of state for the colonies was formerly a
. " Liberal, but left Gladstone on the Home
Rule question.

Right Hon. Henry Chaplin, the new
president of the local government board,
was chancellor of the Duchy of Lancaster,
1885-6, and president of the board of agri-
culture with a seat in the cabinet, 1889-92.

Lord Lansdowne, the new secretary of
state for war, is well known in Canada,
as the predecessor of Lord Stanley of
Preston, as Governor-General, and until
succeeded by Lord Elgin, was viceroy of
India. He is the fifth marquis, and was
born in 1845, and is married to a daughter
of the Duke of Abercorn. He has been a
lord of the treasury, alsc parliamentary
under secretary for war and under secre-
tary of state for 'ndia. He served in Can-
ada from 1883 t. 1888.

Hardinge Stanley Giffard, lord high
chancellor, (Lord Halsbury) was born in
1825, was solicitor general, 1875-80; M.
P. for Launceton, 1881 5, when he was
raised to the Woolsack ; ‘again lord chan-
cellor, 1887-92. N

Viscount Cross,who has been made lord
privy seal, was born in 1823; was secre-
tary of state for the Home office 1874-’80,
again in 1885 ; secretary of state for In-
dia, 1886-'92; was formerly M. P. for
Preston and:Lancaster. His full name is
Richard Assheton Cross.

Rt. Hon. Sir Henry James, M. P. for
Bury, chancellor c¢f the Duchy of Lan-
aster, was solicitor general, 1873 ; attorney
general, November, 1873 to February 1874 ;
re-appointed 1880, and continued till 1885,
is a Liberal, opposed Mr. Gladstone’s

" home rule scheme. i

Lord Ashbourne (Edward Gibson) ford
chancellor for Ireland, was born in 1837,
and was attorney general and lord chan-
cellor for Ireland in succession ; again lord
chancellor 1886-'92.

The Earl of Cadogan, lord Neutenant of
Ireland, was born in 1840. He has been
parliamentary under secretary for war,
and under secretary of state for the colon-
ies; was lord privy seal from 1886 to 1892
under Lord Salisbury. He joined the
Salisbury cabinet in 1887.

The most noticeable feature of the new
appointments, says a London correspond-
ent, is the inclusion in the cabinet of two
more Liberal-Unionists, namely, Lord
Lansdowne and Sir Henry James, making
a representation of four for the following
of the Duke of Devonshire and Mr. Cham-
berlain. The names of the cabinet gener-
ally are what might have been predicted
with one or two'exceptions. Lord Lans-
downe has never previously held cabinet
rank. When Lord Randolph Churchill
left the Salisbury government in 1887,
Lord Lansdowne, who had thrown in his
lot with the Liberal-Unionists, was in-
vited by Lord Salisbury to join his cabinet,
but declined, and not long afterwards was
sent a viceroy to India.

Tre Montreal Herald thinks the mil-
itia department has made a bad blunder
in rescinding the order prohibiting
military bands in uniferm taking part in
other than military functions. Military
bands may now appear in any party or
political demonstration in regulation uni-
form on receiving permission from the
commanding officer of the battalion.

Tue session of parliament at Ottawa
has been barren’ of useful legislation, but
prolific in scandals. After an experience
of seventeen years of Tory government,
the people of Canada have made up their
minds for a change, and if the present
Tory ministers get back to parliament it
will be to sit on the oppogition benches.

The revival of trade in the United
States observes an exchange is a hard
nut for high-tariff advocates. They as-
cribed the recent depression to the re-
duction of the McKinley duties, and pre-
dicted that times would never be better
till McKinleyiem was re-established.
But times are getting better so rapidly
that some Republicans think it would be
wise to take the tariff issue out of politics.
Wages are being increased not through
strikes but by voluntary action of em-
ployers, and manufactuters who protested
that they would be ruined, find that the
reduced duties on their products suit
them quite as well as the old ones and
the lighter duties on their raw material a
good deal better.

Tue English post office department
has completed the erection of the trunk
wires intended to afford telephonic com-
munication between London, Edinburgh,
Glasgow, Dublin and other important
towns, and the Postmaster-General felt
that the first occasion on which the
capitals of the three countries comprising
the United Kingdom have been enabled
to converse with each other was one of
such exceptional interest that he invited
the Lord Mayor of London to send the
first telephone message to his municipal
colleagues, the Lord Provost of Edin-
burgh, the Lord Mayor of Dublin, and
the Lord Provost of Glasgow.

Tae Chatham World has been hearing
some political rumors which may or may
not have some foundation. It sdys that
private advices from Ottawa state Mr.
Adams, M. P. for Northumberland, is to
be appointed to the Senate as successor
to Hon. K. F. Burns, deceased. Should
Mr. Adams be called to the Senate, it is
expected that Hon. L. J. Tweedie will
offer as the government candidate in
Northumberland county, and that Hon.
John P. Burchill will succeed him as
Surveyor General.

NOTES FROM OTTAWA.

The Manitoba School Question a Very
Disturbing Factor.

All is yet uncertainty regarding the
course the government will pursue on the
Manitoba school question.

Dr. Weldon, M. P.for Albert, dean of
the Halifax law school and a constitutional
authority has views on the Manitoba
school question rather averse to the com-
monly accepted opinions of administrative
responsibility.

“So faras I have been able to ascertain,”
he says, “the overwhelming weight of
professional opinion favors the view that
the promulgation of the remedial order in
no way pledged the Government, or any
member of the same, to support a remedial
law in Parliament.”

“In ycur judgment, though the govern-
ment are not bound by having issued a
remedial order, to introduce a remedial
law, should they not take control of such
a measure in parliament ? ”

“ Distinctly no; and for these reasons.
The members of the goyernment are well
known te be divided on the merits of
separate schools. Those members of the
government who are in a minority on the
question will most unjustly be put wrong
before their constituencies and the
country. If the government stakes its
life on the passage of such a law, it will
attract to its support the bulk of the
Catholi¢ vote. It will repel the bulk of
the Protestant. -

“The dountry then will see this deplor-
able condition — two great parties divided.
by a religious line. Furthermore, the
government have no special competence.
to deal with the matter of school law.
They have no minister of education, and
no departmental staff to favor them with
detailed and expert knowledge. The
further result of making this a party ques-
tion will be to deprive of nomination, or
to. defeat at polls, a number of the most
worthy members of parliament.”

The Manitoba remedial bill is now
being drafted by Sir Charles Hibbert Tup-
per, minister of justice. Three of his col-
leagues assure me that they will oppose it
with all their might.

The bill now being drafted will be more
sweeping than generally expected. It
proposes, briefly, to establish a Bureau of
education, possessing all the powers ne-
cessary for the organization of schools.
This will carry with it the right to con-
struct, estaplish, carry on and maintain
these schools,-as well as the choice of text
books.

W. F. MacLean, M. P., Conservative,
wires to his paper, the Toronto World, as
follows:

“ Every day members ask one another
as to when the session is likely to end,
and all seem to be in an equal state of
doubt. Influential members on both
sides of the house today expressed the
opinion that prorogation would bardly
take place before August. It is realized
that remedial legislation is to be brought
down but as to what its scope will be it is
questionable whether even the govern-
ment can yet say. The interesting an-
nouncement is made that Mr. Dalton
McCarthy, M. P., has cancelled his pas-
sage for England, for which country he
was to leave next week, and he will re-
main here to watch the course of the
proposed remedial bill and presumably
to fight it tooth and nail.”

In the House of Commons yesterday,
Hon. G. E. Foster referring to remedial
legislation said : The papers from the
Manitoba legislature only came into our
hands this morning. They will be taken
into consideration at once, and the gov-
ernment will be able, I think, in a very
short time to intimate to the house what
course it proposes to pursue.

BRITTAIN'S NEW CABINET.

The Marquis of Salisbury has completed
the work of forming a new British cab-
inet, as follows :

Ald. P. Kennedy, a member of the
Quebec house of assembly, died at Mon-
treal Sunday.

A New Brunswick 6d yellow postage
stamp, unused and untorn, was sold by
auction in London week before last for
£6 10s.

Mrs. Robinson, formerly of Restigouche
county, and mother of Mrs. E. A. Smith,
of St. John, died at River du Loup, P. Q.,
last week.

Professor Huxley, one of the world’s
greatest scientists and the foremost of
British zoologists, died at London Satur-
day night.

Edward Cogswell, a prominent resident
of Sackville, disappeared from his home
Jume 24th, and has not since been seen.

The Judicial Committee amendment
bill, enabling colonial judges to" sit.with
that committee, passed its third reading
in the House of Lords last week.

The Prince Rupert, a steamship capable
of making 21 miles an hour, has been
placed on the St. John-Digby route, and
will make two trips a day between those
points.

The principal feature of the Dominion
Day celebration at Montreal was the un-
veiling of the statue erected to the memory
of Maisonneuve, the illustrious founder of
that city.

Among the features of Bishop Cameron’s
jubilee at Antigonish, N. 8., Wednesday,
were the presentation of an address and
purse of $2,000 from the clergy, and $1,700
from the laity.

At Winthrop, Mass., Monday, John
Doyle, a laborer employed in the Mar-
shal street sewer, was instantly killed by
a cave in of the sewer wall. He was lit-
erally buried alive,and it was over an
hour before his body was recovered.

At Toronto, last week, Mrs. Enoch G,
Ruttan was found lying across her bed
dead, with her young baby playing beside
the body wholly unconscious of what had
taken place. Mrs. Ruttan had evidently
been making the bed, when death over-
took her.

An invitation to come outinto the corri-
dor and “say that,” enlivened the pro-
ceedings of the Railway Committee at
Ottawa, Friday. Mr. Mills of Annapolis
was the proposer, and the challenge was
called forth by a very ordinary remark on
the part of Mr. Mulock.

At Halifax last week, Judge Graham
granted Mrs. Lovitt of Yarmouth,a di-
vorce. Her husband was Dr. Lovitt, son
of the late J. D. Lovitt, a half millionaire.
The ground of divorce was cruelty. Ali-
mony wasordered. Mrs. Lovitt was form-
erly Miss Beveridge of Andover.

. The session of the Manitoba legislature
was prorogued Friday. The speech from
the throne expressed the opinion that
the answer to the remedial order in the
school question, met with the approval
of the majority of the people, and was
commended for its firmness and moder-
ation in tone.

Commenting on the downfall of Lord
Roseberry, Truth expresses the opinion
that the ex-Premier would have made an
admirable master of the horse, and that
his epitaph should be: ‘“Here lies Archi-
bald Philip Primrose, fifth Earl of Rose-
berry, once Prime Minister of England.
He lost twenty seats and won two Derbys.”

The Church of England Association of
Great Britain has issued a strongly worded
declaration concerning the Pope’s recent
letter to the English people. It scouts
the suggestion of a corporate unity of the
English Church with the Apostolic Ro-
mish gystem, and denounces the introduc-
tion of Romish practices into the protest-
ant communion.

At Ottawa, Friday morning, the Rev.
Father Gauvrau, aged 39, dropped dead
while walking on Cambridge street. After
breakfast ke left the monastery to take a
constitutional walk, apparently in good
health and spirits, but he was not out
more than ten minutes when he reeled
and fell to the sidewalk and expired in a
few minutes. Heart disease’ was the
cause of his sudden death.

Albert Dobson, fireman at the Moncton
sugar refinery, went to Humphrey’s pond
Monday morning to spend the holiday
fishing pickeral. He was a good swimmer,
and seeing pickerel jumping on the other
side of the pond, started to swim across,
but when not two-thirds across he
sank and was drowned. When the body
was recovered his overalls was found
down around his knees, and it is supposed
they entangled his legs.

Emery Belyea, gateman at the Suspen-
sion bridge, St. John, was killed Monday
afternoon, by falling from the Canteliver
bridge. He was coming from Fairville,
where he had purchased some provisions,
and it is supposed he was taken with a fit.
John Sutherland, who was working on
the bridge, saw Belyea stagger and then
fall into the falls. The tide was out at
the time and Belyea struck on the rocks.

BRITISH ELECTION CAMPAIGN.

It is Expected that all the Contests will
be over before the last of July.

The dissolution of the Imperial par-
liament will most likely take place on
July 10th.

On all sides the agents of both parties
are actively preparing for the fray. The
rust is being rubbed off the time-worn
suits of political armor and all the old
weapons of a British electoral campaign
are being burnished, up to the highest
point of brightness. Quiet canvassing is
already going on in some quarters and
the Primrose League is preparing to rally
to the standard of the Marquis of Salis-
bury, the army of Tories eager for the
battle, the result of which is looked upon
as certain to be a victory for Conver-
satorism.

The campaign will begin in deadly
earnest this week, when Lord Rosebery,
the ex-Premier, will fire the first battery
of his big guns for the Liberals, in his
speech at the Royal Albert Hall, South
Kensington, and the same day Sir William
Vernon Harcourt, ex-Chancellor of the
Exchequer, will pour shot into the Tory
ranks, in an address which he is to de-
liver at Derby, the seat which he has
represented in parliament since 1880.

Following the booming of these heavy
pieces of political artillery will be heard
a flerce reply from the batteries of some
of the leaders of the Conservative and
Unionist parties, including the Marquis
of Salisbury, the Right Hon. A. J. Bal-
four and the Right Hon. Joseph Cham-
berlain, and then the firing will be taken
up along the lines of both the Liberal
and Conservative forces and the engage-
ment will become general. Every man
on each side, who can be expected to
win a vote by a speech, will be called
upon to do so.

Official calculations fix the time of the
dissolution of parliament at July 10. In
pursuance of this election writs will be
received in most of the burghs on July 11,
and the pollings will commence on the
15th, thus by July 20 most of the burgh
elections will be over. The county
pollings willl begin on July 18th and will
probably be ended by the 20th.

The political character of the new par-
liament as determined by an impartial
forecast gives the Unionists a solid ma-
jority. The most sanguine Liberal esti-
mate, as published by the Westminster
Gazette, admits that the Unionists will
gain 32 geats, which means 64 votes on a
division and entails a steady majority in
parliament of 24. A thoroughly non-
partisan view assigns iJ the Unionists a
majority of 80.

The cabinet crisis has seemed to im-
prove the Queen’s health and renew her
activity and energy. She is surprisingly
vigorous in seeing the ministry and in
discussing the new appointments.

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REV. MR. PARKER'S CASE.

Disposed of by the Conferemce Com-
mittee, at Marysville,

The Methodist conference which closed its
session at Marysville Thursday, dealt with
the charges against Rey. I. N. Parker, of
Nashwaak, preferred by Jas. W. Smith of
Nashwaak Village. The complainantcharg-
ed [1] that Mr. Parker on or about the 26th
day of Feb. 1895, at Nashwaak, with taking
from William Millar of the same place, an
amount of money under false pretences or
as a forced loan ; [2] that Mr. Parker ut-
tered a falsehood on or between the 12th and
26th of February last, by charging Mrs.
William Millar with attempting abortion on
Bessie Newman.

The committee which tried the charges
was composed of Revs. Robert Wilson,
Douglas Chapman, Job Shenton, Thomas
Marshall and George Steel, and they found
that the charge of obtaining a forced loan is
sustained and proved, and that the defend-
ant is guilty of the offence laid therein, and
that charge of uttering falsehoods is true.
This committee believes that Mrs. Millar
was entirely innocent of the charge made
against her by Bro. Parker.

Against this verdict the defendant in the
case appealed on the grounds [1] that the
decision is against law and evidence and the
weight of evidence; [2] that the committee
refused to allow defendant to ask some of
the witnesses questions that were proper
and necessary to the proof of his innocence.
After hearing the appeal the committee re-
solved :

First —That the charge of obtaining a
forced loan is not sustained by the evid-
ence,

Second — The finding of the committee
that he was guilty of uttering falsehood,
and that Brother Parker when making the
statements concerning Mrs. Miller be-
lieved them to be true, is sustained.

Third — This court is of the opinion that
Mr. Parker's relation to the case has been
marked by such serious indiscretions that
this court expresses its strongest disap-
proval of such conduct, and it therefore
orders that Mr. Parker be suitably ad-
monished and reproved by the proper
authority of this conference.

An amendment was offered by Rev. Dr-
Stewart, which read thus:

That the finding of the committee in the
the case of Rev. I. N. Parker be hereby ac-
cepted and re-affirmed by the conference.

Neither the chairman nor the members of
the committee of trial are allowed to vote
in such a case. The result of the voting was
as follows: For the amendment, 13 to 26,
for count one of the motion, 26 to 13; for
count two, 39, none against, and for the
censure clause, 31 to 7.

The Rev. Mr. Parker was called forward
and the president performed the painful
duty of admonishing him.

Harkins' Company Coming.

It is not often that the theatre loving
people of Fredericton have a chance to
witness a first-class dramatic company, and
it is due to Manager Fenety that William S.
Harkins brings his stock company here
next Monday and Tuesday evening. The
opening play will be ‘Men and Women.” The
story of Jean Valjeau, rightly considered as
one of the strongest and most pathetic told
by that great master of dramatic pathos,
Victor Hugo, is effectively echoed .in De-
Mills and Belasco’s play, * Men and Wo-
men,” by Stephen Rodman. Rodman was
a young man when the crisis of 1873 flooded
Wall street with ruin. In the stress of that
awful excitement he took some bonds from
the bank in which he was employed. It
was to help a man who had befriended him;
but it was a theft, nevertheless, and when it
was discovered he was convicted and
sentenced to prison for six years. At the
close of his term he took his little daughter,
then too young to understand her father’s
crime, and went to the far west, where,
under another name, he began life again,
rising finally to be governor of Arizona, a
man of wealth and power. Twenty years
later, when the hand of his daughter is
sought in marriage, he has to tell her suitor
the story of his life, a pathetic recital of
which the dramatists make the most. Itis
another strong sermon ..gainst the danger of
the first step in financial looseness, and
helps to make -*' Men and Women” the
most effective lesson against speculation ever
put upon the stage.
