Now that the election campaign
is over in the Second District of
King’s, it may not be amiss to re-
fer briefly to the manner in which
the campaign was reported in the
Patriot, the Government organ.
The Conservative candidate did
not expect justice or fair play from
the Patriot; the past conduct of
that delectable sheet towards him
was sufficient guarantee on that
point.

And still the tide of victory continnes
to flow towards the Conservative party.
The latest triumph has been achieved
in the stronghold of Liberalism the
province of Quebec. Out of four seats,
Maskinonge, Portneuf, Berthier and
Sheftord, all of which returned Liberals
by acclamation in 1900, the two first
named have elected Conservatives by
mejorities of over 200, and this in the
face of the patromage of two govern-
ments. That the two redeemed ridings
are in the Quebec district, "the political
cradle of Sir. Wilfrid Laurier and Pre-
mier Parent, which was claimed to be
utterly lost to the Conservatives, is
most gratifying to the party of “ Cana-
da for the Canadians.”

News of the War.

London, Mar. 16.—No important de-
velopments are reported from the scene
of Russo-Japanese activities. The
rumor of Port Arthur’s fall has followed
that of Japanese occupation of Southern
Mancharia into oblivion and it is pre-
dicted here that the story of Admiral
Makeroff’s dash out of Port Arthar will
prove equally false. Itis regarded as
incredible that Russians could have
slipped out withont the Japanese
knowing it although it is suggested
that they would be allowed to steam
outside the protection of their shore
batteries bhefore they were attacked
Against the report tbat the Russians
got out on Friday is the report of the
engagemens on Sunday in which the
cruiser Diana was damaged. This
report ia’ confirmed.

Absolute silence prevails concarning
Japanese land operations which how
ever the correspondents reiterate are
daily been carried ont with rapidity.

A despatch from Tokio, says;—Dar-
ing the last engagement at Port Arthur,
the Japanese sailors boarded a Rus-
sian, torpedo boat destroyer, and killed
its Commander. This act inspired the
utmost enthusiasm and admiration in
the Japanese navy.

Tien Tein, March 15.—Correspondent
savs the Chinese board of Foreign
Affairs received Chinese official tele.
gram reporting an engagement between
Russians and Japanese at Feng Huang
Cheng last Thursday resunltivg in favor
of the Japanese. The story has beep
discredited by military experts.

Tokio, March 17.— Viceroy Alexieff’s
report stating that a Japanese torpedo
boat destroyer was sunk and the cruiser
Takasago, heavilly laden, damaged by
the shell fire of the Russians daring the
fourth attack on Port Arthar, is offici-
ally pronounced untrue. The damaged
Japanese torpedo boat” destroyers can
be repaired in one week and it will not
be necessary to dock them.

Tien Tsin, March 17.—A foreigner
just arrived from Port Arthur reports
that & short engagement took place be-
tween the Russian and Japanese flaets
oo Sunday last, the Rnssian pr«jacted
cruiser Diana receiving some injuries-
About twenty or thirty shells were ex-
changes. The imparial Chinese Rail-
way Company is considering the with-
L drawal of ilastation force and all of its
moveable property from New Chwang.

Yin Kow March 17.—The best Rus-
sian information obtainable at Port
Artbur and New Chwang admits the
government’s intention to fall back in-
definitely until it can complete the mo-
bilization of 300,000 troops for the pur-
pose of assaulting and opposing the
Japanese, and probably 200,000 more to
oppose the Chinese. The same opinion
asserts that Vice Admiral Makaroff
will fight hard. He is determined to
weaken the enemy at any cost and
make the operation of the Baltic Sea
flaet in the Far East, feasible though it
may be necessary to fight without the
Pallada, Czarvitch and Retvizan, which,
it is admitted, cannot be fully repaired
witbin six months. On account of the
uncertainty-of successfally constructing
a dock in which to repair the Czarvitch
and Ratvizan, naval experts allow a
year for the work.

London, March 18.—A despatch from
Chefoo, says the destroyer Skori was
blown up by a submergad mine which
got out of its place. Another account
says that the disaster occurred on Wed-
nesday and the mine which blew up
the Skori is not on the Rassian map of
the mine field, and therefore it is con-
jectured that the Skori was destroyed
by one of the mines which the Japanese
Admiral recently replanted in front of
the harbor at Port Arthur. Beyond
the reported destruction of the Russian
torpedo boat destroyer, there is not any
news of consequence. Then Skori was
of the newest pattern, was launched
1902 and her crew probably numbered
about fifty men Contradictory stories
about land operations mullify their
value. Apparently the only fact known
is that Japanese landings in Korea
continue. These are directed towards
cutting off communication with Port
Arthur and Vladivostock. According
to the correspondents reports the High
Japanese officials frankly state that
there will be no serious fighting in
Korea unless the Japanese are forced to
it, Everything points to the firat
engagement probably in Manchuria.

London, March 19.—No important
developments regarding the Far East-
ern situation have been reported. The
correspondent at Kobe claims to
have definite information that Admiral
Makaroff with the Russizn fleet left
Port Arthur on March 10th, supposedly
te try to join, the Vladivoetock squad
ron The fleet was sighted by a Japanese
squadron on March 11th, and returned to
Port Arthur, where it remains. A des-
patch from Tien Tsia says that the Rus-
sian Minister at Pekin has again protested
to the Board of Foreign Affijcs against
sending Chingse troops beyond the Great
Wall. He asked for the withdrawal say-
ing that if they are not withdrawn the
Russians may be compelled to assume that
China abandoned her neutrality in Japan’s
favor. He reiterated the statement that
at the first apparently hostile movement of
the Chinese troops Russia. would maech to
Pekin. Itis understood that China has
refused to recail her troops

St. Petersburg, March, 19.—Capt.
Ivokov, of the Manchyria Commisgarjat
aerviu(‘,' has bgen gourtmartialled and shot,
for acting as a spy in the pay of the
Japanese. When arrested on suspicion of
gspionage, documents found in Jvokovas
possession left no doubt of the truth of the
charge that he had long been revealing
military secrets to tke Japanese. The
tragic story became public through a
simple announcement in the Army organ
this morning that Ivokov had been exclud-
ed from the service.

London, March 21.- There is no war
news, although there is a multitude of
despatches of more or less intereet from the
gsugl places. The report on Saturday of
the capture of 18Q0 Japanese has nob re-
ceiveed the slightest credence, ever in St.
Pelersburg. A Kobe despatch refers to
the report that the Cossacks had captured
a Japanese msjor, five other officers, and
two civilians in the vicinity of Wyu, and

says they were all.gent to Irikatsk.

ELECTRIC LINES DO NOT
REACHES.

PAY. ON LOXNG

Promoters and inventors interested in
electric lines will not find consolation in
the last report of the Railroad Commis-
sioners of Massachusefts. Out of 105 com-
panies in the State no less than 65, new and
old, declared and paid no dividends. A
gentleman of very large experience inter-
ested in electric lines operations in Massa.
chusetts recently stated that electric lines
do not pay except when operated
within densely populated city districts or
within a very short radius thereof - like
Boston and its immedjate suburbs. Judg-
ed by this standard electric lines in Oa-
tario outside c¢f those operated within
cities, will not be able to earn dividends
at loast for many years tocome when the
population of that province becomes more
dense than Massachusetts where so wmany
electric lines are not profitable. At pre-
gent there is in Massachusetts a popula-

| tion of 349 per square mile against ap-

proximately 10 per equare mile in Ontario,
orroughly 34 to1. Aside from thisin-
dication as to Ontatic being an unfavor-
able field for electric line operation, it
is interesting to note that Oatario now
enjoys three times as large steam railway
mileage as Massachusetts to each one
thousand of population—Kingston News
and Times, February 25th, 1834,

Second Australasian
Catholic Congress.

As briefly stated in our last iscue,
the second Austrslasian Catholic
Congress haa bean fixed for October
23rd to Ootober 30:h of the present
year. The date was fixed and other
arrapgements made at a represen=
tative meeting of the Catholic clergy
and laity, which was held in the
Archbishop’s library, Melbourne, on
December 22. The Archbishop of
Melbourne presided at the gathering.
Io the eourse of a short addrees he
said that, as pext year would be the
jubilee of the definition of the Im-
maculate Cenception, it might be
found desirable to make the Con-
gress in some way special in connec-
tion with the dogma of the Church.
The congress would not be particu-
larly devoted to any class of subject,
but should be made as wide a8 pos-
sible, while avoiding too great pro-
lixity. - He mentioned that at the
first Congress held in September,
1900, it was decided that the next
meeting should take place in Mel
boarne, and that the approaching
completion of the Cathedral Hall
shounld enable them to hold it at the
time proposed under the most favor-
able circumstances. It would be
the duty of the officidll of the Con-
gress fo draw up at an early date a
syllabus of subjects of Australasian
interest, and this would be circunlat.
ed, not only throughout the Com-
monwealth, but New Z:aland and
the various centres of learning of
America and Europe, so that papers
might be secured which would make
the Congress interesting from an
educational point of view, and of
great personal value. On the sug
gestion of the Archbishop, the follow-
ing officers were appointed: Presi-
dent of honor, Cardinal Moran; act-
ing president, the Archbishop of
-Melbourne;  vicespresident, the
Archbishops and Bishops of Aus-
tralia; hoo, treasurers, Very Rev.
Dean Phelan and Mr. Mornane; hon.
general secretaries, Dr. A. L. Kenny,
K. G, G., and Rev. J. MoCartby.

| [t was also decided that the member-

ship subscription should be the same
as at the Sydney Congress, balf a
guines, or with two Iadies one guinea,
members being entitled to attend the
meetings of Congress, and to receive
a memorial volume of the proceed=
ings. Those present formed the
provisional committes of Congress,
with power to add to their numbers.
Iv is intended to take early steps to
briog the Coogress under notice in
the other States and New Z:alacd,
and secretaries will be appointed in
the different centres to forward the
work, while later sectional secre-
taries to attend to the work of the
Congress and reception and enter-
tainment committees to look after
the many visitors who are expeotcd
to attend the Congress will be ap-
pointed. His Grace gave a genersl
invitation to those present to prepare
pupers for the Congress. In reply
to Mr. W. H. Archer, K. 8. G.,
His Grace -said that an outline of
suitable subjects would be found in
the lists issued previous to the last
Congress,—New Z3sland Tablet.

cannot be obtained, it may be neces-
sary in future to depend altogether
upon congregations] singing.

Io connectien with the forthcom-
ing celebrations commemorative of
the golden jubilee of the proclama.
tion of the Immaculate Conception,
it is of interest to recsll that the
ovly surviving Bishop whose epis-
copacy goes back to 1854 is the ven-
ersble Archbishop of Hobart, who
was at that date Bishop of Hyder-
abad,

Progress is being made with the
project of building a basilica like that
of Montmartre, to be served by the
Oblates, on the bill over Brussels,
called the Koelberg—a splendid sit
uation with a rustic background
The Belgian Bishops will csll for
subecriptions for the work in their
Lenten pastorals. The King of the
Belgians bas already subscribed
£4,000, and two leading statesmen
have given a similar sum.

His Eminence Osrdinal Logue has
announced that the work of restoring
the national Gathedral of St, Patrick
at Armagh ie nearly completed. Tbe
consgorption has been fixed for the
24th of July. The Archbishop of
Dablin hss promised to sing the
Mass of consecratior, and the Arch-
bishop of Tasm will preach. The
Archbishop of New York, a distin=

guished son of the Archdiocese of

Armagh, bas promised to be present
with other prelates and poesibly even
a ropresentative of the Holy See.

Recently all the Italisn and most
of the foreign newspapers reported
that the Pope was more or less
gerivusly ill. In contradiction to all
this, however, the Pope’s brother,
Angelo, bas received a letter in
which His Holiness says: ¢ Al-
though the newspspers state that L
am suffering from neurasthenis,
homesickness; sleeplessnese, aversion
to frod, and particularly sore eyes,
I thank God that up to the present
I do not feel the least symptom of
aoy of these-ailments. For some
years I have never been 8o well as
[am now. I most smile at these
makers of falsehoods, who can never
guess aright. You have no oause
for anxiety.”

Writing of Richard Croker’s
interest in Irish industries, the
Leader says: * Without any refer-
ence to his political methods in this
country, it is commendable that an
Irishman who had acquired wealth
in other lands should do something
for the welfare of his own people fn
the home of his race. There are in
America hundreds of Irishmen and
sons of Irishmen who could do what
Croker is doing, but in the history
of the relations of both countries
very few have ever returned to
gerve their motherland. Ireland
bas given the best of her brain and
brawn, and has received little or
nothing in retarn. It is high time
that something of the debt that
America owes to Ireland were paid.
In aiding in the revival of Irish
industries, there is an open and
profitable field. Lot others follow
where Richard Oroker is leading
the way.”

If good wishes bring blessings—and
when they take prayerful form they
assuredly do—the Duke of Norfolk
and his wife should have a very happy
married life, says the ‘‘London Cat-
holic Times,” It is pleasant to notice
how general is the Duke’s popularity,
It must have taken no little time even
to count the messages and presents
he received on the occasion of his
marriage. They came from every
quarter and from all classes. The
Holy Father seat his apostolic bless-
ing and a photograph of himself with
an autograph signature. Altogether
there were two hundred and twelve
presents and eighteen addresses. As
the Premier Duke and the possessor
of 2 name that is historic he receives
honor, but he has a higher title to re-
spect and by it bas won the largest
share of the admiration paid to him,
namely, his deepseated, unostentat-
ious ambition to serve his fellow=men.

General Andre, the French Minise
ter for War, has issued instructions
that no soldiers or officess. shall be
allowed to become wmembers of the
institutions kaown as “ cercles Cat.
