For the life of us wo cannot determine 
upon what grounds Mr. Carling is put 
forward as a fit and proper person to re­
present South Huron in the House of 
Assembly, beyond the fact that he is en­
tirely unknown as a public man, Those 
who enjoy his acquaintance in the neigh­
borhood of Exeter, say that he is a quiet, 
honest man—neither more or less, hut 
those who know him best are well aware 
that he is ao little acquainted with pub­
lic affairs as to be incapable of address­
ing the smallest meeting, in a dosen con­
secutive sentences. This is no disgrace 
to him, for there are thousands of good 
men who are in the siroo category, and 
yet it doa most assuredly disqualify him 
for the discharge of the important duties 
which will devolve upon a member of the 
Assembly. It cannot be claimed for Mr. 
Carling that, however desirous ho may 
bo of doing right, he has the municipal 
experience so essential to an efficient ad­
vocacy of the interests of the County of 
Huron. If we are wrong in our estimate 
of his capabilities, be will have an ample 
opportunity this week of meeting his op­
ponent face to face, and disproving what 
we assert. Some may argue that he will 
soon gain experience, if elected, but it 
rarely happens that a man who cuts a poor 
figure before his constituents, can present 
a creditable appearance when he takes his 
place within the halls of legislation.

TERRIFIC EARTHQUAKE AT 
MYTEIiENE,

l Myldene Correspondent Levant Herald, 
March 6.)

On Thursday, the 6th, the weather had 
been close and unwholcsomely hot ; but, as 
this is generally the case with the south wind 
which had been blowing for some time, no­
thing was thought of it, least of all was there 
any tear of what followed. Though volcanic, 
as is proved by the nuifibroes hot springs, the 
island had not during the present genetation 
been vKited by an- earthquake ; it was now, 
however, to have a terrible experience of the 
phenomenon. About 6 p. m. a sharp shock, 
lasting some fiften or eighteen seconds* vibrat­
ed throughout the town, and before the fact 
was well realized was followed by a second, 
longer and much more violent one. 1 hap­
pened at the moment to be down at the pier 
of the Austria Lloyd’s agency, arid nearly 
half a minute before the shock was felt on 
shore saw the sea heave and foam out in the 
port as if a submarine explosion had taken 
place. Little time, however, was left for sur­
prise. In much lesi time than I take to write 
it the double thrill quivered through the town 
and, reeling like drunken men, whole blocks 
of solid stone houses collapsed as if they had 
been card houses. The offices of tho agency 
und nearly all the adjoining buildings, includ­
ing the custom house; the light house office, 
and the large oil mill, thus fell. Up in the 
town entire streets similarly crumoled, bury­
ing the inhabitants by hundreds in the ruins. 
The fine old castle, the cathedral, the gover­
nor's kiosk, the prison,the mosques, and I be­
lieve all the consular residences, more or less 
yielded to the violence of the shock, end are 
for the most part mere heaps ef ruins. The 
very solidity with which the town was built 
has aggravated the disastrous effects of the 
calamity a hundred fold, both as regards the 
loss of life and destruction of property. The 
most complete min lias fallen upon the lower 
part of the to.wn, where the earth literally 
opened and swallowed a broad belt ot build­
ing right up from the sea to the slope inland. 
At this point a permanent subsidence ot the 
ground has tak«n place, und the sea has ac- 
comingly encroached tar into what on Thurs­
day afternoon was one of tho busiest paits'of 
My lei cue. In fact to sum up the disaster,
more than half of our beautiful town—the 
prettiest and most lively, perhaps, of all the 
Levant—is a desert of rums. The worst part 
of the calamity is, of course, the loss of life. 
As yet we can only guess at the extent of this; 
but it is thought that from 800 to 1,000 have 
perished, wfiilo ns many more have been 
maimed and wounded in every way. Up till 
ito-day 120 bodies have, I hear, been dug out 
,ot the safer ruins ; Lut how many may be 
buried under others which are too dangerous 
to be approached can only be surmised. Such 
of the houses ns are still standing have all 
been abandoned, and the whole surviving 
population is now scattered over the hillsides 
and among the gardens outside the town—a 
few of them under such covers as they have 
bien able to imprnie, and the içgt 
bivouacking without shelter of any kind, Âiiy 
alterant to describe the scene would be use 
less. Heart rending grief, panic and con­
fusion meet the eye on every side. Already 
the want of provisions is aggravating the 
distress, and only a speedy supply from 
Smyrnia or the capital can aveit great addi 
tional loss of life. One of the Austrian

A LITTLE roVE-TEAE-OLD EOT TOBTÜBED TO 

DEATH IT HIS ADOPTED FATHXB.

From the Cincinnati Commercial 
At Warsaw, Indiana, about six weeks ago, 

one Lawrence Hart took from the poor bouse 
a boy four years old, named Winfield Hines 
Three weeks afterwards ike child was missing. 
Its mother made inquiry as to what had be­
come of it, and whs told that it had been 
given away to a man living in Ohio. Rot 
satisfied with this, she succeeded in interest­
ing some prominent citizens iff the matter, 
who began to make. an investigation, where­
upon, Hsrt having fled, after a long search 
the mangled body of the child was found in 
an old well. At the coroner's inquest Hart’s 
wife testified, and others testified, that; from 
the very first, Hart’s treatment of the child 

, was brutal and cruel in the extreme, that he
Leasore were Shipped and beat it without mercy, almost, 

if not quite, every day, and that on one oc­
casion ho spent nearly a whole day in tortur­
ing it in every way with the most hellish 
wantoness, first whipping it with a leather 
strap then with a strip of hoard until it was 
not able to walk, and then put it down m the 
damp and chilly air and went to sleep. Then 
he removed it from the cellar, took it out of 
doors and plunged its head into cold water 
and compelled it to remain out ot doors until 
dts feel were frozen. He then took it into 
the house, hung it up by the stairway by 
means of a strap passed around the body, and 
held coals of fire on a shovel under its feet. 
After torturing it in this manner for a while, 
he took it down and made it walk on the 
floor, backward and forward, occasionally 
striking it with a plaited leather horse whip, 
until it tell at last exhausted and senseless on 
the floor.

It further appeared that the day the child 
died Hart whipped it first, out of doors, 
with a stick of some kind, until it was so ex­
hausted that it fell asleep at the table while 
they were eating breakfast. Upon this Hart 
flew into ruge,said “D—n you, I will see if 
I can’t keep yon awake/' and thereupon 
seized a horse whip and whipped the child 
for some time, and finally struck it a severe 
blow on the temple, either with his first or 
the butt of the whip, and knocked its head 
against a stairway, causing two more severe 
bruises on the back of the head.

He then allowed his wife to put the child 
to bed, and she state* that she tried to restore 
it, but it died that night, when Hart took tho 
body Ewiy« _____________ '___

Terrible Railway Accident. M®W» bj Allai tit Cltifr

The recent accident of the railway froi 
Moscow to ltiazau was of a terrible nature. 
A carriage got off the rails, and, dragging 
several otners after it, relied over an em­
bankment thirty-five feet deep. In one third- 
class carriage seven persons were killed. 
The urnairo contained a case filled with 
telegraphic apparatus weighing some 260 lba. 
(seven puds), which seems to nave been hurl­
ed with crashing effect to and fro among the 
unhapny passengers. The bodies were so 
frightfully mutilated that the peasants from 
the neighbouring villages, who berried to the 
scene of the disaster, were for some tii 
afraid to to touch them. A priest render., 
valuable and essentiel services, und many of 
the peasants behaved well. Others, however, 
plundered the wounded like camp followers 
on a field of battle. Thus many persons 
who had sustaiue4 grave injuries found, on 
returning to consciousness, that they bad 
been deprived of their watches and parses. 
A great deal ot luggage too was lost, and 
the window blinds of one the second-class 
carriages were torn sway by » thief. Forty 
rails were displace!, and some ot them were 
smashed to pieces. The number of wound- 
ed amounts ,to nearly 100, of whom II ere 
injured very severally. Bov» 
were killed oh the spot, and c 
man died soon after his removal to the hoe 
pita!. The accident is attributed to tha too 
great rapidity- of the pace, and it is said that 
the two stokers were both drunk: but the 
official inquiry has not yet taken place. Tbe 
eight of upwards of 100 dead aud wounded 
passengers Ivistng bleeding on the snow 
is described by a special correspondent 
of the Moscow Gazette as something ap­
palling.

President GoITVard finding that public 
feeling was too strong against him, sent in 
his resignation, and on the 13th of March, 
embarked with bis family on board a French 
man-of-war for Jamaica. A new President 
would shortly be elected.
Royal Assent Given to tbe Con­

federation Mill.

The Provincial Secretary has telegraphed 
to the Hon Mr. Biair, that the Bill guaran­
teeing the loan for the Intercolonial Rail 
way has passed through Committee by a 
large majority,and that the Queen has sanc­
tioned the British North American Act. 
The Provinces are therefore Confederated, 
and remains but to put the proper machinery 
in motion. After the nomination of the 
Governor-General, the present Administration 
will cease to exist, and » new Government 
will be formed. This being done, a policy 
will be tovmed, tho elections will take place, 
and the Ministry, coming before the newly 
elected representatives in the Commons of 
Canada, will stand or fall in accordance with 
the favor their action finds. This will cause 
the disruption ot tho old party lines, and 
issues, but lay the foundation tor new politi­
cal action as questions present themselves.

Tbe Fenian» In New„York.

The New York Tribune ot Wednesday 
says : —Tbe Fenian senate is still in session, 
and will probably remain so for a few days 
until the business of the campaign, which 
tCey propose to inaugurate shall have been 
transacted. A Secretary oi War has been 

ipointed, it is said, in secret session, and 
^though h;s name is withheld at present, 
it is rumored that he holds high rank in the 
army of the United States. Preparations 
are being made in all the d.fferent cities ot 
the Union to answer the call ef the senate 
and.President of the Fenian Brother hood as 
soon as the tnilitory organization receives 
orders from headquarters. In the meantime 
greaX numbers of breech-loaders are being

Roberts made a speech in which he denoun­
ced Stephens for precipitating a tight in Ire 
land before the people qere ready and 
“hinted at an early conquest of Canada.” 
An attraction of the meeting was the presence 
of Gen. Spear and staff, with a battalion of

The attention of the New York quarantine 
authorities has recently been called by the 
press of that city, to the fuel that cholera is 
reported to have made its appearance already 
at the village of Whitegate, on Queenstown 
harbor Jreland. A large number of emigrants 
leave that port weekly for tbe United States ; 
and they may at any time introduce the 
cholera into New York, whence it may 
spread over the whole continent. It" is a 
fact, too, that emigrants from that port 
during the summer come to this country, 
by way of Quebec, hence, as soon as navi­
gation opens on the St.‘ Lawrence, it will hi 
of the utmost importance that the Canadian 
Quarantine authorities should be on the look 
out lor the appearance of the disease on 
vessels coming from Ireland to Quebec and 
Montreal"; and that ample preparations be 
made nt an early day to meet the disease and 
prevent its spread, should it unfortunately 
make its appearance Our authorities should, 
also, take the earliest steps possible for the 
thorough removal of all tilth and offal from 
our streets, where it has accumulated du-ine 
the winter. 6

In- the courcc of General. Peel’s interest­

ing speech on the army estimates, he said :
“There is a great deal of difference 

between experiments carried on by hand 
labour under the most favourable circura- 
atanco, and those performed by machinery 
upon a large scale. My intention therefore, 
was that as soon as a sufficient quantity of 
converted rifles could be procured to submit 
them.to the only real trial, namely, to furnish 
them to the troops. " (Hear.) But unfortun­
ately there came from the Govenor of Can­
ada a demand for an instant supply of 
breech-loaders, stating that such was the 
moral effect upon men when coming in con­
tact with troops armed with breech-loaders 
that he called upon us not only to supply 
the British army in Canada, but also the 
volunteers. At thè time this was a perfect 
iraposibility, for we did not profess to deliver 
the converted rifles before the middle of 
October. Bo determined was I to prevent 
British troops armed only with muzzle-loa­
ders from being brought into collision with 
troops armed with breech-loaders, that I sent 
an order to America for 34,000 at £6 a piece; 
and we worked at the gun factory day and 
night, and I am sorry to say sometimes on 
Sunday, in order send ont the converted

British soldier in Canada.

PnoTOGRArnv Applied to War.—A cor­
respondent, dating from Rochefort, France, 
says : I am informed that when the Emperor 
cornea down here during the coming summer 
some very interesting experiments are to be 
made in a new system for the protection of 
harbors, and m which the ordinary camera 
obscura employed by photographers is to 
play an important part. As I understand it, 
the plan to be employed here is this Op­
posite the mouth of the Charente, the river 
upon which the port of Rochefort is made, is 
a little island called the Isle d'Aix. Upon 
this the camera is to be placed, and brought 
to bear upon the spot upon the water where a 
torpedo is placed. A vessel in sailing over 
this spot would be instancously exhibited in 
tbe camera, and at this moment, by means 
of a galvanic wire, the torpedo is to be ex- 
iloded. Of course, in practice there would 
ie several torpedoes, with a camera brought 

to bear upon each one of them,

Pollali Exile» Sent to Siberia.

According to a manifesto issued for and 
probably by the aristocratic representatives 
of Poland, the number of Poles sent to 
Siberia,, since January, 1863, amounts to 
18,682, among whome 164 are women, and 
114 priests. All were transported for po­
litical delinquencies, and according to the 
offence imputed, are sentenced either to for­
ced labor in the mines, colonization in the 
villages, or mere residence in villages or 
towns. In addition to these, 33,780 persons 
were banished to tho steppes of the Ural, as 
severe a punishment as removal to Siberia, 
but nearer home. Furthermore, 12,556 
persons, among them 218 women and 163

Erieets, were forcibly made to leave their 
omes. aid accept a compulsory abode in 

the interior ot European Russia ; 2,416 
were placed in the ranks of the army, 31, 
600 in houses of correction, (the greater part 
of whom were subsequently removed to 
Siberia,) and 620 in the church-yards of 
divers penitentiaries, having died before trial. 
On the battle-fields of the rebellion, as Rus­
sian computations show, 38,800 were buried. 
As 1,468 more were hung or shot by the 
courts | martial, and 7,060 forced to seek 
refuge in foreign countries, the total ot the 
melancholy list is swelled to^l4l;882. With­
out vouching for the accuracy of those 
figures, I may say that excepting those slain 
in battle, certainly overestimated, there ie 
nothing to excite surprise ia the numbers 
stated. Besides these, Poland has furnished 

etwo per cent of her male population as 
recruits.

At Madoc, many buildings are going op. 
On a moderate calculation there counot bo 
less than 3 000 strangers in the locality of 
Madoc village and Eldorado. Five stages 
left Bellville yesterday morning all foil inside 
and out, and arrived here yesterday noon.

Mr. Blain re­
ceived the horse back a?ain, aud ludian No. 
l-quitetly decamped. Mundaway, being art 
accessory to the theft, was accordingly ar 
rested, and examined before Mr. Justice Oui y 
yesttirdiyr" morning, whet, he was sent to the 
Assises Tor trial.—(London Free Press.

A horrible suicide is reported from Lnrida, 
in .Spain. A few days ago a man was 
brought into the hospital of that place in a 
dreadful state of mutilation. It appeared 
that he hud locked him» df up in his room, 
ripped- himself open with a knife, and to* 
out his intestines, cutting them into frag­
ments. and throwing them about the .room. 
He then opened the door and called in his 
wife, whose horror may be easily conceived. 
At the hospital, being asked his inotix’e for 
the uct. he said he was driven to it by violent 
pains in the stomach: He lived until the 
foil ’ *following day.

The rtltnntlon In Mexico.

From .correspondence recently publish­
ed in the New York papers regarding 
affairs in Mexico, we learn that Maxim­
ilian occupied Queretoro. He appears 
to have seized upon this place as the 
best point to arrest the progress of the 
liberal army under Escobedo in its march 
towards the city of .Mexico, and seemed 
to be waiting there to give the national 
forces battle. It is said the Imperialist 
force numbered about eight thousand. 
The troops of E^cofecJo hid advanced 
from San Luis Potosi, and occupiep the 
line from San Felipe to Sau Miguel, in 
eluding the little but famous town of 
Dollores Hidalgo. Sun Miguel is eight­
een leagues from Qucretaro. ffhe oon- 

' tending armier, therefore, Wek within 
two days march cf each other. The 
army under Escobedo’s immediate com 
mand was not larger if quite as large as 
that of the Imperialists. Bu* the Lib­
eral generals were rushing forward from 
various points of the southwest and north 
to unite with Escobedo in front of 
Qucretaro. All these forces together 
would amout, probably, to fifteen or eight 
een thousand men. Should a battle be 
delayed till these divisions bo united— 
that is, should Escobedo wait till then 
and Maximiian remain in a defensive at­
titude at Queretnre, the libérait will have 
• good chance of defeating the Imperial­
ists. But if Escobeco should bo too Im-

Ctient and commcm-e the battle „ before 
is sufficiently!strong, there is reason 

to expect defeat ; for Maximilian has 
both good generals and troops.

That was the actual situation at latest 
dates. A battle was expected in the 
course ol a lew days, and it is quite like­
ly the next news will bring accounts of 
it Should the national party be su&ess- 
ful that will bo tbe end of the empire,- 
•ed Maximilian will make the best of his 
way probably to Texas or'.the coast. 
Should the imperialists gain the battle 
the war may be prolonged for some 
time.
