Purchased 3,800 Acres of Railway
Land East of Gleichen.—Dominion

Calgary, June 15.—A party of On-
tario farmers, consisting of J. Rohb,
SBeaforth; H. P. Gardner, A. Gardner,
J. W. Mobray, F. Hackwell and J. F.
Hackwell, of Walton, are in the city.
They spent Saturday looking over the
C.P.R. Irrigation & Colonization Com-
pany’s land near Strathmore, along
with 'C. D. Smith, of Toronto, repre-
senting the Union Trusi = Company,
and the C,P.R. land department. The
party have organized a syndicate un-
der the name of the Seaforth Land
Company and have purchased 3,000
acres of railway land east of Gleichen
They have also given an order for a
$6,000 steam breaking outfit and will
have at least 1,500 acres ready for fall
wheat this vear.

The men are all prosperous .and
wealfhy farmers from Huron County,
in Ontario, and are prepared to engage
in wheat raising on a large “secale,
They are highly delighted with what
they have seen of the West and are
especially surprised to see the -erops
so far advanced.” The appearance of
the prairie convineed them that
country which can produce such lux-
uriant wild natural grass must be all
right for agricultural purposes. They
stated that the crops in Ontario
looked splendid, and when they leit
gave promise of an early and abun-
dant harvest. Mr. Smith expeects an-
other party of about twenty Ontario
farmers to arrive about June 23 to
look over-the land around Gleichen
with a view to purchasing and en-
gaging in farming.

FROM EASTERN TRIP

immediate Needs of the University
Supplied—Equipment and Staff
Selected—President of University
of Alberta Has Been Busy During
Last Two Months,

After an absence of two months and
a half Dr. Tory, Presdient of the Uni-
versity of Alberta, returned to Kdmon-
ton on Thursday. His return was not
expected until the Ist of July, but
urgent business. in connection with
the university. caused him to shorten
hig trip by two wecks.

During his tomr Dr. Tory-visited
nearly all the leading universities of
the Kast, keeping constantly before
pim the need ofdthe University of Al-
berta. Among the seats of learning
which eontributad to his fund of in-
formation were the University of To-
ronto, MeGill, Harvard:-—Yale, Colum
bia, University of New York, Chicago,
Wisconsin and Minnesota. From these
he gathered recruits for his staff and
gathered suggestions of great value
for the building of our own univer-
sity, While at McGill, Dr, Tory was
honored by his alma mater with the
degree of LL.D. honoris causa.

University Equipment.

To a Bulletin representative D
Tery stated that he had been very
fortunate in securing the necessary
equipment for the university, He had
expected to find it necessary to pro-
ceed to London, Eng., for supplies.
but while in Montreal he met the re-
presentative of some of the largest
English scientific equipment houses
and an order was placed sufficiently
large to tide the university over the
first year. The equipments will be
placed largely in the physics depart-
ment to meet the momentary require-
ment> for the elementary courses in
aris and prgetical science. Dr. Tory
also secured the necessary books for a
reference library, and made arrange-
ments with the leading -publishing
houses of the East to furnish books
as required,

The Staff Appointments,

A%ked as to the appointments to the
staff of the university, Dr. Tory stat-
ed that he has gone directly to the
sources, viz,, the great universities cf
the Eastern States and of Canada.

BRYAN PLEASED WITH

TEN ITALIANS IN TROUBLE.

Held Un By Armed Rohbers and Re-
lieved of $500,

_Fort Plain, N.Y., June 19.—Ten Ita-
lI;H‘1 laborers who lived in a car on a
siding of the West Shore railroad here
were held up by armed robbers at
midnight and forced to hand over
more than $500 which they had re-
ceived in wages yesterday.

One of the Italianms who resisted
the tumult in the ear and sought to
frighten the robbers away, was over-
powered, bound, gagged and his pock-
ets rifled. The robbers escaped with
their booty, leaving no clue.

The bandits forced an entrance at
midnight, and when the Italians
awoke they found themselves covered
with four revolvers in the hands of
two men, while another man, armed
with a knife, ordered them to come
forward one by one and turn over all
their money to him, One o fthe Ital-
ians rebelled and in a few moments
lay dying with a knife wound hali-
way through his body. From that time
until the end the task of the robbers
was easy.

CATERPILLARS CREATE HAVOC.

Cross Railway Track in New Bruns-
wick and Three Times Stall a
Freight Train.

St. John, N.B., June 20.—Cater-
pillars are creating havoe in some se~-
tions of the province.

CALGARY’S BIG
NEW HOSPITAL

Contract Let for over §$100,000.00---
Moral Reform League Sued
by Agent.

Calgary, June 19.—The crusade
against the police instituted by ‘he
Moral Reiorm League last December
is resulting in a crop of writs. Clif-
ford Jones, counsel for the Reformers,
had not been paid his fee of fifty dol-
lars per day and yesterday issued a
writ against several members of the
league to recover. In this morning’s
Albertan, T. A. P. Frost, secretary of
the league, came back with a saucy
letter insinuating that Mr. Jones was
not worth the price charged and had
been guilty of disloyalty to his clients.
This afternoon Mr. Jones, through
Walsh & MeArthur, served Frost with
a writ in an action for ten thousand
dollars: Mr. Frost is leaving for
England this week tc act as exeentor
for the estate of his father-in-law,
who died a wealthy man.

MR. MUNROE ON CATTLE TRADE.

Donald Munroe, of Montreal, a pro-
minent exporter of - Canadian live
stock, iz in Alberta at present, solicit-
ing business for the old country mar-
kets. n conversation with a Bulletin
representative, Mr. Munroe stated
that he takes some opposition to the
views of E. G. Palmer, of Edmonton,
who is propagating the chilled ment
industry, and he holds it as his pro-
found belief /that Alberta cattle.should
ba shipped live to the British mar-
kets.

The statements. which Mr. Palmer
has made regarding the falling off of
Canada’s live stock -exports are quite
right,” says' Mr. Munro, ‘“but they
do not constitute an argument for es-
tablishing a chilled meat trade. = The
percentages of dressed meats import-
ed by Great Britain from the United
States, Argentine and Australia show
that within the past five or six years
imports from these countries have in-
creased considerably, while at the
same time the imports from Canada
are at a standstill.” It is Mr. Mun-
contention, however,” that the
reason for the increase in the exports
of dressed meats from Argentine is
that Argentine farmers cannot export
their cattle-live on account of the
prevalence among ‘them of the foot
and mouth disease, which has caused
th» Diitish government to place an
cmbargo on them. ‘““Argentine cons:-
ouently,” says Mr. Munro, is ship
ping dressed meat as a matter of
necessity, not of choice. The only
market for their surplus meat is n
Great Britain, and they can only reach
this by the dressed meat trade.
Munro then very significantly
points -out that Canada is the only

to supply the Britishi market with live
cattle.

With the consumption in the eastern
provinces rapidly increasing, supplics
in the future must come from the west
‘The United States,” says Mr. Mun-
roe, “has also reached her limit of
production, for with land selling at
$10C per acre and with a population
of 90,000,000 she cannot compete with
Western Canada, where land with
equal fertility is selling at  from
$3 to $20 per acre. The time is not
far distant when the United States
will cease to be an exporting country.

In order to meet the market which
is at our doors, Mr. Munro urged Al-
.| berta farmers to grain feed their cattls
through thé winter, so as to have a
steady supply all year round, and
then be able to get more steady and
profitable prices. :

OUR CATTLE ARE NEEDED.

London, June 16,—“Practical men
see only one remedy for the present
shortage of cattle here,” said Mei-
huish, a commitiee man of the Society
of London Meat Traders, “namely,
breaking down the present American
control of the market by bringing in
Canadian cattle for fattening.”

The superintendent of the Manches
ter foreign cattle market states that
only five cases of tuberculosis have
been discovered in the 25,000 Cana-
dian cattle glaughtered there.

In the House of Commons last night
several members protested against
the board of agriculiure’s refusal to
withdraw the prohibition against the
mportation of cattle for immediate
.| slaughter from disease free countries,
illeging that this refusal was playing
into the hands of the' American meat
‘ombination.

Sir Edward Strachey, a representa-
tive of the board of agriculture in the
louse, on-behalf of the board, depicd
that the -operations of the so-called
meat trust tended to raise the prices,
On the contrary, he said, the pvicy i
the trust in bringing dead meat into
the country in preference to live cat-
te was an economical method, tend-
ing to lower the prices,

the ports should be opened to Cana-
dian cattle, and he demands a govern-
ment enquiry.

COW TESTING ASSOCI!ATIONS,
The dairy branch of the Dominion

Department of Agriculture have just

ly tests in associations organized by
the staff of the dairy division:

May 10—Victoria B.C., 43 cows av-
eraged 708 pounds of milk, 4.2 test,
30.2 pounds fat.

May 12—Milton, Ont., 97 cows aver<
aged 548 pounds of milk, 3.6 test, 19.9
peunds of fat,

May 15—Dixville, Que., 40 cows av-
eraged 451 pounds of milk, 4.2 test,
19.2 pounds of fat.

One of the best
vet to hand throws these “‘average
yields” very much in the shade. A
seven year old cow in the association
at Innerkip, Ont.,, that  calved 25th
March, gave in the thirty days ot
April no less than 1,910 pounds of
milk, testing 3.3, or.63 pounds of bat
ter fat. If only one cow has to be
housed, fed and milked, in place of
three, there is an immense saving of
labor and material. Look to the in-
dividual, not the average yield. The
work of these cow-testing associations
is helping farmers to detect the poor
cows; it is also proving useful in se-
curing better treatment tor good cows,
so that more milk from fewer animals
can be obtained, There are now over
70 associations in Canada.

GUARANTEE RAILWAY BONDS

Calgary Board of Trade will Submit
Motion Aiming to Secure Govern-
ment Aid for Pioneer Railways

Calgary, June 13.—After a keén and
vigorous debate in which practically
all who were present took part, the
Board oi Trade last night passed the
resoludion urging the Associated
Boards of Trade at the meeting in
Medicine Hat next week to recom-
mend to the govornment the policy
of guaranteeing the bonds of railways
coming into the province.

Two amendments were finally voted
upon, though others were offered. One
amendment by Mr. Short added to
the resolution “Subiect to such safe-
guards as the government sees fit to
impose,”” This amendment was de-
feated by a vote of nine to seven. The
other amendment adding to the orig-
inal resolution the words “With the
supervision of rates’” was defeated by
a vote of ten to six. :

The original motion was passed by
a vote of twelve to six. It was stated
by those in favor of the motion that
it was expected that the
would safeguard the interests of the
province and that any additions to
the resolution would cause confusion.
It was also stated frequently that the
resolution favored a policy and had
no special reference to any railway
or to any section, The other resolu-

The railway resolution was intro-
duced by R.J. Hutchings, who was
very careful to insist that the resolu-
tion was not confined to any particu-
lar road or to any piace. He pro-
duced a letter from a gentleman in-
terested in the Elk River Lumber Co.,
which owns coal lands in the vicinity
of Cowley, that with the assistance
suggested such a guarantee of bonds,
that a road would be built at an early
date from Butte to Calgary. The
resolution was seconded by C. P. Me-
Queen, ’

Mr, Georgeson then introduced an
amendment that the resolution be not
submitted and gave the following his
reasons :

Ist—It failed to express the intend-
ed contract and was thereiore obscure.

2nd—It involved a large liability
without cfficient consideration to the
pecple in return for such guarantee.

3rd.—1t favored . thp * principle of
guaranteeing bonds ‘of all railroads,
and would naturally invove the gov-
ernments in a arge liability for colon-
ization roads, primarily of more bene-
fit to the province than the projected
line from Regina and Calgary.

4th-—The bonds are only to cover a
portion of the through line, and the
value of such is problematical,

5th.—There is no guarantee that the
intended assistance will materially
hasten construction. "

6th—No agreement for teh guarantee
of bonds should be entered into unless
the government secures control of
rates.

7th—A majority of the delegates to
the Medicine Hat convention would
naturally be opposed to having
gevernments assume uch iahifty
less the benefits were general.

8th—Failure to pass the motion ut
the Medicine Hat convention might
defeat the very-ebject intended to be
attained. /

An article vv
Dr. Dudley A. Sargent of Harvard in
the Harvard Graduates’ Magazine for
June contributes some interesting
faets that go far toward giving an af-
firmative reply to the query.

THE DEADLOCK.

The. Montreal Witness, a journal
which has maintained an independent
attitude in politics when other pro-
fessedly independent newspapars have
fallen by the wey, has contiibuted a
series of strong editorials on the sub-
ject of the obstruction tacties pursued
by the Opposition in the House i
Commons, The most recent contribu
tion is in part as follows:

A party which by r}:it'o' obstruction |
holds up the business of the country
in order to imposewon parliament the
will' of the minority, makes war on
the very principles of parliamentary
government. Tt is what, should it be
accounted right, any parliamentary
crowd, if only a dozen strong, could
do. The smaller the crowd.the more
Leonidas-like would be its feat of
fighting the hosts of the enemy by
pure physical enduranee; yet it would
be simply fighting the people’s chosen
majority. Majority rule may not be
a perfect system; but it is the best
sort of rule we have yet discovered.
It.is better than minority rule, and
infinitely mobler than rule by brute
obstruciion. The people choose theis
majority for Dbetter, for worse, aad
should have to abide by it,

Those who have demeaned them-
selves to the level of the highwayman,

Were it ever o good,
the province, or the minority that the
provincial government seems to dic-
tate to, has no right to force it on
parliament. As a matter of fact, how-
ever, it is very far from good,

Whether it has or has not resulted
in unfair lists, that law is certainly
calculated to do so.

sible. Would not theése party men be
more than humay ¥f they shotld’ not
find sufficient justificition in the case
Conservative Voter more easily
than in that of one twho would cast his
vote aguzinst the govermnent? It has
been constantly urced that there is
no vote on those lists but such as
has been approved by the judges, see-
ing that there is in every case that is
quesiioned an appeal to the judge
This sounds well, but the scant delay
provided for such appeals leaves no
time for purging the lists of the ab-
sentees, dead men and foreigners with
which' they are loaded, still less for
adding the names of scitlers which
may have been omitted or wrongly
excluded.

A Calgary resolution concerning a
consumptive park and tuberculosis
sanitarium was introduced by R. C
Hutchings. The problem has been
eeupying the attention of the board
for some time and a deputation wait-
ed on Hon. Frank Oliver, who had
promised that the government would
donate the land and he himself
would do his best to secure finaneial
assistance from the government. He
further suggested that the first move
come from the provincial government
On being brought to the atteniton of 4
number of the members of the Alberta
legislature every encouragement was
given. The resolution was seconded
by J. E. Bradshaw, of Regina, and
was also supported by A. E. Cross,
Calgary, who spoke of the great dan-
ger through residents of the provin-e
coming in contact with consumptives
who were sent out from the east. F.
M. Schanders (Saskatoon), H. W.
Laird (Regina), and C. 8. Davis spoke
to the motion, which was adopted.

Treating of Outside Patients.

C. P. McQueen introduced a Calgary
resolution relative to payment by the
municipality for outside patients at
city hospitals. Hospitals were neces-
sary and must be maintained at a
high state of efficiency. Fully 75 per
cent. of the patients from outside
points in the Calgary hospital were
destitute and the burden should re
general in defraying their expenses.
It was not fair to tax Calgary with
the burden. Mayor Cousins, of Medi-
cine Hat, setonded the resolution.

A. L. Johnson, Winnipeg, stated the
same difficulty was encountered in
Winnipeg and he endorsed the prin-
ciple of the resolution. The munici-
palities near Winnipeg had been
asked to contribute and thirty did so,
but the sum collected was entirely in-
adequate, as the average sickness ex-
tended over a period of 21 days, and
the cost was $1.50 a day. The muni-
cipalities should contribute the differ-
ence between the government grant
and the cost per patient.

Some considered $1.50 per day too
high, but the efficiency of a hospital
was determined by the cost. E. Brad-
shaw, Prince Albert, favored the
adoption of some means by whieh the
government could make a general
assessment for hospital purposes. It
would be a very low assessment and
would meet the difficulty. E.*N.
Hopkins, Moose Jaw, endorsed the
resolution but would liked to have

seen a clause in regard to f
capital account . R

A. C. Fraser, Edmonton, speaking
for the four deegdates, all” of whom
were members of the hospital board,
supported the idea. -H. N. Laird, Re-
gima, suggested as an amendment to
the last clause that the words “‘Com-
D‘-‘]lln‘g all municipalities to reim-
burse” be struck out and their place
taken by the words “‘As will fully re-
imburse.”

The Canital Account Aspect.

Mayor Cook, Prince Albert, spoke
on the capital account aspect of the
case. - In Prince Albert the directors
had to personally pladge themselves
when building. He favored the
government being asked to assume
part. of these charges. Outside
patients as a rule were sent in when
theéy could not pay the doctor. He
advocated. that the government bring
a general tax, which would DHear
lightly on all.

H. McKeller, Moose Jaw, drew at-
tention to last year’s resolutions in
regard to hospitals, which, he thought,
conflicted with the present - resolu-
tions. Wm. Short, Edmonton, agreel
with. Mr. McKellar that last year’s 'e-
solutions were preferable. A L.
Johnston, Winnipeg, pointed out that
the two sets of resolutions had an al-
together different bearing on the ques-
tion Those of last year called for
zovernment assistance in the ereection
of hospitals.

C. W. Rowley, Calgary, urged that
the present resolution be passed  and
last: year’s also pushed. E. Brad-
shaw, Prince Albert, suggested em-
bodying both ideas in the resolutions.
M. Mansell, Saskatoon, liked this pro-
position. as did C. 8. Davis. Craik.
The President suggested that the
parties. interested get together and
form a new set of resolutions which
would cover the whole case. On mo-
tion of C. H. McQueen, Calgary, and
H. McKellar., Moose Jaw. the matter
was laid over until tomorrow with
this idea in view.

Indian Reserves Transfer.

T. J. S. Skinner, Calgary, introduec-
ed a resolution on the transference of
Indian rezerves He stated that the
government policy was to give 640
acres to cvery Indian family of five,
but acocrding to the Indian popula-
tion the redmen are getting 565 and
120 acres more than they are entitled
to, or 1,315 acres to every family. The
ndians were not cultivating the land,
and it was sold there would be suffi-|
cient funds; for an annuity of $241.87|
for cach family. And if the land was
thrown open gor settlement and 320
acres allowed for each white family of
five there would be room for a while|
population of 19,000.

An Edmonton Resolution.

William Short spoke to Edmonton’s
resolution relative to the exemption
ordinance and insolvency law. The
wholesalers, he stated, found it diffi-
cult to keep track of small dealers,
some of whom took up land and stock-
ed their farms at the expense of their
business and could pay nothing on
their liabilities. One of the factors
in bringing about this result was the
present exemption ordinance. The
basis of all trading should be absolute
honeaty Dbetween wholesalers n;lnl
traders. as it was the first requisite in
the building of a nation. J.. M. Doug-
las, Strathcona, seconded the resolu-
tion. H. M. Belcher, Winnipeg, stat-
ed that the intention was not that ex-
emption be done away with, but that
it no betaken advantage of in an un-
fair way. Dishonest action on rhf
part of traders weakened the credit
of a country. He also wurged that
official assignees be appointed with
a view to obtaining .men of honesty as
well as competency. The official as-
signee shduld also be the man to In-
stitute procecdings if there was dis-
honesty apparent. The resolution
was carried.

THE OPPOSITION

Their Real Interest in West Shown
by Criticism of Government’s Ac-
tioa Averting Grave Crisis.

Ottawa, June 18—Western farmers
and in fact the whole population of
the prairie provinces had an illumin-
ative object lesson today in the real
interest which the cpposition members
take in the welfare of the west. In a
discussion of Hon. Mr. Fielding’s bill
ratifying the action of the government
advancing loans from the federal treas-
ury to facilitate the ecrop movement
last fall, Hon. Geo. E. Foster and his
fellow members on the speaker’s left
put themszelves on record as being op-
posed to the steps taken by the gov-
ernment last fall to relieve the inabil-
ity of the banks to finance the move-
ment of grain eastward and to avert
the crisis which wouid undoubtedly
have otherwise arisen. While ecriti-
cizing the action of the government
in straining the striet lotter of the
law in order to give the advantage to
the whole population of the west with-
out at any time. jeopardizing the pub-
time advainced no suggestion of any
other action that the government
lic funds the opposition at the same
might have taken in the situation.

Hon. Mr. Fielding, while admitting
that there had been a technical de-
parture from the provisions. of the
statute, held “that the gravity of the
crisis, as shown by the correspondence
with the banks and grain growers’ as-
sociations, was ample justification of
the action of the government. The se-
curity for the loans had never been
in doubt and the farmers had been
assisted. A crisis was averted and
the meney was all paid back, the
country h;l\‘inf: lost not a cent.

In the course of the debate the fin-
ance minister stated that under simi-
lar circumstances he would do the
same thing again.

In a very effective specch Hon.Frank
Jliver- emphasized the extraordinary
position taken up by the opposition
and eventually the bill legalizing the
advances passed.

“There are still,”” he went on,
“heights and reaches to which it has
not attained.”

Mr. Oliver continued by reciting the
demands of the western grain buycrs
for reliet during the stringency of last
autumn, and their>decalration that
unless aid was given grain ° buying
would have to cease. The situation
was so critical that had no aid been
given the inability of the banks to
meet the demands for funds might
have endangered the banking system
of the country. The opposition, judg-
ing by their utterances today, would
have allowed the wheat to rot, busi-
ness to  stagnate, and the banks to
break.

Mr. Oliver added that though the
proceedings of the government in this
moatter were justifiable, it had been
decided to ask for an amendment of
the isw which would make such ac-
tion possible in future within the
law.

MAY ADOPT CREDIT BETTING.
New York Gamblers Have a Scheme
to Beat New Law.

New York, June 18—There 1s a pos-
sibility that the English system of
credit Detting may &olve the problem
which confronted the bookmakers fol-
lowing the passage of the anti-race
track gambling laws by the state legis-
laure last week. This cannot be done
without risk of arrest, but it will be
only in the payment of wages that
any danger will be encountered.

Evér -since the passing of the bills,
the police have acted in a most deter-
mined manner to suppress gambling
at the tracks in every form and even
have gone to the extent of ot permit-
ting three or iour men to talk together
on the lawns or in the field.

Assistant District Attorney Elder, of
King’s county, who has been active
in the efforts to enforce the law laid
down in the measures, said vesterday
that while he is as determined as ever
to stamp out the gambling evil at the
tragks, still there are , some points
which can’t be ignored.” He said to
get a clear case against a bettor or
bookmaker, there must be a posting
of odds, the passing of money or the
consummation of some sort.of con-
tract. Unless that could be proved
there would be:no case against any
person arrested charged with violat-
ing the anti-betting law,

Asked if this would not permit credit
betting at the tracks, Mr. Elder said
it probably wouid, but it would not
permit the payment of wages any-
where else at a later time and that if
such payments were made they very
likely would be taken cognizance of by
the officers and prosecutions follow.

TO SIT IN MOOSE JAW.

The Board of Conciliation Will*Hold
Session There Tuesday.

Winnipeg, June 17.—It was decided
at today’s session of the Coneciliation
Board that the board sit in Moose Jaw
next Tuesday, as there are many wit-
nesses there and it has been the bone
of contention in the evidence. Ex-
cellent progress was made, two
blacksmiths gave testimony as to ‘he
past and present conditions in the
shops, and President Bartlett, of the
Trades and Labor Council, gave his
reasons for believing there was a
combination among certain classes to
destroy unionism. He stated the
Canadian Manufacturers’ Association
was fomenting trouble with this end
in view. In the C.P.R. shops there
had been a marked improvement in
the working conditions and till re-
cently the officials had shown a de-
sire to meet the men on any griev-
ance which had come up. There was
no suggestion the C.P.R. took any
part in the effort to disrupt the
unions. So far the cross-examina-
tion has taken the line that no hard-
ship would  result from changes in
schedules, as proposed by the com-
pany.

Progress Was Slow.

Winnipeg, June 17—The conciliation
board made little progress today. The
afternoon - session was enlivened by
Thomas McCafferty, an Irishman. He
gave a graphic and clear account of
his efforts to get on in the shops, a
ieature being his statement that no-
thing te improve wages and conditions
was done until the establishment of
the men’s shop committee.

it would be almost certainly associat-
ed with another visit to Windsor, at
the invitation of King Edward, who is
desirous of securing a meeting with
the German sovereign and the czar.
The report that King Edward would
have a meeting with the German cm-
peror at Hamburg, although officially
contradicted, has ncvertheless been re-
vived in a more positive form.

Service Men While at Quebec.

Montreal,June 18—A conference took
place here yesterday in which a num-
ber of the most prominent secret ser-
vice men in Canada took part for the
purpose of providing a force of 200
experienced men to form a guard for
the Prince of Wales during his ap-
proaching visit to Quebec. At the
time of his last visit to Canada a foree
of iorty men were required but there
will be such an immense gathering
at Quebee, cosmopolitan in character,
that a much larger force will be need-
ed for the personal safety of his royal
highness.

Great Britain is set-
tled, its national and social character-
istics "have erystallized info definite
form, and its civil gervice has renched
a stage that permits of more or less
cast iron eclassification. The colleges
and universities have _adapted. parts
of their curricula to the requirements
{ aspirants for civil service émploy-
ment, and a young man, when he en-
ters it generally for life, ifitending,
when he reaches old age to take his
pension and spend the autumn of his
existence in eorpulent ease. It is a
quiet,. steady going life, v regular
and correct, and, while things are by
no means standing §till, the changes
that are going on are of that ruminant
order which are so gradual and undis-
turbing as fo be scarcely noticeable.

Rev. Dr. Pringle did not avail him-
elf, however, of this opportunity of
ubstantiating his charges. He com-
plained that he was not able to get
vidence in support oi them, except
inder compulsion of legal process, and
lemanded the issue of-a royal commis-
sion so that people might be' forced to
come forward and give testimony.

Limitation of Statute.

The minister of the interior could
not see his way to recommend such a
-ommiesion.  The statate providing
or inquiry by royal comugission into
he conduet of public officials does so
mly in cases where their alleged mis-
-onduct relates to the discharge of thei
flicial duties, and therefore cases for
personal inquiry into private conduct—
which in Ottawa would be made by
the minister himself—do not eome
within' “the meaning of the statate,
T'his Mr. E. Bristol, Conservative mem-
ver for Centre Toronto, and an able
lawyer, was candid enough to admit
n the debate. y

Hon. Geo. E. Foster contended, how-
'ver, that the minister was influenced
in his decigion by a desire to burke
inquiry, and the minister replied that
cvery réasonable opportunity had been
given Dr. Pringle to prove his state-
ments. - Dr. Pringle had said the pri-
vate conduct of Messrs. Lithgow and
Girouard was such as constituted a
public scandal, and surely, if that was
50, there should have bHeen no difficulty
in bringing evidence before the com-
missioner without the aid of compul-

zion. The fact that Dr. Pringle thought.

that compulsion was necessary seemed
te indicate that, whatever the individ-
ual eonduct of the two officials men-
tioned had been, it was not such ‘as
constituted a public seandal.

Commissioner Exonerates Officials.

The commissioner, on receiving Dr.

Pringle’s refusal to go ‘on with the
charges, proceeded to inake an inde-
pendent” inquiry, and as a result re-
ported that both were efficient officers;
that no one exeept Dr. Pringle had
made allegations against them, and
that his stay in the Yukon was that
their private conduct was exemplary.
The case was theérefore closed.

Dr. Pringle’s grievance now is that
he was not given a royal commission
to search out evidence of the truth of
his statements, which he ought to
have had before he ventured to make
them. Mr. R. L. Borden, Hon. Geo. E.

Foster, Mr, T. 8. Sproule and. Mr. E.

Bristol each contended that Dr,Prinhgle
ought to have been accorded a royal
commission. of some kind, while the
prime munister, the minister of fin-
ance, the minister of the interior and
W. E. Knowles argued that this would
have been applying te the Yukon an
inquisitorial. practise, which - would
1ot be tolerated for one moment in any
other part of Canada. Who would sug-
gest, lor instance, thée appointment oi
a’ roval commission to Jdiscover ii a
personal impropriety had  been - com-
mitted by a customs official, say, in
Moutreal or Toronto? People o1 the
Yukon had just as nruch right to have
their privacy observed as any one in
castern Canada ,and whatever inquiry
had to be made in the interests of the
service ‘must be done by the head ox
the department, in an ordinary offictal
manner. It was in the spirit of this
rule or custom that the mimister of
tlie interior appointed Commissionel
Henderson, his deputy, to ascertain
what foundation there was for Dr.
Pringle’s charges. The failure of the
investigation -to prove them was evid-
‘nce that they were not true,. and
not, as the opposition contended, evid-
eree that a royval commission ought to

Mr. .Girouard Resigned.

Dr. Pringle himself cannot have
cuch a very bad opinion of Controller
Lithgow, for, in a letter in 1905, ht
recorded the {fact that Controller Lith-
Zzow had prevented an *improper ex-
penditure. of some $15,000. Mr. Girou-
ard is the official against whom the
inost sertous charges were alleged.
He has resigned - his’ registrarship,
which has since been consolidated with
another office, and he is now prosecut-

IS NOT SUFFICIENT.

Ottawa, June 11.—By way, perhaps,
of showing what they could= do if
they wanted to, the Opposition allow-
ed the House to get into ommittee of
supply twenty-five minutes after meet-
ing.

Roblin’s Backdown Has Effect,

There i3 a' probability, too, that
the backdown of Premier Roblin had
its bearing on the temper of the Op-
position today. They have steadfast-
ly maintained the stand that if the
Election Bill were withdrawn or com
proniised satisfactorily the estimates
would go through sweeping. Yester-
day’s papers contained Winnipeg des-
patches announcing what looked like
a compromise. The Manitoba govern-
ment had issued a proclamation that
revising judges would be empowered
to adjourn their sitting from day ‘o
day until their work was completed.
This the Opposition no doubt hoped
the government would accept as suffi-
cient and drop the contentious clauses
of the new bill; and to encourage
them doing so passed a fairly large
amount of money, as an example  of
what would follow if they did so.

On Closer Insvection.

Better acquaintance with the pro-
clamation, however, makes it ex-
tremely doubtful if the Manitoba
Liberals can .accept it as sufficient.
Premier Roblin -has backed down, but
he has not backed down half ifar
enough. He will permit the judges
to sit as long as mnecessary to do the
revising, in theory; but the Manitoba
law provides that the rivising must
be completed by July 1st, and Pre-
mier Roblin cannot alter the law by
proclamation. More, he gives the
judge no power to sit in places other
than those specified, and, according
to the Manitoba members, the places
specified are not sufficient to make a
full revision possible, nor anything
resembling a full revision. Neither
does he empower the judges to revise
the lists beyend inserting or erasing
names regarding which notice is given
the registration clerk on the day of
registration; and however fair the
clerks may be, it is a matter of simple
physical impossibility to check the
admissability of all the new names
submitted for. registration. It should
be -added that the clerks have mnot
been charged with -relentless and un-
wavering fairness in all cases.

The back-down, therefore, while
granting something, grants far less
than was and is declared absolutely
necessary to & just preparation of the
lists; and that the Manitoba members
can be content with it is extremely
doubtful.

At any rate, the entries were made,
and the people who made-the entries,
in the large majority ol cases instead
of breaking away from the eommunity
munity system than - before, and
rather more confirmed in the com-
were rather more .confirmed in the
community system han before, and
were not conforming” to the terms of
the entry, as the law required.

I'he kv, Jehn McDougall was the
commissioner, with Mr. Maher, a elerk
in the employ of the laads braneh of
the i-terior department, and Michael
Waite, a wan of Russian birth and
German pareniage, who understood the
ussian languagze and was educated
in Lnglish, as interpreter. They ex-
amaned ihe cenditions carvefully, and
ascertained as nearly as they could
liow many people were conforming to
the tormas of the Homestead act and
how many did ncet wish to -conform.
They made a caleulation as to how
ity wnd woud be reqaired. to. give
to thewe whao did net want to conform
to the terms of ihe Homestead  act,
cnough land to cultivate and occupy
amnd make a living upon. It was found
that during the seven years that the
Doukhobers had been in the country,
their total cultivation amounted to
about five acres per head of men, wo-
men and children. Before we appoint-
ed this commiesion we had arrived at
the conclusion that we could not and
would not be justified .in maintaining
their homestead entries against lands
in regard to which the duties were not
being fulfilled, and. that if they re-
fused to conform to the requirements
of the law by individual ownership

but to cancel their entry and leave
the lands open to entry and occupa-
tion by other persons. - At the same
time, we had to recognize that the peo-
ple were there, and that they had been
living from the produets of their fields
for some seven years—because 1 may
say that, with the expenses iucurred
in conncction with their coming to
the ecountry and their first year’s
residence here, they have been no
cost te the government in any shape
or manner.

Mr. Staples—How many communi-
ties did Rev. Johin MecDougall. deal
with and where are they located?

The bed, however, was -stuffed with
flocks, which, instead of buraing, smoul-
dered, and the smoke issuing from the
window brought the neighbors to- the
house.

~OREST RESERVES ALONG
THE ROCKY MOUNTAINS.

Hansard Report, June 8, 1908.

Mr. M. 8. McCarthy—What new re-
erves have beg n made on the eastern
lope of the Rocky mountains within
he last year? [ saw it astated in the
1ewspapers in the west gupporting the
overnment that the minister of agri
ulture (Mr. Fisher) had said, at a
meeting of the Forestry association
. Montreal, that all the east slope o1
he Rocky mountains irom the nation-
ul boundary to the northern limits of
he country have been set aside as a
orest rescrve, Had the government
nade up its mind as to that?

Mr. Oliver—Thgre must be gome etr-
or somewherz, there has been no suehe
escrvation. there is of course the
Waterton reservation.

Mr. Foster—What is the size of that?

Mr. Otiver—One or two townships.
It is an old reservation set apart many
years ugo, and was neveiewithdrawn
from  the departmental ieservation.
then there is the Bantf park reserva-
tion, and there is also a large reserva-
tion at the Jasper House on. the line
f the Canadian Pacific railway, That
is about tifly miles in length from the
southeast to the northwest, and ex-
tends to the ioothills of the moun-
tains. It will not be as laree as the
Banff park in area, because the Banf
park, in #s northeasterly portion, ex
tends out far beyond the foothills of
the Rockies. The railway will inter-
sect it at about the centre. These are
he only reservations that have been
made on the eastern slope of the Rocky
mounntaing. But at some future time
farther regervations mmay be made.

Appointment of Land Agent.

Mr. Laks—=I would like to ask what
the policy of the minister is in regard
to the filling of vacancies in the dif-

ferent land offices of the Northwest
and in the outside service generally. I
asked him a question the other day
with regard to filling a vacancy at
Edmonton and, from the answer he
gave, I understand he brought a man
in_entirely from the outside, a gen-
tleman who could not possidly have
any knowledge of the details of the
work and who would have to rely
upon the juniors, the men whom he
was going to supersede in that event,
to coach him ‘and make him familiar
with the work that he was going to
do. I do not know whether the same
policy is being carried on in other
parts of the Northwest, but I would
imagine that it is an extremely bad
thing for thié whole outside service
to let men labour under the impression
that no matter how good their work
18, .they have no chance of appoint-
ment .to the best positions going. 1
would like the minister to give us a
general idea of what his policy is-in
regard to promotion in the outside se:
vice,

Mr. Oliver—It is very haird to lay
down a general policy. that would no:
be chiefiy known, like the rules o.
English grammar, by its exceptions,
In the case mentioned, the appoint-
ment was made of a gentleman who
nad hitherto been outside the service
but ‘we believed that by reason of his
oppoertunities he was able to bring
into the service ability and advantages
that no person whom we then had in
the service at that point was able to
bring and we had need of all the men
who might he presumed to be of equai
standing at other points where they
were employed,

I may say generally that while it i
very desirable that employees in the
land offices shall have accurate knowl
edge of the routine of the office and
of the department generally, inasmuch
as they are from day to day in immed-
1ate toucn with the people for whose
onvenience and benefit these offices
'xist, it is even more necessary that
the man at the head of the land olfie
hould have such standing and quali
fication as will be to his advantage in
coming in contact with the public at
large. We may be able to get men
who.are perfectly competent to trans-
et” clerical work, who can keep in
touch with the routine of the offic
and of the department, who are in
theinselves in every way -creditabl
persons, but ‘who lack the knowledge
f matters and things in the world
outside that would enable them to dea
satisfactorily with the general public
ind with the questions between the
department and thc general public
which arisc irom day to day in those
ffices and the settlement of which
juestions is really we main duty of
the land agent. Under these circum-
stances, while we have given due
*onsideration to the possibilities of
promotion from within the service, it
would not be fair to the House or t
the service to let it b2 understood that
the principleé of promotion was ow
‘eading princiuple in providing for the
outeide service. It is absolutely ne
cessary that we should have men in
toueh with outside conditions and we
cannot always depend- upon. meeting
that requirement by promotions irom
the service. A3 occasion arises .wi
have to do the best we can and either
promote or take them from the out-
side as the case may be.

Closing Sub-Land Agencies,

Mr. W. J. Roche (Marguette).—
Why was the sub-agency at Ranch
ville closed?

Mr. Oliver—My hon. friend (Mr. W
J: Roche) asked the question in the
House in the ordinary way, and, if 1
remember well, the anawer was very
much the same as I have given in the
rase of the question put by the. hon
nember for Alberta (Mr. Herron) ex
*ept that in that case the sub-agent
ras not resigned. We -felt that the
ettlement of that part of the country
nad progressed to such an extent tha
t was not necessary to keep up the
sub-agency. There is no doubt that
he ¢ub-agency is a very great eonven
ence Jut we have to draw the lin
omewhere; the House would not justi
v us in establishing sub-agencies
verywhere or in keeping them opel
verywhere they. have been establigh
'd, The sub-land agency is more par
ticularly a convenience in the newly
wettled secti A great deal of the
business to be transacted with the lana
office by old settlers can be transacted
by letter, whereas entry must be mad:
‘L person and the presence of the sub
“ncy enables the entry to be mad:
yr the letter in the viecinity of the
and. So, there is a reason for the
sub-agency in the new territory that
loes not exist in the case of an old-
ottled section.

Mr. W, J. Roche (Marquette).—Ti
the business had fallen off in this sub
igeney, there woud be forece in what
he minister has said. But I am in-
ormzd that more business was done
herz last year than was done the yea
before. I know that the sub-agent
a2as said—I have had no direet com-
nunication with him—that, - judging
by the ‘business of 1907, there was more
ason for maintaining the sub-agency
han ever before. 1t was hardly ne-
essary on the ground of economy to
lose the sub-agency, as the saving
vould be only $26 a month, I have
aad complaints from a number of
Are residents of the distriet coneern-
ng the closing of this office. A sthte-
ment has been rurnished me of the
business of the office in February last.
(HCIA' were siX entries for h()ll]('?‘tl'{l(ln
—proceeds $60—and implements, $15:
bree 1nspections were made; there
was one abandoned homestead, and
there were thirty-two applications fo
patents. I think that this volume of
business would compare favorably with
that of any other sub-ageney in Mani-
toba. Information with reference to
he closing of fhis office has reached
me ag follows: The sub-agent, who in
years gone by, was a very active poli-
tieian, during the last provincial eon-
test remained neutral, Th's did not
please the Liberal candidate—who.was
leteated and who attributed his de-
feat not so much to the efforts of his
political opponents as to the inaectiv-
ity of the sub-agent. And it is no
secret tn that part of the country that
this defeated. candidate takes ecredit
for having had this agent discharged
because oy his inaectivity in the elee
fiona. If the information I have is
correct, the business has not fallen off,
but increased.

Mr. Oliver—I think the committee
will agree that the volume of business
stated by the hon. gentleman (Mr. W.
4. Roche) is hardly sufficient to justify
he maintenance of this office.  And,
4 this was an increase ove. tha: ot
previous months ‘it s pretty good
cvidence that instead of being wrong in
closing the office when we did, i. we
nhad closed it sooner it would have
peén better in the interests of econ-
ymy. It is evident that, once an office
s established, it is difficdit to get it
alosed. There i a certain amodnt of
convenience to the public in having
he office there, and there are always
veople who are oifended and complain
1 it is closed. I do not wonder that
vhere are complaints about the cicsing
of this office any more than about the
closing of the office at Pincher Creek.
1 have no hope o: ever clcsing' a sub-
agent’s office without complaints be-
ng made, and yet I feel that we must

lose these offices from time to time
18 settlement progresses.

Grand Trunk Pacific Townsites.

Mr. Lake—I notice thai a number

f pieces of land have been sold to
he Grand Trunk Paciiie for townsite
yurposes at $1 an acre. Does the min-
ster consider that a proper price?

Mr. Oliver—The land was soid to the
wmesteader at $1 an aere and he sells
o the company for whatever he can
jeL. The Grand Trunk Pacitic of
!ourse runs tnrough lands owned by
rivate individuals and other corpor-
itions as well as through government
«ands, and it is necessary that they

hould not only have stations but con-
seniences 1or the handling of grain
ind cther business in order that they
nay give iull benefit and advantage

o the surreunding country. In plac-
ng their stations where they will be
nost suitable the compamy trequently
s to seleet quarter-sections occu-
vied by homesteaders, The home-
teaders could not sell that land to
he Grand Trunk Pacitic and could
1wt make it into a townsite, and it
unounted to a hold up of the develop-
nent of the town at that particular
lace until he got his patent.

Of course, when he got his patent
1¢ could do as he pleased with it. Un-
circumstances, the railway
ompany, being desirous oi getting
wetion 1or the development - o1 this
town as soon as possible, for the sake
f the business, and ior the sake of
knowing definitely where they were,
lesired to acquire these lands. Now,
o far as the govermment was concern-
'd, the right to the Jand had already
passed, and there was no way by
which the government could recover
its ownership in that quarter-section.
[he homesteader had the right to
qarn the title, and, so far as we knew,
ae would cavn it and would become the
swner. Therefore, it was a mere ques-
ion of allowing the railway company
o get beneficial ac.ion upon the pro-
perty or -delaying that action until
he homesteader earned his patent. In
yrder that action might be had as soen
1s possibie, we sold the land that the
ailway company wanted to purchase
or a towngite to the homesteader, and
1e sold to the railway company for
vhat he could got. I hepe he made a
«ood sale. We allowed him o take
and clsewhere, "It was a fortunate
hing for the homicsteader, and, I say
rankly, 1 do nel régrét giving him
he advantage, for the government lost
nothing and it was not a matter of
aking advantage on the part of the
1omesteader. He was there as a sot-
ler, the railway came and made his
and valuable in spite of him, and 1
{now no reason why he ¢hould not
zet the benefit.

Wheie the railway saw fit to place its
tation upon land still remaining in
he crown, the arrangement is ditfer-
'nt. There we think it_quite fair and
casonable that there should be facili-
ieg for the establishment of a town,
md we sell the land to the company
it $3 an acre, retaining one-guarter
nterest in the proceeds of the sales
that may ba n The reason why
#e prefer to retain an undivided one-
juarter interest is that if we were to
ctain a divided interest the question
i munieipal taxation would necessar-
ly arise, and we have found that o
very difficult and vexing question. It
s a generally established = principle

fer these

hat the government pPays no taxes.
We do*not feel that we would be war-
anted in breaking through that rule
ind payirng taxes on the land when it
Jzcame  part of the municipality.,
Fherefore we concluded that probably
the best way to deal with the matter
was to sell the land to the railway
ompeny at ice and simply retain
in intercst in whatever result might
zome from the inture sales. I think
the transaction is oné that will com-
nend itself to the House and the
*ountry.

Mr. Foster—But if you had braved
the dangers of munuicipal taxation,
rour relation with the railway com-
pany would be that you would have
me-hali the townsite still.

Mr. Oliver—That would be the usuai
iystem of dealing with a railway com-
Poany.

Mr. Foster—Instend oi that, you
keep one-quarter upon which you pay
no taxation. That is, you keep the
municipality out of the taxation.

Mr. Oliver—No, the railway com-
pany owns the land and has to pay
Aaxes.

Mr. Foster—On the whole of it?

Mr. Oliver—Yes. If it were divided
and we held a part, that part of it
would not pay taxes,

Administration of Yukon Estates.

Mr. Foster—Is it also correct that
Mr. Congdon, all the time he ad:
ministered teh estates as public  ad-
ministrator, never really made any
statement with reference to any es-
tate ‘he administered, and that the
department has not a single statement
made by him of a complete estate—of
the transactions from start to finish.

Mr. Oliver—I am not able to answer
definitely. I am under the impres-
sion, however, that, so far as our de-
partment is concerned, my hon. friend
is probably correct. However, I
understand that the case is that the
administrator of an estate—as the
practice was there—was ' under the
direction of the local government, the
Yaukon council. 'We appointed him
and paid his salary, but. as I under-
stand if, his administration was in
acecordance with the laws and ordin-
ances of the Yukon couneil, and it
was understood that his responsibili-

ties were to them and not to us. For;

that reason, the statement that ~he'

would make would naturally be to the
Yukon council, not to us.

Mr. Foster—Is it not true that the
public administrator represented the
Minister of the Interior? If so, sure-
ly the minister here ought to -have
statements of his administration. It
does not seem to me that the bill is
not filled when he is simply left w
the tender mercies of the council
which he himself dominates. Mr.
Congdon is a rather dominatingly-in-
clined man, as shown by his whole
listory. He went out and went in a
good many times, and never - went
back without having an increase in
his salary, a very material increase.
He was a kind of character who
really econtrolled and had a dominat-
ing influence. He was commissioner
some time, and member of the couneil
always. It would be an odd thing to
have the public administrator account-
able to himself as a member of the
eouncil. Is the minister aware whe-
ther he ever made a statement of an
estate he managed as public adminis-
trator—finished statements and duly
audited, before the local government?

Mr. Oliver—No, I am not aware
how the business was transacted bet-
ween himself and the local govern-
ment in that connection. I may say
that T have found the position as it
was, and 1 stated it to mmy hon. friend,
entirely unsatisfactory, for practically
the reasons which he has placed be-
fore the House and because of the
divided responsibility, so to speak.
The responsibility "was not definitely
fixed, either with the Yukon council or
with the government. We, I assume,
took it for granted that the Yukon
Council, having passed laws and ordi-
nances under which the administra-
tion was to be carried on, would see to
it that the laws and ordinances were
properly administered. They, ‘on
the other hand, possibly though that,
as we appointed the administrator and
paid him we were looking after the
matter, I am afraid that, as a re-
sult of the examination made last sum-
mer by Mr. Beddoe—I think the re
port has been brought down—the mat-
ter was not in a condition that was
satisfactory, or, I will go so far as to
say, creditable to any of the .parties
concerned. I propose to cure that
diffieulty for the future. We did cure
it in @ measure when Mr. Senkler was
appointed, by our requiring him to
deposit sureties to the amount of
$10,000. There was a question raised
as to our right to do that, the sup-
nosition being that it was the right
or duty of the Yukon council to do it.
T{"'.‘.‘l‘\:('l‘_ we required the deposit of
the security. And, in the Bill now
befere the House in regard to the
Yukon, we propose to take the respon-
sibility in regard to the administra-
tion of estates, to appoint the ad-
ministrator, to require him to give
security, and, while he administers
the estates subject to the laws and
ordinances of the Yukon council, he
will make an accounting to the re-
presentative of the Auditor General.
That will be more satisfactory. It is
not.that we wish to take from the
rights or responsibilities of”the local
government, but we feel the condi-
tionsg in the past was such that we are
warranted in futuwre; in such an im-
poriant and delicate mdtter, in abso-
lutely fixing the responsibility and
place it entirely on ‘the loeal govern-
ment, but, if we are to assume any
part of it, we want to assume it all.

Mr. TFoster—I am glad to hear the
statement made by the minister. I
assume that, under the new arrange-
ment we shall have what appears to
me to be such a scandal as has been
there for so manyv years, = There is
one other question we ought to have
satisfactorily at rest: Is it not the
intention of the government to  de-
mand from Mr. Congdon an account
of his stewardship? He has been
there, he has administored estates, h«
has acted as guardian for infants and
had had charge of trust matters deal-
ing with the most intimate relations
that the government has with its
wards; and all the time he has been
there, as we have seen, he has mnot
really -finished up an estate so far as
putting in a statement that anybody
could get hold of, properly audited
and shown to be absolutely correct
Does not the minister think that Mr
Congdon should be called upon to
make a full 1eport of every estate he
has had in his  charge, thoroughly
audited, and that the past negli-
gence should be atoned for, at
least by having it as far as can. be
cffected, put in regular shape?
think that is the only thing that et
be done to secure the government
from the imputation of allowing its re-
presentative there to earry on matters
of that kind in a very lax\way. And
I do not think it would be at all im-
proper that Mr. Congdon should . b«
asked to give a thorough and complet
sthtement 6f-every estate that he has
managed and to have that statement
thoroughly audited if it has not al
ready been audited, and made as
plain as it can be made at this late
date.

Mr. Oliver—In this matter of ad
ministration of estates the position is
not satisfactory so far as we have
been able to reach a statement in
regard to them. There is, no doubt,
something to be said in favor. of the
view taken by my hon. friend. The
difficalty that might, or may, arise i
we decide to take such action is that
we may not have the right to call for
the statement. The position may b
taken that I have suggested—I be-
lieve may very well be taken—that
the accounting is not to us, but te
the - local government. It does not
appear that there is any legislation
or any definite delegation of authority
that would put us in a position to ab
solutely demand this accounting.

Mr. Foster—May I ask the minister
is it not the fact that either the gov
ernment here is in a position to de-
mand that accounting or the govern
ment there is in that position?

Mr. Oliver—Precigely. ;

Mr. Foster—Then, as the govern-
ment here practically controls the
government ghere by its appointed
members, there is no difficulty in
the government getting at the matter
I am not stating thiz to make a point
against any one -or anything of tha’
kind; but I think it will be quite too
bad—to say nothing stronger—that the
matter should be left in the position
in which it is. For instance, I have
the right, I believe, to move for a re-
