FOR OUR FISH.

Hudson Bay route as a wild vision­
ary impracticable scheme, just in the 
same -way the Port aux Basques-Syd­
ney route was deemed impossible un­
til R. G. Reid took it up and has put 
it throuÿi without one failure for 
thirteen years.

That Reciprocity is a live question 
and will soon be carried out, we can 
see very clearly. The great majority 
in Canada are all for full trade in 
raw materials. The North-West in­
sists upon It. Of course, the Cana­
dian manufacturers are against it, 
but their opposition will be over­
come. Gloucester even advocates it 
now. They want new fishing grounds; 
their own is exhausted, and this 
year their business is a great failure. 
They recognize that the American 
millions will no longer eat dear fish 
to support their crews of foreigners. 
The Americans are thoroughly well 
aware that the decision of the Hague 
Tribunal. will be given against thçni, 
and that in order to do any prbfitable 
business in Newfoundland there must 
be new arrangements, in short, a 
Reciprocity Treaty. For this new 
market we must prepare. With the 
duty removed and the latest .methods 
for transporting fresh fish there is a 
large market for us in the States, and 
especially for cur winter fish. As 
Mr. T. R. Job has noted, if we could 
send off all this winter fish fresh it 
would be a great relief to the bulk 
markets, as just now whep prices 
are good in Portugal, &c., this winter 
fish comes in and gluts the market.

Protection of RulersEditor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—When Judge Prowse 

writes on historical errors he should 
be careful to consult the authorities, 
and not write from memory or draw 
upon his imagination.

In regard to Sebastian Cabot he 
states (1) that he was of tender years 
in 1497 and therefore could not have 
accompanied his father on his fam­
ous voyage in that year; (2) that he 
lived until late in the reign of Queen 
Elizabeth.

The facts of Sebastian Cabot’s 
birth, life" and death were most ex­
haustively inquired into by M. Henri 
Harrisse, and are as follows: He was 
born in Venice, between the years 
1475 and 1477, and was therefore a 
young man in 1497. In 1502 he pre­
sented three Eskimos to King Henry 
VII., thus indicating that he had cer­
tainly reached man’s estate.

In 1512 he was appointed to an im­
portant post in the Spanish Marine, 
thus indicating that he had arrived 
at mature years. He died between 
the dates Sept. 29th, and Dec. 2oth, 
1557, at the age of 80 to 82 years.

Queen Elizabeth ascended thr 
throne in November, 1558, about a 
year after h'is death. I may add that 
the date of his death is clearly indi­
cated by the date of the last payment 
of his salary or pension, on Sept. 
29th, 1557, and the first payment to 
his successor, Worthington, on Dec. 
25th of the same year.

Prince of Wales Here and There, Fathers andTWO ARRESTS.—The police made 
two arrests for drunkenness last 
night.There has recently been an inter- 

fuamaAom aqi jo juamdojaAsp Snpsa 
which is on foot in Wales to petition 
the King to give his consent to a cere­
monial Investiture of the Prince of 
Wales in that country next year. An 
influential committee, it is under­
stood has been formed to further the 
movement, consisting of Mr. Lloyd 
George, Lord Tredegar, Lord Cawder. 
Lord Plymouth, the Bishop of St. 
Asaph, Sir Alfred Thomas, and the 
Rev. Cadvan Davies. There Is a not 
unnatural rivaltry between Carnarvon 
and Cardiff as to which centre should 
be honored in this way if the King's 
consent can be obtained. In influ­
ential quarters It is hoped that when 
the matter has been finally put in 
train the general feeling will be in 
favor of an investiture at Carnarvon, 
and that the petition of the people of 
Wales will take this form. It is re­
garded as very desirable that there 
should be unanimity of feeling and no 
effort will be spared to secure this. 
In the olden days an investiture took 
place In Wales. The first English one 
was at Lincoln, although he afterwards 
received the homage of chieftains at 
Chester.

“Discusses Motor Car License Law=*= 

Other Business Considered.
The Council met at 7.30.
The Mayor and full Board wore 

present, also representatives of the 
News and Chronicle.

When the minutes were road 
Councillor Mullaly rose to register 
his protest against the statement 
made by Road Inspector Barnes. tiny 
the men employed on Harvey Road 
were half fed. He copsidered it a 
libel on the workingmen of St 
St. John's to say that working men in 
St. John’s in the month of June were 
unable to give an honest day’s work 
for an honest day’s pay. He had no 
doubt on his mind but that the Har­
vey Road job was availed of for 
electioneering purposes, and in that 
connection he had much pleasure in 
complimenting the Mayor on the 

: creditable manner in which he had 
come out of the enquiry, although in 
the contest only one vote could be 
traced to him. which showed that he 
was quite satisfied to place himself in 
the hands of the people without using 
any undue ihfluence to bring about his 
return. He further assured the May­
or that in any and every matter 
promoted by him in the interest of the 
taxpayers no stronger supporter 
would be found at the Board than he 
(Mr. M.). He believed the Inspector 
had been prompted to make these 
statements, and that it was done with 
the intention of trying to excite sym 
pathy against him. The Road Inspec 
tor could not remember how many 
notes he had, but he could very well 
remember a lot of other things in 
connection with the matter. Some 
members of the Council objected to 
liis remarks about the old Council, 
but he wanted it distinctly under­
stood that he was not asking these 
questions from any unworthy mot 
live, that he simply wanted to know 
how they did things, so that he might 
learn, not from their misdeeds, but 
from their mistakes. In connection 
with tile notes, he had been told by 
Councillor Ryan that they were tie­
s’royed intentionally between the 
time they were received and pay day.

Councillor Ryan—“I did not saiy 
that."

Councillor Mullaly—“You did.”
Here Councillor Martin took up the 

matter, saying that Councillor Mull­
aly seemed to be particularly ^anxious 
to pursue him, he being the only menu 
b?r of the old Council.

Councillor Mullaly disclaimed any 
ruch intention, and asked for the 
meeting to be conducted in a gen­
tlemanly manner, and requested not 
to be interrupted while he had the 
floor.

Councillor Ryan repeated his de­
nial of having told Councillor Mullaly 
that the notes were destroyed, when 
the matter dropped quietly, and the 
Council settled down to routine busi­
ness.

The Mayor remarked that some 
things that were referred to the En­
gineer were often lost sight of by 
the Council, and not thought of af­
ter. He requested that such matters 
be followed up in the future, and care 
taken that the reports were properly 
attended to by the Council.

The week’s bills and pay sheets 
were then read by the Secretary.

Councillor Mullaly thought that 
Councillors should examine pay 
sheets carefully, and should be given 
an opportunity of knowing whether 
the City was getting value for the 
money paid in this direction before 
they passed them. The present Cus 
tom was to simply glance at them 
during the meeting, when if they took

have to neglect the business before 
the meeting. He suggested that they 
be prepared early enough to give the 
Councillors a chance to read them 
carefully before the meeting. He 
thought this one of the most import, 
ant part of the Council’s work.

The Mayor replied that he had 
already given notice to the clerks to 
have all bills prepared on Thursday, 
for the same reason.

The Mayor made reference to a 
bill for paint and brushes, pnrehAt-J 
for the purpose .f painting - sn. il' 
bit of fencing. He thought '.,ie wo, b 
could have been done much cheaper 
by engaging a regular painter. • stead 
of buying materials that pr Voabiy 
would never be used again.

Councillors Mullaly and Cn vi ling 
spoke on the same quertion. While 
they recognized that it was u small 
matter, yet they thought such mat­
ters should be managed as economic­
ally as one’s private business.

The Inspector-General wro :e, com­
plaining that Jie had not received 
the full list of all motor cars and mo­
tor bicycles licensed to date. He , k 
cd that the officials of the Council, 
who reports on fact driving, etc., he 
instructed to give him (the Inspector) 
any information they may gather in 
relation to same. The Inspector 
pointed out that the regulations pass­
ed in 1907 were unworkable and in­
sufficient. and suggested that a new 
set of rules be framed. It was a 
surprise to him that accidents did 
not happen more frequently under 
the present circumstances, and he of­
fered to confer with the Council and 
do all in his power to assist in mak­
ing more effective regulations.

Councillor Mullaly, in reference to 
this matter, would say that until he 
became a member of the Council he 
was under the impression that owners 
of motor cars had to pay an annual 
licehse. In fact he had been so in­
formed by an official of the Council. 
He had in his possession a copy of 
the Rules and Regulations adopted by 
the Council, and advanced the opinion 
from the standpont of a layman, that 
the said regulations gave the Council 
power to collect. In making this 
statement he was subject of course to 
correction, but one thing was certain 
that we either had the power or we 
hadn’t got it, if we had we should 
have been collecting from all owners 
of machines, and if we hadn't got it, 
it would be in order to refund the 
money to people who paid; in any 
casé it would be wise to refer the 
matter to another Solicitor with a 
view to having the law amended if de­
fective.

The Mayor explained that it was 
only recently, since thp Legislature 
clored. that they discovered it. He 
was of the same opinion as Council­
lor Mullaly, at first in thinking that 
the Council could collect the fee an­
nually, but their Solicitor had ad vis 
ed them otherwise, and a recent test 
case showed that there were loop­
holes in the Act, by which owners 
of cars could evade the tax.

Councillor Mullaly severely criticis­
ed the Solicitor who framed the Act, 
for the carelessness displayed in 
wording it, emphasizing the fact that 
the Council was losing considerable 
revenue by the blunder. He asked for 
a statement of licenses issued and

Three former executive officers 
the Illinois Central Railroad were ar 
rested to-day in connection with the 
alleged, frauds ’.by means, of which the 
railroad was defrauded it is said of 
$1,500,000. The men arrested were 
Frank B. Harriman, formerly Gerifcr 
al Manager of the railroad ; Charles 
Lewlng, formerly manager of the

MDear Sir,—A sad accident occurred 
here on Tuesday night last, or rather 
the early morning of Wfcdnesday.

> "There was a ball at the Star of the 
Sea Hall, St. George’s, and at 1.30 
a.m. the %asoline ferry boat, in charge 
Ot Thomas White of Shallop Cove, 
lîàvîng as passengers seven men and 
three young lhdies^-Misses Butler, 
Jtfooree and Gillis, left the wtjarf at 
St. George’s for Sandy "Point, where 
some of the party werè to land, the 
others going up to St.' George’s Hiv­
er. When about three quarters over 
a terrible explosion took place, hurl­
ing young Arthur Goodland, eldest 
son of our esteemed Sergeant of Po­
lice, arid young Samuel White, the 
promising son off Mr. William White, 
and brother , of Thomas White who 
was running the boat, overboard, and 
ihjuring more or less the other pas­
sengers, especially the young ladies, 
one of whom, Miss Butler, was also 
Knocked overboard and narrowly es­
caped drowning. She was saved by 
a young man, “Ted" Pennell, who, 
himself badly hurt and burnt, in a 
half dazed condition grasped her 
wrist and held to it firmly for some 
time erie he realised that it was the 
drowning girl’s arm he held. Re­
covering his senses and assisted by 
another they succeeded in getting her 
on board a dory which they fortu­
nately had in tow. Thomas White, 
who retained his presence of mind 
all through the scene, assisted by oth­
ers speedily put out the burning oil, 
and -getting the people into the dory. 
On mustering them he found missing 
Arthur Goodland and Samuel White. 
He landed the passengers at St. 
George’s after a vain search for the 
missing youths. J

On Wednesday several boats and 
•dories went out to try and locate the 
bodies of the youths, but owing to a 
breeze ruffling tltfc water and a very 
confused idea of the position of the 
ferry boat at the time of the disas­
ter, failed to recover them

Information had later from Mr. Ed 
ward Butt, of St. George’s, was to 
the effect that hearing the report of 
the explosion he went to his window 
and noticed the (daze to be in a lint 
front his house (p the lighthouse at 
Sandy Point. Mr- Francis Cashin 
who lived at St. George’s about 
mile east of Mr. .Butt, also heard the 
explosion and a,aw the flame in 
line for his house to the residence of 
Capt. Hirst at Sandy Point. On 
Thursday morning a fleet of dories 
set out, and having a sail bogt moor­
ed at the intersection of the line; 
above mentioned as a guide.

After a short* search the Messrs. 
Cutler, P. Peroway, F. Butt, Harold 
Morris, succeeded in getting the body 
of -Samuel White, and shortly within 
a few yards of the same place the 
body of Arthur Goodland, which 
were conveyed by tender hands an* 
sorrowing hearts to the abodes of the 
bereaved and heart broken relatives 
Medical evidence and the position and 
wounds found on the bodies point to 
the fact that both were instantly kill 
ed by the explosion, no water having 
entered their chest cavities — they 
were simply hurled to destruction in 
a second of time. The state of the 
ferry boat-shows how violent was the 
explosion, the lining of the bottom 
beilig literally blown to scraps, the 
gunwhaie forced up several inches 
and other damage to the planking, 

Various theories ’are advanced as 
to the cause of this sad accident, but 
03 an enquiry will be held shortly by 
Magistrate McDonald, and which it is 
hoped will be thorough and searching,
I will not refer to it farther. A mes­
sage was received to-night from the 
Hon. Colonial Secretary conveying 
the profound sympathy of His Excel 
lency the Governor and his own to 
the parties suffering from this sad 
occurrence.

Some recently published official nta- 

tistfes relating to crimes committed 
in-France in late years are well cal­
culated to cause reflection. The last 
decade for which statistics are avail­
able shows a considerable increase in 
criminality among certain classes of 
the population, and this increase in 
crimihality for ten years is confined 
to that of simple murder. The maxi­
mum of crime was found in young 
persons between 16 and 20 years of 
age.

The report attributes this increase 
in simple criminality to the spread of 
alcoholism. The regions where the 
where the the most alcohol is sold 
furnish the largest proportidn of 
most alcohol is sold furnish the larg­
est proportion of criminals.

The report shows also tljat in thfc 
trades, there is most drinking among 
the day laborers in cities engaged in 
shipping and transportation (50.9 in 
100;000) and, to less degree, among 
those engaged in sea-fishing (44.2 per 
100,000)'.

The facts which these statistics 
seem to demonstrate are that alcohol­
ism is the direct cause of the increase 
of criminal propensities in men, and, 
as a result, of crime. The tempta­
tions found in the saloons both ih the 
large cities and the cohntry are the 
purveyors of the prisons.

A Thrilling Wreck.
The story of the rescue of three 

hands of the mackerel boat John and 
Abel, who were brought to the harbor 
by the fishing boat King Edward has 
thrilled Yarmouth, Eng. The. John 
and Abel was a mile and a half from 
the Cross Sands, when Henry Bird, a 
hardy salt, of 75, who was steering, 
was startled to see the water coming 
in through the bottom boards. He 
shouted to his mates, “She’s burst,” 
meaning that the boat had parted 
asunder, and the next moment the 
stern went down and all three were 
iflung on to the heap of nets carried 
in the bows, which, having corks at­
tached, kept above water. The three 
men clung to the nets as their own 
boat sank beneath them. The King 
Edward sailed as near to them as 
possible and lifebuoys were flung to 
the men. They were hauled through 
the water for sixty yards before they 
were got safely on to the rescuing 
boat. One of the three was so near 
gone that it was an hour and a half 
before he could be brought round by 
artificial respiration.

Sardines by the Million
Brittany’s Great Fishing Industry.
Holiday-makers in "dear, delight­

ful Brittany” have returned home to 
speak of its quaint, picturesque peo­
ple, steeped in folk-lore and old-time 
superstitions; but they have usually 
overlooked the fact that Britons are 
the most brave, hardy, and compe­
tent fishing folk in the world. In 
the proper season, for instance, 6,000 
men are engaged in cod fishing and 
25,000 to 30,000 in sardine fishing. In 
addition, much trade is done in oy­
sters, shrimps, tunny, mackerel, and 
lobster, while in some years as much 
as £200,000 forth of seaweed has 
been collected, taken inland, and eith­
er spread on the land as à fertilizer 
or dried and burned to produce soda 
and iodine.

, There are over 4,000 oyster-grow­
ing establishments round the coast 
of Brittany, from which in twelve 
months as many as 135,000,000 oy­
sters have been collected. Sardine 
fishing, however, forms the chief in­
dustry. In an average season the 
Brittany sardine fishermen catch 
100,000,OOO lb. to 150,000,000 lb. of

The Loveliness of Decay.

Editor Evening Telegram :
Deal* Sir!—I have the gratification 

10 announce that the lamp of liter­
ature has been lit in tile' most un­
likely place, and that its first pale and 
feeble beams now dimly illuminate 
our governing classes. If carefully 
tended and duly replenished we may 
hope that in the distant future its ra­
diant light may shine over the whole 
horizon of our public life. Then shall 
we see how the humaner letters can 
soften the manners even of an Execu­
tive Councillor and mitigate the fer­
ocity of an Assembly debate. The 
Municipal Council has formed itself 
into a Browning Society and has al­
ready made such progress in the mis- 
interprètation of the Master as to sow 
some seeds of jealousy and envy in 
t|ie breasts of the members of the 
parent society.. The Council has been 
reading Sordello and, such is the ma­
gical effect of poetry, it has been ob­
served that Mr. Mullaly now sneers 
Rhythmically that Mr. Ellis holds 
forth with measured cadence, while 
tfie rest are inclined to squabblt 
about the relative claims of Mr. John 
Burke and Mr. James Murphy to the 
Poet Laureateship of the city. I 
should not; perhaps, have considered 
that this interesting disposition of 
dur rulers towards the severer liter­
ary studies was germane to the sub­
ject I treat of in these articles if it 
were not that our Councillors have 
invented—and seem inclined to act 
upon—a new reading of their Poet 
which may involve some very pleas­
ant consequences to the city. These 
are the liens in SordeHo which have 
so exercised the critical talents of the 
Councillors:—

“Mere decay
“Produces richer life; and day by day 
i‘New pollen on the lily-petal grows 
‘ And still more labyrinthine buds the 

rose.”
The verse is pregnant with thought 
and poetry, and its recital has stir­
red the hearts of the Council to their 
depths. Nowhere are such possi­
bilities of beauty ready to the hand 
jot the experimenter as in this town 
tof St. John’s. Decay is all around 
us—heaps of it at every corner, ma­
terial for it. in every drain. Why, 
Itben, should we not make the most 
iof these opportunities? Why should 
Jnot our drains be pure with lily- 

" ‘blooms and rank with rose-bushes? 
Why should all this wealth of decay­
ing matter, so rich in possibilities of 
beauty, be dissipated or swept into 

>the sewer? We will be wiser than 
our neighbors—while they plant 
trees beside the pavements, let us 
make our gutters bloom and scatter 
sweet odours on the air. But to do 

- this, of course, we must have none 
of this nonsense about concrete 

i drains. How can you sow a flower 
( seed or plant a rose-bush upon the 
' smooth, hard concrete, and hope to 

t bring it to blushing maturity? Why, 
J even the sturdy germ of disease de­

clines to grow upon a concrete drain, 
i The germs of disease are in this re­

spect like the flowers that bloom in 
the spring, that they must be sown 

Tn the dirt, only they require for the’r 
proper nourishment a fouler kind of 
flirt—such dirt as our cobble stone 
drains afford. Let us, then, it we are 
to cultivate that richer life which is 
born of decay, adhere to the cobble­

stone drain, especially in the filthy 
localities of the town. In them every 
crevice between the stones is a hot­
bed, a conservatory, amply provided 
with just the soil which a growing 
organism, especially a death-bearing 
organism, requires for its fullest de­
velopment. We may not succeed in 
growing there the lily-bloom or the/ 
blushing rose, but we shall make no 
failure in our cultivation of the 
germ of disease. All we need do is 
to take the proper precautions and 
see that, as the gardener never neg­
lects to use the watering pot, the 
sanitary man shall usé his flushing 
hose.

What I have written above is non­
sense, of course ; but is it wholly 
nonsense ? Let us see. The Mayor 
of this town is reported to have stat­
ed gràvely at a meeting of the Coun­
cil that in his opinion the cobble­
stone drain is preferable to the con­
crete drain. And this opinion seems 
to be unconnected with any question 
of the relative cost of the two kinds 
of drains, or with the cleanliness or 
foulness of the neighborhood where 
the drain is situated. The concrete 
drain offers no permanent holding 
ground for disease germ to strike 
their roots ; it helps to clean itself, 
and can always be kept clean. The 
cobble-stone drain is the nursery of 
the disease germ; it acts as a coland­
er to collect the impurity and dis­
card the water only. It can never, 
even when in a state of repair, be 
purified if filth is Thrown into it. In­
deed its office is to employ the filth 
to germinate the seeds of consump­
tion, typhoid, scarlet fever, diph­
theria and other foul and pestilent 
diseases. And yet this drain is, in 
the opinion of the Mayor of St. 
John’s, preferable to the concrete 
drain which nothing but the foulest 
neglect can make insanitary. If Mr. 
Ellis’s opinions were founded upon 
a consideration only of th^ relative 
cost of the two kinds of drains I 
could sympathise with him to a very 
large extent. If he preferred the 
cobble-stone drain for cleanly neigh­
borhoods I could go with him heart 
and soul, but when he expresses a 
preference for the cobble-stone drain 
in a locality where drains are used 
to collect foulness and offal and un­
mentionable corruptions, I must take 
issue with him at once. I have had 
an experience this very day which 
I would that Mr. Ellis could have 
shared with me. I passed down Co­
lonial Street when the sanitary men 
were flushing the drain to the north­
ward of Feild College. I saw th» 
black and slimy stream rtishing down 
the drain and into the sewer .eddying 
arouml the broken and displaced 

! stones as it pursued its obscene way,
! and I smelt the odours of its impur- 
I ity. I passed by it again a few hours 
t later and I saw how its stones were 
! still black with the filth which the 
j flood had failed to wash away, and I 
! saw between the stones the collection 
of mould which the flood deposited 
and which only need the heat of the 
sun to germinate with foulness and 
corrûption. I trust that Mr. Ellis 
will think a little on this subject 
again and find occasion to modify his 
views of the subject of the desirabil­
ity of cobble-stone drains in dirty lo­
calities.
