_ of black velvet ribbon round her fair
throat and hr hair smoothed back
fom the brows, revealing a face of
great loveliness. He asked her name
and an informal meeting was arrang-
ed in the autumn of 1861. The
Prince, accompanied by bis tutor, pro-
ceeded to inspect some of the Euro-
pean Art Galleries and Churches,

while about the same time Princess |

Alexandra set out from Copenhagen
with her father ostensibly to pay the
usual visit to Rumpenheim. It was
deemed advisable that Alexandra
stould also inspect the famous, gal-
leries and the first meeting be-

tween the Prince and Princess took

place at Speier on Sept. 24th, 1861,
and the next day they renewed. their
acquaintance with the happiest re-
sult. They were then nineteen and
geventeen years old respectively and
after this “preliminary peep” at each
other, they departed on their several
ways.

{met her bridegroom the Princess
| looked regally loveély in a dress of
i mauve Irish poplin, a long cloak of
i.purple velvet bordered with sable, and
{ a white poked bonnet of the most ap-
| proved fashion trimmed with rose-
i buds. The lovers' kiss which passed
| between them left nothing to be de-
isired—the British public was highly
[delighted and more than satisfied.

The entry into London was one of
the most remarkable events of the
kind in history. “Since womankind
existed,” wrote Thackeray, ‘“has any
woman ever had such a greeting!”

Froze a Seap Bubble.

Then Broke it in Pieces and Floated
Them on Liquid Air. :

A frozen soap bubble broken in. two
and floating like an irridescent, trans-
parené eggshell on the surface of a
vessel of liquid air was one of the
marvels exhibited by Professor Dewar
in a lecture befere the Royal institute
of Great Britain.

The lecture was upon the subject of
atmosphere and the curious effects of
intense cold, the ligind air and soap
bubble being adjuncts introduced to
facilitate some explanations.

A few spoonsfuls of liquid air were
peured into a vessel, and the intense
celd caused by evaporation immeédiate-
Iy brought on a mainature snowstorm
in- the atmosphere directly above the
veesel. A soap bubble was then plac-
od in the freezing stratum. Almost in-
stantly there was a change in the
eclor of the transpareit globe. the
bubble becoming much darker: the
movements of the rainbows film grew
slower; it contracted somewhat in
size, and a- little later it froze.

A slight but dexterous movement of
the rod upon which the bubble was
suspended broke the latter into two
pieces, which fell upon the liquid air
and there floated for an hour, gradual-
ly accumlating a tiny snowdrift from
the almost imperceptible precipitation
constantly going on in the freezing
atmosphere above.

§| Brigue, in Switzerland,”’ to .Dom-

odossola, (Ttaly), thus *‘avenging,’
as be calls it, the death of his fellow-

| couutrgman Chavez, wha accomp-

lished ‘the flight on Sept 13, 1910
but was fatally injured at the moment:
of victory through an accident on
landing.

The ' weather conditions were
favorable, and M. Bielovucic decided
to attempt the flight. He left Brigue
at noon, and 25 minutes later land-
ed safely about 100 yards from the
monument erected mear Domodos-
sola to the memory of Chavez. M.
Bielovucic gave the story of his
wonderful -flight in the following
words

‘“When I was a few hundred

yards up in the air my engine sud
deoly stopped. I was over the deep

and horrid black Saltine ravine. I
saw the danger and managed to
start the engine again, and rise in
spiral curves. I passed over (he
Simplon at a height of about 10,000
feet. No words can describe the
awful sensation I experienced. I was
rising ;  the Alps, except the
Weissmiess and the Monte Leone,
seemed to be falling.

“I rise still higher, and pow the
Weisgmiess, too, is under me. 1 go
easily from the Simplon to the Gaby
Pass. Now a an at a height of 10,600
feet over the Gaby Pass, and I see
on my left the terrible Valley of
Gondo, whose air currents swallow-
ed up Chavez, and which Chavez
called the ‘Corridor ot Hell’ I su-
cceed in avoiding it, and head to the
right over Mount Monscera.

“But suddenly an icy current
from the glacier of the Weissmiess
catches my machine ‘and shakes it.
I teel lost. Shall I, too, be swallowed
up by the ‘Corridor of Heli?” But no!
My machine triumphs and now I am
free over Mount Monscera. Every-
thing under me is white, so white
that I am almost blinded. Thank
Heaven, after a few wminutes the
brown Ossola Valley opens before
my eyes. What a relief ! It is Traly !
It is my goal ! It is vietory ! I stop
my engine and descend.”

It is impossible to describe the
enthusiasm at Domodossola  when
M. Bielovucic arrived there. The
people surronnded the airman and
embraced and kissed him.

Three  hours afterwards M.
Bielovucic reiurned to the place
where he landed and covered the
monument to poor Chavez with
flowe's. Then the airman got into
his Hanriot monoplane again and
flew over Domaodossola.

Sir H. H. Johnston
S On Furs.

Sir H. H. Johnston, the famous
traveller and diplomat, says in the
Times that *‘if an observant natura-
list were to station himself at a
favourable point of ‘observation in
Regent Street or Bond Street, or any
other haunt of welldressed woman,
he would notice in the month that
almost every fourth woman who
passes on foot or in a carriage is
wearing the striped black and white
fur of the zorilla, or Cape poleeat
(Ictoeyz). The effect is very hand-
some, but to my eyes quiet novel.
It results evidently from a new dis-
covery and a uew decree ‘issued
from Paris that zorilla is the only
fur to be worn by smart women at
the present time.

“One wonders, indeed, that with
its very striking coloration 'this
species of African skunk and the
gimilarly coloured South -African
weasel (Poecilogale) have been so
long spared by the world of fashion.
But the fur merchants arve making
uprfor lost time and opportunity by
their excessive demands on the pur-
veyors of skins from all parts of
Tropical and South Africa, with the
result that the destruction of the
zorilla is proceeding so fastin French
West Africa, in Egypt and the
Northern Sudan, and in -British
South Africa that before long it will

be brought to the verge of extinetion.
And already the results are beginn-

ing to manifest in complaints

arriving from the regions mentioned
of the increase of crop destroying
«rodents. ;

*“The zorilla probably does less
damage by far to any property of
white man or black man in South
Africa than is attributed to the stoat
in England. It is a remarkable
handsome animal, of retiring habits,
which makes no vffensive use of its
stench-glands after the manner of
its American relations. It would be
a grievous pity if any fashion mania
in furs emanating from France or
England ended in exterminating the
zorilla, as well as so many other re-
markably coloured beasts and birds.
Sir Harry argues that by a little
skill and patience all, or at any rate
nearly ail, the fur-producing mam-
mals of the world might be bred in
captivity or semi-captivity for the
<ake of their fur, just as the-ostrich
has been don e ticated for its plumes,

We a-e, how-
ever, persuaded that science will not
stop short at the crude experiment
of using the sun's heat to boil a
giant’s kettle. A way will be found
to utilise the chemical properties of
the sun’s rays, and even to trans-
mit the power by some new pro-
cess of ¢ bottling’ to the zone called
by courtesy ‘ temperate.’
