The Empress 
of Ireland Enquiry
Special to Evening Telegram.

QUEBEC, June 18.
Assertions by Quarter-master Jas. 

Francis Galway, that the Empress of 
Ireland did not steer Well, that her 
wheel jammed only a few hours be­
fore the collision which sent her to 
the bottom of the St. Lawrence on 
May 29th, that she swerved badly and 
that the crew could verify these state­
ments ; and denials of these claims by 
responsible officers of the lost liner, 
made to-day’s session of the Dominion 
Commission Inquiry into the wreck, 
one of quickly changing, gripping in­
terest from start to finish. Lord Mer­
sey seemed alone among those in 
court not to be excited by the produc­
tion of Galway's evidence. He began 
by stating he did not attach much im­
portance to it, and wound up by put­
ting questions to the witness who was 
in charge of the wheel of the liner 
just a few hours before she went 
down, which seemed to indicate the 
currents of the St. Lawrence was re­
sponsible for the Empress’ behaviour 
which his lordship flippantly styled 
“Galway’s description of ship's diso­
bedience of helm.” A suggestion was 
made during the day that the C.P.R. 
had tried to get him to leave the 
country before testifying, which was 
supplied by John Murphy, who reliev­
ed Galway, and who contradicted his 
statement in regard to the ship steer­
ing badly, as did Adelaide Bernier, 
pilot in charge, when the ramming oc­
curred, and several of the Empress's 
officers. Galway got a severe gruel­
ling .from Lord Mersey, who, though
vetr flW Wereif Wmight be ex­
pected, stuck to the main points of his
accusations against the Empress’s
steering gear. The springing of Gal­
way’s evidence by Haight, the New 
York lawyer for the owners of the 
Storstad, which rammed the liner, 
caused Lord Mersey to lose that ur­
banity which had up to now been the 
distinguishing feature of his conduct 
of the proceedings. He made a biting 
remark about Galway, forgot his 
name, and referring to him as “The 
man from Neptune Inn,” where the 
witness was staying, continually jab­
bed him with questions as to why, 
when he considered the steering gear 
of a ship, the main asset in life saving, 
he had not mentioned the alleged 
disobedience of the Empress, giving 
his story to C.P.R. lawyers and to 
Montreal newspapers. His Lordship 
also developed a most sarcastic line 
of argument when he read Haight a 
lesson on his duty the Court, severe­
ly condemning what he thought was 
an attempt on the part of the Storstad 
legal battery to keep Galway’s testi- 

gnony up their sleeves. His Lordship 
decided the charges of cowardice lod­
ged against some of both the Empress 
and Storstad crews, were unfounded.

We shall be glad to receive for pub­
lication letters to be published over 
the actual signature or over a nom de 
plume, but of course correspondents 
must in all cases follow the custom of 
supplying us with their names and 
addresses, even though the names may 
not be sent in for publication.

We ask for a clean discussion on 
the merits of the matter. We invite 
contributions based on facts and 
principles, not on prejudices and 
personalities. We shall not publish 
any injurious reflection on public 
men. nor shall we give publicity to 
declarations or insinuations or innu­
endoes meant to reflect on the honour 
of public men, or to attribute un­
worthy motives or sinister ends to 
them.

We shall welcome all contribu­
tions, whether in favor of or against 
Confederation with Canada.

PROGRAMME FOR ST. JOHN’S.

The arrangements for the visit to 
St. John's of His Royal Highness the 
Duke of Connaught have now been 
completed. Owing to the many calls 
to be made around the coast, H.M.S. 
Essex will not arrive in the Harbor 
of St. John's until the morning of 
Wednesday, the 15th of July. The 
Duke will therefore be in St. John’s 
for two whole days only.

It is hoped that the Importers' As­
sociation will endorse the proposal 
that Wednesday, the 15th of July, 
which^ is already a half holiday, 
should be declared a whole holiday, 
in order that the citizens may have 
lull opportunity to meet and greet 
our Royal Guest.

The programme for Wednesday is 
as follows:

His Royal Highness will land at 9 
a.m. at the King's Wharf, which will 
be specially decorated for the .occa­
sion. The Guard of Honor will be 
drawn from the Police under the com­
mand of Inspector General Sullivan. 
The Mayor and Municipal Council will 
be presented to His Royal Highness, 
and will tender an address of loyalty 
and welcome on behalf of the City of 
St. John’s. The Duke with the Gov­
ernor. will then drive at a foot pace 
through the City, stopping at King 
George V Seamen’s Institute in order 
to inspect that useful and commodious 
edifice. Leaving Water Street by Mc­
Bride's Hill, the Duke will drive to St. 
George’s Field, where the Cadet Corps 
will be ready drawn up for inspection 
at 11 a.m. H. R. H. will inspect the 
Brigades. H. R. H. will then drive to 
Government House by Military Road 
and King’s Bridge Road, entering the 
Government House grounds by the 
east gate.

His Royal Highness has been pleas­
ed to approve of a visit to Bowring 
Park in the afternoon, and at four 
o'clock will, at the Instance of the 
Hon. Mr. Edgar Bowring, declare the 
Park open for the pleasure of the 
citizens of St. John's. The Duke will 
be asked to plant a tree to commem­
orate the' occasion of his visit. After 
viewing the Park and meeting pro­
minent persons associated with the 
well-being and improvement of the 
City of St. John's, His Royal High­
ness will be asked to proceed to the 
site fixed upon for the Tuberculosis 
Hospital, which is to be erected as 
the gift of Mr. W. D. Reid. It is hoped 
that the foundation stone, of New­
foundland marble, may be ready for 
the occasion. This marble block is to 
be obtained from the quarry at Can­
ada Harbor, where white marble, 
equal to the best quality from Car­
rara, can be obtained.

In New­
foundland the newspapers are the 
means of <!•' remtoation of informa­
tion, the pi i tp, especially in our 
outports, re. i : r few books at all, 
that is my ai>ology for so constantly 
troubling you. • 1 sincerely hope others 
will add to the discussion and keep 
alive an interest in the subject. The 
Government has been obliged to send 
relief immediately to the sufferers at 
Hooping Harbor, and there are many 
other casts. The object of the dis­
cussion is to interest people in finding 
out what to do to prevent the great 
eeonomic lose and suffering entailed. 
As M. B. suggests, the causes are very 
likely plural, the evidence rather 
points that way. The district/ àt prés­
ent affected is very steep, rocky, au^ 
no low lying g$und or marshes at all. 
Met Is universally accepted at Wes­

ker the

disease. The people1 of the country 
should remember these facts. The 
disease is essentially one of poor diet, 
it may even affect babies at the moth­
er’s breast where they are infected 
themselves. The two ingredients that 
are needed are nitrogen.and phos­
phorus. A fish eating people should 
have plenty of phosphorous, for beri 
beri has been mostly a winter disease 
when fish has been scarce. Beri beri 
is a disease of the crew’s cabin, only 
seldom of the officer’s. As M. B. 
poinjts out, a poor diet means nitrogen , 
starvation and a lessened resistance 
to infections of all kinds. People of 
the coast should remember that meats, 
fats, and vegetables containing nitro­
gen, such as peas and beans, are 
valuable. Mr. W. G. Gosling points, 
out that the Manitoba flour contains I 
more nitrogen than the Kansas or !
second flours, this is practically so ! 
small an amount anyhow it counts 
for little.

As to the Infection and its possible 
method of reaching the human being, 
very careful experiments have béeri 

and are not yet conclusive. Sir 
famous

by the vermin which infect the body, ' 
called body lice; these are, alas, too 
common among the poor, they have ! 
never been warned properly of the j 
real danger these are, and there is no 
excuse for them. The bed bug is more 
difficult, in wood houses, to get rid of, 
but Sir Frederick Manson states that 
it is a cause of danger, just as the 
mosquito carries malaria and yellow 
fever.

To make this contribution to the 
discussion practical, it would be a 
very great help if the people were 
told through your columns that they 
should use whole wheat-which carries 
.phosphorous and possibly a ferment 
or alkaloid yet unisolated, that it is 
good always to eat some meat, or fat, 
or peas, or potatoes in their skins. 
And secondly, that they ought to 
make a regular campaign against 
body vermin and bed bugs. The doc­
tors of this country can speak with 
authority on the danger and evil re­
sults that they have seen from this 
aU too Common cause of danger. Per­
haps I might add that the careful 
work dene in Malta revealed the fact

which destroyed so many lives, when 
that was forbidden as a diet 95 pc. 
of the disease disappeared. And 
since, in 1911, the Governor of the 
Phillipines passed a law against the 
use of polished rice in the Army and 
Navy, both native and American, beri 
beri ceased to exist. Rice containing 
less than one half per cent, of phos­
phorus is called polished rice.

Editor Evening Telegram.
ft is the province of newspapers to 

note any change in publie sentiment 
whether they agree or are opposed to 
such change, and it is perhaps advis­
able that public discussion should 
now be induced on the subject of Con­
federation with Canada, which recent­
ly has assumed proportions very dif­
ferent from that of a few years ago.

Except at Election times when a 
charge of favoring Confederation w«fs 
considered by candidates a subject for 
criminal libel, the matter was for 
some years relegated to the far future, 
but now through all classes the mat­
ter is discussed with, pleasurable 
anticipation by some, with apprehen­
sion by others. Very favorable terms 
are spoken of, and it is pretended that 
private information has been received 
of many .large expenditures which 
would" be made in town and country 
by jibe Dominion Government. A dé­
cliné in the steady independence of 
tile townspeople probably has some 
effect on opinions. All classes are 
spending money too freely. From 
motor cars down through excursions, 
suprts, to the Nickels, all classes are 
spending too freely, and there is noth- 
ingi’f-Which so saps independence as 
(he fear of financial embarrassment. I 
do not speak of the Government. The 
actions and expenditure of the Gov­
ernment are known to the public and 
are publicly discussed. When inde­
pendence wanes one looks for some- 
bM’y or something to learn upon. They 
may account in part for the change 
of sentiriient which has progressed so 
far that it is stated bets have been 
fret ty offered that the Colony will be 

■in Confederation within two years.
Ft may be as well to consider what 

the effect may be on the industries of 
this town. It is well known that 
Small factories cannot thrive in com­
petition with larger ones, and when 
all protection between Newfoundland 
and Canada is removed it will be im­
possible to operate most of the fac­
tories which are now providing profit­
able employment to a large class of 
operators, who would either have to 
to leave the country or become a drag 
on the fishing and farming population 
to whom they would have to look for 
support.

It seems probable that' the Tobacco 
Factory, owing to its constitution, 
might continue, tor operate, Clothing 
factories, Biscuit factories, Soap fac­
tories, would be unable to compete 
with the larger establishments in 
Canada.' The Butterine factories 
would disappear automatically, as-the 
farming interests in Canada prohibit 
the manufacture of Butterine in Can­
ada.

Our flourishing shops in St. John’s 
as well as the outports would be sub­
jected to a mail order and commer­
cial traveller competition, which 
would seriously curtail their opera­
tions.

What the effect on the value of 
phepetty in St. John's would be, can 
be easily imagined.

These considerations may be sug­
gestive to those who have the welfare 
of the city at heart. I believe that 
the city cannot be seriously damaged 
without corresponding injury to some 
extent, to the country.
