Forcing the
Dardanelles.

The British and French fleets as­
signed to the work of reducing the 
forts of the Dardanelles appear to 
have been divided and are report­
ed conducting independent oper­
ations. The French ships are op­
erating in the Gulf of Saros in 
the north of the Aegen Sea off Bu- 
lair and are directing their fire on 
the forts and lines of communication 
on, the isthmus which connects the 
peninsula of Gallipoli with mainland 
of Turkey. The objective of this ac­
tion is probably the seizure of this 
isthmus to cut off communication by 
rail and road between Turkey and the' 
forts and forces in Gallipoli and at 
other points on the European side of 
the Dardanelles. It is not improba­
ble that the allies will seize this isth­
mus and hold it by force to isolate the 
Turkish forces on the peninsula. The 

, British fleet seems to have been as­
signed to the work of reducing the 
forts from the inside of the Dardanel­
les. Six second class battleships with 
other units such as destroyers and 
mine sweeers are mentioned as con­
tinuing the work in which they were 
aided last week by the Queeni Eliza­
beth. the most recent and the most 
powerful Super-Dreadnought in the 
world. The Queen Elizabeth took 
part in the reduction of the forts at 
the entrance of the Dardanelles, but 
there is no mention of her in the 
operations of Monday and Tuesday. 
Mine sweepers aided by destroyers 
have swept the Straits of its approach­
es to a point a mile and a half from 
Cape Kephez and about five miles from 
the great forts at Kilia Bahr and 
Kall-i-Sultaniye, which protect a nar­
rows of about a mile wide in a bend in 
the Straits. Apparently these are the 
forts which are being attacked by the 
British fleet. There is no official news 
of their reduction, although their re­
duction is reported from Athens. 
About four or five miles further on is 
another narrows and another bend. 
This portion of the Straits is particu­
larly strongly fortified and presents 
the most difficult part of the problem. 
When the British fleet dominate these 
two narrows and have reduced the 
fortifications in their neighborhood, 
the most considerable part of their 
task, so far as the Dardanelles is con­
cerned will be accomplished. Along 
both sides of the Straits are railways, 
c rossing many streams. No doubt as 
the ships of war pass along they take 
care to destroy railway bridges and 
cut all land communication so far as 
possible. Once the fleet has forced the 
Dardanelles, the Sea of Marmora will 
present fewer difficulties and Con­
stantinople will be dominated by the 
guns of the allies. The problem re­
maining will then be the forcing of the 
Bosphorus, straits from a mile to two 
miles wide and about 15 miles long. 
No doubt Russia will be able to aid in 
these operations from the Black Sea.

RCNCIMAN ON EXPORTS FROM
GERMANY.

LONDON, To-day.
The exportation from Germany of 

such goods as Great Britain desires 
and is able to obtain from that coun­
try will be permitted by the British 
Government, notwithstanding the de­
claration of Asquith that Great Britain 
and her Allies would prevent commo­
dities of any kind from reaching or 
leaving Germany. This point was 
made clear in a statement respecting 
the blockade policy, which was deliv­
ered in the Commons yesterday by 
Walter Runciman, President of the 
Board of Trade. Admiral Beresford 
asked whether aniline dyes from Ger­
many would be admitted to England. 
Runciman replied that persons licens­
ed by the government to import aniline 
dyes would be permitted to continue 
and bring them in, since these dyes 
w ere necessary for the purposes of the 
War Office, Admiralty and civil indus­
try. It was suggested that if German 
goods continued to be brought in, it 
would be impossible for Great Britain 
to prevent Germany from exporting 
goods to America. Runciman declin­
ed to discuss this point. He added if 
it is necessary that we should get and 
if we can, get -some goods from Ger­
many, for instance if we require ex­
plosives and can get them from Ger­
many we certainly shall do so.

GERMANY’S POSITION IN BEL- 

GIUM HOPELESS.
LONDON, To-Day.

A correspondent of the London Ex­
press (under date of on Belgian fron­
tier, Wednesday) says: That Ger­
many’s position in Belgium is hopeless 
is frankly confessed by a German Staff 
Officer. “We have no illusions about 
the Yser campaign,” he said; “it would 
have been a wise thing to have re­
tired weeks ago and have utilized our 
strength in other directions. We dared 
not do so as our Government would 
not let us recede an inch fearing the 
effect on the people at home. As long 
as the German armies go forward, or 
at least hold their own, it is possible 
to keep the nation in a hopeful frame 
of mind, or at least keep it from de­
spair; but news of our relinquishing 
territory in which so many lives have 
been sacrificed would have a terrible 
effect. Internal troubles are feared 
far more than mere defeat of our arm­
ies in the field. If the people ever be­
lieve they have made sacrifies in vain 
and that Germany is beaten, look out 
for earthquakes: They do not think 
so despite the growing economic 
pressure put on them by England. The 
air and sea raids and new submarine 
campaign against England stimulated 
public opinion. The loss of the Blu- 
eher did not cause the slightest reac­
tion. General von Hindenburg’s vic­
tory in the East was simply providen­
tial. Our people are tired of meagre 
bulletins and we are starving for vic­
tories. Incidentally General von Hin- 
denburg suprised us as much as he 
surprised the Russians.”

CAUSES CONSIDERABLE ALARM.
At 10.30 pan. yesterday, the Cen 

tral and Western hire Companies 
were summoned to the s.s. Désola 
lying at the dry dock pier where 
fire was reported to be in progress 
The alarm was given by the crew of 
the ship who were driven from their 
quarters by the fumes of sulphur 
acid which emanated from that por­
tion of the-cargo stored in the fore 
peak. The firemen were on the 
scene promptly and thinking that the 
fire was an ordinary one directed 
stream of water but this only had the 
effect of generating more heat. The 
fumes from the acid were almost suf­
focating. and in vain the firemen en­
deavored to cope with the situation. 
They did their best, working in relays 
all through the night and until seven 
o’clock this morning. Inspector Gen­
eral Sullivan was present with a 
squad of police and reservists from 
the Calypso also offered their assist­
ance. At the instance of Mr. W. G. 
Gosling, Chairman of the Civic Com­
mission. Mr. Davies, I.C.S* was con­
sulted and that gentleman reported 
that there was no danger of a confla­
gration, but the application of water 
should be discontinued. A remark 
able feature of the fire was the un­
usually small attendance. The po­
lice had no difficulty whatever in 
keeping the crowd back, as the over­
powering fumes of the sulphuric acid 
were very effective in neutralizing 
the curiosity of the crowd that rush­
ed to the scene when the alarm was 
sounded. Authorities on the subject 
have informed us that the whole trou­
ble with the cargo of the Désola is 
that it is put up in packages alto­
gether unsuitable. At the time of 
writing the fumes are still escaping 
from the hold of the ship.

Why Not

Couldn't you simplify and at the 
same time vary your desserts without 
working a hardship to your family?

Many housewives seem to feel that 
the pleasure experienced from a des­
sert is in direct ratiq to the cost, and 
the time it takes to prepare it. I 
don’t think this is necessarily so.

Suppose some night, instead of 
pudding or pie, yoü try serving toast 
and honey or marmalade, and tea or 
coffee, and see if your family does not 
enjoy the change.

Whipped cream is a luxury in the 
average family. Cookies and cocoa 
with plenty of fluffy whip cream isn't 
such a bad dessert.

A very simple though rather inex­
pensive dessert for children is sweet­
ened white of egg beaten up stiff, and 
orange juice.

It is my personal experience that 
after a hearty meal a hearty pie or 
pudding is really more than the 
stomach requires. We eat it because 
we are used to it but I don’t think you 
would find yourself hungry or dissat­
isfied if some light little top-off were 
occasionally substituted.

Balancing Meat and Dessert.

I know of one family where the 
housekeeper makes it a rule to bal­
ance the meat course and dessert. If 
she is to have a rather light dinner 
such as a stew or cold meat she serves 

hearty dessert. If she is to have 
an especially hearty first course such 
as a hot roa^t or steak, potatoes and 
two vegetables, she serves simply 
cheese, common crackers and coffee, 
or fancy crackers and tea, or salted 
nuts and crackers, or simply fruit for 
a top-off.

In another family where they 
fond of salads, dessert is often entire­
ly omitted and the meal finished off 
with a salad and coffee.

The best time to eat candy is direct­
ly after a meal. In a family where 
there are children why not occasion­
ally substitute a dish of fudge or 
molasses candy for the regular des­
sert. The children will probably be 
glad to make it themselves.

PARIS, via St. Pierre, March 2.
Between the sea and the Oise ra­

ther fierce artillery contests took 
place1 in which we scored the advan­
tage. On the entire front of Rheims 
section, especially near Alger farms 
and Pom pel le fort, the enemy de- 
lviered this morning several attacks 
which were easily repulsed. In Beaur 
séjour district our progress is con­
tinuing on several points, and we 
have taken foot in the woods, which 
the enemy, had fortified, anti even ad­
vanced beyond. In the district of 
Vauquois, in Argonne, we have main­
tained yesterday’s gains and made 
100 prisoners. A night attack deliver­
ed by the Germans on Le Pefthe 
woods, failed. >

The Minister of War announces that 
the efforts of the French aviators 
during the past fifteen days have been 
successful. Following is one of their 
exploits : On February 17th a French 
aviator discovered the positions of 21 
German batteries. Next day he gave 
the position of a heavy German bat­
tery, which was immediately bom­
barded and its caissons destroyed. 
The bombardment of Metp barracks 
is also recorded as another excellent 
aviating exploit. The report closes 
by declaring that the military value 
of Zeppelins is considered very small 
and gives a list of four German air­
ships brought down recently.

A ST. JOHN’S MAN WRITES FROM

RORT NELSON—TWO MEN KILL
ED BY EXPLOSION.
Sergeant Levi Cainqg, of the Eastern 

Fire Hill, is just in receipt of an in­
teresting letter from his son Dan, who 
is at present engaged with the Hud 
son Bay Company at Port Nelson cut­
ting railway ties, for the new railroad. 
About this time last_year Dan join 
ed the Canadian Government steamer 
W. E. Watts, at Sydney, and then 
xyent to the far-north in her. His let­
ter was dated February 1st and up to 
that time the winter was very severe 
and said to be the coldest ever ex­
perienced by the oldest liviers at Port 
Nelson. The average dally tempera­
ture was between fifty-five and sixty 
degrees below zero. Many workmen 
were ■ frostbitten and bad to discon­
tinue work for a time, but Dan was 
more fortunate and escaped well, 
with the exception of ' a frostbumt 
nose. Accompanying the letter re- 
ceivéd by Sergeant Caines was several 
photographs of his son at work clad 
in Indian garb and'With not less than 
half a dozen-pairs of socks on. He is 
and has been enjoying the best of 
health ever since he went to Port 
Nelson over a year ago and wishes 
to be remembered to all his ship­
mates in St. 'John’s. He says the con­
struction work of the railroad is .pro­
gressing w6H and next summer an 
extra gang of ’ workmen will be em­
ployed . Though only meagrely, Mr. 
Caines’ letter told of a tragedy that 
occurred at Port Nelson in January 
last and in which, two men were kill­
ed. Their names' were not given but 
they belonged to Nova Scotia. While 
blasting they were killed instantly, 
following an explosion of dynamite. 
The sad event cast a deep gloom over 
the place ever since.

I’ve consulted a Veterinary 
Surgeon on the matter and he saÿs 
the trough should be kept running, 
or the disease is likely to spread.

WAS FOUGHT AT A RANGE OF 
, OVER TEN MILES.

London, Feb. 26.—The report of Ad­
miral Beatty’s action in the North Sea 
on January 24 states that the first shot 
was fired at a range of 18,000 yards, 
and hits were made at 17,000 yards, 
which is about ten miles. Discussing 
this plan of the fight an expert on 
naval affairs writes as follows :

“Assuming that the freeboard to the 
weather decks in the rival squadrons 
is in both cases seventeen feet, then 
the whole of the hull of one is below 
the horizon when viewed from the 
level of the weather deck of the eth­
er at this range of ten miles. By as­
cending to a point on the mast 60 feet 
above the water level rather more 
than one-half of the enemy’s hull can, 
theoretically, be seen, and by ascend­
ing 100 feet the whole of the hull can 
be seen, theoretically, and with dead 
calm water.

“Even under the most favorable con­
ditions that could reasonably be ex­
pected at this time of the year in the 
North Sea the enemy’s vessels could 
certainly not have been more than a 
blur on the horizon to the gunner, and 
even the men at the range finders 
could have seen but little more. With 
anything like a swell or sea running 
neither the gunners nor the range 
takers could have seen the enemy’s 
hull at all for half the time of the 
opening action ; it therefore shows the 
wonderful skill of the British sailors 
and is intensely gratifying to the lay­
man to learn that the guns of our 
magnificent battle cruisers can hit 
hard, hit first and keep on hitting an 
enemy that they practically cannot 
see, while the vessels are tearing 
through the water at a rate of thirty- 
four land miles an hour.

"It would appear that at no time 
was the range much less than 12,000 
yards, i.e., practically the range at 
which it had been frequently thought 
the opening rounds would be fired. 
Owing to the enormous range and the 
consequent comparatively steep angle 
of descent it is probable that few pro­
jectiles got through the armour of the 
Derfflinger, Sedylitz and Moitke, and 
hence their engines were not serious­
ly damaged, thus allowing them to 
keep up nearly full speed. The havoc 
caused on the decks and upper works, 
however, must have been frightful.

“In the action off the Falkland Is 
lands it appears that the Invincible 
opened fire at a range of about 35,000 
yards, and the Scharnhorst was sunk, 
while a distance of between 10,000 and 
11,000 yards separated her from the 
Carnarvon, the vessel which adminis­
tered the coup de grace to her.”

WOULD LET OUT RISSI.VS WHEAT.

(New Haven Register.)
Russia is the only rival of America 

in quantity of wheat product. Last 
year, by estimate, Russia produced 
about a billion bushels against 1,142,- 
717,000 bushels from the United States 
and Canada. But a greater share of 
that wheat is locked up in eastern 
Europe, cut off from the markets 
which seek it, and the people who 
starve for it, by reason of a Turkish 
blockade of the Dardanelles against 
Russia.

The forces of Russia and Eneland 
are co-operating to break that block­
ade. Probably they need no urging, 
but are doing everything in their 
power. But surely it is no breach of 
neutrality to wish for them early suc­
cess. Let the Dardanelles once be 
opened to let out the stream of Rus­
sian wheat, and watch the, market 
bulls scurrying to cover. Watch the 
corners break. Watch the fictitious 
prices tumble—not back to their July 
level, but to a living scale. Watch 
the poor rejoice at bread once more 
at the old weight and at the old price. 
This is a feature of the war for whose 
relaxation, let us hope, we have no 
need to wait Kitchener’s three years.
