LONDON BUDGEÏ.
LONDON, Oct. 4.

The time allotted to Bulgaria by 
the Allies, through Russia, to turn 
back on Germany, Austria and Tur­
key, expired this afternoon, hut the 
expiratiofi of the time limit brought 
immediate surface indications to clar­
ify the situation. Whether the Rus­
sian Minister has left the Bulgarian 
capital as his Government threatened 
provided Bulgaria declined to meet 
the Russian ultimatum; whether Bul­
garia dissembled by asking for fur­
ther time; or whether King Ferdin­
and and his supporters merely ob­
served silence, was not known at 
London up to 11 o’clock to-night. 
Either the censorship of the vagaries 
of the war time cable service or the 
two combined have resulted in keep­
ing London in the dark, although de­
finite news is expected hourly. Events 
transpiring, however, are in keeping 
with a fast approaching crisis, in­
volving the entry of the Balkans into 
the European conflict. Russian war­
ships have appeared in the Black Sea 
off the Bulgarian port of Varna- 
French and British troops have lançD 
ed at Salonika, a Greek port fifty 
miles' south of the Bulgarian frontier. 
Bulgarian troops which have been on 
the move for days, have been massed 
in great numbers along the Serbian 
border. From the Central Powers’ 
side come reports that a great weight 
of men and metal is piling up pre­
paratory to a blow against Serbia 
from that side as a first step of what 
popular imagination has accepted as 
a fact, the German determination to 
smash through the corner of Serbia, 
and link up with Bulgaria, creating 
a new battlefront from the Austrian 
border to Constantinople. Delayed 
cables have told of the landing of 
Allied troops at Salonika. With these 
reports arrived comments from Ath­
ens papers, the gist of which > was 
that the appearance of French and 
British soldiers in Greece at a time 
when Greece was outwardly neutral, 
should cause no excitement; that 
thteir mission was, as one of the Ath­
ens papers expressed it, to defend the 
railway against Bulgarian aggression 
and give help to Serbia the ally of 
Greece. The Greek Minister in Lon­
don refused to comment on a report 
that the Hellenic Government con­
sidered the landing of the Allied 
troops as a violation of neutrality 
and had formally protested to Britain 
and France. In the west the Ger­
mans persisted in their driving coun­
ter-attacks against the British until 
they have taken most of the Hohen- 
zollern redoubt, so named by German 
soldiers. This is admitted by French’s 
last report, bnf is not claimed speci-

HEAVY FIGHTING IN ARTOIS.
PARIS, Oct. 5.

French fighting of a violent nature 
in Artois, throughout the day, is re­
ported in the French' official com­
munication issued to-night, which 
adds: To the south of Givenchy the 
Germans have gained a footing at the 
crossing of five roads, but were re­
pulsed everywhere else.

DECLINED TO AFFIRM OR DENY.
LONDON, Oct. 5.

The Greek Minister to London, J. 
Gennadius, declined to-night to either 
affirm or deny the report . that the 
Hellenic Government had protested 
that Greece’s neutrality had been vio­
lated by the landing of Allied troops 
at Salônika. “I am not at liberty to 
answer that question,” he said.

BULGARIA STILL HOLDING BACK.
LONDON, Oct. 5.

The latest proposals made to. Bul­
garia by the Ministers of the Entente 
Powers, at Sofia, have lapsed, recent 
developments .indicating that the Bul­
garian Government had rejected thém. 
It is stated authoritatively to-night by 
Reuter’s Telegraph Company. This 
statement refers to the proposals 
made before sending the Russian ul­
timatum. No word as ‘ to whether 
Bulgaria, has acceded to the Russian 
demand, or otherwise, had been re 
ceived in London to-night.

Very Stiff

TOOK OUTLOOK FOR FLOATING 
THE MORRIS LOANS.

The news that, the Anglo-French 
loan of Five hundred million dollars 
has been not only fully subscribed but 
over subscribed in the United States 
is most gratifying. This has been 
done in spite of all the intrigues of 
the German-American financiers, and 
the denunciations and threats of 
Anglo-phobes of the Ford type, who 
threatened bankers taking up part of 
the loan. The object of the loan is to 
steady the sterling exchange rate 
which began to decline seriously some 
montés ago, and demoralized the ex­
porting trade from this side of the 
Atlantic. The success of the loan 
shows that the banks and exporters 
were more concerned in rallying the 
export trade than they were affected 
by the. threats of the hyphenated Am- 

' cricaAs afid Jhe Bryans and Fords of 
America. A Canadian firm says: “It 
would bave lost $40,000 in exchange 
on two million dollars of wheat sales, 
last month if it had not been in a 
position to hold on until the exchange 
market improved. A short‘time ago 
it fell to $4.50, and there was very lit­
tle market even at that figure.” The 
fact of the matter was that when the 
slump in exchange came quotations of 
exchange were really nominal and did 
not represent anything worth while 
doing in exchange. Trade was utter­
ly demoralized, and even the prospect 
of a successful floating of the loan 
tended to stabilitate exchange and to 
stimulate trade. Now that the loan is 
an assured success, the export trade 
will be better. It will have its bene­
ficial effect on the export of Canadian 
wheat, and should favourably affect 
the export of Newfoundland fish.

For this success, however, the An­
glo-French Commission has had to 
pay a pretty stiff price. Mr. J. P. 
Morgan & Co. and their associates are 
no philanthropists. For every $100

London, Oct. 1.—Ten thousand Cam­
bridge men are fighting or in train­
ing to fight, for the defence of their 
country.

New Means of 
Filling Ranks 

Musi be Found
Kitchener in Speech to Labor Repre­

sentatives Says Present System will
not Suffice to Repair Wastage—
Suggests Form of Military Ballot.
London, Sept. 30.—Something more 

must be done to- replace the men who 
are dying or going out of action in 
what may prove to be the greatest 
battle of the war. Lord Kitchener 
put the situation, frankly before a con­
ference of Labor Union officials in an 
address on Tuesday.

The British army, the war lord 
said, is now at the required size, but 
the most serious problem is the keep­
ing up of a sufficient supply of train­
ee men to replace the human wastage 
in the fighting in France and at the 
Dardanelles.

Prefers, Present Plan.
He said he preferred the voluntary- 

system of obtaining armies, but he 
told the Labor officials with the ut­
most frankness that the present re­
cruiting is wholly inadequate to fill 
the gaps that will be made in the Brit­
ish armies.

Lord Kitchener said he did not 
want to press compulsory service ex­
cept as a last resort. His personal 
plan, he said, was to divide the 
country into districts and to call up­
on each district for a specified num­
ber of men. If the quota was not 
forthcoming by voluntary enlistment, 
he said, the Government' should then 
resort to the draft among men elig­
ible for military service along the 
same plans used in the United States 
during the Civil War. This plan, he 
pointed out, had not yet been author­
ized by the Government.

The speech made a deep impression 
on the Union heads. As a result, it 
was announced to-day, the Laborites 
will conduct a vigorous campaign of 
their own to secure recruits among 
the workers instead of merely assist­
ing in other recruiting campaigns.

By Gradual Stages.
This, seemingly, is the feeling every 

where in Government circles. If con­
scription is found necessary it is now 
likely that it will be reached by 
gradual stages, calculated not to 
antagonize the public, and profiting 
by the wave bf patriotism that has 
swept the country since the reports 
of British successes in France and 
Flanders.

The War Office to-day sent the fol­
lowing telegram to all recruiting sta­
tions: “Falling off in receiving of re­
cruits recently causes Kitchener and 
War Office greatest concern.”

If this message is not productive of 
results, the Government will probably 
consider at once an intermediary 
plan, along the line suggested by Lord 
Kitchener in his conference with the 
Labor heads.

EXPLOITS IN MARCHING.
(From the London Chronicle.)

The world’s military marching re­
cord-fifty miles in 15% hours—was 
held for a very long period by the 
French Foreign Legion. This feat 
was, however, surpassed in April, 
1914, by a detachment of the London 
ÏWfle: Brigade, which covered the 
fifty-two miles between London and 
Brighton, in 14 hours 23 minutes. 
There were only four halts, aggrega­
ting 1% hours, which gives 12 hours 
38 minutes for actual marching time, 
or slightly over four miles an hour all 
the way. The men, who numbered 
sixty-two, were in full kit, each car­
rying with his rifle a total weight of 
forty-two pounds. Yet not a man fell 
gut. Still, as the Legionaires car­
ried between seventy pounds and

eighty pounds weight when aphieving 
the earlier record, and marched' over 
sand in a hot climate, theirs may pos­
sibly be deemed a still finer perform­
ance.*

BULGARIA HAS MILITARY ALLI­
ANCE WITH GERMANY.

MILAN, To-day.
A military convention was signed 

between Bulgaria, Germany and Aus­
tria some time ago, according to a 
Sofia despatch to Corriero Delà Sera. 
By the terms of this treaty, the des­
patch asserts the Bulgarian army is 
bound to attack Serbia with six divi­
sions in the Nish Pierot section and 
send Macedonian troops to Vardar to 
destroy the railroad communication 
with Saloniki. thus delaying the al­
lies in their efforts to aid Serbia. The 
Opposition Bulgaria Leaders M. Ghen- 
adieff Malonoff and Gurehoff, after 
having gone so far as to threaten 
King Ferdinand, because of his stand 
in favor of Germany and Austria are 
reported to have changed front com­
pletely and now proclaim that the na­
tion is united ; bands of students par­
ade the streets of Sofia singing alter­

nately Bulgarian, German and Aus- 
I trian national anthems.

LONDON, To-day.

Under such captions as “Bulgarian 
treason” and “Bulgaria sells herself,” 
all the editorials in the London morn­
ing newspapers take it for i------1
that Bulgaria has cast in her L 
Teutonic Powers.

Cotton and Explosives.
Some striking facts regarding cot­

ton in its relationship to the manufac­
ture of high explosives were recently 
given by Sir William Ramsay. In the 
first place it should be explained that 
gun-cotton is really cotton waste, 
carefully cleaned, combed, and dried, 
soaked in one part nitric acid to 
parts sulphuric acid. It is afterwards 
dried and pressed" into cakes. It is 
employed in the Navy in both a _1 
and dry condition, the former, with 
thirty per cent, of water added, being 
much safer to handle.

Sir William Ramsay points out that 
there is no adequate substitute for cot­
ton for propulsive ammunition. Other 
substances have been tried—wood, 
hemp, straw, and other material with 
woody fibres. But they have not the 
propulsive power of cotton. To pro­
pel as far with woody materials would 
need a larger charge, which would 
entail the enlargement of the barrel 
of every gun and rifle.

The expenditure of amunition in 
this war is unprecedented. At a con­
servative estimate, Germany requires 
1,000 tons of cotton a day. A whole 
bale of cotton is required to fire one 
of their biggest guns, or for every 
80,000 rounds of rifle ammunition. 
The total cotton stocks in Germany at 
the outbreak of the war was estimated 
at 250,000 tons. This would have 
carried on the war for 250 days, or 
about eight months, had cotton, in 
the opinion of experts, been made con­
traband at the beginning of the war.

Dr. GeiseVs Lectures
Dr. Geisel again lectured to large 

and appreciative audiences at the 
Casino yesterday afternoon and night.

In the afternoon the subject of the 
discourse was “Self Poisons” and the 

I topic was dealt with in a masterly 
and interesting manner. Dr. Geisel 
advocated the use of large quantities 
of water daily as a beverage and 
urged the necessity of physical ex­
ercise for the promotion of digestion. 
The lack of the latter, and the small 
quantity of water usually drunk are 
responsible for the greater number of 
the ills consequent upon the fermen­
tation of food in the stomach. Rev. 
C. H. Barton presided, and at the 
close a vote of thanks proposed tiy 
Mr. Barnes and seconded by Rev. Mr. 
Whitemarsh was tendered the lectur­
er by acclamation.

In the evening Dr. Geisel took as 
her subject “A Blot on the Brain" and 
delivered an earnest and instructive 
address to a capacity audience of re­
presentative citizens. She dwelt at 
length on some of the evils which af­
fect Child life, interfere with mental 
development andi.-j,aotiyity, dgsjfoy 
manhood and woRianhôod, a ah leave 
their blight on (he succeeding gen­
eration. Children are the innocent 
sufferers of their parents’ excesses, 
said Dr. Geisel. She then went on 
to deal with the deadly effects of al­
cohol on the brain cells, illustrating 
her remarks with a photographic 
chart, and quoting statistics in sup­
port of her argument.

In Munich, which is said to be the 
greatest béer drinking city in the 
world, a noted scientist ha» stated 
that 72 per cent of the babies born 
their were imperfect. As a contrast 
in the State of Maine which is prac­
tically dry except 'for the “slopping 
over” of the adjacent States, thé sta­
tistics showed the reverse that is 72 
per cent of the babies born were 
found to i be normal. The use of al­
cohol, says Dr. Geisel, leaves a blpt 
on the brain which results in mentdtj 
deficiency. Other blots on the brain 
came from adenoids, improper feed­
ing of children and cigarettes. She 
dwelt at length with the effects of 
cigarette smoking, particularly in the 
case of students, who in many in­
stances have been found unable to 
pass the qualifying examinations for 
admission to universities. All these 
blots may be removed and man has it 
in his power to destroy them.

In conclusion she made a strong 
plea for the removal of drink. She 
referred to the brave Newfoundland­
ers who are fighting abroad for us 
and urged upon all present to fight 
also for the removal of the enemy 
alcohol so that the coming race will 
be clean, strong, and vigorous men 
and women.

Dr. Curtis presided at last night’s 
lecture and the hall was so filled that 
many were unable to gain admittance.

Geisel lectures on “A Study of the 
Serves,” and to-night the subject will 
be “The Home Behind the Men.”

Simpson’s Bag
Full of $oney.

Housekeeper Repeats the Story of the
$50,000 Seen with the Winnipeg
Tory Boss.

Winnipeg, Sept. 24.—The tenth day 
of the preliminary hearing of the 
charges ’against the ex-Cabinet Min­
isters opened with the evidence of 
Miss Mary Smith, who was house­
keeper for Dr. R. M. Simpson. Miss 
Smith said Simpson left for the front 
on May 2nd, giving her only one day’s 
notice. She said Horwood had visit­
ed Simpson and telephoned him, and 
Sinpson had telephone conversation 
with Coldwell.

Witness said that she saw Simpson 
take to his apartment a Gladstone bag 
full of money. She saw twenty dollar 
bills, and afterwards she saw a mem­
orandum on the table with figures to­
talling $50,000. An hour later Simp­
son took the money away. She 
thought this was about the first of 
April of this year. She told of Simp­
son telling a Mr. Sweeney, over the 
telephone, that he “would not mind 
giving three or four thousand dollars 
to quiet it down.” She believed the 
Parliament buildings were mentioned.

J. R. Russell, of the Canadian Paci­
fic Telegraphs, who had been subpoe­
naed to produce some telegrams, said 
he could not bring any sent last year, 
since these telegrams were destroyed 
after six months. Russell identified 
the telegrams produced before the 
Commission. These included a series 
between Sir Rodmond Roblin and 
Hon. Robert Rogers regarding send­
ing F. H. Phippin to Winnipeg.

H. Bowman, Assistant Deputy Min­
ister of Public Works, stated that 
when the original tenders for the

Parliament building were called for 
he was instructed to take any ten­
ders to the Premier’s office. He saw 
only one tender, and gave it to Sir 
Rodmond Roblin. He never saw it 
again. Bowma^n described his meet­
ing with Coldwell, Simpson and Hor­
wood, in which witness recommended 
the change from a piling to a caisson 
foundation, at a cost not exceeding 25 
per cent, above the cost of piling.

V. C. by His
Men’s Petition.

Medically Rejected Hero’s Heed—His 
Own Account.

A tall, tired officer of the Scots 
Guards stepped out of the “leave” 
train from the front arriving in Lon­
don in the early hours of the 
morning. He was Second Lieutenant 
Boyd-Rochfort, the new V.C., who, as 
stated in The Daily Mail, was medi­
cally rejected before he was accept­
ed for the Army in April, after under­
going an operation for varicose veins.

He did not know he had been 
awarded the Victoria Cross, and, al­
though his brother met the -train and 
told him so, he could scarcely credit 
it until he read it in the newspapers 
later in the morning.

As Second Lieutenant Boyd-Roch­
fort waited for the Irish mail last 
night he told a Daily Mail represen­
tative the story of his efforts to enlist 
and how he won the V.C.

“Like other men,” he said, “I was, 
of course, keen on enlisting when w’ar 
broke out. But I had the ill luck to 
meet with a nasty accident while 
playing polo during the last week in 
August. I had to undergo a serious 
operation in November and was in 
hospital for three months. When I 
came out in February I tried for a 
commission, but they would not ac­
cept me because I had varicose veins. 
So I underwent another operation and 
was laid up for six weeks.

“After that I got my commission 
and joined in April. I went to the 
front on June 1st, and have been in 
the trenches with my battalion con­
tinuously until last Friday.” .

Caught Moçtor Bomb.
The lieutenant wt& With a working 

party of about 40 men in a trench 
when a mortar bomb from the Ger­
man lines was hurled over the para­
pet. The lieutenant, with Irish dash 
and resolution, shouted, “Clear'away, 
boys!” and springing forward caught 
the bomb just befobe It reached the 
ground and flung it back over the 
parapet.

“It seemed,” he said last night, “that 
it had hardly left my hands before it 
exploded with a terrific report. We 
were all buried under falling earth, 
but fortunately no one was hurt, al­
though my cap w’as blown to pieces.

“My men were very appreciative of 
my action and cheered and thanked 
me. Afterwards they wrote and sign­
ed a statement of what I had done, 
which they handed to the - colonel. 
There is just one thing I must say, 
and that is that the men of my bat­
talion are simply splendid!”

The lieutenant will receive his V.C. 
from the King at Buckingham Palace 
shortly.,

Winning the V. C.
Fought With His Fists to Save the 

Guns.

The announcement that that grand 
old soldier, General Sir James Hills- 
Johnes, recently celebrated his eighty- 
second birthday, recalls the striking 
story of how he won the V. Ci—a story 
which stands out even among the 
many stirring military episodes with 
which the “For Valour” medal is as­
sociated.

Four years before the Indian Mutiny 
broke out, Sir James joined the Bengal 
Artillery, to which Lord Roberts 
already belonged, in the same Corps. 
Both were present at the siege of 
Delhi; both took part in the opera­
tions at Lucknow ; both were danger­
ously wounded at the siege of Delhi; 
both made miraculous recoveries, and 
both before the Mutiny ended, received 
the Victoria Cross.

This is how “ Jimmy” Hills won 
the much-coveted decoration. He was 
in charge of a cavalry picket outside 
Delhi, when a large body of Sowars 
suddenly dashed forth from the city. 
To save the guns, young Hills actually 
charged the enemy alone, thinking 
that the diversion he caused would 
give the gunners time to reload. For 
the next few minutes the lieutenant 
had the time of his life.

He plunged into a series of hand-to- 
hand fights such as appear in the 
stories of the old Crusading days. 
He succeeded in putting two men out 
of action one after the other, but no 
sooner was he rid of these than he 
was charged by two more, and his 
horse was sent flying. But he went 
on fighting.

When his sword was twisted out of 
his hand he resorted to hare fists, 
being eventually rescued from certain 
death by Sir Harry Tombs, who also 
won his V. C. on that memorable day.

Labour M P.
And Engineers.

Work Slackers False to Their Mates 
in The Trenches.

Mr. G. N. Barnes, M.P., at Brown­
ing Hall, Walworth, on September 
12th, said: “What we want is that the 
men we have sent to fight our bat­
tles should be supported by men in 
the workshops better than they are at 
the present moment. (Applause.) As 
a trade unionist I have said before 
that I believe in normal times and un­
der normal conditions our form of 
organisation in the workshops is the 
best one on the whole, and that the 
admission of men into trade unions 
and the payment of a standard rate 
of wages on something like equality 
has, on the whole, worked well.

“At the same time I added, that 
under conditions caused by the war 
we ought to regard it as our solemn 
duty to turn out as much as it is pos­
sible in every workshop in the coun­
try. I am sorry to say I do not be­
lieve that has been done. I speak as 
a member of the Amalgamated Society 
of Engineers. I have some knowledge 
of the conditions in engineering shops 
throughout the country, and I believe 
that at this moment there are a large 
number of semi-automatic machines, 
simple machines that could be oper­
ated by other than highly skilled me­
chanics, and the society, instead of 
standing in the way of that being done 
ought to encourage it by every means 
within their power. (Applause.)
