‘It flashed into action in
this war when the Hun struck down
innocent- and defenceless Belgium. It
joined Russia in the defence of men-
aced Serbia. It fights with France
for the liberation of the French of
Alsace-Lorraine, ‘and with Italy for
the freeing of Italian lands from the
voke of Austria.

That is the power that Kitchener
to a great extent personified. He
used it to-set the stricken Soudan
free from slavery and to enable the
Egyptian fellaheen to lift their heads
as men. He was as a sharp sword in
the hand of ' a liberty-loving demo-
cracy. The sword is now broken.
But the democracy lives and loves
liberty as passionately as ever.

Will we fight for it 'as steadily, as
grimly, as unitedly as ever?

If Kitchener could hear, that is the
question whose answer he would
most anxiously await. He would
care nothing for the gibes of Germany
which can ill-conceal its delight. He
would know—none better—that good
men have been trained in his school
to take up his baton. But will the
whole Empire rally as never before,
and charge past the form of their
fallen leader, finding a spur in his
untimely death that they never felt
in the most inspiring moments of his
life?

That is the message he listens for
as the waves, crash on the coast of
the Orkneys.

the Blockade.

(The London Free Press. )
Some of the most notable men of
Frapnce in the warld of letters, the
world of science, of politics, of: com-
merce and industry, of military af-
fairs, have formed an association the

/| obiect of which is to keep the publie

authoritatively informed on all mat-
tets of. moment regarding the war.

The significant motto of the associa-
tion reads: “Patience, Effort and
Confidence.” The “Letters” of the
association so addressed to the nation
are distributed through the agency of
yeil-known magazines, in leafiet, form.

The most recent letter -has for sub-
Ject matter: “The Control of the
Seas.” ' Under the first heading: *“The
Allies Control the Sea,” the superior-
ity of the allied sea-power is explain-
ed in detail. The second division tells
of the loss ef the enemy in .colonial
possessions. The third, the blockade
and effects on. German commerce.
Division four sets forth the various
consequences of the blockade. The
conclusion shows how the land neld
by the central powers in Belgium,
France and Russia is more than ofi-
set, territorially, by the Allies’ gains
in China and Africa.

Rear-Admiral ‘Degony gives a clear
account of the results, present and
future, of the blockade. He says:

“The reduction of Germany's im-
portations ha sdeprived her of indus-
trial resources indispensable to the
support of { her economic life. Her
commercial fleet, destroyed or ciosed
in for the last eighteen months, was g
chief agent of the importers and the
manufacturers, to whom she brought
aw material and supplies. The list
is long; minerals, cottons, flax, wool,
textiles of all sorts, raw hides, leath-
ers, fats, oils, petroleum, gasoline and
rubber. Any of these materials that
now reach Germany, from the outside
world, are necessarily very high in
price—therefore, many enterprises
nave been affected seriously.

“Since the beginning of September,
1916, cotton weaving establishments
work but one or two days a week,
Iron and steel are manufactured for
military purposes solely. With leath-
er the story is almost the same.

“The reduction of the industrial
output has sensibly increased the
sost of living. We have some time
since ceased to listen to the exaggera-
ted accounts that told of imminent
famine. - The inerease, lowever, has

alarm. In order to remedy the situa-
tioh there are many cases in which
1 maximum has been placed, with
the effecf that the products thus
tariffed have been withdrawn from
the market. i

“Notwithstanding these facts, Ger-
many, at present, has no idea of look-
ing upon herself as conquered, but it
would be useless for her to argue that
her power of resistance has not been
seriously diminished. The Alies have
avery ~intention of  rendering the
blockade yet more effective and
stringent.

“Germany has often boasted that
her territorial gains have been so
important that when the time for the
siigning peace contracts comes, she
will be able, by reason of these gains,
‘o dictate terms to the Allies. ‘Nearly
11l Belgium, a good slice of France,
ind some Russian territoryare in our
hands,” they triumph.

“Germany forgets the mortgage we
have on her holdings!

“In first rank come the.colonies we
have taken from her.. In Africa alone,
according to the German official reck-
oning, we have now possessionr of
552,982 square miles, which is almost
equal fo the total surface extent of
Germany, Austria-Hungary and
France.

“As a result of the blockade, the
seas that Germany covered with her
fleets, merchant and marine, are free
of all her vessels. And in conse-
quence an embargo is put on her for-
eign commerce and' the products ne-
cessary for trade.

“This sequestration of German com-
merce will last ds long as Great Brit-
ain finds necessary to the end she
has in view, in conjunction with her
Allies. No matter what might be the
military events, continentally speak-
ing, as long as Great Britain keeps the
sea superiority, she could, of herself

i} alone, restrict German contact with

the seas and oblige that country ‘to

The
prayers at the graveside were said by
Rev, F. W. Atkinson, Rev. W. H.
Browning and Rev. Harry Royle.

The English Miracle.

L’'Homme Enchainee, Paris:—The
English miracle has'not been wrought
at sea.

-She has embodied
herself into the Continent by her fine
handsome men who have heroically
held the line in the trenches of Flan-
ders, their short pipes in their teeth,
by her guns and her convoys, and,
above all, the "high serenity with
which she has accepted, on our
ancient soil, a destiny of pain and bit-
ter struggle. Yes, that is splendid,
because ‘it is not all the work of an
hour, but the inevitable conclusion of
a history of ten centuries. Other
nations have, on these epic hattlefields
of Europe, shed more blood than

saults more violent, have had to de-
velop a more desperate heroism before
the onrush of the Barbarians. But no
nation has resolved, with more meth-
od ‘of decision, to go on to the very
end of the task. No nation has ex-
perienced so complete a metamor-
phosis in its manners, in the exercise
of its rights and its claims to be inde-
pendent.

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Light From the East.

We make no apology for
again referring to Rus-
sia, whose achievements
are daily gaining import-
ance. Not long, ago an authoritative
English paper assured us that, al-
though day was not yet, we could
already see the dawn. If so, it comes,
appropriately enough, in the East.

The report of the fall off Czernowitz
is likely enough soon to be confirmed.
The great German drives of last sum-
mer scarcely moved, or tried to move,
the Russians from this region. If we
remember aright, they retained the
district around Tarnopol. Now Czer-
nowitz is an important point, connect-
ed directly with Lemberg by rail. More
important still, it lies almost at the
juncture ' of Hungary, Itussia and
Roumania, and its loss by the Aus-
trians will certainly affect the last
named, occurring as it does immedi-
ately before her eyes. How far will
1t affect her? =

How tremendous would be the ac-
cession, at this moment, of Rouma-
nia to the strength of the Allies!
Austria, her frontier there almost de-
nuded of troops, would crumple up.
Bulgaria would be nipped.between the
pincers of Bucharest -and Salonika.
But Roumania has made, undoubtedly,
a secret compact with Austria, or
rather, what is a very different thing,
her Government has. As to which, let
us hope that it partakes of the general
nature of Balkan compacts, and that
the Kaiser may find in his “scrap of
paper” theory a weapon to be used
against himself.

Coincidently with the Russian ad-
vance we learn that Greece is being
rendered innocuous and that the Bul-
garian coast on the Aegean is being
bombarded, both very significant facts.
Let us sum up the factors in the sit-
uation—Germany - is busily occupied
on the west front and will be “so
whether she wishes it or not; Austria
has her hands full with Italy; Russia
threatens an avalanche into Hungary;
Roumania still sits on the fence;
Greece attempts a quiet understand-
ing with Bulgaria, which is quietly
frustrated; Bulgaria is .bombarded
where she flanks Salonika; and at
Salonika there is a large Allied force.
The role of prophet is & dangerous one
at present, but we will risk it. We
too see the dawn in the East.

Once upon a
time I knew a wo-
man who W a s
very vain. And
what do you sup-
pose she was
vain of?
Not of her looks,
her clothes, h e r
handsome h u s-
band, her home,
her children, her
cooking, or ‘any

herself upon. No,
hzs woman was vain of her .demo-
cracy.

She said she was a democrat to the
core, and she was always talking
about her dislike of snobbery, and her
love of democracy. And thig demo-
cracy she demonstrated in two ways—
by being painstakingly rude to peo-
ple whom she fancied thought them-
selves above her in the social scale,
and by going sometimes to the meving
picture show and to church with her
maid.

Stran‘gely enough, her maids were
not as devoted to her as one would
expect.

And Yet Her Maid Didn’t Love Her.

Perhaps they were ungrateful, or
pernaps—well, T1l let you judge
from the following what the ‘trouble
was.

A maid who” had once lived  with
this woman came to live with a neigh4
Lor of mine. Her former employer’s
name was mentioned one day by my
neighbor who admires her, and the
maid did not seem enthusiastic.

In fact I
felt a deep sympathy for the maid.

Would you care to go about with
anyone who made you feel how kind
and condescending they were to go
with you?

Is democracy democracy when it
gives people that feeling?

The truth is that self-conscious
democracy is just as futile as any
kind of self-conscieus goodness.

A Brave Deiender of Liberty.
“Belgium -will be restored. It
stands before the entire world a nation
of heroes.”
The world, Germany excepted;
agrees with Cardinal Mercier, the
heroic Primate to ° Belgium, Arch-
bishop ‘of Malines, who in December,
1914, when the gallant little nation
had been overrun by the Huns, uttered
these prophetic words.

Nothing, perhaps, has raised the ire
of the Germans against the Church
of Rome more than the brave stand
made by Cardinal Mercier, champion
of Belgian liberty. The Huns arrest-
ed him, made him prisoner, prevented
him from attending Divine service,
and in many ways endeavoured to
silence Belgium’s heroic .priest. But
they have failed to suppress him, to
the great chagrin of Von Bissing, the
Governor-General of Belgium.

BRITISH OFFICERS’ CASUALTIES.

LONDON, June 13.

The officers’ casualty lists show
during the month of April that the
British army lost 316 officers killed,
900 wounded and 49 missing, total
1,271. This brings the total losses
since the beginning of the war to 26,-
204, of which 8,100 were killed or died
from wounds; 16,344 were wounded
and 1,852 missing. Although the gross
total shows an average of two wound-
ed to one killed, the average for April
is lower, viz.: Three wounded to one
killed. During the month, the Indi-
ans lost 47 killed and 72 wounded;
(dnadians 18 killed and 96 wounded;
Lancashires 20 killed, 49 wounded and
12 missing; Field Artillery, 15 killed
and 43 wounded; Royal Fusiliers, 11
killed and 19 wounded; Yorkshires,
10 killed and 29 wounded; Flying
Corps, 3 killed, 16 wounded ' and 5§
missing. Major-General Kemball is
reported wounded. Seven Lieut.-Col-
onels were killed.

WILL FORM A NEW MINISTRY.

PARIS, June 13.
Signor Pablo Rosetti, veteran Ital-
ian Parliamentarian, and former Min-
ister of Public Instruction, has been

requésted by King Victor Emanuel to |¢

form a ministry in succession to that
headed by Premier Salandra. Prob-

WELL DONE, CANADIANS!

LONDON, To-day.

Canadian troops, in what the Brit-
ish official statement describes as a
gallant and successful assault, south-
east of Zillebake recaptured the
former British position over a front
of more than 1,500 yards. Notwith-
standing severe ,shelling the Cana-
dians retained the ground gained
which is being consolidated. The text
of the statement reads: 1.30 in the
morning Canadian troops made a gal-
lant and successful assault southeast
of Zillebake. Their objective was our
old position in that neighbourhood, all
of which was captured on the front
attacked, extending from the south-
ern portion of Sanctuary Wood to a
point about 1,000 yards north of Hill
G0, a total front of over 1,500 yards.
In the course of the assault heavy
losses were inflicted on the .enemy.
Three officers and 123 men were tak-
en prisoners. Our troops were sub-
jected to severe shelling for several
hours after gaining thee position but
were well supported by our artillery
and retained the ground gained, which
is being consolidated. Heavy bom-
bardments by the enemy- ‘continued
during the day to which our artillery
replied effectively. Attempts by hos-
tile infantry to counter-attack were
frustrated by our artillery fire. Last
night our troops carried out success-
tuly %¥aids to the mortheast of Ypres,
south of Bois Grenier. In the latter
place a party of Australian troops
e¢ntered the enemy trenches, causing
a known loss of twelve killed and pro-
bably others, and captured six pris-
oners. Two trench mortars were de-
stroyed. The raiding party returned
safely, the only casualties being omne
officer and man, both slightly wound-
ed. On the remainder of the front
there is nothing of importance to re-
port. The enemy put 300 shells into
Malincourt during the day. Our ar-
tillery bombarded hestile positions
about LaBoiselle. There was less
shelling than usual around Souchez
and the Loos salient.

GERMANS CLAIM HAMPSHIRE
TORPEDOED.

LONDON, To-day.

German newspapers, according to
Berne despatch to the Morning Post,
state the British cruiser Hampshire
was sunk by a German submarine. It
was on the Hampshire that Kitchener
and his staff were voyaging to Rus-
sia. The British Admiral Sir John
Jellicoe in an’ official report of the
sinking of the Hampshire declared
she was mined.

THE RUSSIAN OFFENSIVE.
LONDON, To-day.

In Volhynia and Galiciathe Russians
are keeping up their strong offensive
sgainst Austro-Hungarians and Ger-
mans and on various sectors in both
regions they have made fresh ad-
vances and captured additional pris-
cners and war stores. In Galicia the
drive of the Rugsians has brought
them across the Dneister River, where
they have captured the towns of Zale
Szyzyk'y and Horodenka, whence they
are pressing forward toward the
Pruth River and the Bukowina front-
ier with Czernowitz as their objective.
Numierous Austrian fortified positions
in this region have fallen into the
hands of the Russians. Further north
violent fighting is taking place around
Tarnopol, where the Austro-Hungari-
ans, reinforced by the Germans, are
holding back the attempts of the Rus-
sians to advance in.the direction of
Lemberg, the capital. of Galicia.
INortheast of Tarnopol, near Vorobi-
eka, positions have changed hands re-
peatedly with heavy fighting, while

the region of Baranovicsi.

AT VERD_['N AND TRENTINO.

LONDON, To-day.
After driving their wedge farther
info .the French line northeast of Ver-
dun on Monday the Germans on Tues-
day did not follow up their advantage
with infantry attacks. Only intermit-

itent bombardments are taking place |

around Verdun. In the Lagarina
Valley of the Austro-Italian theatre,
the Italians have taken by assault
strong Austrian positions, and re-
pulsed heavy counter-attacks launch-
¢d by the Austrians. On the Posina-
Astico front the Austrians penetrated
to Molisini, but were later driven out
and in the Suganpa Valley they met
with repulse and considerable losses
in an attempt to advance east of Mazo
Torrent. Slight successes for their
respective sides in Asia Minor are re-
ported by the Russian and Turkish
War Offices. No important changes
in the situation in this region have
occurred, however.

¢ TEUTONS ON THE RUN.
PETROGRAD, To-Day.

A War Office announcement to-day
says the retreat of the Austrian and
Galician
and Volhynian fronts is proceeding
so rapidly that only a small number
of prisoners has been captured in ag-
dition to those previously reported.
The total is given at about 115,700, as
compared with approximatély 114,700
annqunced yesterday. On the Cau-
casus front in direction of Riarbekr
we approached the Turkish positions
without. being observed and attackeéd
the enemy while he was resting. We
captured the camp. After suffering
some losses the enemy fled. An at-
tack by the Turks in the region of
Ravanbousee was repulsed.

Following are the latest reports re-
ceived by the Board of Trade:

From A. J. Pearce (Tw1llmgate tor
Trump Island.)—The catch is 477
qgtls. with 16 for last week. Thirty
five or 40 traps are fishing, but no
boats or  skiffs. - The trap fishing is
rather poor, as part of the week the
water was too rough for all to attend
to them. A few in scattered places
did fairly well, but the others, very
poorly. The seines got nothing, owing
to the heavy sea. A good sign of sal-
mon continues, and caplin is getting
plentiful. Prospects are not much
improved.

From J. White (Colinet Igsland to
Head of Salmonier.)—The traps are
not out yet, but some 20 boats are
fishing. The catch to date is 1,500
qtls. with 500 for last week. Pros-
pects are fairly good and there is
some herring for bait, but it is not
plentiful. The fishermen from the
outer grounds report cod plentiful,
but bait scarce.

From R. Lawton (Southern Head
of Keels to Knight's Cove Pt.)—Pros-
pects are very poor, and there is very
little fish reported on the grounds.
The liners are well supplied with her-
ring bait, but have done. very little.
Eleven traps and from 8 to 14 skiffs
are fishing. The total catch is 260
qtls.

From R. Furneaux (Rose Blanche
to Hr. Le Cou.)—During the week five
schrs. arrived from the Cape Breton
shore, with from 40 to 70 qgtls. each.
The catch is 10,220 qtls. and for last
week 260. Not much is doing at pre-
sent, as bait is very scarce and all the
shore boats are away, fishing at other
parts of the coast.

Cllrlous ?gls About
ussian Icons.

There is not a home in Russia that
does not possess its icon, the devo-
tional tablet in the mystic power of
which every Russian believes. These
icons vary in size, quality, and de-
coration, many of them being of
great value and antiquity. There is
an interesting collection of them at
the Victoria and Albert Museum. The

word “icon” is really the Latinized

form of a Greek word signifying por-:
trait.

The portrait may be small enough
to carry in the pocket, or it may be
life-size, and the icons in the Russo-
Greek churches are often of wonder-
ful workmanship and costly design.
The raised halos of the portrait
figures are specially enriched with
precious stones, and in the case of the
portraits of the Virgin the robes are
cnerusted with seed pearls and the
fingers and neck adorned with jewels.

Some icons take the shape of a
square or oblong box, set in metal
thickly enamelled and hinged,~ which,
when open, reveal figures of religious
interest. Some curious examples of
icons of finely-carved horn are also
to be found, the effect being most
Leautiful when hung “'in a position
which admits of the light being seen
fhrough the ‘carving. - A small ‘but

| €xceedingly fine specimen of the horn

icon is miinutely carved with a series
of ‘episodes in connection with the
birth of Christ. ' Its mounting is -of
silver-gilt, - chased in-a cord, pattern,
and the whole hangs from a suspen-
8ory-bead. One may also come across
the icon ‘of carved . boxwood, fitted for
the sake of the protection of its fra-
gile beauty into a case of preciousy
metal, enamelled and stydded with
precious stones.—Tit-Bits.

This was
one of .the points in Kilburn Scott’s
lecture at the University College,
London, on the production of nitrates

from the air by electric power, . He.

dealt mainly with one of the three
methods of doing it—the direct elec-
trical method which was elabcrated
in Norway and has passed to France,
Italy, America, Germany, and Aus-
tria, but not to England, where the
only dependence is still on the ni-
trates brought from Chili. He show-
ed the wastefulness of such a pro-
cedure, inasmuch as it necessitated
the employment of so many ships at a
time when the cost of transport is
becoming dearer and dearer, and
dearer, and assigned as the cause of
our backwardness the unwillingness
of powerful capitalists to have their
profits from Chili nitrates interfered
with. He showed in detail the im-
portance of the compounds of nitro-
gen in the manufacture of explosives,
in agriculture, and in the production
of aniline dyes, and described Low
economically the fixation of nitrogen
might be effected in the neighborhood
of our own coal fields.

FRICTION AMONG PRISONERS OF
WAR.

In a certain establishment in‘ this
country where there were many hun-
dreds of German prisoners of war
there was so much difficulty in keep-
ing the peace between Germans of
different varieties that it was decided
to segregate: the more turbulent
characters and transfer them else-
Where.  This meant a march from the
institution in question along a coun-
try road and through a straggling
village to a railway station. The
Prisoners were escorted by a strong
lilitary guard with fixed bayonets.
All went well until the center of the
Village was reached, when a prisoner
swung round and gave one of his fel-
lows a thundering blow in the face
With his fist. In an instant the pris-

oners were fighting with each %other
like demons, and the air was Prussian
blue with German oaths and shrill
with that peculiar half-hysterical
scream which the German gives wlhen
he is hurt or excited. The guard kept
their heads. With their bayonets at
the “ready” they so held the fighting
mass together that none could get
through the cordon; and they let the
struggle go on until the first fury was
exhausted. But by, the time the ranks
were reformed the prisoners had done
a good deal of damage among them-
selves, and the village onlook=rs had
had an exciting ten minutes. No bay-
onet was blooded, thanks to the cool-
headed restraint of the guard. It is
not always easy to induce German
prisoners to live together in brotherly
amity, and if the experience of scme
of the military authorities who have
to deal with them are any guide, the
German Empire after the war will be
a veritable cockpit, in which the im-
memorial tribal quarrels will be re-
sumed with ferocity.

DAFFODILS.

Scotch daffodils met with a warm
welcome ag Covent Garden this week,
arriving as they did when the supplies
from the English daffodil farms had
come to an end. Daffodils are in de-
mand by the London public as long
as the flower is obtainable. - In the
height of the season, when the Chan-
nel Islands and Scilly Isles produce
is being marketed, daffodils pour in-
to the market literally by the ton,
but though the dealers complain of
gl}xts, and consequent slump in prices
there never seem too many daffodils
for the flower-loving Londoner. The
daffodils, by the way, are one of the
favorite flowers at the military hos-
pitals, as are the wild bluebells
which Queen Mary makes a point of
sending out during the spring.
Though for the moment Covent Gar-
den has a new fruit luxury in the
shape of forced raspberries, which
{are being sold at eight shillings per
'pound, wholesale - dealers . are now
chiefly concerning themselves about
strawberries, not the forced variety
but the outdoor fruit. Owing to- the
cold weather strawberries will be
late this year, and, worse still, short-
age of labor will deprive Londoners
| of their full share of the Derries.
Thus, though supplies are fairly plen-
tifiil 4t the present ‘season of fhe
forced fruit, Covent Garden will not
receive its usual rich harvest of
summer strawberries, the most pop-
ular of all fruits in London.

THE SOCIETY “BEAUTY CHORUS.”

What would Queen Victoria have
thought of the beauty chorus compos-
ed of society women and girls that is
becoming a usual feature of most
charity matinees? Anyhow, it is with
us now and I believe that there is
quite a competition to get into it.
Time was when a modest country
gentleman would have gone to the
stake sooner than see a girl of bhis
“on the stage.” Now dukes and earls
consent, quite as a matter of course,
to their young daughters appearing at
Drury Lane. It is not very long
since a certain play produced in vari-
ous country places for charity erded
with a week at one of the tiniest of
London theatres, and then the trouble
began. The grandees peremptorily
refused permission to let their davgh-
ters play their parts in London, and
the thing collapsed. | Now, on the
other hand, such a scheme would col-
lapse unless it was carried through in
London. Rehearsals with young pro-
fessional actors are part of the fash-
ionable girl’s programme; “make up”
is as familiar to her as stage jargon
itself; and she is on terms with
many “dressers” whom she rcgards
as “dears.” She is bosom friends
with actors and actresses, and enter-
tains them for week-ends in the
country and constanfly in London.

What You’re In For.

The Experiences of a Derby Recruit.
On the Road to Promotion.

_ It was' a maxim of the great Na-
poleon that every private soldier car-
ries a field-marshal’s baton in his
knapsack.

If that was true of the French
Army over a hundred years ago it is
trebly true to-day of the British
Army. Never in our military history
have the chances of promotion been
s0 numerous and ever-present as they
are nowadays; the magnitude of the
Army and the class of men who have
flocked” to the Colours provide the
openings and the men to fill them.

Now, I may as well beé quite frank
and honest and admit that when I
joined the Army my mind was fully
made up to.earn promotion as quick-
ly as possible. Promotion meant
more responsibility, and in some re-
spects harder work, but, on the
other hand, it meant more money and
more comforts and privileges. Be-
sides, there.was the spur of personal
pride in “getting on.”’

Feeling that first impressions would
g0 a long way, I lost no time in seek-
ing out my friend, himself a corporal,
as soon as I joined the battalion, tell-
ing him of my determination, and ask-

% |ing him to give me any good “tips” he

could.
How to Get On.

“Well, the best thing you can do,”
he laughed, “is to see that you're a
little smarter all-round than the
smartest man in your platoon. You'll
be surprised how easy it will be to
beat him if your heart’s in doing’so,
and if he isn’t up to the same game
himself. If he is, both of you will
perhaps get picked out for a stripe.”

Then he told me some material
ways in which I could make certain
of pleasing “the sergeant,” and
through him the officers. These were
the chief ones: Obey all orders un-
hesitatingly; keep yourself, your uni-
form, your buttons, and your kit gen-
erally clean and bright; be in goéod

salute those entitled to be saluted
punctiliously; keep all rules both in
the letter and ‘the spmt;'show your-
self keen on your work.

‘To some people, even to - a good
many who are soldiers, ‘all this may
sound a sort of counsel of perfection.
So it was to a certain extent; but it
is quite simple and easy to carry it
out. Summed up, it merely amounts
to doing one’s job properly.

My “first stripe,” denoting the rank
of lan_ce-corporal, or “lance-jack,” as
it is sometimes called, came to me a
week ago. In the words of Rudyard
Kipling, “the cruel sergeant,” who
isn’t in the least bit “cruel” in this
case, “ sent my name along for
lance,” and the next thing I knew was
that I had been promtod.

The Position of Lance-Corporal.

The jump fromh private to lance-
corporal is a sort of necessary evil,
leading, with luck, to higher things.
The position is a severe test of sold-
ierly spirit and fitness. A lance-cor-
poral is a private with a lot of extra
work, a little authority, and no extra
pay.

He has to work tremendously hard,
doing all sorts'of odd jors and “run-
ning errands” for those in higher au-
thority in his platoon or company,
and unless he is cheertu'y ‘deter-
mined to “stick it” he might just as
well gracefully refuse the stripe a'

Nobody likes being a lance-cor-
poral, and many who try the experi-
ment “revert to private al their own
request,” but the work hais tc be done,
snd it"is worth while t those who
mean to see it through.

There is this consolation about it:
no lance-corporal who cai prove hiz
wgrth nowadays is kept in the posi-
tion for long. In the old ‘lays, before
the war, a man might go in the rank
for months—years, even—but now the
rext step up to corporal, at 1s. ¥d. a
day, is not very long delayed

There have been some remarkable
rises in the ranks in the new armies.
I know one man who joined as a pri-
vate 'and was a mator within a vear;
another rose to b2 quarter master-
sergeant within six months.

Hugdreds of thousands of
Americans are attending these schools
around the kitchen table at night, and
all over the land ' worried young
chauffeurs are sitting in motionless
automobiles trying to find out from a
fat book how to get home in time for
supper.

The student of the correspdndence
school does not -wear a hat banged up
in front, or mysterious jeweled pins,
but he can easily be distinguished by
bis college flag, which is a brunette
forefinger on his right hand. The
vell of the correspondence school is,
“Gee whiz! Postage due!” and
some fine records are held by the
ttudents, who make them while
eprinting for the last mail collection.

The correspondence school has de-
veloped greatly, but it still lingers be-
hind the ordinary coilege in many im-
portant branches of scienle. It does
not teach lawn tennis or strolling or
debating or bonfire building or neo-
phyte spanking.
