This section is again divided
in clothes of different thicknesses and
styles, suitable for the various sea-
sons, whilst another partition is re-
served entirely for dress suits and
evening clothes.

Each garment is marked distinct-
ly, so that the valet will be able to
replace it in the proper place.

There is a considerable amount of
work to be done in Keeping these

suits in order, for each garment must
be brushed and pressed regularly
once a week, and the same care is

are seldom used, as towards the
things most likely to be needed.

Of course, His Majesty’s collection

is informed of any slight alteration
made in a particular uniform, the
old one must be cast aside, and a
new one made.

As only the highest skilled labour
is employed, a perfect fit is assured,
and the King is not subjected to at-
tentions of the tailors, nor does he
have to be fitted with all the various
additions to his wardrobe.

In the Speech from the
Throne, with which His Excel-
lency the Governor was pleased
to open the first session of the
twenty-fourth General Assem-
bly 'of Newfoundland one week
ago yesterday, words were put
into the mouth of the King’s
representative,

dress, which were palpably un-
true. His Excellency was made
the official mouthpiece of the
Government and caused to say
“that the establishment of the
Fishery Regulations has been
attended with much success
and substantial benefit to our
codfish industry.” So little re-
spect had the Government for
the exalted position of the
Commander-in-Chief of this do-
minion and its . dependencies
that they made him responsible
for a most glaring mis-state-
ment of the agtual result of the
enforcement of the greatest
executive blunder known in the
history of ‘any administration.
Disregarding the high office of
the Governor and using him as
a shield for their egregious er-
ror, the Prime Minster and his
Cabinet associates proclaimed
from the mouth of vice-royaliy
“that the establishment of the
regulations has been attended
with much success and substan-
tial benefit.” Realising their
false position with regard to
these pernicious and damnable
regulations, they utilised ihe
Governor to publish a sentiment
that might receive the favor-
able regard of the people of this
dominion, coming as it did
from one vested with vice-regal
authority.

But no
matter what they thought, or
how much of the statement they
believed or disbelieved, it stands
as a record of their spineless-
ness that they had not the mor-
al courage to enter a protest
against such a patent mis-state-
ment. Party exigencies came
before the duty they owed their
constituents, and, knowing the
inaccuracy of the spoken ex-
pression, they were content, by
their unpardonable silence, to
betray those who elected them
to defend their rights and safe-
guard their privileges, and ac-
quiesce to that which they had
previously and privately con-
demned.

These Fish Export Regula-
tions have been a burden, and a
curse to Newfoundland since
the first day of their promulga-
tion, and they hang around the
neck of every fisherman who
plies. his avocation around our
coasts, on the Banks and on
Labrador, weighty as a mill-
stone, always dragging down
the tgilers of the deep, and so
long as a stubborn dictator
keeps them in force so long will
their evil effect work disastrous
results to the®’foreign fish trade
of this Colony. Not one iota of
benefit, not one grain of success
can be brought in evidence of
their necessity. On the contrary
they have antagonised all the
best customers in the Spanish
market and buyers in Portugal,
Italy and Brazil are turning to
other fish producing countries
for the necessary supplies to
meet demands for consumption.
Merchants who have been en-
gaged in supplying for the
isheries for years and have
been their own exporters, are
amazed over the results which
have been the sequence of these
regulations. They have no con-
fidence whatever in the future,
so long as the Government in-
sists on their obedience to the
rules laid down in its November
proclamation, and so little faith
have they in any change setting
in abroad favorable to the mar-
keting and sale of our chief pro-
duct, without great loss, so leng
as the regulations have full
force and effect, that they have

Competition in
Oporto Market.

A late report to the Board of Trade
reports that Norwegian fish, is again
in the Oporto market. It is now about
12 months since these stocks were
metioned in the reports. The unusual-
ly large comsumption 8,000 qtis. of
our fish for one week shows, accord-
ing to some dealers here, that the
Norwegians having again entered in-
to active competition, our product is
being disposed of at greatly reduced
prices.

Fall Daylight Scheme.

Editor Evening Telegram

Dear 8Sir,—My attention having
been called by several parties in the
city to the fact that the Hon. W. F.
Coaker in the course of his speech
on his Fish Regulations and Restric-
tions, last evening, made some rather
ill-natured remarks upon Mr. W. S.
Monroe and myself, I desire to make
a few ltueme‘nts with regard to the
same.

Mr. Monroe, being absent from the
City, might have been given at least
the opportunity of placing his posi-
tion upon record. As however he is
quite at liberty to express his views
upon the Fish Regulations on -his re-
turn as anyone else, it is not my pro-
vince to intrude upon his preroga-
tive. But as Mr. Monroe was at one
time a member of Mr. Coaker’s Ad-

he must have found something inher-
ently bad in these Restrictions to
compel him to alter his views regard-
ing the same. That is if he has done
so. And from the telegram received
from him some little time ago it ap-
pears that from being an ardent sup-
porter of Mr. Coakers Regulations he
has become a very strong opponent of
them. -

I had tried to “block” his Regulations
on every opportunity. This is abso-
lutely untrue. His Regulations, so
far as they attempt to make ship-
ments of fish to Brazil of better qual-
ity than they have been, are worthy of
all support, and I am quite frank in
stating that if he does so succeed,
that he will do more to prevent claims
on cargoes than by any other method
ever tried since my connection with
the Fishery business, which has last-
ed for more years perhaps than I
care to remember,

But to Mr. Coakers “Restrictions,”
as apart from his Regulations, I have
ever voiced my dissent and opposi-
tion. At the discussion of these re-
strictions at the Board of Trade I pre-
dicted what in my opinion would hap-
pen if the very drastic change in the
method of business pursued in Brazil
regarding payment for cargoes was
insisted upon. I regret from the stand-
point of one interested in the welfare
of the country that my predictions
have come true.

He stands five feet eleven and a
half inches, an inch and a half short-
er than Dempsey, and weighs in con-
dition, 170 pounds, nearly twelve

pounds less than the world’s cham-
pion.

Carpentier began boxting in 1907
when he was but 15 years of age,
and a bantam in size. He won the
titles of all classes from bantam up
to and including heavy in France,
which was not a difficult thing to do,
and he made himself the middle-
weight champion of Europe by knock-
ing out a mediocre English boxer
named Jim Sullivan.

Carpentier became possessed of the
heavyweight championship of Eur-
ope through stopping Bombardier
Wells, the English title holder.

Carpentler recently solidified .lvis
hold on the European title by stop-
ping Joe Beckett, British champion,
in fifty-three seconds of the first
round of a bout at the Holborn
Stadium in the presence of a notable
gathering, including the Prince of
Wales.

ed into a middleweight, set sail for
the championship of that class. He
met and defeated a number of French
and English middleweights, and sub-
stantiated his claim to the French
middleweight title.

Toward the close of 1911 the cham-
pion then being 19 years of age, met
a really good middleweight in the
person of Harry Lewis, of Philadel-
phia, and the Frenchman won on
points at the end of a twenty round
bout.

Series of Setbacks.

Carpentier next got into the ring
with a clever, bhard-hitting negro
named Dixie Kid, and was stopped
in five rounds.

Carpentier, however, kept on box-
ing, and was particularly busy in the
following year, 1912, when he made
himself the middleweight Thampion
of Europe as a result of knocking out
Jim Sullivan, English title holder, in
the second round.

Carpentier also defeated George
Gunther and Willie Lewis in twenty
round bouts on pofuts. but was twice
stopped by the American middle-
weights Frank Klaus and Billy
Papke.

Klaus, who held the American title,
gave Carpentier a severe trouncing
and had the Frenchman on the floor
in the nineteenth round. Descamps,
manager of Carpentier, who saw that
his man had small chance of weather-
ing the storm, ran into the ring and

fca.rried Carpentier to his corner. The

records show that Carpentier lost the
bout on the foul committed by Des-
camps in entering the ring during a
round, but Klaus really scored a
knockout.

Klaus’' body punching was alio-
gether too much for the Frenchman,
who was exhausted in the nineteenth
round.

Papke, the Illinois thunderbolt, also
stopped Carpentier in 1912, the end
coming in the seventeenth round,
when Papke’s terrific hitting wore the
Frenchman down to # point where he

say in England.

In explanation of his defeats at the
hands of Klaus and Papke, friends of
Carpentier have claimed that he was
merely a boy at the time, undevelop-
ed and therefore unable to cope with
seasoned veterans like Papke and
Klaus.

Without question Klaus and Papke
were veterans and well seasoned, but
Carpentier was well enough develop-
.ed physically and pugilistically to
vanquish all the best European mid-
dleweights, and the handlers of the
Frenchman matched him with the
Americans without a minute’s hesi-
tation.

As indicating his rapid deyelop-

championship of his own country, and
then made himself the heavyweignt
champion of Europe by knocking out
Bombardier Wells i the fourth round
of a bout at Ghent, Belgium. This was
on June 1, 1913, and on December 8
of the same year the Frenchman
again stopped Wells, this time in the
first round.

Among others defeated by Car-
pentier in 1913 were Bandsman Rice,
in eight rounds; George Gunther, in
fourteen; Albert Lurie, in three, and
Jeff Smith, in twenty on points.

Had Shade on Jeannetfe.

Carpentier started his campaign of
1914 by knocking out Pat O'Keefe,
middleweight champion of England,
in three rounds, and the Frenchman’s
next bout was with Joe Jeannette,
and caused more discussion in Zur-

ope than any other contest of that
The bout took place in Paris,x

time.
was limited to fifteen rounds and the

decision went to Jeannette on poinis. '
Many good judges, including A. F.'

Bettison of the National Sporting
Club of London, declared that Car-
pentier had earned the verdict on
points.

This was regarded as the most no-
table achievement of the Frenchman,
as Jeannette in 1914 was a formidable
boxer.

Carpentier followed this engage-
ment by stopping Hubert Roe, a

French heavyweight, and then touow-f

ed a contest on the outcome of which
is based the gemeral conception of
Carpentier’s status in the heavyweight
division.

Gunboat Smith, once a contender
for the American title, was the op-
ponent of the  Frenchman, and the
meeting was in the National Sporting
Club, London, July 16, 1914, with Eu-
gene Corri as the referee. The contest
came to an end in the fifth round with
a decision of four against SmitH, who
was declared to have struck Carpen-
tier while the latter was on one knee.

According to the details of the con-
test, Carpentier looked like a certain
winner in the first round, as he
brought Smith down for a count of
nine with a right-hander to the jaw
much after the fashion in which Beck-
ett was floored.

But the gunner refused to stay
down, got on his feet before ten had

been counted, and grew stronger with '
each succeeding round.

As-
socialed with these gentlemen were
others who were experts In their
business, and the result of their ef-
forts was a most successful Exhibi-
tion, one of the very best ever held
by the Association.

The centre of attraction was a dis-
play pen of White Plymouth Rocks,
the property of my friend, Mr. U. R.
Fishel. They were in every way a
magnificent display. The Cockerel
was a rare bird in shape and as white
as the driven snow, and the four pul-
lets were of excellent high standard.
These birds were worthy of their
owner, and drew from the visitors to]
the Exhibition many exclamations of
delight. Visitors have no trouble
whatever in finding the exhibits in
which they are particularly interest-
ed, for a number of pages were on
hand, whose duty it was to gnide vis-
itors and to explain the exhibits. Two
display pens particularly interested
me, one being that of Mr. Percy
Cook, the well known English breed-
er of White Orpingtons, and the other
that of Mr. C. E. Spaugh, of Barred
Plymouth Rock fame. These and the
other displays were all carefully ex-
amined by me, and I was quite at
home with the people whom I met
there, for I found them very kind and
very interested in poultry. There
were big sales of poultry made at the
Exhibition. I know that Mr. Fishel
sold over $3,000.00 worth of birds and
eggs, and Mr. Percy Cook also made
good sales, as did Mr. A. B. Carter,
who dealt in Buff Orpingtons. It was
very interesting to watch the birds
being prepared by the different ex-
hibitors just previous to the judging.
Competition in all classes were very
keen, and no efforts were spared to
put the birds before the judges in the
best possible condition. The judging |
is done privately, the Secretary being
the only person besides the judgss
being allowed inside the ropes. Mr.
Percy Cook paid me, however, the
nice compliment of asking me to wit-
ness the judging of the Orpington
class, which was assigned to him.

The entry fees are as follows:—
Single birds, $1.00 each; Breeding
Pens, one male and four females,
$3.00 per pen; Turkeys and Geess,
75c. each, the exhibitors in this class
to furnish their own coops. The cash
prizes for birds were: 1st, $3.00; 2nd,
$2.00; 3rd, $1.00, and for Breeding
Pens, 1st $4.00; 2nd, $3.00; 3rd, $2.00.
It only two entries in a class, the
first prize was $2.00 and the second
$1.00.

Mr. MacDonnel wes asked to strike
out the word “Scavenger” which ap-!

ment looking for scandal. Mr. Mac-
Donnell rather than strike out the
word asked Ieave tc withdraw the
question, as he could not call tue
work performed by J. T. Meaney i.n[
the Public Works Department by any |
other name than that applied to it by
him.

MR. SULLIVAN—I give notice that
I will on to-morrow ask the Hon. Col-
onial Secretary who in the absence cf
a Minister of Militia is responsible
for the Militia Department.

(1) To inform this House how or
in what manner ocnfidential docu-
ments in the custody of the Militia
relating to returned soldiers No. 2583
Michael Doran, No. 8235 Mariin
Tracey and Private Milley came into
the possession of the St. John’s Daily
Star and was published in that paper
on March 12, 1920.

(2) And to inform this House if
any enquiry has been or will be neld
into this regrettable breach of confi-
dence on the part ¢f some person in
the Department of Militia.

(3) And to ask him also if he is
aware that the only legitimate use
an officer or a soldier may make of
documents or information of which
he becomes possessed in his official
capacity is for the furtherance of the
public service in the performance of
his duty. Publishing official docu-
ments or information or using them

for personal comtroversy, or for any
private purpose without due author-
ity, should be treated as a breach of
the Official Secrets Act, 1911,

(4) And to ask him as head of the
Militia Department. if he is aware
that the company conduct sheet of a
soldier is to be destroyed on his dis-
charge.

Several questions asked by
Messrs. Sullivan and Jones were ans-
wered or deferred until answers had
been- prepared.

Mr. Moore asked the Minister of
Finance and Customs to furnish the
House with a list of officlals dismiss-
ed from his department in the Out-
ports and St. John's since the present
povernment came into power, with
name of each and a statement of
charge against each.

The address in reply was
taken up.

HON. MR. COAKER continued his
address in defence of the fish regula-
tions and quoted some interesting
figures to prove his case. He claimed
Earle did not make $44,000 on the
cargo of fish sold that there was so
much talk about, as the most he could
make on a cargo of shore fish bought
at $12.00 per qtl. in Fogo and sold in
Italy at $17.80 per atl.. was ten cents
per atl, as it cost $5.70 per qtl. for
the fish to reach Italy. If it were
Labrador fish he cold, then the best
profit he could make on the cargo was
Eighteen Thousand Dollars.

Mr. Coaker claimed that 200,000
qtls. of fish had been sold in Spain
since the regulations came in force.

000 qtls. In Portugal, ashore and
afloat 80,000 qtls. There is no Spanish
fish in Newfoundland to-day, and
Brazil fish 40,000 qtls. against 110,000
qtls. last year. Portuguese fish in
country 40,000 qtls, and Italian less
than 100,000 qtis. The Brazil stock
now in St. John’s was mostly sold.
The total catch for 1919 was about
20,000 qtls. less than 1918, He con-
tended that fish sold in Portugal since
his last visit for 81s. Conditions in
Portugal were now improving and in
Brazil prices had advanced from 96s.
to 110s. so there was no mneed for
alarm or cold feet. He also stated that
the Advisory Board had decided to
accept the unanimous resolution of
the Board of Trade and consult and
seek advice from the fish exporters
both in St. John’s and the outports.
The resolution of the Board he stat-
ed would be the key to his actions
and that of the Advisory Board in fu-
ture regulations. He explained that
he would introduce a bill to stand-
ardize the cull of fish and a commis-
sion of eleven experienced men would
be appointed to make rules and reg-
ulations. The man who bought No. 2
fish for No. 1 would do so'at his own
risk as he would not be allowed to
export it for No. 1 when it was ip
reality No. 2. The difference in price
between No. 1 and No. 2 would be
made such that a man making bad
fish one year would never want to
do so again., A strict inspection will
be enforced before any fish is ship-
ped. The man who is to blame for
our bad fish is the man who buys be-
cause fishermen will not make good
fish if they can get just as much for
bad as they could for good. The blame
of the present system is talqual fish
and the new bill would do away with
this curse entirely. He appealed to
Sir Michael Cashin and Sir Jahn
Croshie to help him in these matters
&nad had no doubt but what they would
do the right thing by him in this re-
gard.

Mr. John Cheeseman (Burin) speak-
ing as a practical fisherman, and as
a dealer in fish, explained his view
of the Fish Regulations. He believed
that, although not up to what might
have been expected of them, they had
done considerable good for the fish
trade and the country in general. He
was no politician where fish was con-
cerned. Mr. Coaker, Sir Michael Cash-
in, and Sir John Crosbie were the
right men in the right place when it
came to discussing this subject.

Mr. R. Hibbs (Fogo) spoke until
€.30, when he moved the adjourment
of the House. Mr. Hibbs met with
considerable interruption, as his
speech took on a militant tone.

The House adjourned until 3 p.m.
to-day.
