Long Way Yet to Go.
There are those who have been en­

deavouring to persuade ns that we 
were rapidly getting back to normal 
conditions in the matter of prices, etc., 
but to our mind we have a long way 
to go yet before that stage ie reached. 
While there has been some noticeable 
reduction in a few cases, in other In­
stances prices continue at a high plane, 
and this contributes considerably to 
the dullness of trade. About the only 
thing that has got back in price any­
way near that of pre-war days is the 
fishery products. Lobsters are now 
down to $15 a case, codfish $4 and $5 
a quintal, herring to $3 and $4 a bar­
rel, while flour continues at nearly 
three times the price ruling seven 
years ago, sugar at five times the pre­
war price, pork and beet and hard 
bread corresponding with flour, foot­
wear and’clothing show very little if 
any reduction notwithstanding the fact 
that raw hides, cotton and wool have 
been down nearly seventy-five per cent! 
for about a year.

One large firm at St. John’s when 
questioned why they were maintain­
ing such a high price on a certain 
class of goods, remarked that they had 
a big stock on hand purchased while 
the price was high, and they intended 
clearing off that stock. And yet we 
were told during the five years of war 
that the markets must be followed up­
wards as they would have to be fol­
lowed downwards when they begin to 
descend.

It has been argued that supply and 
demand regulate the" price. There is on­
ly half a truth In this; and it is being 
demonstrated dally. Perhaps no better 
illustration of this Is needed than that 
of freight and passenger rates, which 
to-day are higher than ever before.

These conditions cannot continue; 
prices must tumble before there can 
be any great revival of trade. Three to 
four quintals of codfish is too much 
to barter, for a barrel of flour, and un­
less some relief is forthcoming In the 
way of prices, our people will have to 
adopt substitutes for the high priced 
articles.—Western Star.

An Open Prospect.
The statement made by Brit­

ish Trade Agents that the im­
mediate expenditure of thirty- 
five million pounds sterling, in 
the. purchase of food stuffs for 
Russian relief, opens up a pros­
pect for the disposal of the one 
hundred thousand quintals or 
more of last year’s catch of cod­
fish yet unsold. And if this lot 
could be gotten rid of at figures 
netting a reasonable profit, there 
would be little difficulty in fol­
lowing up with sales of new fish. 
It is undeniable that a certain 
proportion of fish must be sent 
into Russia amongst the other 
food supplies. And Newfound­
land exporters are in a position 
to negotiate a sale of their hold­
ings stored in Mediterranean 
ports very speedily, providing 
they, at once move to have the 
matter taken up by the Govern­
ment of the Colony with either 
the British authorities or the 
American Russian Relief Com­
mittee, whose organizer at 
Washington is Mr. Herbert 
Hoover, late Food Controller. 
There is a lot to be said.in favor 
of the follow-up communication 
of Mr. W. White, published in 
yesterday’s Telegram. Our fish, 
as he states, is the nearest big 
lot of food to Russia and could 
be shipped there without any 
unnecessary' delay, while con­
signments of other food pur­
chases made on this side the 
Atlantic for shipment, must ne­
cessarily take a longer time to 
reach their destination. The

Dining one night with Mr. Child, hi 
said to his host: “It you were In km 
with a girl, and her father would not 
let you marry her, -what would yot
dor f

“Do? Why, run away with her, ri 
course!” was. the prompt reply.

Young Westmorland forthwith plan­
ned an elopement with Miss Child, and 
one Mny morning she walked out'Ol 
her father’s house, carrying in bet 
hand a small parcel. A girl whom iht 
had taken Into her confidence had a 
hackney coach waiting round the cor­
ner to convey her young mistress te 
the protecting arms of her expectant 
lover.

A Runaway Carriage.
He also was In readiness with a car­

riage. This she entered without delay, 
and away they drove towards Gretna 
Green. As soon as her flight was dis­
covered a hue and cry was raised. Mr. 
Child, guessing his daughter’s prob­
able destination, went off In pursuit, 
preceded by a mounted messenger, 
who, by dint- of hard riding, managed 
to overtake the runaways near Roke- 
by, in Yorkshire.

“Shoot!" cried Miss Child, whereup­
on Lord Westmorland frustrated any 
attempt at discussion by firing a couple 
of pistol shots at the approaching 
messenger.

Mr. Child, nearing the scene of ac­
tion, saw hie trusty servant’s horse 
fall dead by the roadside. He turned 
back, realizing that further pursuit 
was hopeless. After the marriage he 
declared that no one bearing the name 
of Westmorland should ever be his 
heir. Yet, unwilling to disinherit his 
own descendants, he left the whole of 
hie fortune to the first daughter of the 
runaway pair who should be christen­
ed Sarah and take upon herself the 
name of Child.

COLLISION IN ST. LAWRENCE.
QUEBEC,. Aug. 18.

The steamer Canadian Recruit, of 
the Canadian Government Merchant 
Marine, was sunk off the Stone Piliers, 
at Traverse, at 10.30 o'clock to-night, 
as the result of a collision with the 
steamer Masktoonge of the Dominion 
Coal Co. Service. The accident hap­
pened about 45 miles below Quebec, 
at head of the Traverse, where a dense 
fog had eettled over the rtver. The 
Canadian Recruit was so badly dam­
aged that an attempt was made to 
beach her and this was eventually 
partly successful, for it Was reported 
that she was sunk, but not entirely 
submerged. The crew of the Recruit 
were rescued by the Maakinonge, 
which suffered little damage, and will 
return to Quebec as soon as the tbg 
dears.

HIGH SEAS JURISDICTION.
WASHINGTON, Aug. 18 

Formal notice that It cannot recog­
nize the jurisdiction of United States 
over the high sea, beyond the three 
mile limit fixed by international law, 
for many years, has been served by 
the British Government in connection 
with the seizure, twelve miles off 
Long Island coast, of the British 
schooner Marshall, reported to have 
been laden with liquor. It is expected, 
however, that the British authorities 
will await the outcome of court pro­
ceedings and the final establishment 
of the vessel’s registry, before any 
further diplomatic step is taken. It 
has been deemed necessary, however, 
to give notice in advance that Great 
Britain cannot acquiesce in the ex­
tension of American jurisdiction over 
the high seas beyond the usual limit

FOLLOWING NEWFOUNDLAND’S

LONDON, Aug. 18.

PREMIER LAUDS DOMINIONS.
LONDON, Aug. 18.

(Canadian Press Cable.)—In the 
House of Commons to-day, Premier 
Lloyd George, In reviewing the Im­
perial Conference, paid tribute to the 
war services of the Dominions and of 
India, and dealt with the consequence 
of the changed character of the Con­
ference compared with conditions be­
fore the war. He said the Conference 
had fuly discussed the foreign policy 
of the Empire, including Silesian and 
Asia Minor issues, reparations and 
disarmament of Germany. The Pre­
mier emphasized , how strengthened 
he and Earl Curzon were at the Su­
preme Council, and how Impressed 
were the other members of the Coun­
cil by the knowledge that they repre­
sented the views of the„.whole British 
Empire. Lloyd George said It had 
beep decided in war time to have dis­
cussions on the constitutional as­
pects of the Empire, and he was 
bound to Include that In the agenda, 
but the concensus of opinion wa» that 
It would be a mistake to lay down 
rules, because thereby, the indefinable 
things that make the British Empire 
would be limited, and Its unity weak­
ened. Two and a quarter millions of 
fighting overseas men were better 
than written rules. The gigantic 
events of the war had consolidated 
the Empire in so fast a fashion, that 
a generation could not otherwise have 
done. The thing, he said, that mat-

tinueilthe Premier, of securlhg the
unity of the Empire was by 
conferences, hshoe he hoped the 
Prime Ministers would shortly be 
able to consult with their parliaments 
in this regard It was the concensua 
of opinion at the conference that the 
Empire must have .naval forces equal 
to any country in the world, ahd tout 
It would be unfair to leave to the 
Motherland the whole burden of a 
naval defence, but the extent of the 
nature of eontfltmtionamuSt beleft 
to the Dominions and India, because 
each naturally Is anttous to gnard lts 
own independence. Édme would Hk* 
to contribute by means of naval eto 
tions, and some by ItoWng 
fleets, he stated.

ATHENS, Aug 19.

Disclosure at this time Is 
accounted for by the statement thàt 
the last holder of the secret, Eugene de 
Speyr, has no descendant and, being

Make examples 
of those road hogs who are hi big a 
nuisance to their fellow motorists as 
they are a menace to the public gen­
erally. Let the police look out for 
these kind of drivers and when they 
are caught In "flagrant^ delicto," let 
the judges deal with them severely 
and deprive them of the right to be 
dangerous.

"Educate the public to use the 
streets rationally, to cross busy 
thoroughfares at intersections. The 
policeman is there to hold up the 
traffic it necessary, so that they can 
cross in safety. Our traffic police are 
doing good work but they want the 
co-operation of the public, and if they 
can eliminate those wins are under 
âge, and are not considered compe­
tent to drive, our street» will be safer 
and many precious lives saved.”

Garden Party held at Brookfield, 
Cowan's Faun on Wednesday after­
noon last, devolved. upon Mr. Geo. W. 
B. Ayre, Honorary President of the So- 
cdetyJTheieddrBsadeawared'hy that gen­
tleman on the occasion referred was 
no brimful of enthusiasm tor the future 
of this grand old organisation, and ao 
optimistic and hopeful, presaging that 
the Society will yet arise phoenix like 
and become stronger than ever, num­
erically, financially and benevolently, 
that we take the liberty of giving it 
space to-day, with the hope that the 
anticipations of the speaker will be 
realised, and that In a short time, all 
the lost ground will have been recov­
ered and the N.B.S. once more become 
possessed of its own.

THE SPEECH.
Ladles and Gentlemen.—I feel high­

ly honoured at having been asked by 
the President of the Newfoundland 
British Society to be present this af­
ternoon and open your Garden Party.

When ywi consider that this Is the 
first occasion on which I have ever 
been asked to do anything ot this kind, 
and when you consider that the party 
le being held In the midst ot an ex­
ceptionally prosperous and fertile part 
of our agricultural country, knowing 
the number of cabbages, turnips and 
eggs are eo near and so easily 
availed of, do you not think that I have 
shown greet pluck In standing before 
you title afternoon to address you. Less 
bravery has won the Victoria Cross and 
I hope that yon will appreciate what 
risks I ran, but I believe that my 
shortcomings will be overlooked, that 
I have entrusted my person to those 
who are friendly disposed towards 
me, and who will In the Interests of 
the Society supply the many deficien­
cies which will be plainly apparent in 
my first venture ot this kind.

Little did I think In days gone by, 
when one of the greatest pleasures of 
my life was to attend the entertain­
ments In the afternoon proceeding the 
Annual Soiree, which were given by 
the members and their wives to the 
children. Only the Sunday School Pic­
nic rivalled this pleasurable event I 
can now recall the tables laden with 
good things, the ladies, busy, seeing 
that every one was being properly at­
tended to; the visit of the officers to 
the room; Mr. Edward Bennett, fa­
ther of Mr. John R. Bennett at the 
head of the room, welcoming the 
gathering and hoping that we were en­
joying ourselves. When I recall the 
names of Messrs. Carnell, McCoubry, 
Hughes, Past Presidents of this ven­
erable Society; when I think of the 
great benefit It has been to the Eng­
lishman of days gone by, of the bene- • 
volence which it has accomplished,

when I tMnk of Its membership roll 
which must have been In the neigh­
bourhood of six hundred and when I 
think of Its magnificent hall, I feel 
highly honoured that I should be 
selected to, to-day, to open the Garden 
Party. While I recall the past glories 
of this honourable Society I feel sorry 
that to-day it has no hall but occupies 
rooms at a rental in a building that 
should be the nucleus of the Society 
for years to come, I feel sorry that its 
membership is to-day nearer one hun­
dred than six, but my sorrow Is touch­
ed with pride when I remember that 
there are still hearts faithful to the 
traditions of their fathers, men and 
women who are proud to be members 
of the British Society who do not, like 
rats, leave a ship when they think it 
Is sinking.
