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The War at an End in Japan.
The :}ivil war whiclll1 h:i)s been r:xgi
ing in Japan since the beginning of
;.l':c‘iyenr P§68 is atan end. Prince
Aidsen, the most powerful among the
northern Daimios, who, after. the
resignation of the Tycoon, continued
war against the Mikado on his own ac-
count. concluded a capitulation with |
the Mikado on the 6th of November. |
The late Tycoon, being deprived of
all preeminence before other Daimios,
has retired to his own private posses-
sions, and all the people of Yeddo who
wished to follow him were to be sent
by the new Government to his new
rovince. The authority ofthe young
ikado, who has recently become of
age, is now recognized throughout
the country, Henceforth, the Mika-
do will be the actual as well as the
nominal ruler. Yeddo, which here-
tofore has been the residence of the
Tycoon, will now be the residence of
the Mikado and the capital of the Em-
pire. The policy of the young Mika-
do with regard to foreign nations will
probably not differ materially from
that of the late Tycoon. Personally
the latter was more favourable to for-
eigners than the men who conduect
the Government at present.
