The Gov.-General in Hamilton.

Hie Reception In the Ambitions City.
( From the Hamilton Times. )

On Wednesday the Mayor issued a 
proclamation, officially informing the 
citizens that distinguished visitors were 
expected next day,and calling upon them 
to accord him a loyal and hearty welcome. 
To Hamiltonians this was merely a for­
mal request, for there was not a soul in 
the city which would not have turned 
out to do honor to the representative of a 
Royal lady, so dear to and beloved by 
them all. The consequence was that 
flags, banners, etc., were flung to the 
breeze, houses and stores decorated, and 
all the people that possibly could were on 
the streets in their gala day costumes.

The G. W. R. authorities had arranged 
that a special train, preceded by a pilot 
engine, should leave Toronto a few min­
utes before 11 o’clock,so as to arrive here 
at noon sharp.

main platform to the ladies’ waiting- 
room, which had been beautifully decor­
ated with flags and emblems as a luncheon 
apartment; At the upper end of the 
room, above the Governor-General’s 
head, was placed his coat of arms and 
motto, per vitas rectas. Mr. Geo Roach 
had the care of the luncheon, which was 
laid in the ladies’ waiting room, in a 
princely style, the covers being laid for 
thirty guests, including a few besides the 
guest of the day and his suite.

Shortly after eleven o’clock the splen­
did band and a guard of honour from the 
18th Battalion, under charge of Captain 
Roy, paraded at the shed and marched to 
the depot.

Thousands upon thousands of people 
crowded the depot to its utmost capacity, 
and platforms, rooms, grounds, tracks 
and cars were packed almost solidly. 
Such a crush and jam is only to be seen 
once in a lifetime. From early daylight 
streams of country people crowded into 
tho city, and when the trains began to 
arrive the crush became something aw­
ful. Train on train came thundering 
in, and there are many who calculate 
that at the time the Governor arrived, 
there were 3*),000 strangers in town ; of 
these, perhaps, 10,000 were at the depot, 
or in its surroundings. The greatest 
excitement and enthusiasm prevailed, 
and the utmost good humor, though the 
officials had indeed an arduous task to 
keep the tracks clear for the never-end­
ing running of locomotives and trains.

Col. Skinner took command of the 
Guard, which carried the Regimental 
colors. The Field Battery paraded at 
their shed, and marched to the heights 
near the depot, off Bay street, and stood 
ready to fire a salute over the Bay. The 
crowd became denser and denser, and 
even the railway bridge across Bay street 
was packed with people.

The Local Committee of the Fair were 
in attendance, as was also the Mayor 
and Corporation, who came down in car­
riages, and brought one with a span of 
greys for the use of His Excellency.

At 12.25 p. m. the train, composed of a 
decorated engine, a Pullman and the Di­
rectors’ car, drew up at the depot, when 
a general salute was made by the troops, 
while the artillery thundered out their 
salute from the adjoining heights. Lord 
Dufferin descended the steps and inspect­
ed the guard, after which, accompanied 
by Lieut .-Governor Howland and Sir C. 
Hastings Doyle, he ascended the dais, 
when the City Clerk read the address 
from the Corporation.

An address was also presented from 
the Board of Trade, and Mr Wingfield, 
the popular poet of Hamilton, was intro­
duced, and read a poem of welcome.

His Lordship received the beautifully 
engfossed poem, gave the poet a hearty 
shake of the hand and introduced him to 
Lady Dufferin.

On the platform and dais were Hon A. 
Mackenzie, Hon A. McKellar, Hon P. 
Gow, Hon R. W. Scott, Hon Samuel 
Mills, D. Mclnnes, Esq.. Col McGiverin 
Col. Patten, 38th Bat., Brant ; Col. 
Skinner, 13th Batt., Hamilton ; Col. Bar­
nett, 40th Batt., Lincoln ; W. K. Muir, 
Esq., Judge Logie, J. I. Mackenzie, the 
Mayor and Aldermen, the members of the 
Board of Trade, the members of the 
Local Committee, J. Kelk—an old Water­
loo veteran, decorated with medals—and 
many others. Several of the above gen­
tlemen were presented to Lord and Lady 
Dufferin, when they retired to the dining 
room and partook of luncheon, after 
Which, escorted by the troops, they drove 
to the Crystal Palace, when addresses 
were presented by the Agricultural and 
Arts Association.

The Governor-General made a suitable 
reply. He and Lady Dufferin then, fol­
lowed by His Excellency's suite, the 
members of tne Government and the 
committee of the Association walked 
round the ring cheered by the immense 
crowd who gathered round the ropes, 
probably numbering 10,000. The prize 
horses were then trotted out and inspect­
ed by his Excellency, after which the 
prize cattle were brought ont, and ex­
amined by Lord Dufferin with the eye of 
a connoisseur.

Geelph Fall Bates.
The Guelph Turf Club, undeterred by 

their unrequited exertions in 1871, have 
this year again ventured to appear before 
the public as caterers for their amuse­
ment, and if, we take the attendance yes­
terday, (Thursday) as an idex of the po­
pular verdict we should decidedly infer 
that racing has gone out of fashion in 
Guelph, with but slim chances of a profi­
table revival. The day was* propitious, 
with the exception of a rather high wind, 
which blew directly in the face of the 
fair but scanty occupants of the Grand 
Stand, to their somewhat chilly inconve­
nience. The track was in admirable con­
dition, the rain of the previous day hav­
ing largely contributed to keep down the 
almost inevitable race-course dust. The 
attendance, "We should -imagine, might 
well be comprised within 500, a consider­
able number of whom were strangers. 
The pool-sellers were xon hand as 
usual and as transaction sseemed 
principally confined to race No. 
2, we imagine the results from pool-sell­
ing and buying must have been far from 
satisfactory to those concerned, in conse­
quence of the Judges’ decision in that 
race. It is a matter of satisfaction to bo 
able to record no accident to either man 
or beast, and we sincerely hope similar 
good fortune will attend to-day’s pro­
ceedings, when a steeple chase will form 
one of the most interesting and exciting 
features of the programme. The follow­
ing gentlemen acted as judges on the oc>~ 
casion :—

Judges, Messrs Lowell and Hethering- 
ton of Galt, and Goodfellow, of Guelph.

The first race on the programme, (the 
Dominion Handicap) was not contested, 
in consequence of an insufficiency in en­
tries ; tho rules requiring three entries 
or no race.

In the second, an open running race, 
mile heats, best two in three, although 
there were three entries, but two horses 
came to the post—Messrs Forbes & 
Boyle’s ch. s., Judge Durrell, and Messrs

declared winner of the heat and race, 
with Juliet so close a second that the 
backers of the former must have felt their 
bets in a somewhat critical position. 
Lady Coulson in this as in the previous 
heat declined unnoessarily mating the 
excitement of the finish between the other 
two by remaining a respectable distance 
in the rear. This concluded the pro­
gramme of the day’s sports, and not be­
fore time, as the shades of evening rapid­
ly gathered themselves into night as the 
last heat of race No. 4 was ended.

Fisher & Carson’s b. g. Kelso.. Mr. Chap 
pel’s g. s. Jim Connors, having hurt him. 
self in an exercising galop the day pre­
viously, was unable to contest the race, 
to the great disappointment of the spec­
tators, as this horse has the reputation of 
being the fastest flat racer in the Domi­
nion. First premium $255 ; 2nd $75.

1st heat.—A beautiful start was effect­
ed, the Judge leading, and hard held, 
and kept gradually increasing the dis­
tance between himself and competitor, 
until several lengths was the result at 
the turn to the straight running, when 
Kelso made a most marvellous recovery of 
lee way,arid his jockey landed him only a 
head behind the Judge. Time 1 min. 
57|sec.

2nd heat.—Quite as excellent a start 
was effected, the Judge leading, with 
scarcely ever more than a length ahead. 
In the straight running Kelso made up to 
his opponent, but the heat was finished 
precisely as was the first, and won by a 
head. Great and manifest dissatisfaction 
was shown by the crowd at the result of 
both heats, the race evidently being con­
sidered a “ sell.” The Judges themselves 
took a considerable time before announc­
ing their decision, which, amid loud huz­
zas, was ultimately announced to be as 
“ no heat,” and the consequence was a 
third heat had to be run, the owners of 
the respective horses having been warned 
by the judges of the consequence of not 
allowing their horses to run 
square race. ..

3rd heat.—After one false start the 
horses got away splendidly together, and 
it was very evident that in this heat, at 
all events; the horses were going it as for 
their lives, and as pretty and exciting a 
race was run as could be desired, Kelso 
being declared the winner by half a head 
amidst the loudest cheers.

Mechanics’ Institute Association.
The annual meeting of this Institute 

was held in Hamilton on Wednesday ev­
ening.

themselves of the Government grants for

Attached to the report was a programme 
of studies and examinations to be open 
to all members of affiliated Institutes, or 
of their classes, who are not students of 
any college.

Copperplate certificates of three grades, 
printed on parchment , will be awarded 
0 the successful candidates, indicating 

“Excellence.” “Proficiency” and “Com- 
mendables.” In addition to the diplo­
mas, the Association will award them 
prizes of the value of .$10, $6 and $4 re­
spectively, to any affiliated Mechanic’s 
Institute establishing an evening class or 
classes, with an average attendance of 
not less than 12 members,and of not less 
than 25 instruction meetings on separate 
evenings.

A resolution was carried reocomend- 
ing that application be made to the Gov­
ernment asking a change to be made in 
the present law in regard to the tax 
levied upon Mechanics’ Institutes.
