As the 
Chinese Tegulate their time according to 
the motion of their moon, their months 
are either of 89 or 30 days duration. 
The former is called “yuet sin” or the 
little month, and the latter, “yuet tai,” 
or bi$ month. Add the result of 29 days 
multiplied hr 6 to that of 30 day, by the 
same factor, and we have the sum of 354 
days, which is eleven days less than our 
ordinary year, consequently in three years 
they are about a month behind us, which 
they make up in the fourth year by the 
addition of this intercalary month. An­

roBCEBT AMD PBBJ1TBT. Indians’ right, title and interest in im­
provements. The document did not pur­
port to convey land. I dealt with it the 
way I dealt with the first one brought to 
me. 1 know the Indian could not sell 
land as the land did not belong to him. I 
could not assent to him selling what did 
not belong to him. I never told Greer 
that I would have any one arrested that 
trespassed on the Indians’ land, that is 
the land said to be occupied by them out­
side of the reserve. I first went out to 
the place claimed by Greer in the summer 
of 1882, and have been there three times 
since, last April being the last time. Then 
there was nothing in the shape of build­
ings worth two dollars, c/ùty one house, 
and that was at the highest worth not 

than seventy-five dollars. The 
other buildings were only the cedar boards 
packed around by Indians when fishing. 
There was some fencing, say one and a 
quarter acres, and certainly not more than 
two acres cleared and cultivated. The 
cultivation and clearing would not exceed 
two acres. There were five middle-sized 
trees and fifteen small ones. The culti­
vation is in little patches where the In­
dians would raise a few sacks of potatoes.
I could not miss seeing any other cabin if 
there was one. Guessing at the size of 
the house I should say it was about 18x 
24. I never told Greer to purchase the 
rights of any Indians, either Charlie or 
any others.

To Mr. Semlin—When Indians 
from one place to another, they move their 
trees with thorn. I mean when they have 
occupied a particular place for a few years, 
and move to another place in which they 
are likely to remain for a few years, and 
they then transplant their trees, without 
they can sell them to advantage. The five 
large troes are largo enough to bear. It was 
on Wednesday last tjfcat I telegraphed to 
Dr. Powell. I never told Greer that these 
Indians were not placed on a reservation.

ENGLAND.
London, Feb. 18.—The Duke of Cam­

bridge to-day inspected the Guards as the 
latter were leaving for Suakim. The 
duke, in addressing the Guards, reminded 
them that their discipline was of a high 
order, and England would expect a good 
report of their services in the field. He 
hoped, notwithstanding the severe trials 
attendant on a campaign in Egypt, the 
Guards could remember their duty to tbeir 
country aud do uobly.

London, Feb. 18.—Reports from Abu 
Klea dated the evening of the 13th states 
that Gen. Butler announced his intention 
to evacuate his position near Gubat and 
withdrew his forces to Abu Kloa which is a 
better strategic point.

Gen. Butler had less than 
2,000 men all told.

?..Instructions Received to En­
force It.

Messrs. Oroasdaile & Carey, license 
commissioners under the Dominion Liquor 
License Act, yesterday 
turns from Ottawa to enforce the act. 
They will therefore proceed to issue 
licenses to sell liquor to 9 hotels and G 
saloons and will order the remainder who 
hold licenses under the provincial aôt to 
retrain from selling. The issue of instruc­
tion on the part of the Dominion govern­
ment, in face of the recent decision by 
the supreme court at Ottawa, is high­
handed and tyrannical. Under existing 
circumstances the law cannot be enforced 
here. The provincial and civic govern­
ments are bound to resist with all the 
force at their command this attempt to 
enforce the act and ride over provincial 
rights. There is a principle involved in 
the matter that will not be surrendered ; 
and the commissioners will find them­
selves in the hands of the police if they 
should try to carry out the instructions. 
Until the British privy council has re­
versed the decision of the supreme court 
of Canada the liquor license law will not 
be allowed to go into effect here.

He thought 
the introducer of the bill was entitled 
to credit for his desire to make tho roads 
useful and passable and keep th 
oughly good.

Hon. Mr. Robson said it was a difficult 
question to deal with, for some one must 
suffer from the passing of such a bill. The 
main object of the bill was to prevent the 
spoiling of the main roads leading into 
Victoria, and the question was whether it 
would be for the benefit of the many. 
He thought it would. The hon. member 
for Victoria was wrong in his conclusion 
that it would be to the detriment of this 
community, for narrow wagon tires could 
be sold, and the wide tires would enable 
the roads to be kept In good repair, and 
also bring supplies cheaper into the city. 
The hon. gentleman should not keep In 
mind so much the “stock of wagons on 
hand.”

Mr. Duck would ask the hon. provincial 
secretary if he did not move a resolution 
against the adoption of wide tires in 
1873.

Hon. Mr. Robson—His resolution of 
ten years ago should have no bearing 
his opinion now as there was now a very 
different order of things. He hoped that 
during the past ten years he had become 
a wiser if not a better man. (Hear, hear).

Mr. John said that the roads leading 
into Victoria, from the wear of wood, 
brick, and stone hauling, weie in a ter­
rible condition. There were ruts in them 
six inches deep. He contended that the 
wide tires would be a benefit, and it was 
time for such a bill to be passed.

Mr. Helgesen would support the bill if 
it was changed to allow over 2000 pounds 
to be drawn on the roads.

Hon. Mr. Davie said that he would 
support the bill for he thought something 
should be done to preserve the roads.

Mr. Grant said that it was a well-es­
tablished fact that wide tires did draw 
heavier than narrow tires even on good 
roads, and that wide tires would not sink 
■o deep in soft roads as those that were 
narrower.

Mr. Galbraith opposed the bill.
Mr. John said that his hon. friend (Mr. 

Galbraith) had told him the other day 
that the bill was a very good one, a first- 
class one, and now, to the speaker’s 
tonishment, he said it was not worth any­
thing, that it should not pass. Wide tires 
were in use in large centres in the oast 
and in England. There were a few wido 
tire wagons in this province and we would 
never have good roads until we had broad 
tires generally in use.

is from 80 cents to $1 per thousand, and

Intelligence—comprehensive only 
to gasmen—always seems to register in a 
way ti|at ia satisfactory to its owner and 
just the reverse to the consumers. The 
publie are not absolutely helpless. Their 
redrew is to fly to electricity or oil. The 
city has adopted the former and many 
private consumers have found relief by 
adopting the oleaginous fluid. In former 
articles It was shown that the charge for 
gaa In this city is five times that charged 
in London and Montreal, and nearly 
twioe the rate asked at San Francisco. 
We have never been able to understand 
whw Victorians should be made to pay the 
higheet rate in the world for a very in­
different illuminator. Lately the city has 
been asked to return to the use of the 
antiquated street lampe and as an induce- 
ment a considerable reduction to private 
consumers is promised. The proposition 
would seem to have fallen still-born. At 
least, no-one would appear to support it, 
and we feel sure that the public would 
not accept ae a favor at the hands of the 
company what they are entitled to re­
ceive as a right. Two dollars and 
per thousand is more than ample because 
it would pay handsome interest on the in- 
vefetment. Four dollars per thousand is 
an imposition because it represents 
mous profits and miserable service.

INLAND REVENUE.

The report of the Inland revenue de­
partment shows a decrease in the receipts 
of $736,509 due principally to the great 
falling off in the revenue from tobaooo 
owing to the reduction of duties and also 
in spirits. The quantity of spirits manu­
factured was 4,207,676 proof gallons as 
against 4,281,207 gallons of the previous 
year. Trade and navigation returns give 
total exporta from the Dominion as $91,- 
406,496 ; total imports, $116,397,042. 
This is a decrease on both sides; the per­
centage of decrease being considerably 
the greatest in the imports. The amount 
of customs duties paid per head of the 
population has been reduced from $6.20 
in 1883 to $4.53.

Geffart, the in renter of tbe ensilage 
system, says he does not bold that but 
ter made from ensilage is as good as 
when fed on fresh maize; bnt while 
winter butter is always inferior to that 
made in summer, that from ensilage is 
of better quality than that from any

through the year, yet at two or three 
points there has not been wanting cause 
for anxiety, but happily the measures 
adopted to meet the emergency at each of 
the places proved effectual except at Met- 
lakahtla, on the northwest coast of the 
province of British Columbia, where the 
troubles which resulted from dissensions 
between rival missionaries and their ad­
herents still continue. The Indians who 
were Induced to remove north of the In­
ternational boundary line, have settled 
upon the reserves and are now making a 
fair progress in farming with the excep­
tion of Big Bear and his band, who delay 
their selection of a reserve, and who, as 
they roam about the country and visit 
the reserves of other bands, endeavoring 
to instill dissatisfaction among them, are 
a cause of considerable anxiety. Up to 
the present time, however, their efforts to 
induce the Cree Indians generally to in­
crease their demands on the government 
have been futile. The total number of 
Indians in Canada is 131,962, of whom 
39,011 are in British Columbia, 34,000 in 
northwest, 16,900 in Ontario and 1,200 in 
Quebec. In the various Indian schools 
there are 4,380 pupils, 1,930 being in 
Ontario.
