Rising in a helpless way, Richardson 
kicked him violently in the abdomen. 
Burns aytin attempted to rise, when 
the brutality wae repeated, Richardson, 
Grogan and Bechs each taking part in 
kicking and striking the helpless lunatic 
in the side tod stomach, and bruising 
his face with their fists.

They undertook to dress his wounded 
leg, jerking him about roughly and 
causing him excruciating agony, mean­
time continuing their blows. When the 
wounds were dressed Grogan picked up 
one of Bums’ shoes and struck the inof- 
fending patient over the head with the 
heel of it, cutting a great gash. By this 
time the victim wae in a half-conscious 
condition.

That night Bums, not undressing 
>romptly when ordered, was kicked by

In that 
province their ore is free milling, and, 
from what I can learn, machinery has 
been manufactured solely for the reduc­
tion of free gold ore. In British Colum­
bia we have very little free gold ore; in 
fact we have foimd, so far as our mines 
have been developed, that free gold does 
not extend to any great depth, but it 
turns into sulphites, or the gold is con­
tained in other metals, and requires a 
different treatment from the treatment 
of the ore in Nova Scotia. We have in 
British Columbia several varieties.
Where free gold is found with sulphites 
it is necessary that it should first be 
reduced, either by stamps or rolls, and 
then other machinery is necessary, 
which is not manufactured in Canada, 
for concentrating the baser metals tod 
for the roMting of that metal after con­
centration, and the treatment of the 
mineral after it hM been roasted. Then 
we have, in addition to that, chloride 
sulphur ore. This also requires a dif­
ferent class of machinery from that 
manufactured in this country. Then 
we have silver part chlorid or decom­
posed, and part sulphurate containing 
gold. These require roMting. Then 
there are galena ores tod silver ores, 
with baser metals which require smelt­
ing.

In any 
case, it does not constitute libel or slan­
der on the king. The German prosecu­
tors, however, nave discovered means of 
bringing the wicked editor to book. 
Evidence is to be brought that Wil­
liam II is the spiritual successor 
of William L; that he shares his grand­
father’s views and approves his meas­
ures. It will be urged there is no distinc­
tion between criticism on one and criti­
cisms on the other. The public prose­
cutor will therefore Mk that the editor 
be found guilty and sent to prison. It 
it is hardly credible that such a tra­
vestie of justice should take place, but 
it is significant that intelligent obser­
vers jn Germany expect the lawyers to 
proceed in the way indicated. There is 
mdeed a precedent for the argument 
to be found, not in the law reporte, but 
in the ancient story of the wcuf and the 
lamb.

THE FRENCH EXPOSITION.
♦

The opening of the Paris Exposition 
commemorated one of the most memor­
able events in the history of the world. 
The people of France, after centuries of 
oppression, rose against absolute power 
and asserted their rights as freemen. The 
States General met in 1780 for the first 
time after a suppression of one hundred 
and seventy-five years. During all that 
time the people were not represented in 
the Councils of the State. Their condi­
tion had become miserable in the ex­
treme. They were ground under the 
feet of a profligate aristocracy; and an 
oppressive and unjust system of taxa- 
ation had reduced the great mass of 
them to abject poverty. After describ­
ing the Nobles, Carlyle in his “French 
Revolution, ” goes on to bhv :

“Such are the shepherds of the people, 
and now how fares it with the fleck? 
With the flock, as is inevitable, it fares 
ill, and ever worse. They are not tend­
ed. They are only regularly shorn. 
They are sent for, to do statute labor, 
to pay statute taxes; to fatten battle­
fields, named ‘bed of honor,’ with their 
bodies in quarrels which are not theirs; 
their hand and toil is in every possession 
of man; but for themselves they have 
little or no possession. Untaught, 
comforted, unfed; to pra stagnairtly in 
thick obscuration; in s^felid deAiSution 
and obstruction ; this ib the lot of the 
millions. ”

After describing the cruelty with 
which the people of Paris were periodi­
cally treated, being cleared out at stated 
times by the police, “a horde of hunger- 
stricken vagabonds to be sent wander­
ing over space for a time,” he goes on 
to exclaim :

“O, ye poor naked wretches ! and this, 
then, is your inarticulate cry to Heaven, 
as of a dumb tortured animal, crying 
from uttermost depths of pain and de­
basement ! Do these azure skies, like a 
«lead crystalline vault, only reverberate 
the echo of it on you ? Respond to it 
only by hanging on the following days ? 
Not so ; not forever ! Ye are heard in 
Heaven. And the answer, 'too, will 
come—in a horror of great darkness, 
and shakings of the world, and a cup oi 
trembling which all the nations shall 
drink. ”

The condition of the people of France 
in the years immediately before the 
Revolution must have been miserable 
indeed, when Thomas Carlyle could 
write of them in this way, for he was 
not a demagogue, but very much the re-

TheCORPORAL PUNISHMENT.
be

The question of corporal punishment 
in schools is being discussed in Boston 
and elsewhere with some warmth. 
School Superintendent Weaver has in 
his report given the statistics of corpor­
al punishment in that city. The 
age attendance of boys in the common 
schools of Boston is 29,850, and the 
cases of corporal punishment during the 
year-were 18,664. The primary schools 
are not included in these. There are 
13,382 small boys in the primary schools, 
and in them corpora^ punishment was in­
flicted 6,896 times. There are some who 
look upon these figures as conveying a 
reproach to the Boston teachers. We 
hardly think so. The figures show that 
each Boston school boy, taken one with 
another, did not get one whipping in the 
year. It strikes us that in the old times 
if a boy did not get punished corporally 
once in twelve months he would con­
sider himself remarkably lucky. And 
we have a notion that boys are no better 
now then they were say, forty years 
ago. Some old gentlemen and ladies 
declare that they are very much worse. 
It seems to us that there is a great 
deal of nonsense talked about corporal 
punishment in these days and we had a 
notion that much of that nonsense ori­
ginated in Boston. We confess that 
the Boston figures were rather a surprise 
to us. We believed that the person of a 
Boston boy is to be held sacred by every 
one but his mother and father. When 
the young scamp provokes them beyond 
endurance it is considered allowable to 
akelp him with a hair brush, or slipper, 
or shingle or whatever comes handy, but 
for the teacher to administer similar 
chastisement is unpardonable.

It is seldom that a child resents cor­
poral punishment, if he* deserves it. It 
is when it is administered capriciously 
and unjustly that it leaves a sense of 
injury. It is undeniable that corporal 
punishment is more effective with some 
children than any other, and less cruel 
than many of the modes of punishment 
resorted to by those who disapprove of 
corporal punishment or are forbidden to 
resort to it. Of course, much can be 
done with kindness, tact, and firmness 
in the management of children, but 
there are times when, all devices 
and remedies 
ent or teacher 
to have recourse 
prescription or be defeated in the strug­
gle for mastery. What is to be done in 
such cases ? Is the child to be allowed 
to come off victor, or are the means 
known to be effective to be used ? It is 
astonishing how efficacious this kind of 
appeal to the feelings sometimes is, but it 
should be made temperately and with 
judgment. The man or woman who 
thinks that the teacher who uses the 
rod or the strap must be necessarily in­
efficient knows very little about both 
teaching and children.

There must be something wrong in 
the gush we hear about the brutalizing 
influence of corporal punishment, for if 
that kind of punishment is as demoral­
izing as some sentimentalists would have 
us believe, our fathers and grandfathers 
must have been very low indeed in the 
moral scale, for they were caned, and 
caned severely, both at home and at 
school for disobedience and the other of­
fences which boys are prone to commit. 
But, unless we are very greatly mistaken, 
they were as good men as are to be found 
in the world to-day. The statistics of 
the Boston schools show that there is a 
little common sense left in the Hub, and 
that there is some hope still for the 
American child. Something was re­
quired to prevent its being the un­
mitigated nuisance that it was fast be­
coming.

ROAD REPAIRING.

To the Editor:—Road appropria­
tions being voted, the consideration fol­
lows, how can the money be most effec­
tively applied ? Permit me to offer the 
suggestions: That in each road district, 
local men “only’’-when available—be em­
ployed, for several cogent reasons, they 
best know where repair is most essentially 
needed, (as for instance, places on Gor­
don Head road, where the winter rain is 

placidly reposing up to ye merrie 
th of May) and have a direct per­

sonal interest,—that most powerful of 
all motives—to do the work as well as it 
can possibly be done; they are free to 
do it at the best time—the beginning of 
the rainy months, when men and teams 
are after the haying season generally idle; 
and, finally, less foundation could after­
wards exist for complaint. Whereas, when 
an itinerant gang of road men arrive in 
a locality, jealousy is at once excited, 
the work must necessarily be done, in 
some parts, at the least advantageous 
time—the dry season, when the ground 
is most difficult to work and the grading 
or gravel is often blown or worked off 
the roadway before the rains consolidate 
it; they least know where material or a 
culvert should be placed, and of course 
they have no general care, or local pat­
riotism in the matter whatever. To al­
lay some dissatisfaction and promote the 
equitable distribution of public money 
on public works to those who need it, is 
a matter deserving of consideration.

They should vote for resolutions in favor

Qf to this province, no matter who might 
move them. The Government .should 
not have placed them in the position of 
either voting against them or being 
false to the interests of -their con­
stituents, but when the alternative 
was placed before them they should not 
hesitate a moment in preferring their 
province to party. It would be differ­
ent if the choice was between the 
province and the general interests of Ihe 
Dominion. But the interests of the 
Dominion were not involved in either 
of the matters which it was the duty of 
the members from British Columbia to 
urge. As the News-Advertiser repre­
sents no one except its proprietor it 
may for a time sacrifice the interests of 
the ^province to those of a party with 
impunity. But it will be impossible for 
the men whom the province sends to Par­

liament to pursue that course without 
being made to feel that they have made 
an improper choice.

Owing to the winter carnivals and 
the thousands of photographs of winter 
scenery and of Canadians clad in furs 
and blanket suits that have been sent 
across the ocean, the people of Great 
Britain are still under the impression 
that the Canadian winter extends 
through the greater part çf the year. 
It is hard to make many of them be­
lieve that the April weather in the 
North-west is delightful. But in Ed­
monton, which is very far north in lati­
tude 53° 3(K, the thermometer in the 
second week in April ranged between 
74° and 32°. Further south it was 
warmer still. There are very few even 
in Ontario who believe that on this side 
of the Rocky Mountains there is no win­
ter at all in the Candian sense. In Brit­
ish Columbia farming operations need 
not be discontinued at all. There is lit­
tle or no frost in the ground and snow 
seldom falls. The spring comes early 
in March. In April the fruit trees are 
in blossom and the gardens are gay with 
flowers. In the beginning-of May early 
vegetables become plentiful and the 
later kinds are well advanced. It will, 
we fear, take some time yet to convince 
the people of Great Britain that the 
Canadian summer is delightful and that 
the climate of British Columbia all the 
year round is as pleasant as that of any 
part of the continent. We have here 
neither the severe frosts of the winter 
nor the scorching heat of the summer of 
Eastern and Northwestern Canada.

THE LATE KING JOHN.
King John of Abyssinia was first 

known as Prince Dejach Kassai, and 
and was appointed governor of Tigre by 
the King of Amhara, who had thrown 
off the yoke of King Theodore, the 
Abyssinian tyrant ia 1867. He himself 
rebelled against hi» master, and having 
endered valuable assistance to the 

British expedition against Theodore, led 
by Lord Napier, of Magdala, became a 
leading candidate for the Abyssinian 
throne after the overthrow and suicide 
of Theodore. He was crowned king 
under the title of Johannes II. in 1877, 
and has since been an able ruler. He 
was for a long time a thorn in the 
side of the Khedives of Egypt, 
and was called upon more than 
once to oppose an armed force. In 
1876 he routed his opponents utterly, 
but in 1877 he was defeated, and Gen. 
Gordon, who was then Governor of the 
Soudan, succeeded in negotiating 
peace. In 1879, when a new treaty was 
proposed, he treated Gordon with great 
indignity, but the latter brought him to 
terms in the end. During the recent 
troubles in the Soudan he preserved a 
position of expectant neutrality, but 
made little of the effort to relieve the 
besieged Egyptian garrison at Kassala. 
Recently his name has been constantly 
before the public in connection with the 
disasters to the Italian forces invading 
his territory, especially the crowning 
catastrophe at Dogali, when a large 
body of Italians was
pieces by the warriors of the
famous native general, Ras Alula. 
This defeat has been unavenged as yet, 
and the greater part of the Italian ex­
pedition was withdrawn last autumn, 
but camps are still maintained at Mass- 
owah, Dogali and Sahati, and alxiut five 
thousand Italian troops remain there as 
garrisons. Modern fortifications of con­
siderable strength have been erected at 
these points, against which any savage 
attack would be quite powerless. When 
the Italian government intends to begin 
a new campaign is uncertain, but the 
work of road making and railroad lay­
ing is constantly going on.—N.Y. Even­
ing Post.
