we can see the elements and causes of 
menace and peril slowly accumulating, 
and they may accumulate to such a 
point as to require our earnest and 
most active efforts to repel them.
“I am nervous at using language of 

such a kind lest it should be thought I 
am indicating that something is known 
to the foreign office, by pointing out this 
possible danger, 
phatically to say I have no idea of that 
kind. The state of affairs as I know it, 
and so far as the government is con­
cerned, is peaceful. It is impossible to 
speak too highly of the careful, calm 
neutrality which has been observed by 
all governments of the world."

The Premier’s remarks were greeted 
with lond cheers. Continuing, Lord 
Salisbury said:

“ A certain section—not, I hope, a very 
large, though a very noisy one—has at 
the present moment a great prejudice 
against this country. It does not, how­
ever, follow that we have no precau­
tions to take. Governments may come 
and go, and feelings may change from 
year to year. That root of bitterness 
against England, which I am unable to 
explain, may be mere caprice to satisfy 
the exigencies of journalists to-day, or 
may indicate a deep-seated feeling which 
later we may have to reckon with. 
There can be no security nor confidence 
in the feelings or sympathy of other 
nations except through the efficiency of 
their own defence or the strength of 
their own right arm. Everywhere the 
power of defence is increasing, and who 
knows but all these things may be united 
in one great wave to daah upon our 
shores? In every case in history the 
great maritime power has been para­
lyzed, killed, not by disasters suffered in . 
its provinces, but by a blow directed at 
the heart. The British navy, of course, 
ought to be sufficient, but are we wise in 
placing all our eggs in one basket?

“As to land defence, so far as I can 
see, anything in the nature of conscrip­
tion is not a remedy the country is pre­
pared to adopt. Therefore we must in­
duce the people to voluntarily put them­
selves in a position to defend their homes 
and country. The Primrose League can 
do much to foster the creation of rifle 
clubs. It once the feeling could be pro­
pagated that it is the duty of every able- 
L lied Englishman to make himself 
cl-ipetent to meet an invading enemy, 
we would have a defensive force which 
would make the chances of an assailant 
so bad that no assailant would appear.’

After a resolution urging British sub­
jects to prepare in times of peace 
to be ready to play their part in time of 
Imperial emergency, had carried by 
acclamation, the meeting adjourned.

A despatch from Capetown dated to­

day says: “Lord Roberts’ phenomenal 
advance is not only utterly demoralizing 
the Boer, but is striking terror into the 
rebellionists. The relief of Mafeking is 
expected at any moment. With the ex­
ception of a little rifle fire at the outly­
ing trenches, everything is quiet. The 
slight epidemic of typhoid fever is abat­
ing as a result of the medical precaution.

“The enemy’s artillery, with the ex­
ception of two five-pounders, has appar­
ently been withdrawn.

“It was learned on April 25 that the 
enemy intended to attack and the entire 
garrison stood to its arms. When day 
broke Col. Baden-Powell took up a posi­
tion on thb lookout and the heavy rattle 
of musketry and the boom of fonr guns 
convinced us that an attack was about 
to open, but it became apparent that the 
Boer officers could not persuade their 
men to advance. Through glasses we 
saw officers urging the iiUantry forward. 
The enemy reformed ana retiree!. Our 
men fired a shot in the hope of inducing 
the enemy to come to close quarters. 
The native distress has been alleviated, 
many of them slipping through Boer 
lines.

All 
these buildings are finely adapted to par­
ish work and absolutely out of debt.

As a man of executive powers and 
business capacity, Father Orth has al­
ways been conspicuous in the Oregon 
diocese. He was associated in the work 
of erecting the old cathedral at Third 
and Stark streets, which was quite an 
undertaking at that date. He had gen­
eral management of the work of erecting 
the tine new St. Vincent hospital, a cred­
it to the city and state.

It was also under his supervision that 
the archiépiscopal residence at Sixteenth 
and Davis streets was-erected and pre­
sented to the late Archbishop Gross on 
the occasion of the jubilee celebration of 
his Episcopal consecration. His reputa­
tion as a successful and energetic pastor 
of the parish is not less notable. St. 
Lawrence parish, which was created by 
him and brought to its present prosper­
ous state, possesses a well organized con­
gregation. The record which Father 
Orth leaves behind him is a legacy to 
the parish, which all its members may 
well cherish for years to come. The 
growth and development of the church in 
South Portland has been his life work. 
How well he has succeeded is apparent 
to all. The state of religion in the parish 
as manifested by the flourishing condi­
tion of the several societies is most pleas­
ing, while the love and filial affection the 
people bear their pastor for his fatherly 
efforts in their behalf finds expression in 
their regret at the announcement of his 
departure.

The diversified abilities of the pastor 
of St. Lawrence have frequently been 
demonstrated. In 1881 he was appointed 
by Most Rev. Archbishop Seghers as 
editor of the Catholic Sentinel, in which 
capacity he served for over a year, and 
again in 1898 Most Rev. Archbishop 
Gross selected him for the same work. 
His success in the field of journalism 
was not less marked than in his other 
undertakings, but the pressing duties of 
the parish forced him to relinquish the 
editorship of the paper and confine his 
work to the care of his flock.

The new bishop is well-known in Port­
land as a fluent talker, a good pulpit ora­
tor and a good theologian. His liberal 
and tolerant attitude while pastor of St. 
Lawrence has made him friends outside 
of the Catholic church, as well as in. 
One of the most prominent features ot 
his church work was the strict inculca­
tion of patriotism. The children of the 
parish have uniformly been taught loyalty 
to the American flag, and the patriotic 
holidays of the nation have been observ­
ed with great pomp. The Fourth of July 
and Washington’s birthday, in particular, 
were occasions for great events in the 
assembly hall of St. Lawrence.

The diocese of Vancouver, to which 
Father Orth has been appointed, was es­
tablished in 1847. It comprises Van 

Island and adjacent islands, 
former bishops were Right Rev. Modeste 
Demers, Right Rev. Chas. John Seghers, 
Right Rev. J. B. Brondel, Right Rev. J. 
N. Lemmons, Right Rev. L. Lootene and 
Most Rev. Archbishop Christie, transfer­
red from the See of Victoria last June 
to the archdiocese of Oregon.

The Transvaal
Volksraad Objection

From Our Own Correspondent.
Vancouver, May 7.—A prominent build­

ing contractor has informed -the Colonist 
correspondent that as a result of the 
bricklayers’ and stone masons’ strike in 
Vancouver a local bricklayers and 
stonemasons’ union has been formed. At 
a meeting held on Saturday night a num­
ber ot bricklayers and stone cutters 
signed the roll, when temporary officers 
were chosen and the plans of a new 
union, were thoroughly discussed. There 
are 14 belonging to the new union now, 
and six more have promised to join. It 
is alleged that the members of the new 
union, who are all permanent residents 
of Vancouver, most of them having fam- 
ilies, have broken away from the juris­
diction of the Trades and Labor Council 
to be rid of the influence of what are 
called “floaters," who come to Vancou­
ver from outside districts and by their 
radical injudicious conduct injuriously 
affect the standing, repute, and pros­
perity of the union.

Building contractors are 
much pleased with the turn of affairs, 
as they will now have all the bricklayers 
and stone cutters they require to carry 
on the work under way, and in contem­
plation.

Mayor Houston has become very much 
alarmed, says the Nelson Miner, because 
certain gentlemen have exercised their 
legal rights and filed objections to the 
wholesale stuffing of the voters’ list on 
the eve ot election, 
those who have made the objections ef 
attempting to cut only laborers from the 
list. It Mr. Houston’s friends had not 
made application in the names of a large 
number of persons who were put upon 
the list as laborers and who were not 
qualified to vote there would have been 
no such “wholesale" objection as he re­
fers to. The statutes give the right to 
any British subject 21 years of age and 
who,has lived for six months in the prov­
ince and one month in the riding to ap­
ply to have his name entered on the reg­
istered list of voters, but it does not 
give that right to several hundred aliens 
and persons who have not these qualifi­
cations, and who give their address as 
the Klondike hotel, for instance, when 
that house is not large enough to provide 
accommodation for one fifth of them. Mr. 
Houston has the right himself to object, 
as provided by the law, to any name 
being put upon the voters’ list and his 
objection will be heard at the proper 
court, but to assume that the list can be 
stuffed at the last moment to secure his 
election is a course of procedure against 
which the statutes of British Columbia 
have very properly made provision.

The Provincial Election A.ct, chap. 67, 
of the Revised Statutes, as amended by 
section 3, chapter 25, 1899, allows every 
British subject, 21 years of age, pos­
sessing the necessary qualifications as to 
residence, to make application on form 
“A" to have his name entered on the 
voters’ list, and two weeks thereafter, 
by section 7, of the Amended Act, the 
collector of votes is directed to so en­
ter it unless written objection has been 
received by him in the meantime. By 
sub-section F and G of section 11, as 
amended by the Election Act, the collec­
tor of votes shall hold a court ot revi­
sion on the first Monday of May and No­
vember in each year, and he shall adju­
dicate only on the names which have 
been objected to in writing thirty days 
prior thereto, and, of which objection, 
notice has been given 21 days prior there­
to, to the party whose name has been ob­
jected to; The result, therefore, is that 
all names filed at any time 30 days prior 
to May 7 and objected to in writing can­
not be adjudicated upon and rejected or 
placed on the Hat until the court of re­
vision to be held on the first Monday ot 
November next. Such is the law, and 
the collector of votes as a judge ot a 
court must follow the law as he finds it.

It has been an open boast of some of Mr.

Umbrina and Dora Siewerd Complete 
Their Coast Hunting—Lost Men

Among yesterday’s arrivals from the 
sealing grounds were the schooners Um- 
brina and Dora Siewerd, with 708 and 
790 pelts respectively, toe former ves­
sel writing off two members of her 
crew who, according to earlier reports 
via San Francisco, were drowned on 
February 26 last through the swamp­
ing of toeir boat, off Cape Mendocino.

NEW YORK.

The Most Expensive City in toe World.Counselled His
Own Hanging

Murderous Northern MJner Oblig­
ingly SuggestsTlls Own 

Execution.

The annual expenses of the city of 
New York are larger than those ot any 
other municipality in the world, and the 
financial transactions of a year represent 
toe receipt and expenditure of more than 
$200,-000,000, counting temporary loans, 
sinking funds and bond issues. The 
gross budget of toe city for 1899 was 
$20,0000,000 greater than toe expenses 
of the city of London, $18,000,000 in ex­
cess ot the budget of Paris, and only 
$1,000,000 less than toe combined ex­
penditures of Boston, Chicago and PMIa- 
delphia.

The expenses of New York last year 
for local purposes, exclusive of bond is­
sues, amounted to $10.56 per capita of an 
estimated population of 3,500,000. The 
combined annual expenditures of the six 
largest states in the Union- are less than 
those of toe city of New York, and the 
fipancial transactions of toe latter 
equal in amount to one-seventh ot those 
of the national government.

The credit ot the city, it may be stat­
ed at toe outset, is second only to that 
of toe federal government, and toe prop­
erty owned by the municipality, if sold 
at market value, would pay toe entire 
funded debt several times over.

The consolidation of 90 municipalities 
with toe former city of New York was 
the culmination oit a sentiment eo fixed 
upon an idea that there had been little 
careful reckoning ot the cost. The 
municipality, by taking in toe extra ter­
ritory and population, doubled its debt, 
added less than one-fourth to its tangible 
assets, and increased the cost of local 
government $15,000,000 a year. This 
added cost is the price paid by toe tax­
payers for a sentiment and for haste and
carelessness in the work completing con- Alberta, are $28,150, 
solidation.

PRESBYTERIAN SYNOD.

Business at the Annual Session Held in 
Nelson Last Week.

The Synod of British Columbia in con­
nection with the Presbyterian church in 
Canada, met in St. Paul’s church, Nel­
son, on Wednesday, May 1. The Rev. 
D. G. McQueen, B.A., of Edmonton, re­
tiring moderator, preached toe opening 
sermon, and the Rev. G. A. Wilson, B.

As is fitting in a synod having juris­
diction over so vast and new a terri­
tory the home mission committee's re­
port was a prominent feature of toe pro­
ceedings.

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SALT SPRING ISLAND.

Prospecting for Goal at Vesuvine Bay— 
Island Telephone System.

Salt Spring Island, May 8.—Mr. and 
Mrs. L. G. Toison and Mrs. C. W- Toi­
son and two children have arrived home

A public meeting was held in the public 
hall on Saturday evening last to consider 
the best method of managing the tele­
phone system of the Island.

A 
president, vice-president, secretary, treas­
urer and five directors. The following 
gentlemen were then elected: President, 
J. P. Booth; vice-president, A. R. Bitan- 
court; secretary, Percy Purvis; treasurer, 
Joel A. Broadwell; directors, Jos. Night­
ingale, 8. T. Conery, F. L. Scott, A. L. 
Wilson and Fred. Bitancourt. The offi­
cers were empowered to buy the switch­
board, now the property of Mr. J. A. 
Broadwell. It was further decided to 
charge the holders of private telephones 
$5 per year for central charges and to 
help keep the line in repair and also to 
issue tickets to the public for one dollar, 
each entitling the holder to the use of 
the public telephone system for one year.

if the Lieutenant-Governor is held per­
sonally responsible for administrative 
acts, there is no longer ministerial re­
sponsibility. But some may ask: Is 
there any way of avoiding such a condi- 

. tion of things, that is, if a minister may 
not resign his office after having exer­
cised it only for a brief period and be­
fore an appeal could be made to the 
people, even if the utmost celerity were 
employed ? As we have pointed out in 
previous articles, allowance must al- 
ways be made for lapse Of time and the 
impossibility of doing two acts simul­
taneously in many cases. But constitu­
tional practice reduces to a minimum 
the probability that a minister,
not responsible to the people,
will exercise the functions of his 
office, by requiring that as soon as g 
premier takes office, he shall appeal to 
a constituency for the ratification of his 
action in accepting it. Mr. Martin 
was a member for Vancouver when he 
was made Premier. On his acceptance 
of office his seat in the legislature became 
vacant, and it was his constitutional 
duty to have appealed to the people of 
Vancouver for re-election as soon as the 
necessary formalities could have been 
gone through. If he had been elected, 
bis acceptance of office would have been 
confirmed by the proper tribunal. Or he 
might have .advised the immediate dis­
solution of the ïouse and the bringing 
on of a general election instanter.' If 
he had taken the former course he 
would have been constitutionally in a 
position -to advise the Lieutenant-Gov­
ernor to delay the elections until after 
the May revision. He would have been 
in a position constitutionally to advise 
the Lieutenant-Governor as to the choice 
of other ministers and the time when 
they should appeal for election. But as 
he took neither one course nor the other, 
he has from the outset been an uncon­
stitutional minister, and the affairs of 
the province have been managed Under 
personal government, not under responsi­
ble government.

If the course of the Lieutenant-Gov­
ernor in these things can be justified, 
then he can be justified in dismissing Mr. 
Martin, If it suits his purpose, by and 
bye "and foisting some other minister 
upon the people, who may take the re­
sponsibility of advising him to prorogue 
the legislature until next year and carry 
on affairs by the issue Of special war­
rants, and this new minister will be un­
der no obligation to go before the peo­
ple for election, but may retire like Mr. 
Ryder. Some people may reply to this 
that the Ottawa ministry would then 
step in and dismiss the Lieutenant-Gov­
ernor. But the dismissal of a lieutenant- 
governor is, like rebellion, only the last 
resort. We pointed this out during the 
discussion after Mr. Turner’s dismissal, 
when many of our political friends 
claimed that the remedy lay in an appeal 
to Ottawa. We declined then to recog­
nize this principle except after every 
■other constitutional expedient might have 
been exhausted. A great error has been 
made in looking to Ottawa for relief 
which was ana is in our own hands. But 
suppose that an appeal is made to Ot­
tawa and is not heeded; where do we 
stand. Manifestly with nothing left us ex­
cept the employment of fotce, in other 
words, rebellion.

We have thus followed the action of 
the Lieutgnant-Governor out to its logi­
cal conclusion. Usurpation—rebellion.
All history shows that the latter is the 
consequence of the former. We have had 
the usurpation. Shall, we he forçed to 
rebellion? The question is not an idle 
one, and it possesses more than a mere „ 
academie interest. Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
has said that if the people endorse the 
action of the Lieutenant-Governor Uy re­
turning the Martin ministry, he will not 
be removed from office. If hje remains 
in office, with hie assertion of personal 
prerogatives condoned by the popular 
vote, we will be subject to any further 
exercise of personal government which 
may suit his fancy. There will be no re­
dress from Ottawa, because the people 
will have closed that channel themselves.

The big steamer Tosa-maru, of the N. 
Y. K. flag, came in from the Orient on 
Sunday morning, with quite a numerous 
contingent of Japanese immigrants 
aboard—although less than half the 
number she had been reported to be 
bringing. As a matter of fact her com­
plement would have been infinitely larg­
er but for the reappearance of the 
plague at Osaka, where one death oc­
curred as recently as April 18. There 
were in all by the Tosa something over 
750, however, of whom the major por­
tion landed here, the Seattle contingent 
including probably the first numerous 
party of Japanese weavers—110 in num­
ber—that have yet come over. Their 
spokesman states that they are bound 
for Eastern States points, the majority 
being already assured work of a charac­
ter to which they have been accustomed.

According to the latest letters from 
Peking to the Japanese papers, the poli­
ticians at the Chinese court seem to 
have been perturbed in no small degree 
by the alleged warlike preparations on 
the part of the reformers in exile. But 
after all there appears to be little truth 
in the recent reports about the purchase 
of uniforms and the smuggling in of 
arms and ammunition. A large quantity 
of fire arms, it is true, have been lately 
imported into some of the southern prov­
inces, but according to a well informed 
authority recently returned from those 
parts, they are said to have been pur­
chased not by reformers or their friends, 
but by peaceful private individuals* for 
purposes of self-protection in the not un­
likely event of internal disorders^ As 
for the reformers themselves, they are 
said to be in no way prepared for any 
military undertaking.

^‘One reason why the duties on the Ameri­
can goods going through to the interior 
are paid below by the Canadians is that 
they buy In car load lots and get reduced 
prices, and will therefore pay their duties 
on Chicago prices, which means the Cht- 
<cago prices plus the transportation to this 
point, and perhaps the profits thait would 
go to two or more individuals. Thus Vic­
toria and Vancouver merchants have an ad­
vantage in handling American made goods 
for the interior.

“Skagway has an advantage over the Vic­
toria and Vancouver merenants in one re- 
:grd in catering to the interior trade, and 
that is in filling orders on short notice. 
When there is an immediate demand for 
an article, the buyer In the interior will 
probably make more, and Insure himseif 
against being anticipated by a competitor, 
by buying there, even though he has to pay 
a little more.

down in the Code is not applicable to 
such a body.

The Code by section -252 makes any 
person who by any unlawful act, or by 
doing negligently or omitting to do any 
act which it is bis duty to do causes 
grievous bodily injury to any other per­
son, liable to two .years’ imprisonment. 
This section, if the indictment had al­
leged grievous bodily injury alone to 
some individual, might have been invok­
ed in order to make section 958, under 
which the fine was inflicted, applicable, 
but the indictment ;as I read it is an in­
dictment for manslaughter.

Does the term grievous bodily injury 
apply when death «suits from the neg­
lect of duty?

I do not think that ithe use of tiie 
term bodily injury is of any greater im­
port than bodily harm. In every case 
when death ensues boflily harm or injury 
has been done. But the penalties are 
distinct, and in the case of Reg. vs. Friel, 
17 Cox C.C., 1890, Williams, J., held 
that when there had been a summary 
conviction for assault, and the person as­
saulted dies of the injury, .a;plea of autre 
fois couvicte is not necessary to an in­
dictment for manslaughter, because the 
death is a new fact, not a mere matter 
of aggravation, or a mere consequence, 
because in cases of manslaughter based 
on death resulting from cdlpable negli­
gence there is no crimistal offense unless 
-death ensues and gives rise to a charge 
of manslaughter. On this Hast remark 
o( the learned judge section 252, which 
I am now considering, is not an the En­
glish act, but when death ensues the of­
fense is no longer grievous bodily in­
jury bnt culpable homicide.

The object of an indictment is to en­
able the defendant to know what case 
be has to meet. The necessary facts 
must be set out with certainty, bnt there 
is no necessary form of words to make a 
perfect indictment if all essential alle­
gations are contained in it, and if the 
offence created by the statute is in sub­
stance charged. The question whether 
this indictment is good or bad is not Ire- 
fore us, but it certainly does not indi­
cate to the defendants that they are call­
ed upon to plead to a case of grievous 
bodily injury. They are called upon to 
plead to an indictment for unlawfully 
causing the death of certain individuals, 
which would be culpable homicide, and 
a corporation cannot be tried on such an 
indictment. In my opinion the question 
submitted to us must be answered in the 
negative.

Section 252 provides that “Everyone 
is guilty of an indictable offense and lia­
ble to two years’ imprisonment who by 
any unlawful act or by doing negligently 
or omitting to do any act which it is his 
duty to do causes grievous bodily in­
jury to any other person.”

The term “one” is used throughout 
the code as of the same meaning as “per­
son,” and therefore by a.a. (t) s. 3 cor­
porations aggregate are within s. 252,
“in relation to such acts and things_ as 
they are capable of doing and owning 
respectively.” The company being ad­
mittedly liable in damages tor injury 
caused by its default in not maintaining 
the structure in question in a sufficient 
condition an indictment would lie 
against it at common law for breach of 
duty.

The position at common law was stat­
ed by Lord Denman, C.J., in 1846. in 
Reg. v. The Great North of England 
Railway Co., 10 jurist, p. 755, to be 
disputed, and s. 933 leaves the common 
law in force. Tash. p. 959.

That being so, to apply s. 252 to the 
company adds nothing to its criminal 
responsibility for what it is here charged 
with.

Sir:—In a front room upstairs in the A. 
O. U. W. building in this city a most inter­
esting and useful work is being carried on 
by a lady enthusiast. The work to which 
I refer is the education of those who have 
the misfortune to be deaf and dumb. In 
the. Victoria school for the deaf and dumb, 
which has thus far been supported entirely 
by private subscription, the methods em­
ployed are not simply the ordinary ones 
adopted in training deaf mutes. Something 
much more ambitious has been attempted,, 
with excellent results. Within a recent 
period certain European specialists have 
found that in addition to teaching deaf 
mutes arithmetic, writing, etc., it is also 
possible to develop the latent powers of 
speech and hearing, and to materially 
strengthen the organs which through dis­
ease, have remained in a state of partial or 
complete paralysis. It is doubtful whether 
European specialists have met with greater 
success than has attended the efforts of the 
teacher of the Victoria school for deaf 
mutes.
school who a few months ago were unable 
to utter a single letter or a syllable of a. 
word are now able to say a great many 
words of not only one but two syllables,, 
and it is evidently but a question of time 
when they will be able to take part Inc 
conversation perhaps quite as well as 
many persons who have never been deaf 
and dumb.

As before mentioned this work has thus, 
far been carried on by the aid of subscrip­
tions from a few persons who know some­
thing of the work that is being done at 
the school. The funds thus far available 
have been Inadequate for the work which 
might, and In fact should, be done In this 
province. Many liberal and philanthropic 
citizens would, no doubt, contribute to the 
support of this useful school, till such time 
as provincial aid Is available, and if they 
fully realized what has been done, and 
what remains to be done.

ASSOCIATED HOSPITALS.
Sir.—The recent opening of the hospital 

at Chemalnns draws pointed attention to 
the fact of the steady progress of hospital 
accommodation in the province, 
such hospitals as we have, viz., the Jnlbllee, 
Chemalnns and Nanaimo, this portion of the 
province Is uncommonly well provided. 
There are altogether twelve hospitals 1* 
the province receiving government assist­
ance, and as the population increases, fur­
ther accommodations must undoubtedly be 
rendered necessary. .As you are aware, the 
province deals gemeroesly with hospitals 
and charitable institutions, and in order 
that assistance should be given to this di­
rection it would seem a very desirable 
thing vhat an association should be formed 
to be known as the “Provincial Hospital 
Association” ' composed of members from 
each hospital board who could meet anually 
—or oftener if necessary—at an agreed upon 
place and discuss hospital matters gener­
ally; what Improvements are desirable and 
how best to be effected; thorough govern­
ment inspection of every hospital or charit­
able Institution receiving government aid; 
with the view of being of assistance to the 
government—if required—in discussing the 
most efficient mode of rendering financial 
aid or accommodation to the sick and In­
jured and destitute,

hospitals and charities, up to the 30th June, 
1899, $51,650.00, of which $37,000.00 was
for hospitals, the balance being divided up 
between charitable Institutions, to various 
districts in aid of resident physicians, deaf 
and dumb, and destitute poor and sick.

It Is interesting toBut though, under the above authori­
ties, the indictment is so framed that 
now, but not formerly, a “human being” 
might have been justified in thinking the 
charge he had to meet was manslaught­
er, what does it contain that, so far as 
the Code is concerned, would giVe .a cor­
poration . any ground or reason for be­
lieving that it had to meet any -other 
charge than .one of causing grievous 
bodily .injury under section 252? After 
mature reflection I am contxained to 
answer, nothing. It is not as thôqgh 
there was .any other statute, or section 
in the Code, relating to the offense, or 
that any new offense had been created 
unknown to the common law, or that, 
so far as the defendant company is con­
cerned, any other charge might be 
brought against it upon the indictment. 
So this is not a case where a defendant 
company might not be able to gather 
from the indictment what statute it was 
charged under, because, as has been 
seen, there is .only one section of the 
Code which is applicable. Nor could 
any question arise as to whether the of­
fense charged _was against the common 
law or the statute, because the language 
used in the evidence would be the same 
in either case. That this indictment may 
be supported at common law I do not 
understand to be disputed—Regina r. 
the Great North of England Railway Co. 
supra., followed in The Eastern Coun­
ties Railway Co. w. Broon (1851), 6 
Ex., 314; and Whitfield v. South East­
ern Railway Co. (1888), B. B. & BL, 114, 
in which last mentioned case Lord 
Campbell, C.J., said “an indictment may 
be preferred against a corporation ag­
gregate both for commission and omis­
sion, to be followed up by fine, although 
not by imprisonment”

I have considered the case of Regina 
v. Friel (1891), 17 Cox, 325, but the cir­
cumstances therein differ so materially 
from the case at bar that I am unable 
to derive assistance from it.

In view of the fact that the judgment

Paper In the Free The North Coast Limited, the first of 
the Northern Pacific’s new overland ser­
vice to the Coast, was on exhibition last 
night at the union station. Between 8 
and 10.30 o’clock the general public was 
given an opportunity to inspect the new 
train, and in an hour and forty minutes 
an attendant stationed at the head end 
of the trains, where visitors were admit­
ted to the coaches, counted 3,041 people 
entering. No further count was kept, 
though the steady stream kept up until 
the train was closed and taken back into 
the yards.

General Passenger Agent Charles 8. 
Fee, Assistant Passenger Agent A. L. 
Craig and other officials of the line re­
ceived the visitors and escorted them 
through what has been named the fin­
est train which was ever exhibited in 
the West. The eight coaches and the 
large Schenectady engine, guaranteed to 
haul the new overland at a speed of 
eighty miles an hour, are marvels of con­
struction, design and finish. The inter­
iors of the coaches, eight in number, mak­
ing up the train, are exceedingly beau­
tiful, and arranged with a view of af­
fording travellers luxurious and comfort­
able quarters while en route.

The train is solid vestibuled through­
out, and its lighting arrangements elicit­
ed especial comment. With 318 electric 
lamps, fed by a dynamo and engine 
weighing 9,500 pounds, there is light in 
every nook and corner. The observation 
car is a marvel of elegance, comfort and 
convenience.1 A 16-section tourist car, 
finished in mahogany, with a thousand 
new improvements, was of especial in­
terest to the railroad fraternity.

The engine is fitted with electric search 
light and lamps on its running gear. The 
train crew are costumed with brand new 
uniforms of attractive design. The din­
ing car and observation car forces wear 
uniforms which are new in idea and 
unique. They were designed and execut­
