My investigation, said Mr. Yarker, has
convinced me that all the depositors, note-
holders and creditors are perfectly safe,
and in addition the bank hasall the capital
it requires to do a sound and regular busi-
ness upon, and no other class of business,
however profitable or tempting, will be
considered or attempted.

Then, said the roporter, I would like to
ask you one straight question : Is the bank
in process of liquidation ?

No, replied Mr. Yarker, I expect the
bank will continue the regular discount
business, but, of course, not to the extent
of former operations.

In an interview with a gentleman who
is a holder of Federal and other bank
stocks he said: If Mr. Yarker does not
make a report it will be the hardest on
the shareholders, for until it is known
how much they are to lose the price of
the stock will be uncertain. Whatever
we are to lose it is better to lose it now.

THE CHINESE COMMISSION.
The Honorable Nicholas Fiood Bavin in

San Francisco.
From the San Francisco Chronicle, July %2,

Pursuant to the action of the Canadian
parliament, in session last winter, resulting
from the introduction of a resolution inter-
dicting the further immigration of Chinese
into British Columbia, final action on which
was deferred pending the appointment and
report of a commission of inquiry, there are
now in San Francisco the Hon. J. A, Chap-
leau, member, and Hon. N, Flood Davin,
secretary, members of a royal commission
of two, delegated by the Canadian govern:
ment to inquire into Chinese immigration.
The initial meeting of the commission will
be held this afternoon at the Palace hotel.
In reply to questions submitted by a
Chronicle reporter, Mr. Davin said :

“The commission thought the' most
favorable points at which to make exam-
ination were San Francisco and Victoria,
B.C. In this city it ex to complete
its labors in the course of a fortnight,when
it will depart for the city last named. The
commission has no foregone conclusion, It
comes to the Pacific coast to arrive at facts
connected with thisimmigration, to learn
if there are any and what grounds for the
cry against it and to put the government
in possession of such facts as are ascertain-
ed at the places mentioned. It is expect-
ed that within the next week or 80 the
leading men of San Francisco and those
having an opportunity of specially in-
forming themselves on this subject will
be communicated with, The first
governmental recoghition of the question
occurred in a report made to parliament in
1872, indicating that there was then a
doubt in the minds of the people as to the
feasibility or advisability o itting
further Mongolian immigration. It is, how-
ever, repellant to British institutions, and
consequently Canadian, to debar any man
or race the privilege of living under its pro-
tection or of enjoying its institutions, The
faot, however, that the Chinese are not
better liked in British Columbia than in
the Pacific states and territories impels
our government. to inquire into the
matter,” :

The French Canadian Banks,
Mox~TREAL, July 30.—The announce-
ment made yesterday that the Banque du
Peuple intended, passing its usual half
yearly -dividend of 2} per cent. has had
the effect of further depreciating the stock
this morning, 43 being offered and 47
asked. A good deal of gossip has taken
place to-day on the subject, and it is stated
on reliable authority that amongst the
““lockups” referred to yesterday are a large
block of cotton stocks beld for discounts to
a well-known French Canadian speculator
and politician. The bank is one of the
oldest financial institutions in the city,
having been established in 1855, since
which time, until now, it has regularly
paid dividends. Its charter is a peculiar
one. It has no double liability clause, but
the directors are personably responsible
for its liabilities to the full extent of their
means. The talk is revived of uniting the
small French banks into one large one
with a capital of $5,000,000 with 40
branches throughout the province.

Rumored Cabinet Changes.
Montreal Witness: Some changes in
the dominion ministry are, it is reported,
about to be made, Mr, McLelan, it is
said, will resign the ministry of marine
and fisheries, and the Hon, Peter Mitchell
will take the position. Mr. Mitchell’s ap-
pointment to this office would be regarded
with general satisfaction by the business
public and those having business with that
department. He is an experienced official,
having filled that position in the Macdon-
ald ministry, which fell when the first
Pacific scandal was exposed.

Al this talk sbout the referée declaring
off bets on an amateur contest is gaming
prattle. The referee, it should be known,
has no jusdiction whatever over the pool-
box or private bets in amateur contests,
and if C?ol. Otter would be advised he
would allow the gamesten to fight it out
as best they could. T

One of Col. Otter’s mistakes in giving
his decision was to listen to outsiders or
interested members of any particular club.
A referee possesses indisputable power,
and after giving a decision there should be
no reveraj‘ or change. There is certainly
little glory in the victory of the Torontos,
but if any of the other contestants think
they are a better crew, action will decide
what columns of newspaper, club house
and barroom talk cannot.

Additional Evidemce Givem by Medical
Men—An Adjournment Made at Mid-
night Till Te-Merrow.

Mrs. Leslie was sick and said : _“Do not
expect to see the child clean.as I am too
ill to see after it.” I went n on Fri-
was dead.

Dr. Carroll sworn, said: I was called
to attend a case at{Mrs, Leslie’s. I found
several children”sucking at bottles, and
reasonably clean, One child was in its
imother’s arms. It was covered with sores,
I eaid it was not likely to live. I ocould
not say the children were not properly
seen after, but I considered they were too
much for one woman, I held a post mor-
tem examination on & child in the morgue
on the morning of July 28, There was &
slight abrasion on the skull. There was
uo mark on the brain corresponding with
the mark; This was not the cause of
death. The state of the body showed &
lack of nourishment, The body was so
decomposed that the post mortem was un-
satisfactory, The stomach contained half
a pint of watery fluid, and the bowels were
shrivelled up to half size. The stomach
only contained two teaspoonsfull of food.
There was no appearsnce of milk in the
food. In my opinion the child
came to its death from chronic wasting
caused by insufficient nourishment. It is~

Ome of these' Mrs. Leslie
ssid was her own. On July28, was asked
to visit Mrs, Leslie. Also asked to give
blank death certificate for a child that
died at Mrs, Leslie’s.

This is: the title of a pamphlet of 184
pages recently published by Mr. J. Travis,
a leading lawyer, late’ of ‘the New Bruns-
wick bar. The author’s aim seems to have
bmto}mduoe’n work _ that can be di-
gested by the lay as well as the legal
reader; and it may be said at the outset
that he has accomplished his object. The
book is timely, because it devotes itself to
such portions of the Canadian constitution
as are every day being variously inter-
preted, and : giving rige .to confusion and
the clashing of ' legislative authority.
The chief points with which Mr. Travis
concerns himself are the two principle ways
in.which the overlapping phraseoclogy in
the 91st'and 92d sections of the B, N. A
act relating to the distribution of legisla-
tive power has been interpreved. ~Accord-
ingto the author’s' view, the meaning of
the act is clear, and there is not any real
contradictionof - terms in it. He pro-
ceeds o elaborate proof of - his contentions,
and‘it'must be admitted makes out a very
good case, His style is" vivacious, direct
and trenchant; he strikes straight at the
mark,~ and  calls everything by its
proper name. A fearful' scathing does
he'‘give' ‘the” judges of - the supreme
court, of New Brunswick; he seems to have
no.respect for the legal insight of these
gentlemern, but the decisions of Chief Jus-
tice Ritchié call forth his* frequent appro-
bation. .When Mr. Travis errs, he errs on
the side of sincerity and frankness. We
do not agree with him in his estimate of
some_of the judges arraigned, and we

should be sorry that the general reader of |

. The University Question,

‘The Christian Guardian of this week
has an article on university education dis-
cussed from the point of view of the recent
conference of representatives from the
denominational colleges with the ministe:
of education, held in this ¢ity last week.
In the course of the article the Guardian
says:

Should the federation scheme fail from that
cause, the blame must rest on those whose
zeal for University college was not controlled
by ‘{mtrlotism and wisdom. Asfar as we can
understand the sitvation, it seems to be this :
The minister of education’ has, on behalf of
the Ontario government, consulted with the
representatives of all the university colleges
and theological schodls, in order to get infor-
mation as to the state of sentiment on this
subject;: and we have no doubt the govern-
ment means to take up the matter in good
earnest and formulate some scheme for the
university work of the country.

Now the Guardian, we take it, has made
a great mistake if it imagines that the
government is going to take upon itself the
formation and formulation of the scheme
in question, ‘The province has now a sys-
tem of education of its own, and so have
the denominations. If the latter wish to
come forward and join in federation, all
well and good, but to formulate a scheme
on which this shall be done does not de-
volve on the government. We are confi-
dent that no minister of education could
devise a scheme that would meet with the
approbation of all,” or the majority of the
colleges, and some of them we know only
await the opportunity for the minister to
commit himself so that they. may have a
chance to object. The minister, we beljgve,
is prepared to entertain any proposition
the denominational colleges. may make,
and to try and harmonize the provincial
system therewith, but he is not prepared
we should judge to do the work that the
denominational colleges must perform
themselves,

Honor to a Journalist.

The - new premier of Nova Scotia,
Hon, W. 8. Fielding, is in the best sense
of the expression, a “‘self-made man.” He
is a Bluenose by birth, and at a very early
age entered the office of the Halifax
Chronicle, then owned and edited by the
Hon. William Armand, a personal friend
and political adherent of the late Joseph
Howe. Mr, Fielding raised himself by his
ability and “perseverance through all the
gradations of the Chronicle office, from the
position of & carrier of papers to
that of managing editor, which he
has oocupied successfully for several years,
He became a member of the legislative
assembly in 1882, being one of the four
representatives elected for the city and
county of Halifax. On the defeat of the
conservative government in that year he
was offered the premiership, but declined
it, and the task of forming a liberal ad-
ministration was entrusted to the latg
premier, Mr, Pipes, whose resig-
nation brought about the present
reconstruction. Mr. Fielding was
born in 1848, and is therefora in the very
primeof life. Our western journalists re-
wmember him as gifted with a manner that
sasy be deseribed as'a sombination of affa
bility and energy. Mo has excellent con
versational powers, is a good public speal
ar, possesses good administrative abilities,

further disqualification of any horse that
has been dishonestly run. Any man or
jockey thus convicted is not only pre-
vented from entering or ridinga horse,
but he is even forbidden access to any of
the associated tracks. Wherever such
punishment has been tried it has been
most effective, for once a-man is ruled off,
or his horse disqualified, he finds his occu-
pation gone. Moreover, it is now recog-
nized that no kind of racing paysso well as
an honest race, and that more money is to
be made out of running horses squarely
than there is out of shady transactions.
The public will certainly back up the
jockey clubs and racing associations in
their endeavor to drive the ecrooks from
the turf.
Irish Votes in the United States.

Ever since the know-nothing days of
some thirty years ago, when the houses of
German and [rish residents in American
cities were wrecked because the occupants
were Irish and German, the Irish vote has
gone solidly with the democrats. The mo-
tive for this line of conduct may not have
been a lofty one, but it was perfectly in.
telligible. In the present campaign an
effort is being made to deflect the Irish
voteto Blaine, because of his alleged hos-
tility to England. This sort of thing is
fair in war, as party warfare goes, but the
character of the man who heads the move-
ment will make every decent Irish
American ashamed of it.  Patrick Ford
of ‘the Irish World, is something
worse than a professional ‘‘patriot.” ‘Asa
swindler and professed assassin he is one
degree worse thak O’Donovan Rossa, be-
cause he has had better opportunities and
| less provocation than the latter, Johnm
Kelly is a scheming demagogue, but hé is
at least no worse than many other Amer-
ican pbliticinnl in that respect. Unlike
‘Patrick Ford, he has never traded in dyna-
mite. It is a sad commentary upon Irish
American politics that while the Charles

The most regeettable part of the dispute

At present they control two
lines between Brockyille and Prescott
which connect the Grand Trunk system
with the capital. As soon as the new line
between Toronto and Ottawa is in running
order the C. P. R, will not connect at
either Brockville or Prescott with the
Grand Trunk trains from the west, conse-
quently passengers for Ottawa will find
that in order to make time they must take
the Ontario and Quebec at Toronto, or go

north from the Grand Trunk and then get
on board the C. P. R. cars.

Intemperanee in Germany.
Consul-General Vogelen at Frankfort-on-

the-Mhuin, in a despatch to the state depart-

| ment on intemperance in North Germany,

says: “The average annual consumption of
ardent spirits iu northern Germany is 10to
11 liters per head, being equal, according
to the estimates, to from 31 to 35 liters for
each male drinking person per year. The
number of drinking places in Prussia has
risen from 119,9451in 1869 to 165,640 in
1880; of these 93,000 were places in which
ardent spirits were sald, beingone such place
to 164 inhabitants. But not only the con-
sumption of ardent spirits, but also that
of beer and wine is increasing throughout
S}erman)_’, the average consumption of beer
in Prussia being 87.6 liters per head an-
nually. The number of persons who be-
came insane In consequence ot excessive
drinking (delirium tremens) in Prussia
from 1875 to 1870 was 3453, or 14.84 per
cent. of all demented persons. Of 33,837
criminals convicted during the same
period, 18,708, or &1 per eent., were as-
gertained to have oommitted the erime
while under the influence of liquor. Of
4480 suicides committed during said period
808 were the result of excessive drinking
and delirftum.
