Some Feats Performed by the Famous
Zerah Colburn,
Zerah Colburn was. asked to say what num
ber multiplied into itself would give the nnm]
ber 568,836,125, writes Professor Proctor, The
idea was to see how far he would get ahead
of a practiced computor, who was set to work
finding the cube root of the number—for that
was what Colburn was asked for—by the usual
process, But before the practiced computer
had written down the number Colburn gave
the answer, 645. Colburn wasat this time only
8 years old, and he had not even so much
instruction in arithmetic as most boys of
that age have received. He knew notbing
of the rules for extracting roots. But even i
he had known how to extract the cube root o
‘s number his feat would not be less marvel
ous. Let any one who would leam to appreci-
ate Colburn’s caloulating power try the follow-
g experiment: Set down the number just
named, and obtain the eube root by the ordin-
ary method, making no hurry over the work ;
next copy the figures thus obtained, semng
them down—in their order as obtained—ns
fnt a8 & pen or pencil will travel, noting the
time taken in this easy part of the work,

Fermat even
g: ve what appeared to him a proof of this;
t the celebrated ~mathematician, - Euler,
showed ineom-
plete. Euler also, after long labor, found a
nnmber, 641; which will ivide Fermmt’s
“indivisible.” Colburn was set the same
task that had foiled Fermat and had occu-
pied Euler for months. The child could
not_answer that day, nor the next, nor for
k or fortnight; but in the third week
he™gave the solution. During that time he
bad kept no record of his work savein that
wonderfally retentive brain of his. It may
interest the readers to know that the number
over which Fermat and Euler had contended
18'obtained by multiplying two into itself
thirty-one times and adding units. Colburn
did the work of thus obtaining the number in
a few mnutes.
