It is something in
Depew’s favor, too, that he is a New Yorker,
New York being the greatest' ‘and the moat
important by far of the few States that haye
been caled *‘doubtful,” Were Depew to get
anything like a *‘boom” as a “favorite son’’ he
ought to make o stropg wum in' the Empire
State, and there is really no reason why he
should not run well. He is the head of the
most powerful railway corporation in the
United States, ot in the world, and immense
influence will be brought to bear .in his
tavor, * With such prestige of executive
aLility as he has he need not greatly fear to
*tackle” the duties of First Citizen of the
Reapublic; and  even unscrupulous op-
ponents can  scarcély hope to make
much ous  of attacks on his persgnal
eiaracter. Toall appearances he may well
present himself to the nominating convention
as an etninently availdable man, which at bot-
tom means a safe man to tie to.”
