§Ottawa, March 6.—The statement pub­

lished in several papers that an agreement 
has been entered into with Mr. James Hud- 
dart of the Canadian-Australian Line for a 
fast Atlantic service is correct in so far that 

Mi*. Huddart has made a proposal to the 
Government for the establishment of a 20- 
knot service for a subsidy of $750,000 a year 
for ten years and that he has gone to England 
for the purpose of endeavoring to float a 
company and make arrangements for build­
ing the steamers. No contract, has been 
signed, and cannot be until Parliament gives 
Its consent,as so far only a subsidy of $500,000 
has been authorized. If Mr. Huddart suc­
ceeds iu his uegotiatious he pro­
poses to establish a fast line from 
Great Britain to Australia and New 
Zealand, using the Canadian Pacific 
Railway for making the connection 
between tho Atlantic and Pacific Oceans. 
While everyone will wish Mr. Hflddart suc­
cess, It must not be forgotten that other 
parties have for some time past been trying 
to found a company iu England to under­
take a fast Atlantic service and have not 
succeeded.

London,March 6.—It is officially announ­
ced that the Earl of Kimberley will succeed 
Lord Rosebery as Secretary of State for 
Foreign Affairs, and Might Hon. Henry 
Hartley Fowler, President of the Local 
Government Board, will take the place of 
the Earl of Kimberley as Secretary of State 
for the Indian Department.

Mr. Thomas Edward Ellis, M. P., one of 
the Lords of the Treasury, has been desig­
nated to succeed the Right Hon. Edward 
Marjonbanks as Patronage Secretary to the 
Treasury and chief Liberal whip.

Mr. John Morley has consented to re­
tain his portfolio as Chief Secretary for 
Ireland at the urgent request of Lord Rose­
bery and others ot hie colleagues.

Shaw Lefevre Succeeds Fowler.
The offices occupied by Mr. Gladstone as 

Premier were formally taken possession of 
by Lord Rosebery this afternoon. The 
announcement is made officially that Mr. 
G. J. Shaw-Lofevre, First Commissioner of 
Works, will succeed Mr Henry Hartley 
Fowler as president of the Local Govern­
ment Board, the latter having been trans­
ferred to the India office.

The Liberal members of Parliament will 
meet on March 12 at the Foreign Office. It 
is expected that Lord Rosebery will then 
make a statement of his policy.

Henry Labouohere last evening gave 
assurance that he would neither move nor 
support a motion of want of confidence.

The Daily News praises John Morley at 
great length tor his refusal to take any 
office isolated from Irish affairs. It says: 
“Such men ennoble politics. They are the 
salt of pnblic life.”

The News admits that Mr. Fowler’s 
choice of the India office is a surprise, but 
considers him eminently qualified to deal 
with monetary and commercial questions.

The World a few weeks sgo announced 
that dexterous coiners were manufacturing 
genuine silver as good ù the Government 
at half cost. Of late the counterfeiting of 
the silver coini of all denominations from 
dollars to dimes has increased to an alarm­
ing extent, and tho Government Secret 
Service seems powerless to prevent it. The 
low price of silver bullion is given as an ex­
planation. The counterfeiters can put in 
exactly the same amount of silver in their 
coins as is used in those turned out at the 
mints and still realize a profit of 75 to 100 
per cent. The counterfeit coin» have the 
same fineness and weight as the genuine 
article, and ring as true. The most skilful 
expert would have difficulty in detecting 
the bogue from the genuine coin.

Silver is worth 58 cents an ounce. Coined 
into money it has a value of $1.29. There 
is now about 40 cents worth of silver bul­
lion in a dollar. Counterfeiters can afford to 
be “honest” and still reap a handsome 
profit, even when allowing a liberal “com­
mission” for handling the stuff. Undoubt­
edly the hard times have caused many 
people who ordinarily would prefer to be 
honest to turn to this mode of making a 
living. The silver money which they coin 
is counterfeit only in .its origin. Their 
“dollar’s worth of silver” is as honest as 
the Government’s. Tho counterfeits can­
not be exposed if well executed. They 
are, therefore, all the more dangerous. 
They are not hard to make. Give a min-a 
die and he can with a little practice pro­
duce a coin that will practically defy de­
tection. The maker» have hit upon a 
scheme to “age” the coins they turn out. 
The new coins are placed in a box partially 
filled with sand. After the box has been 
shaken for an hour or so the coins have the 
appearance of having been in use for several

with reference to tho Island and the editor­
ial on the same subject. I fully agree 
with the scheme. It is % ^coincidence of 
great miride” possibly, but it is the same 
scheme I aimed to carry out when Mayor.
Up to that time the Island, as a health or 
recreation resort, was not appreciated as it 
has been since. As an item of forgotten 
civic history I may mention that I asked 
the council to dedicate about 250 acres, 
land and water, as a park, together with 
the strip to the west of Hanlan’s Hotel, 
for a bathing place. At that time the lots 
were being leased freely at $25 a year for 
five acres.

counts between the Provinces of Ontario 
and Quebec and the Dominion, and ho 
again placed to their credit the sum of 
$2,848,289,which was included in the state­
ments of hie predecessors from 1884 to '88, 
and under an agreement entered into in 
October, 1888, $73,000,088 were also to be 
credited to the Province of Ontario as of 
date July 1, 1867, instead ol July il, 
1873, and the effect of Hii* 
agreement was to strike out the charges 
mado against Ontario for interest on the 
excess of debt between 1807 and 1873, 
while they gave up the increased subsidy 
doe under the act of 1884. But in July 
last it was claimed at Quebec that this 
agreement was not binding on the Do­
minion, that it was ultra vires and contrary 
to the acts of 1873 and 1884. The effect of 
this decision was to restore to Ontario, as 
an interest bearing asset, the sum of 
$2,848,289, necessitating a revision of the 
iccounts. Their accountant estimated that 
this amount would be reduced by $1,644,- 
000, and that the final balance in favor of 
Ontario would be $1,304,289, which was 
larger than was claimed last year. They had 
so far accepted the partial award of 
Nov. 2 last, but the Dominion Government 
had appealed from it. The provinces were 
confident that this appeal would not be 
sustained. The year was begun with a bank 
balance in their favor of 8613,787, of which 
$500,000 was on special deposit. The total 
receipts for the year were.$4,‘291,014, and the 
total expenditure $3,904-,685. On Dec. 31 
last they had on hand in the banks $1,000,- 
016. of which $925,000 was on special de- 
posit. Other assets were public buildings, 
land, unpaid moneys on crown lands sales 
$800,000; standing timber, a perpetual 
yearly subsidy of $1,196,000, and a perpetual 
grant of $142,000 from the Dominion under 
the act of 1884. If the railway certificates 
and annuities were capitalized their present 
value would amount to $2,241,867, entail­
ing at 4 per cent, an annual interest charge 
of $89,694. While last year they received 
as interest on trust funds and investments 
mere than $300,000. If the certificates and 
annuities were to be capitalized and treated 
as a present debt, than they had a right to 
capitalise this $300,000 odd at $7,500,000.

The total ex­
penditure, which in 1883 trs* $2,887,037, had 
been increased in 10 years to $3,905,195, or.

Tbe cost of 
civil government had incrXsed from $194,- 
227 in 1883 to $241,021 in 1893, or 24$ per 
cent., while tbe population had scarcely in­
creased 10 per cent.' Another 10 years of 
such shameful administration would bank­
rupt the province. The mismanagement of 
the Agricultural College was most gross, 
and this institution , had wholly failed to 
secure the confidence of the farmers of this 
province. The total expenditure for this 
purpose during the last uao years had been 
$469,077, and deducting receipts, tbe 
total loss in dollars and 
was $387,825.
