European Corn Borer
Control Campaign

Public meetings for the control of
the Corn Borer were held at Ruth-

erford and Florence on February
17th, at Alvinston and Moore Town-
ship Hall on February 18th, and at
Wilkesport and Port Lambton on
Febraury 19th, under the direction
of the Central European Corn Borer
Control Committee and the Agricul-
tural Representative for Lambton
County, W. P. Macdonald. The meet-
ings were very well attended and
were addressed by H. G. Crawford,
,officer in charge of the Corn Borer
.investigation for the Dominion De-
partment of Agriculture.

Mr. Crawford has been studying
this insect since its discovery in On-
tario in 1920, and was aided in his
discussion by the use of Moving Pic-
tures, enlarged drawings and natur-
al sizes colored plates of the various
stages of the pest and it injury.

The three reel Moving Picture on
the Borer was prepared by the De-
partment of Agriculture_ for the
Province of Ontario and is of un-
usual interest and gives a most in-
structive idea of the damage being
done in Elgin County and in partic-
ular shows habits and stages in de-
velopment of the life history, al-
most impossible of seeing in the field
unless the observer ‘had unlimited
time and special training. The pic-
ture is well worth seetng for its own
sake and we understand that it can
be had for the asking for exhibition
at any point in the County and can
be shown in halls lacking "electrical
connections.

In his discussion Mr. Crawford
traced the history of the Borer in
Canada, how since 1920 it had spread
from thirty-five Townships then in-
fested to involve the whole territory
in Western Ontario, south of a line
from Southampton to Toronto, and
Bast along the Lake Erie shore to
Prince Edward County. He further
showed paralleling this increase in

thmkmg that the Borer would de-
crease in number, but every evidence
pointed  to its continued and rapid
increase wherever it was present if
control operations were not under-
taken. After discussing the life
history, habits and results of experi-
ments carried out in the study, he
pointed out that the methods of
farming were responsible for the de-
gree of increase of the pest:—how
the corn crop remnants left in the
field and about the farm served as
breeding headquarters for the moths
and that the more old stalks and re-
fuse left from one year to another
the faster the rate of increase and
damage. This point was illustrated
by comparing the rapid rate of in-
crease in Essex County, where large
amounts of corn refuse are carried
from one year to amnother, with the
situation in Lambton, where little
corn refuse was left above ground.
At the present time in Essex and
Kent complete commercial losses
were (being suffered on numerous

' farms in the Townships of Rommney

and Mersea, as well as in Elgin
County, and that if care was not
taken in Lambton ‘County it was but
a matter of time till commercial
grain growing would be almost im-
possible in all the grain corn grow-
ing counties of Ontario.

The control consists, when briefly
stated, in the complete destruction of
the corn remnants of one year be-
fore the First of June of the next
vear, either by feeding, plowing un-
der clean or burning.

THE OITY OF FACHE.

An African Town and Citadel Made
of Salt.

Capt. Angus Buchanan, M.C., who
recently accomplished a wonderful
Journey across the Sahara Desert on
camel-back, describes his visit to the
mysterious city of Fachi, one of the
strangest and least known places on
the face of the earth.

“Imagine,” he writes, “an area of
utter desolation, as large as the whole
of England and Scotland together, in
the midst of which, absolutely alone,
stands a tiny city of rare and ex-
quisite workmanship containing but
one hundred souls—a city whose
buildings and walls are made of salt!
BSuch is Fachi, the most remarkable
town I have ever seen in all my wan-
derings. No mere description, how-
ever vivid, can do it proper justice;
one must see it in the strange, re-
mote solitude of its setting to appre-
clate the marvel that it is.

‘‘No bigger than an English village,
it is nevertheless a walled town and
a citadel, round which the restless
tide of Arab warfare has surged for
centuries. Only once in modern
times has it been threatened with de-
struction, and that was fifteen years
ago, when a force, said to number
fifteen hundred, succeeded in effect-
ing a temporary entrance, and fought
through the western side of the town,
where the houses still lie in ruins,
eloquent of the destruction of that
day.
“In this land of constant inter-
necine strife the town that wishes to
maintain an independent existence
must be strong and able to withstand
a slege. That this is the case with
Fachi is soon revealed, and my feel-
ings when I first entered this myster-
ious city were those of bewilderment
and astonishment.

“Through an open doorway, quite
unpretentious-looking from the out-
side, one walked down a few steps to
8ee the door itself, a heavy structure
of palm planks riveted and chained
together, flung back against the wall.
A great beam, intended to rest
against a stone cemented into the
filoor of the courtyard within, showed
how this portal was closed and but-
tressed when need arose. I was soon
to learn that every street, every
dwelling, even every room within this
strange fortress-town had doors of
the same formidable strength. Over
'this main gateway, on the inside, the
white jaw-bones and skull of a camel
‘were built into the wall.

“The great surprise, however,
comes when one finds that the walls
are made entirely of salt—salt black-
ened with dust, earth} and age, hard
as the finest concrete, and rasping to
the touch like broken glass. The
whole city, in fact, is built of salt!

“The court or area inside the main
entrance is small, but passing on
through a dark and shadowy porch-
way one enters the maze of alleys
which represemt the streets of the
town; alleys that twist and turn in
such amazing fashion that it is diffi-
cult to get an unobstructed view for
more than twenty er thirty feet
ahead. They are the narrowest of
slits, only man-wide in places, but
about four feet wide on an average,
and closely shut in by high black
walls. Where thcy have a narpow
opening' to the sky they are filled
'with shadows; where they are roofed
over they are dark and grim indeed
—ideal places for a man to lurk
when he desires to cut his enemy’s
throat.”

The World's Oldest Statue.

The world’s most ancient statue is
to be found outside, not inside, the
British Museum.

It is said that it took two hundred
men from the crew of H. M., S. Topaz,
and three hundred natives, to drag
the “statue from its original sité,
although it weighs only four tons. It
is the work of a race of huge builders
and was one of many similar colossal
statues, some of them weighing as
much as a hundred tons, scattered
over Easter Island, in the Pacific.
¥ These hideous images were orig-
inally supplied with hats, in some
cases welghing another five or six
tons, which were red because they
were made of tufa or volcanie rock.
All the hats have fallen off now and
are found lying around the huge sta-
tues as though there had been a high
wind.

This race of ancient builders left
traces in the shape of immense stone
monuments right across the Pacific,
and many achaeologists think that
the islands on which these monu-
ments are found are the
remnants left above the surface of a
vast submerged continent. There is

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History
In Windows

e Y
Stained-glass windows. both old
and new, are usually interesting and
sometimes amusing, says Answers,
Much more antigque stained glass
remains than is generally supposed,

though many fine exan:ples have been
unable to withstand the ravages of
time, and others were destroyed by
the Puritans in the days when beauty
and superstition were believed to be
synonymous terms.

An example of this vandalism is
provided by the great west window
of Winchester Cathedral, which ex-
hibits not a series of deeigng, but a
mixed mass of fragments, beautiful
indeed in coloring, but a mere “craay
patchwork’ in which are nungled iit-
tle bits of inscriptions and decera-
tion and severed limbs and ecasual
heads of saints.

This is the sequel to the use of
the cathedral as a stable by Crom-
well’s soldiery during the Civili War.
Not content with this desceration,
they amused themselves with ran-
sacking the reliquary chests, ia
which were kept the bones of the
early saints and the Saxon kings,
and flinging the bones through the
windows.

Pious souls later collected the
bones and swept together these gor-
geous fragments of glass. The bones,
all mixed together, are kept in paini-
ed wooden chests on the choir
screens, and the west window Is a
jumble.

There is a famous stained-glass
window in the church of Fairford,
in Gloucestershire. It is the great
“Doom’ window. When destruction
threatened it in Puritan days the
people of Fairford, who loved it, re-
moved the wonderful pieces of stain-
ed glass and buried it in a meadow.
‘When the storm had passed the win-
dow was reinstated, and is still in
perfect condition.

The “Doom” window is ir two
parts, the upper showing the right-
eous ascending to glory, while below
are those who had maintained the
error of their ways. Their fate ap-
pears to be extremely unpleasant.
Beholders to-day are apt to he amus-
ed, but those who looked upon the
stained glass in other days trembled.

Long Melford, in Suffolk, possesses
some beautiful stained glass. In the
church there you see the ladies of
the Clopton family, with thcic but-
terfly headdresses and heraldic man-
tles. There, too, is one of those an-
cient quips on sacred things that our
otherwise reverent forefathers loved
—a little device called the ‘“‘Holy
Trinity Rabbits,” displaying three
rabbits’ heads in which each rabbit
has two ears, though there are but
three ears hetween them.

A curious stained-giass effigy is to
be found in the church at Beer KFer-
rers, not far from Plymouth. It
displays the thirteenth-century Sir
William Ferrers, who founded the
original church. You see him kneel-
ing in chain-mail and heraldic sur-
coat, on which are displayed the
horse-shoes of the founder of the
family, a “ferrarius,” or shocing-
smith, who was with William the
Conqueror at the Battle of Hastings.

In the church of Cartmel, in Lan-
cashire, there is a strange glass
panel of St. Anthony and his pet
pig. And in the church of Wrotham,
near Maidstone, there is a panei re-
presenting a very ferocious-looking
pike.

Plymouth Guildhall, a stately mod-
ern Gothic building, opened by Ed-
ward VIIL., then Prince of Wales, in
1874, has a great pubiic hall whose
windows are filled with very good
stained glass representing. scenes in
the history of the town. The last of
the series actually pictures the open-
ing ceremony, and shows the mayor

and aldermen in their robes, with the
Prince of Wales prominently in front.
The attempt to display modern cos-
tume in stained glass is heroic, but
the result is hardly impressive. The

prince, in frock-coat, trousers, and
silk hat, with a wand of office in one
hand and key in the other, looks
rather as if he is about to unlock the
billiards-room and have a game.

There is even an airplanc shown
in stained glass. It will be s in’
the Roman Catholic church in Span-
ish Place, Marylebone.
