S1GNAL POR THE PREVENTION OF COLLISIONS
—A practical exhibition of the Baker.
Marine Safety Signals for signalling
vessels in foggy ‘weather was given on
Thursday, July 22nd, at the office of Mr.
Thos. Morton, president of the company,
No. 65 Elizabeth street, New York. The
machine giving these signals may be
worked by hand.power, giving the signals
through an improved trumpet when on
board & sailing vessel, or by meauns ofa
donkey engine when on board a steamer
and connection made by a wire with the
steamer's whistle. During the exhibition
both ways were fricd and proved very
successful. The sound was very clear and
£ull and the intervals were marked with a
distinctness that left no doubt in the
minds of those present that the signal
could not be mistaken for any other than
the one meant by the operator. The
machine, a very simple one, has been
described before in our columns. Capt.
Barker, the inventor, gave a number of
signals and explained the working of the
machine, after which the different signals
were called for by those present and given
with correctness. Among those present
were a number of prominent masters of
sailing vessels and steamships, under-
writers and others, who expressed them-
selves thoroughly satisfied with the resnlt
and acknowledged the need of an interna-
tional system of signals to prevent accis
dents from collision in thick and foggy
weather,—N. Y. Maritime Register.

Tae Law or Exrai..—Much misappre-
hension exists in this country as tothe
present powers of entail in England.
There is no such thing as a law of primo-
geniture, except in so far that if a man die
intestate his real estate would pass to his
eldest son, except i Kent, where it would
be divided among all his sons. Up to the
close of the last century, the power of
entail was illimitable. It was curtailed in
.consequence of the extraordinary will
made by a merchant named Thellusson, of
Swiss origin, who accumulated a vast
fortane in London, partly by buying up
jewels from French emigres ab the time of
the great Revolution,  Mr. Thelluson in-
tended his woney to accumulate until it
would have reached about  $700,000,000.
The Government deéeming it undesirable
that any subject should possess wealth so
colossal, introduced a bill limiting entail
to living persons and twenty-one years
afterward. This is not much greater than
the power of eniail in New York, and
almost identical with that in Massachu-
setts. Many estates in and around New
York—the Lefferts) and Rhinelanders, for
.example—are entailed. ' In England,
bundreds of great properties are completely
unentailed, and it is purely the custom,
not the law, of the country which will
cause them to be transmitted to the eldest
son, Men who are very. liberal in politics
favour the custom, because they  think
that it keéps up the -position of a family,
and that were an, estate divided up in the
next generation none would be the better
for .such diyision. Tt is not  generally
understood here that the law in Eugland
permits a4 man to leave his property pre-
cirely as he pleases, and that a Duke can
leave all to his footman. The estates, for
instance, of the Duke of Hamilton, pre-
mier Duke of Scotland, were, up to the
time of his marriage, abselutely unentail-
ed. This canic out in some law proceed-
ings. v

What was the Credit Mobilier?

From the New York Sun.]

Several correspondents, among them an
esteemed clergymaa ‘in & neighborinzitown
of New Jersey, have tequested ng to answer
this question. They understand, we sup-
pose, the relations of Mr. Garfield to, the
Credit Mobilier ; the broad relations of the
Credit Mobilier to Congress and to. the
people are less clear to their minds.

A few years ago the ' United ' Btates en-
dowed magniticently with (its lands and
bonds, and many valuable privileges, &
company orgamized to build ‘the Union
Pacific Railway. When 'certain shrewd
managers of this condern "came- to count
up the cost of the work and to cast up the
aswets to be applied to it, ‘they found an
enormous balance’on’ the right side of the
book. In ovder to absorb this balance and
transfer it to theirown poekets; they. fm-
mediately procesded: to’ form an inside
Ring to build the voad. ./They bought an
old Pennsylvania charter called the Credit
Mobilier, which was admirably adapted for
the swindle in view, and under that charter
name began the execution of one of the
most remarkable and sugeessful frauds in
history,

As officers of the.. Union, Pacific, the
members of the Gredit Mobilier contracted
with themselves, for the  construction of
the line, and fixed their own figures for
the work. They thus stripped the Union
Pacific of everything' of value Dbelonging
to it, and set it bver 0 the Credit Mobilier,
With one hand they robbed the treasury of
the railway company, and with the other
they stuffed the plundér into the treasury
of the constructiont Ring, whence it was
digtributed to the’ individual conspirators
in the form of dividunds of cash, bonds,
and stock.

But the United States, in slight return
for its unexplained bounty, bad taken a
first mortgage on the property. This was
inconvenient to the Ring. Having absorb-
ed everything else, they now desired to
put a first mortgage on the road, and take
the bonds of that also. But that could be
done only by getting rid of the first mort-
gage of the United States ; that, again,
could be effected only by act of Congress.
would seem like a very difficult thing to
accomplish ; to them it appearcd easy
enough. They set apart a certain amount
of the enormously valuable stock of the
Credit Mobilier—stock which represented
both the plunder of the past and the plun-
der of the future—and gave it to Ouakes
Ames, who agreed to ¢ place it where it
would do the most good.” He was a
member of Congress, and was, not unjust-
ly, supposed to know exactly how to e¢m-
ploy it in order to corrupt the sourcex of
legislation. With this corruption fund he
bought the Vice-President, several Senatois,
and the Chairman of the leading commit
tees of the House. Then, by the votes and
influences of these men the desired leg-
islation was had, and a new field of pillage
was laid open to the Ring, in which the
Government and the stockholders of the
Union Pacific were equal sufferers.

It was not possible that a series of
transactions at once 8o colossal and so
infamous could be conccaled forever.
There cagne & day when ZThe Sun spread
this iniquity before its readers in almost
every detail. It was the most shocking
revelation of official venality and corrup-
tion ever made in the whole course of our
history. Investigation followed, and’ the
guilt of the accused members was clearly
ascertained. With a few exceptions, they
added the crime of perjury in their testi-
mony before the committee of the crime of
bribery.

Awmong others, James A. Garfield was
bribed ; swore that he had not been bribed ;
was convicted of bribery and perjury by
the testimony of Ames and by document-
ary evidence of conclusive :character ; and
the committee, composed of members of
his own party, reported bim as a bribe-
taker and a perjurer.

Partioulars of the Defeat of Gen. Bur-
rows’ Brigade.

Loxoox, Aug. 4.—The Viceroy of India
telegraph’s the following report from Gen.
St. John, under date Candabar, July 29th:
Gen.  Burrows: marched from Knshki
Fakud on the morning of the 27th, having
heard, that Ayoob Khan's .advanced guard
occupied the main road three miles, from
the latter place. The enemy's ‘cavalry
appeared advancing from the direction of
Hyderaub. Our artillery sand cavalry en-
gaged them aBout nine o'clock in the
morning and shortly afterwards the whole
force of the eneémy appeared, formed -in
line of battle with seven regiments of
regulars in the centre and ‘three others
in reserve ; 2,000 regular infantry on the
left; and other irregular and cavalry in
reserve, and five or six batteries, includ.
ing one of bréech Toaders, making fotal
force 12.000. ' Until one o'clock .in .the
afternoon actions was confined to artillery,
which was 8o well sustained ‘and directed
by the enemy that our superior armament
failed to compemsate for our inferior
number of guns. After the riflc bugan our
breech ‘loaders  told, but  the vigorous
advance of eavalry agpinst our left, and of
Ghagzis along our front; caused our native
infantry to fall back in confusion,abandon-
ing, two guns. Our informations being
lost the infantry retreated slowly, in spite
of the efforts of Gen. Burrows; to rally
them, and were cub off from the cavalry
and artillery. This was at 3 o'clock
in the afternoon, and the camp followers
and baggage vans were streaming towards
Candabat, After a severe fight in the en-
cloged ground, General Burrows aucceeded
in extricating ' the infantry;, and brought
them into line.” In ‘the retreat no efforts
could turn’ ‘the fugutives from the main
voad, which is 'without water at this sea-
son of the year, and thus the majority of
casualities occurred from men falling from
thirst and exhaustion. The enemy's pur-
suit continned to within ten miles from
Candahar, but was not vigorous. The
cavalry and artillery with a few infantry
reached the banks of the river Argandale,
40 miles from the scene of the fight at 7
o'clock next morning, many of them not
having tasted water since the previous
morning. = Nearly all our ammunition was
lost, also 1,000 rifles 4nd two nine-pounder
guns. Our loss, estimated in killed and
missing, is as follows: 66th regiment,
400 ; grenadiers, 350 ; Jacob’s Rifles, 350 ;
artillery, 40; sappers, 24; cavalry, 80.
The Duranis have been expelled from
Candahar. . Provisions and ammunition
are plentiful,

Loxpow, Aug. 4.--Of 53 officers of But-
rows' force 21 are killed or missing, 8
wounded and  escaped and 12 arrived at
Candahar unhurt. This leaves 12 wuns
accounted for.

Loxnpoy, Aug. 5. —A deapatch from Vice-
roy Ripon to the War Office, to-day 'stated
that he has received & telegram from Gen.
Sandman, dated Quetta, August 4th, says
ing that Ayoob Khan was at Sangbar en
‘the first inst., probable not knowing whe-
ther to advance and risk 'an’ assault ‘on
Candahar, or remain ' stationary. Gen.
Sandman affitms there is ‘no doubt " that
Ayoob Khan's ‘loss*in his late engagement
with' Gen. Burrows was much more seripus
that at first sipposed, and that, in fact, it
is very questionablé whether he is in ‘a
condition to pursue. his advantage or ito
resist an agtack from the force which the
reinfor¢ements now advancing will soon

Population of Africa.

Accurate statistics of the population of
\frica are not yet obtainable, but much
mportant infermation has been gathered
about the dsstribution of the inhabitants
and the density of the population -in the
different parts of ‘the couutry. In the
region of the great lakes, for ex-
ample, there are countriee as thickly
peopled as many of the States of Europe.
M. A. Rabaud, in a paper published in the
« Bulletin of the Marseilles Geographical
Society; gives the following as the popu~
lation of the different subdivisions of the
continent :

In the Soudan, the population is esti-
mated at 80,000,000, or about fifty-three
inhabitapts per square mile ; the town of
Bida, on the Niger contains 80,000 inhabi-
tants. The population of East Aftica is
estimated at 30,000,000, and that of Equa-
torial Africa at about 40,000,000. Oue of
the latest autborities divides the popula-
tion as follows among the great families
into which ethnologists bave separated the
peoples :

Negroes, 130,000,000 ; Hamites, 20,000,
000 ; Bantus, 13,000,000 ; Foolahs, 8,000,
000 ; Nubians 1,500,000 ; Hottentots, 50,-
000. This would give a total population
of 172,550,000. These figures are, of

course, only approximate, and both Gers
man and English geographers think them
too low, the former cstimating the popu-
lation at 200,000,000.

A New  American Canal.

A water-way of great importance to the
Western States is  proposed, by which a
thorough inland communication will be
obtaided brtween the Gulf of St. Lawrence
and the Gulf of Mexico. "By this route
Lake Michigan will b¢ connected with the
Mississippi by a canal deep ‘émough to
accomodate vessels of 2500 or 2800, tons
barden, asd Chicago will be_ placed jin &
position to ship produce to' New Orleans
and South America.; The first instalment
of this great scheme consists in the enr
jargement of the present canal that exists
already between Chicago and Joliet, & ‘dis-
tance of 33 miles.' At this latter place it
this latter place it meets the uavigation
of the Displaines and Illinoia rivers, which
will be adapted to the .new requirements
by a system of locks and dams. The third
section is also to a great 'exteht provided
for, and will only require attenfion and
improvement in the Illinois river between
La Salle and Grafton, a distance of 227
miles. On the whole canal there will be
17 locks, each 350 feet long by 75 feet
wide, aud about 20 dams, and the cost of
the whole is estimated at $18,196,918,
Not only will entirely new outlets be given
to a vast field of produce, but the reduction
of freights on bulky goods will, it is said,
soon recoup this expenditure.

The four largest cities in the United
States, New York, Philadelphia, Brook-
iyn, and Chicago, have a total popula-
tion of 3,113,684, In 1870 their popu-
lation was 2,311,390, They have, there-
fore, increased about a third in ten
years. If they keep up this rate of
growlh ten years longer, their total
population in 1890 will be over four
millions, or an average of a million
each.

Yet now the population of these four
cities, of whose growth we are 80
proud, taken together, falls short of
the population of London alone. Even
if we added St. Louis, we should not
make up so many people as London
contains. If we put in Washington
also, we get an aggregate population
about equal to that of London.

London, therefore, contains about as
many people as New York, Philadel-
phia, Brooklyn, Chicago, St. Louis and
Washington together. Though the
latest census of that city was taken
eight years ago, its increase has been
carefully estimated, and the population
is now put at 3,620,868, a total which
is probably within the actial = figures.
The aggregate population of the six
American cities which we have named
is 3,650,684,

And even ten years from now, if
London continues to grow at the rate
of increase which it has shown during
the last eight years, it will have a popu-
ation equal to that of our four greatest
cities put together. It will contain
over four millions of people.

These camparisons are not only
interesting; they are valuable also.
They may tend to subdue a boasting
spirit not uncommon in new and grow-
ing countries, and they help us to form
some conception of the magnitude of
the greatest city the world has even
seen.

Assuming a continuance of its pre-
sent rate of increase for a century to

When that period will be
attained by London, however, is beyond
the reach of anything like safe ealcu-
lation, but the indications are that it
will have been passed before the next
century is over.

Add to New York the contiguous
population ‘which really belongs to it
as a metropolis, and at the opening of
the next century we shall have a popu-
lation as large as that of London now,
‘provided our rate of increase for ten
years past is kept up for twenty years
longer. It is, therefore, not at all
improbable, indeed, it is very probable,
that long before the Twentieth century
is ended the cluster of cities of which
New York is the nucleus will contain
more people than any other city in the

to come London must take the lead,
and continue to have a population
equal to that of any other two ofthe
great capitals,

Moreover, the perpetual aggrandiz-
ment of great cities cannot be an un-
mixed blessing to any country.—N. T

The celebration of
the sacrament is mot vested even now
in the person of the priest who gives
the benediction, but in the person of
the man and woman who make the
solemn agreement in his presence.
