India Forty Years Ago.

In the course of a lecture on India on the
22nd ult., in Dundee, Lord Roberts gave an
interesting description of that country as he
saw it in 1852. mode of travelling was
almost as primitive as it had been a hundred
or probably five hyndred years before. The
post was carried by runners over the greater
gtrb of India, and letters from Calcutta to

eshawur, a distance of nearly 1500 miles,
took about 12 days en route. There way
only a monthly mail with England, and less”
than fifteen million letters passed through
the Indian post-office annually, as against
nearly & hundred and eighty millions at pre-
sent. Little had been done in the matter of
railways before he reached India, and the
only line leted was that b Bom-
bay and Tauna, about 20 miles in length.
Even in 1837—the year of the Mutiny—only
273 miles werf open for traffic. Now there
were nearly 17,000 miles of railway in India,
and upward of 600 miles in Burham alone:
There was no tel ph in India when he
landed, and even in 1857 there was only
3044 miles throughout the county. Now
there 40,000 miles. (Applause.) Lord Rob-
erts briefly described the changes whichlhad
taken place since 1857. They were, he said,
indeed, marvellous, and many of them owed
their origin to the foresight, determination,
administrative ability of that great stateman,
Lord Dalhousie, who had been for more than:
four years at the head of the Government of
India when Lord Robert first joined his re-
giment at Calcutta.

—1Ir but a fractipn of the railway schemes
now being promoted in these western coun-
ties should be carried to completion this part
of the province would certainly be well, pro-
vided with railway facilities. Just look at
the-projects that are being seriously discuss-
ed in the press and elsewhere at present.
These are:

1st, A narrow guage road from Yarmouth
to Shelburne.

2nd, A standard guage road between the
same places.

3rd, A line from Shelburne to Halifax
which the dominion parliament is to be asked
to'chacter at its next session. This line is
promoted by one E. F, Clements.

4th, A line from Shelburne to Halifax,
for which a charter is to be obtained  from
the dominion parli t next by
the broad guage people;

5th, A line &rum Shelburne to Halifax,
promoted by the narrow guage people.

6th. The Hervey line from Shelburne to
New Germany, and ultimately to Halifax.

7th, A line from Annapolis to some point
on the Nove Scotia Central at or near Spring-
field, thence following the last mentioned
road some thirty or forty miles, and then
striking off through the woods, so to speak,
toward Halifax.

All these lines are being seriously promo-
ted by people who appear to be very enthu-
siastic over the particular schemes each has
in hand. Each scheme has a steamboat at-
tachment, which is to connect its terminus
avith Boston or New York, and by this
means aéquire and control the through traffic
between the capital of this province and the

United States, and at the same time make
flourishing cities of the terminal points.
Speaking of one of them, the Hervey line, a
Queens county contemporary says: ‘‘ It will
give Liverpool; Mill Village, and Port Med-
way, as well as all North Queens, railway
communication; will utilize the Rosignol
watera to bring hard wood in scows to the
nil\n‘y at Indian Gardens; will make a vast
game preserve and summer resort in North
Queens and Shelburne, and make this county
rich.”

This is rich. The faith which can see
scows loaded with cord-wood on the Rosignol
waters and a * vast game persevere "’ made of
North Queens and Shelburne, through the
instrumentality of the Hervey scheme, must
indeed be stupendous. 1t surely could move
mountains. The only serious feature of this
whole business is the construction of the two
lines side by side which is now going on be-
tween Yarmouth and Shelburne. Both the
standard and narrow guage people appear to
be fully determined to preserve in their
undertakings. Both have large gangs of men
at work, have a considerable portion of the
line already graded, and are weekly expend-
ing large sums of money. There is not even
a reasonable prospect of one line of railway
through that section of the province ever
proving a very remunerativé enterprise, yet
the stupendous folly of building two is being
persevered in. Somebody is surely to blame
for this piece of folly and some one will one
of these days have cause to regret it. The
financial condition of the province is not
such as would justify the government in
sabsidizing wildeat railway schemes, no
matter how strong a pull those promoting
them may have, The same is true of the
dominion. Mr. Hervey’s line, from Shel-
burne to New Germany, would provide rail-
way facilities to a portion of the province
entitled to the privilege, and assist in open-
ing up and developing certain sections whose
agricultural capitalists are deserving of en-
couragement. But all talk of creatiag a
game preserve, and such like, seems utter
nonsense.

At one time the prospect for this line ap-
peared very promising. Subsidies from both
local and dominion governments were pro-
mised, or secured, and a number of laborers
were at work. But'the enterprise, for some
reason, *‘ petered out,” so to speak, as all
operations have been suspended for months.

We have already on several occasions ex-
pressed our views upon the question of sub-
sidizing a line from Halifax through these
weatern counties parallel to and only a few
miles from the one now. in operation. . It is

not necessary to repeat them at present.

Letter from New Mexico. (No. 1.)

Mz, Eprror,—I have many times been
asked by friends in the Valley to write for
v paper, some articles on New Mexico,
mlnve hitherto neglected to comply. Now
that 1 have undertaken the task, I hope to
be able to interest at least a few of your
numerous readers.

Perhaps the thing of all others the most
striking in New Mexico is its wonderful
climate, and therefore I will give it first place.
New Mexico is called the Land of Sunshine,
and the name has not been ﬁiven amiss, as
perhaps for six months together the sun sails
through summer skies unclouded save by
fantastic shapes of fleecy white, and where
there are not more than twenty rainy days
in a whole year. The air is so entirely free
from moisture that even the intensest heat
of is not as durable as the July
weather of Nova Scotia, though the ther-
mometer here sometimes rises to 110°. Al-
most all the winter days are warm enough
to be delightful. The nights the year around

are cool.

The bright, unchanging weather, the pure,
dry, life-giving air, the elevation of from
4000 to feet, and the porous soil, have
given New Mexico the prestige in medical
circles of being the most perfect year-rouud
health resort in the worlrfor those having
any affections of the lungs or throat.

It might be supposed, that as New Mexico
has such scanty rains, it is a barren and un-
fruitful country; but this is very far from
being the case with regard to. a very large

rtion. In New Mexico may be found

ands not surpassed in fertility by any in the

world. We may find orchards of Jmnches,
pears and apples the very finest, and loading
the trees so heavily that at least three-
fourths must be picked from the tree when
green to leave room for the rest; grapes the
cqual of any raised; wheat which at the
World’s Fair carried off first prize against
the world; and oats which took second place;
and, not to mention many other valuable
products,—alfalfa one of the best kinds of
hay, ot which four crops can be raised in a
single year.

But how is all this? Irrigation is the
magic key that unlocks the barren soil and
causes the sterile desert *‘ to bloom and blos-
som as the rose.”

Irrigation offers many advantages to the
farmer. He can at will water his crops and
regulate the supply to his exact needs. The
water carries fertilizing matter in solution,
and the soil is constantly increasing in rich-
ness. There is land in New Mexico that has
been farmed for hundreds of years without
manares, and it has become more productive
each succeeding year. But agriculture,
though even now the most valuable of our
resources, is still in its infancy. Many miles
of sandy, useless plains are within reach of
abundant water supply, and before many
years, in place of the cactus and sagebush,
will be found blooming orchards and waving
grain; and busy towns and villages will arise
where now nothing breaks the stillness of
the desert but the cry of the prairie-dog and
the dismal howl of the coyote.

Westward still *“ the star of Empire takes
its way,” and it is claimed by many, that
what has so long been known as the arid
west, will yet be the granary of the conti-
nent. -
No less a person than Humboldt is author-
ity for the statement that ** there is no equal
extent of territory in the world that contains
as much mineral wealth as New Mexico.”
The gold and silver mines of New Mexico
bave long been famous, but there is scarcely
a mineral to be named that is not found
within her borders. All her mineral wealth
is practically undeveloped. The most de-
veloped industry of New Mexico is stock-
raising. The whole of the uncultivated
parts of the territory is one vast cattle and
sheep range, and thousands of people are
engaged in what is always known in the
west as ‘‘ cow-punching.”

The scenery of this territory is worthy of
more than a passing glance; but no words
could do it justice. It must be a dull soul
that would not be stirred by the beauty
of the mountain scenery to be found in every
part of New Mexico.

But thus far I have been picturing nothing
but the bright side. It is not New Mexico
that can ever restore Eden to mankind.
More unpleasa:it than rain or snow are our
terrible sand storms, which often prevail in
the spring. There is much of New Mexicc
that must always remain the desert that it
is. One can never get entirely out of sight
of sand, never rest the eye on one unbroken
vistas of natural green. Side by side with
the finest farms must always remain the
most dreary looking desert, and the contrast
is painful. Even the glorious sunshine and
the granduer of the mighty mountains can
never entirely satisfy one who has lived for
years surrounded by the evergreen woods
and natural vegetation of the Annapolis
Valley.

Canadian Products in England.

Canada has in the past ten months of this
year contributed 24,519 tons of hay to the
total British imports of 237,496 tons. For
the same period of last year she had provided
British markets with 39,278 tons out of a
total of 184,680 tons. During October also
2,653 rons of Canadian hay was brought into
this country, against 5,053 tons in the same
month of 1893. Although the total British
imports of hay are larger this year than
last, Canada’s export of the article has fallen
off considerably.

Regarding the apple trade, Messrs. Wood-
all & Co., of Liverpool, in their weekly cir-
cular, dated November 17th, state that 377,-
594 barrels have arrived to date against 26,-

Lord Monck Dead.
HE WAS (OVERNOR-GENERAL OF CANA
DURING THE TROUBLOUS TIMES.

London, Nov. 30.—The 7%mes this morn-
ing announces the death of Viscount Monck,
former Governor of the United Provinces of
Canada. ,

Charles Stanley, fourth Viscount Monck,
who wus Governor-General of Canada when
the scheme of Confederation was carried into
effect, was born at Templemore, in. the
County of Tipperdry, Ireland, on Oct. 10,
1819. ~ He was the fourth viggount, and the
eldest son of Charles Joseph Kelly, third
Viscount Monck, who died on April 20,
1849. His mother was Bridget, youngest
daughter of John Willington, of Killoske-
hane, in the County of Tipperary, Ireland.
He received his education at Trinity College,
Dublin. After leaving college he studied
law, and was called to an Irish Bar at the
Kings’ Inns in 1841. In the month of May,
1848, he was an unsuccessful candidate for
the representation of the County of Wick-
low in the House of Commons. He succeed-
ed to the family title and estates upon the
death of his father, on the date previously
indicated. In February, 1851, he was ap-
pointed a commissioner of charitable dona-
tions and bequests in Ireland. He first ob-
tained a seat in Parliument in July, 1852,
as a member for Portsmouth which he
thenceforth represented in the House of
Commons until the general elections of 1857
when he was defeated, While in Parliament
he occupied one or two minor posts of emol-
ument. Upon the formation of Lord Pal-
merston’s Administration, after the resigna-
tion of Lord Aberdeen’s Cabinet iu February,
1855, he was appointed a Lord of the Treas-
ury, and retained the appointment until he
lost his seat, as above mentioned, in 1857.
He then unsuccessfully contested the repre-
sentation of Dudley, in Worcestershire.
From the time of this latter defeat he did
not come conspicuously before the public
until October, 1861, when he was appointed
Governor-Genersl of Canada as successor to
Sir Edmund Walker Head. He retained
that office until the union of the provinces,
when he was appointed Governor-General of
the Dominion.

He administered the government in this
country during a very troubled period. Al
most immediately after his succession to the
administration the *“ Trent” affair occurred
and for a time it seemed not improbable that
there would be war between Great Britain
and the United States, in which case, of
course, Canada would have been the fighting
ground, and the consequences, both moral
and material, would have been momeatous
to Canada. The threatened danger passed
by, but the difficulty“of carrying on the
government became greater and greater
every year, owing to the nearly even balance
of parties and the impossibility of any ad-
ministration being able to command a safe
majority in parliament. Oone government
succeeded another, only to be dispossessed
of the reins of power in its turn, until mat-
ters arrived at a deadlock. - How these mani-
fold difficulties were finally surmounted by
the scheme of Confederation has already
been told elsewhere. The St, Albans’ raid
and the Fenian invasions and trials were
also disquieting episodes in Lord Monck’s
administration of affairs in this country.
Of that administration as a whole it may be
said to have been marked by much good
sense’and right feeling, and by an honest de-
sire to carry out the wishes of the people.

Lord Monck was retaired in office until
the new order of things had been brought
fully into operation. He sailed from Quebec
for England on Nov. 14, 1868, and was suc-
ceeded by Sir John Young, afterwards cre-

Is Death Painful?

THE VIEWS OF REV. E. J. HARDY ON THE

SUBJECT.

Many people, through fear of death, are
all their lives sabject to bondage. The ques-
tions—How shall we die? When shall we
die? and where shall we die? are continually
worrying them. Indeed, there have been
several suicides caused. by this haunting

“ terror of death. The thought of: it made
their lives insupportable, and they killed
themselves in order to know the worst. And
yet it is quite possible that in respect to the
physical sensation of dying we resemble Don
Quixote, when he hung by his wrisc from
the stable window and imagined that a tre-
mendous abyss yawned beneath his feet;
Fale, ia the character of Maritones, cuts the
thong with lightsome laughter, and the gal-
lant gentleman falls -four inches.

When Louis XIV. lay dying—* Why
weep you?” he asked those who surrounded
his death-bed. “*Did you think I should
live for ever!?” Then, after a pause, ‘I
thought dying had been harder.” Dr. Hunt-
er was another who was agreeably surpfised
by his experience of dying. His last words
were, ** If [ had strength to hold a pen I
would write down how easy and pleasant a
thing it is to die.” A charming actress,
who had been twice almost drowned, told a
friend that dying was the nicest sensation
that she koew. The late Archbishop of
Canterbury, as his **agony” befell, quietly
1emarked, “It is really nothing much after
all.” .

A man said to Socrates: ** The Athenians
have condemned you to death.” *“And
nature,” he replied, ** has condemned them.”
By the ancient-Greeks death was considered
simply as a destroyer. To them it was the
last and most bitter of foes. Achilles in
Hades says to Odysseus: ‘‘Nay, speak not
comfortably to me of death. Rather would
1 live upon the earth the hireling of another,
than bear sway over all the dead that are no
more.” When death is bitter it is so, as a
general rule, far more by reason of anxiety
and remorse than from physical causes. A
man, for instance, can scarcely die easily if
he is leaving a widow and family for whom
provision has not been made. The medical

often as they want to drink—once an hour
if possible. By doing this you will not only
be merciful to your snimals, you will be a
benefactor to animals, as they will do more
work, look better and live longer. If you
are a skeptic and know more about horses
than any one else, you are positive that the
foregoing is wrong, b you have had
horses die with watering them too much,
and boldly say that the agitators of frequent
watering are fools in your estimation, and
you would not do such a thing. Justreason
for a moment and figure out whether the
animal would have overdrunk and overchill-
ed his stomach if it had not been allowed to
become overthirsty. A driver who sits in
his wagon and lashes his worn-out, half-
curried, half-fed and half-watered team de-
serves to be punished as a criminal.

Clean Horse Collars.

One reason why Horses gall their shonlders
while at work is-the neglect of the attend-
ants in keeping the portion of the collar that
presses against the skin, free from $he dirt,
or dandruff, which i§ constantly gathering
upon the leather. ~This is rolled into lumps
by the friction of the collar agaiost the
shoulder in walking. At.the beginning of
the season’s work the shoulder is-teuder,
the hair long and full of dandruff, and when
the work is heavy, the collar“should be
cleaned every morning and noon, before com-
mencing work. For the first few days one
or two cleanings during the half day will
prevent galling. This can be done by rub-
bing the hand briskly several times over the
surface. It takes but a moment and cap be
done while the team is resting. The shoul-
ders should be washed in warm water at
night, rubbed dry, and if then washed in
water in which white oak bark has been
boiled for 15 minutes, the skin is toughened
and the galling prevented. Colts, particu-
larly, should have their collars well fitted.

Shoeing Horses.

Speaking at the dinner in connection with
the Isle of Man Agricultural Society, Mr. F.
Street, who acted as one of the judges on
horse-shoeing should be given in the island.
In the horse-shoeing competition at the
show, he said, they noticed animals whose
feet had been made to fit the shoes, instead
of the shoes being made to fit the horse’s feet.
The horse’s feet had been rasped and rasped
away to make the feet fit the shoes. Toshow
what the judges thought of such work, they
had cast out of the competition every horse
whose feet had been rasped.

—The desire for good, lean pork, instead
of so much fat, has put many people consid
ering how the supply may be increased.
Keep the young pigs as long as possible on
grass, feed skim milk and bran and no corn.
When the bodies or frames have grown give
them oatmeal and rye, ground entire, mixed
with bran, putting in twice as much bran as
rye. Keep up a vegetable and apple diet,
and allow them to eat all the grass they will.
A little corn may be fed toward the end.
Pork made in this way will be tender and
juicy. The fat is something more than lard;
it is meat, with the grain and substance of
meat.

e

—The effect of the drought in creating a
scarcity of grain and fodder will undoubted
ly increase the demand for appliances to cat
and steam food so as to make its nutritive
value more available. A great deal of coarse
fodder will be used this winter that usually
goes to waste. Fven the butts of corn stalks
that are rejected when fed whole, or even
when cut into small pieces, will be greedily
eaten when steamed. There is much valu-
able nutrition that can be saved by the use
of a good steaming apparatus.

—It pays to give close attention to the
care of a horse, cleanliness being an item
which must be particularly looked after. A
defective foot can ruin a horse about as
quickly as any blemish. It is true that a
good many feet are spoiled by defective

Every article of food should be covered
until it appears on the table. Milk and
butter should be kept in air-tight vessels
and kept covered. They both take up every
odor flying in the air, and are positively
harmful to take into the stomach after
standing uncovered for an hour or two, for
not only odors, but the animalcule that fill
the air, arc attracted to milk and butter.

They seem to thrive bet-
ter on that kind of food than any other, yet
in two-thirds of the pantries of the city will
be found half used dishes of jelly standing

uncovered.
