Labor conditions in Canada to day !lonowiug the war,

are, in many respects, very similar 1o
those which prevailed in the United
States during their Civil War and
the re-consiruction period. Our labor
conditions immediateiy previous to
the war had the saiue chaotic aspect.
T'he start of tne war first brought de-
pression in industry, followed by a
rapid return in the damand for labor
as manufacture of munitions and
other war supplies extended, and to
day in Canada there is little il any
uvnemployment and skilied labor is in
sirong demand.

in the Northeérn States in the manu
facture of munitions. During the
four year period of the Civil War,
dmmigration had fallen off, and re
jeruiting had depleted the workers on
the farms, and drawn largely from
fthe laboring classes in the cities.

During the Civil War period, wages
gradually increased. Pric of com-
modities also advanced. The laborer
however, skilled or ungkilled,
jplaced at & disadvantage because his
wages did not advance in proportion
to the prices of necessities. Even
fwith this situation, conditions were
better among the mechanics and
itrades than among the clerks and
jsalaried people, whose incomes did
‘mot advance in proportion to the in-
icreased price of living.

When the Union Army started to
fmuster out in 1866 at the rate of
mbout 300,000 per month for the three
summer months, there was for a time
B glet of the labor market. This
Iwas but temporary, however, as 1866
Wwitnessed an active industrial and
agricultural revival. The returning
- soldiers, a large percentage of whom
had volunteered from the farming
districts, went back to producing or
migrated to the homestead lands in
the newly opened Mississippi Valley
States. This wuolesale homestead-
ing brought demands, for new rail-
‘ways; more than 15000 miles of rails
were laid in tne west during the five
years directly following the war.
This railway work took up quantities
of labor from the eastern centres and
assisted to a marked degree the set-
tlers who had. gone into the new
country without sufficient funds to
ltide them through the breaking and
growing seasons of the first year-,

| The first annual report of the
{United States Commlssio\ner of Labor
published in 1886, Summarizes the
lrre-mnslruction period, as follows:

{ “The year 1867 can hardly be call-
©ed one of financial panics or indus-
~#rial depressions, although . hard
times apparently prevailed. The
stimulation to all industries result-
ing from the war, the speculative en-
terprises undertaken, the extension
of credits, and the slackening of pro-
duction, necessarily caused a re-
action, and a consequent stagnation
of business; but the period was hard-
Jy spoken of by business men as one
of any particular hardship. People
for a while began fo be «conservative;
but the impetus gained during the
war could not be overcome, and it
was not until the crash of 1873 tba.
the effects of undue excitement in ali
branches of trade and business were
thoroughkly noticed.”

The problem of capital is always
closely related to that of labor.
Statistics show that Canada has al.
ways been able to absorb immigra~
‘tion  in direct ‘proportion to the
amount of foreign capital it has been
able to secure. It is estimated that
during the six years preoceding the
war, Great- Britain invested $1,500,-
000,000 in Canada. After the war,
the Mother Country will have her
own financial problems to solve and
we will be compelled to look else;
where for our capital. So far we
have been able to obtain large sums
from the United States and they will
probably be willing to be our bankerg
after the war. They have the money
—and it should be only necessary to
educate them as to our resources and
opportunities; when we will be able
to obtain the capital we require.
Available information ‘shows that
more than one-half of our overseas
forces were recruited from among
skilled workers. Some plan must be
put into operation for returning
these men to civil life gradually so
that they will not glut the labor
market; otherwise we can count up-
on serious labor congestion at many
points. If, on the other hand, we bés
gin to grapple with these future con-
ditions; to employ every effort of our
governmental, financial and .com.
mercial organizations to handle the
problems of re-organizing our indus.
trial life, Canada will be able to grow
by great strides and occupy a promi-
nent place among the nations of the
world,
