According to appointment of the Pres-
bytery of Truro at Noel, Mr. M*Culloch
proceeded in October on o missionary tour
to Parrsborough. On Wednesday, the
16th, he arrived at Cross Rouds, the
village in Parrshoro’, where the Presby-
terian meeting house is huilt, after travel-
ling through Fconomy, Five Isluds, and
along the shore. The Congregation of
Parrshore’ were aware, thet Mr. McCual-
loch was to preach on the 3rd sabbath of
Oct. there; but they were not aware, til)
two hoursbefore his arrival. that the Lord's
stpper was to be dispensed.  The letter
conveying intimation to this eflect had
heen delaved in the Post office, and not
forwarded to Mr. Gibson, the clder at
Cross Roads, til Wednesday afterncon.
All things, however, wero timeously put
in preparation, and the ordinance was
celehrated ¢ decently and in order.”

A fast day was observed on Thursday.
Mr. McCulloch preached in the Preshyte-
rian Meeting house. On account of the
short notice, th~ congregation was not so
numerous as usual.

Since the year 1826, when the lamented
Williams fell a victim to lus benevolent
zeal for the salvation of the Natives of the
New Hebrides, repeated etforts have been
made to bring thcse barbarqus Islanders

REVIVING PHOSFXCTS.

We sailed from Aneiteum on Monday,
the 10th of September, and on the follow-
ing meming, archored in Port Resoluticn,
Island of 'T'anna. Mr. Powell accompan-
iedus. We found the Teachers well, and
were most cordially welcamed by the Na-
itives, We bad heard at Avetteum of
|their favourable disposition towards Chris-
‘tianity, and of their greag anxiety to ob-
t3in Missionaries ; and all we had heard
was fully confirmed on our arrival.

After the last visit of the ** John Wil-
liams,” the attention of the people to
schools and services was very encourag-
ing. As many as sixty anendod serviceat
'Eusefa, where the Teachers live; and
sixteen children, ten boys and six girls,
attepded schoul, and made some little
progress in learning to rend, This conti-
nued about ten mnonths, i, e. till the month
of May Jast, whea a falling off took place.
This scems to bavebeen occasioned chiefly ;
]by a quarrel, which took place among the'
reoplc of the village where, the Teachers

The woman has been restored, and a quan-
tity of property given to pacify the injured
party; still the other party are afraid, and,
on that account, have left off attending
the scrvices.

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" Religious servicesare regularly held on
the Sabbath at three other stations besides
Susefa: these are Kasarumene, Narai-
mene, and Jamkitaka, At two of these
places the attendance is very small,—only
from six toten, At lamkitoka, fromsixty
to cighty attend.

The discase makers are still feared, and
snidea is still entertained by many, that
the Teachers have the power of ioflicting
disease; the opinion generally prevalent
is, however, that, if the disease is from
them, the party will recover: but if from
their own men, it will be fatal : thus the
Teachers are regarded an mere mereiful
than the hated disease makers.  There
has been no general sickness since the re—
nccupation of the island, soit is uncertain
how the Natives will act in the event of
an eprdemie visiting them.  War has ne-
ver altogether ceased since last visit: only
one man, however, has been killed in
battle. 'The Jand purchased by Alessrs.
Turner and Nisbet is still sacred. The
old Chief Viavia, and Kuanuan, who have
been our steadfust friends from the begin-
ning, are as friendly as ever; they, and
others, expressed themselves sirongly de-
sirous of having Missionaries to live among
them. Aunninan, who has taken a promi-
uent part all along in-opposing Christiani-
ty, and who was the principal eriginator
of the proceedings against the Missiona-
ries and Teachers, when the Mission was
hreken up in 1843, was present, and ns-
sented to what was said.  Viavia and Ku-
anuan appear especially interesting ; the
I=tter has worship in his family regularly,
and on Sabbath he colleets as many as he
can get together, and has worship with
them. Many others refrain from work on
Sabbath, and in other ways shew a friend-
ly disposition towards Christians. These,
however, especially Kuaunan, are con-
siderably in advance of their countrymen.
It is the Native custom when a death
takes place, for the relatives to blacken
their bodies, eapecially their faces, in to-
ken of mourning. Our attention being
called to this practice onc day on shore,
by seeing some parties blackened, Kuanu-
an remarked, that when any of his rela-
tions died, he did not blacken his facc, but
tzke his book and pray to God.

We went on shore « without any fear,
and saw nothing to excite the lcast appre-
hension.  The sandal wood party are still
carrying on their operations in Resolation
Bay. We did not hear that any scrious
disturbance had taken place hetween the

Natives and them, or any other foreigner.
The native who killed Capt. White and
party (mentioned in a former report,) hus
heen himselt killed. Ile was a Chief of
patt of the district where White was kill-
ed. Whitc was accustomed to go fre-
quently to the place for purposes of barter,
and when he went, he was wont to place
himself under the protection of the prinei-
pal Chief of the district. This man was
greatly enraged, when the foreigner was
killed. who had looked to him for protec-
tion, and from whom he had heen acevs-
tomed to obtain property : and he avenged
his death on Kaiaui, his murderer, in a
manner too shocking to be deseribed. I
B. M. ship ** Flavanah' had visited the
island just before us, and removed one
wicked- fureigner, who had taken partina;
war or wars among the Natives, and fired
upon nnd wounded a man.

Finding the prospect so encouraging,
ave were auxieus to nnprove the faveurable
juncture,” and did what appeared the best
to be done under the circumstanees. We
re-occupied Resolution Bay by placing
two 'Leachers under the protection of Via-
via and Kuanuan, and promised to do
what we eould to procure Missionaries as
scon as possible. Al appeared pleased ;
spoke very decidedly of their desire for)
Missionaries; and gave strong assurances
that they would attend to their instructions,
assist them to build a house, furnish thein
with food, &ec.

« Onthe whole we cannot butiegard T:m-,
na as open at present, and as presenting a
very promising ficld for Missionary labour
and one which has very strong claims
upon the friends of Missions.

NINA.

We were detained at Tanna by unfa-
vourable winds til} Saturday the 15th. On
that day we put to sea, and stoed for the
Island of Nina. We had ne Teachers to
spare for this island ; still we thought it
dzsirable to eall.  Finding several persons
belonging to it at Tanna very desirous of]
getting home, we gave them a passrge,
with a view to keep up and increase confi-
dence and good feehng. We were unable
on account of light unfavourable winds, to
get very near the island. We made an
effort, however, and sent the Natives on
shore 1n boats, with a present and a kind
message to lagota, the Chief. He re-
gretted that we had no Teachers to leave!

Not having such men,
however, and all our efforts to ohtain an
interview with a principal Chief or Chiefs
proving fruitless, we concluded not to
attempt to land Teuchers, but to 1ake such
measures as might, by the Divine bles-
sing, rendersuceess highly probable next
voyage.

to make the Natives, understand bt we
would cndeavour to furnish them with
Teachers when the vessel returns, and
arranged for four of themselves to accom
pany s to Samoa.

Oa the whole, though the gencral pros-
pects at this island are dark at presant, we
have cause for thank{ulaess. At Olokole
therz is positive encouragemant, and at
the lazge harbour and elsewhere, opera-
tions, we doubt not, niay bs recommenced
wheaever we have suitable men.  We
hiad an interview with the Chiefs under
whose protection the Teachers livdd atthe
large harbour. We gave thom presents,
explained to them why wo took thetaach-
ers away, and promisad to furaish them
with othars as svon  as practicable.—
Though they had wold 1lié Teachers to
leave bafore our afrival, when they saw
tham actually dbout to do so, they scemed
sorry ; the Chief promisca to take caro of
their housa, and wait for others. And
that he and his family have full confidence
in us, i3 quito manifast, from the fact
that a near relative of his own, with ano-
ther m2mbor of his family, have accompa-
nied us at their owa dosiro : thess, with a

third, who fled to us frum Pago, td escapo

fandly, was not friendly to their message:
hence his influence was prejudicial.

After his death, the authority he had
possessed, extendingover a large part of
the islend, nearly one half, fell into the
hands of his sons. These are now the
acting Chiefs. The nominal Chief, who
is wholly led by them, is a boy named
Pulanga, shbut thitieen or fourtesn years
ofage. They arc not only the decided
friends of the Tdachers, but they are also
favourable to the lotu, and use all their
influence to prontote its exicnsion. To
their influcnce and exampleare owing, ina
rreat measyro, under God, the change
that kas taken place. The Chiefs are
toremost in attending earvice, observing
tha Sabbath, &c., and the people are not
slow to follow. .

YWhen the chatgo took place, 3nd the
desite for Teachers hecamo geoneral over a
largé pirt of the island, the Teachers
very properly separated, that thoy might
embrace os fully us possible tho wide field
beforo them. They are six ir number
{those from Lifu being still on the island).
Three, Paoo, Tui, and Maka, remained at
Kuama; and Fili, Mita, and Solia, removed
to other parts of the is} Iili and Solia
are at 3 pluce calted Hini, pronounced
Chini, on the uvpositb side of the island;
and Mika i3 at Uelo, a place between that
and Knama. Atall the stations the ‘Teach-
ers are kindly treated. The Natives sup-
ply them gratis with focd to 3 great ex-
tent, and tho body of the pevple attend
the sorvices at all the etations. Of these

.
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thero are six regular stations, and at Ku-
ami thers ar: thres out-stations ; 80 there
arz in all nine preaching stations on the
island. From 100 to 150 attend at each
place.

Som2 of the old superstitions, and of
the more groas practicas of hzathenism,
ara giving way. Certain kinds of fish,
fowls, &ec., formerly eseem:d sacred,
aro now eaten, the Chiefs leading the way.
Cannibalism has baen discontinued through-
out the whola of that part of the island em-
braced by the Teachers. There has heen
only onc war since the death of the old
Chief, and thore dozs not at present appear
any ground to apprehend that there will suon
ba anothar.  Many of th2 people wish to
obtain clothing, and those who can pro-
curo itare not backward to wear it, espe-
cially when they attond divine service.

It was not n2cessary to make any chan-
ges among the Teachers hore, so our bu-
siness way svon concluded. We added
ono_to their number, 3 Rarotongan, nam-
ed Taripou, one of the two we removed
from Aneiteam. Wae left the other, Ope-
taio, on Tanna.

We found at all tho islands we visited,
that Her Britannic Majesty’s ship ** Ha-
vannah,”” Captain Erskine commander,
and Bishop Salwyn, from New Zealand,
had just boen bofore us; their visits:seem-
od everywhere to havo procuced a favour-
sble improasion, and wa trust will be'fol-
lowad by very beneficial results.

After touching at Savage Island, we di-
rected our course to Manua, which we
reachedon the morning of the 25th. We
spent a very interesting day at Ta'uv, the
principal place of the Group. The peo-
plereeeived Tauga.the Rarotongan Teach-
cr who kad been appointcd by the bre-
thren to occupy the stationt for the present,
very readily, and appeared much pleased
with our visit.

Leaving Manua, we stood for Tutnila,
and on the following moming, October
26th, we anchored at Leone.

‘Thus were we broughtto the elose of
our voyage in circumstancesof great mercy.
Everything has not, irdeed, been as we
could wish, but, on the whole, we have
met with great encouragement; and we
have abundant cause for gratitude to the
Author ofall our blessings.

LATEST INTELLIGENCE FROM
THE SOUTH SEAS.

The last mail from England brought a
letter from Mrs Geddie to her relatives,
dated Aneiteum, April 8th, 1850, two
weeks later than the letters to her daugh-
ter, from which extracts appeared in our
Octoher No., and three months later than
tke last letters received from vur mission-
aries. Wae have been kindly favored with
a copy of this lettes, from which weselect
the’ most important portions. It will be
scen that the principal intelligence regard-
ing our wission is the extent to which
sickness has prevailed among those con-
nected with it.

RAINY SEASON AND SICRNES9,

We have passed, or very nearly so,
through another rainy season.  There has
heen a great deal uf sickuess amoug the
foreigners, but ‘not so severs as last sea-
son, and there have been no falal cases.
M:r Archibald, who is siilt here, has had
a very severe attack of fever and ague,
but he i now quite smoxt again. Mrs
A. has had R alsr, buy sighly, Mr
Geddie is just rechvering from an-atiack
of illness, ¥ do net knuw what to call it. |}
Many have had it. R commences with
severs p2ins in the head, and: sickness at
the siomach, and is fullowed Hy great
weakness and luss of appetite. Mr G.
has not: been at all dangerous, but very
weak indted. Ho had 30 far enjoyed
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excellent health here. 1am well myself,
except that at times [ feel weak and unfit
for any exertivn; but this all persons feel,
that have been any time in a warm cli-
mate. The dear children are quite well.
MISSIONARY WORK.

The natives continue friendly. Seve-
ral attend our service regularly, and call
themaelves our people. We have no rea-
sun to be disconraged. I have not been
ahle to attend to my schoo! for several
weeks, as Mr. Geddie has been ill, and
iny woman has been away. Tam afraid
that it will bea long time, ere the wo-
men of this dark Island will learn ta read.
At this place they are now all busy feed-
‘ing pigs for a great feast that is to take
place sume three or four mouthe hence.
These feasts are a verv great hindrance
1o our work, and they are very frequent.
The poor womnen have a hard time of it,
collecting fund for the pigs, and they are
as partioular in baking it for tiem, as if]
it were for therselves.

DEED OF CRUELTY.

I am writing this letter in the sick
chamber of 3 woman, who has been near-
iy killed by a party of Fegee Island wmen.
She is in avery critical state indeed, if
1 she recovers it will be a remarkable thing.
So far she is doing well ; but such awivl
 wouuds I never saw, and the worst are
lun her head. "There is a very Joug ene on
jithe top of the head. The skull is eut,
il wnd a portion of the brain has come away.
i Uhere is another about four or five inches
{long between the eycbrow and the nuse.
extending along the forehead. There is
another emall one too on the head. Her
right arm  is broken below the elbow, and
hot1 legs are cut in several places.

A comnunication from the Peace
Congress assembled at Frankfort was
made to the Synod, in response to which
they declared, that, as disciples of the
Prince of peace, they felt desply interest-
ed in the caysa for which the Congresshad
met; that, without entering on a conside-
ration of the means by which it wight be
possible to prevent war, they were unani-
mous in praying fur the blessing of God to
accompany all efforts directed to the maini
tenance of poacz; that they were persuad-
ed the progress of the Gospe] would cer-
tainly advance the cavse they hadat hearnt,
and that the genuine triumph of this cause
would always be proportioned to the vital
influence exerted by the faith of Christ
upon the souls of men, The subject of
Theological education was also considered,
and the Synod felt that all they could in
present circumstances do, was to set apart
a portion of their funds to aid approved
voung men in prosecuting their studies for
the ministry, at Geneva, Lansanne, Edin-
burgh, ar elsewhere, as might be most
advisable in each pariicular causo. Inas-
much as the *- Inspiration and Authority
of the Holy Scriptures™ have baen attack-
ed and denied by various parties on the
Continent, thz Synod felt it dutiful to re-
new their solemn tastimony on behalf of]
this great doctrine, and to coafirm by an
express and public voie their firm adher-
ance to that article in their constitution
which asserts it.

In the south of France, in the depart-
ments of the Isere and the higher Alps,

These schools still exist, although
they are kept up with great difficulty, as
the people are very poor.

Even
where the houses are situated close to one
another, they are separated by large and
deep ravines, and rushing mountain tor-
rents, so' that you must go round 2 long
way to’ get from one house 10 another. In
the summer, the poor children cannot come
to school at all, as they are at work in the

fields. Felix Neff therefore established,
htwamy-ﬁve years ago, lemporary winter

an excellent minister at Mens, 2 town in
the midst of the district, has just sent us
a very interesting account of the scheols.
He says, their plan is to place a masterin
the hamlet for the four winter months;
the fathers of families engage to take it
by turns to board and lodge him, and also
to pay him from ten to thirty francs. A
franc is 18% cents. The achool is held in
a warm stable: a good layer of fresh
straw serves as a carpet; a long table is
set in the middle, and s6me wretched
crazy seats are placed round it; when there
are one or two maps hung on the damp
walls, it is thought a very fine thing in-
deed. The elder and more instructed
pupils sit at the table, but very little chil-
dren come too, and they ait on little stools
or roll om fhe straw.
