Wall Street, however, ts at present in..
clined to believe that most of the decided
changes in the prices in London are due to
orders which originate on this aide. The
interest in Americans on the part of the
British public being very small, yester-
day's market satisfied neither the bulls nor
thae bears. The decline after opening was
a distinct disappointment to the former,
while in most cases the losses were not
large enough to satisfy the bears.

The decline in B. R. T. was ln the expec-
tation that the Ford Bill would be signedl
early next week. Despatches from Albany
however, indicate that although zhe Gov-
ernor is almost certain to aign the Bill, he
will shortly afterwar ds call a special ses.
sion of the Legiislature in order that cer-
tain amendments may be made ln the Bill.
It is said further, that the passage of these
amendments will make the Bill less oner-
ous than at present.

Although the Mayor vetoed the Rapid
Transit Bill yesterday, Manhattan faild
to advance. There appears to be a consi-
derable long interest ln this stock that la
teg to get out as rapidly as possible
. thout producing any sharp decline in
the stock. Sentiment on the Street le, on
the whole, mixed. A good bank statement
is expected to-morrow and this may cause
the bears to be somewhat carefal about
attacking the market to-day.

It is not to be expected after such a sev-
ere blow as the bull contingent received
on Monday and Tuesday that there will
be an easy recovery of aggressive confi-
dence, such a #-erwendous readjustment of
values as ha -.aken place within a week
necessarily p.cduces something similar to
exhaustion.

The general op' !on ln the street is that
the crisis has passed ; but like a patient
recovering from a prostration fever, some
little time must be allowed for convale-
sence.

The money market exhibited Increased
ease yesterday. The offerings on time
were especiall liberal and showed the
larger proportionate reocessione in quota-
tions.

A most significant fact of the situation
here was the indication ofgreater liberality
in the treatment of industrial securities as
collateral.
