EDITORIAL NOTES.

The Montreal Witness says it is now bad form to offer wine on New
Year’s Day, and adds, that to escape the wine question many have given up
the old custom of receiving visits on that anviversary altogether. It is pro-
able that the whole custom is dying out, but what is really satisfa:tory is
that it is certain there has been of late years a great increase of that volun-
tary spirit of propriety, which is quite sure to effest in the long run all that
isdesired by the advucates of arbitrary legislation on moral questions.

Attention has been lately again drawn to the question whether the busi-
ness of the lccal legislatures might not be quite efficiently disposed of by
biennial sittings. This measure of economy might not perhaps commend
itself 1o our legislators themselves, but it is more than likely that it would
to the taxpayers of the country at large. If, however, Maritime Union
should cver becamie an accomplished fact, there would perhaps be work
enough before the united legislatures to justify the usual annual sittings.

is 3 wenderful ome. It is 36 years since he brought the Shannon and
Qhaapg&l'e iato the hatbor of his native city, and 70 years last August
since his promotion 10 the rank of captain.

Itisnot generally known how ancient are some Eoglish families in
what used to be called the humbler walks of life. Many will remember
the noted cricketer Juliog Cesar.  His family, small farmers we believe, in
Sussex, is of 50 great an antiquity that legend even connects it with that of
the 1nvader of Britsin. The presence of the Pheenicians in Devon and
Cornwall in pre-historic times is attested by the existence at Newton Abbot,
Devon, of a family, also farmers, whose patronymic is Ballhatchet. This
name is only s slight corruption of Baal-achet, Priest of Baal, and there are
still on their farm very ancient remains of a temple of the Phanician Sun-
God, while immediately above it rises a hill knowa as Baal-town—the rock
or hill of Baai, Only 30 years ago there died in Hampshire the last of the
Purkises, who had held their land from father to son from the days of Kiog
Alfred~1000 years. It was one of this ancient family who carted the corpse

of William Rufus from the spot at which he was shot in the New Forest to
Wiachester Cathedral,

We have been favored by the Secretary of Dr. Bernardo's excellent
Institution for providing homes for Destitute Children with copies of the
interesting magazines issued thereby. We are well-aware of the good done
by Dr. Bernado's homes in various parts of Canada, but have no oppor-
wunities of judging (rom our own obse-~ation or experience, as Halifax is a
garrison town, and we have understooa that Dr. Bernardo does not seek to
establish his homes in places where troops are quartered. Dr. Bernardo is
probably right, which in the case of Hulifax is perhaps to be regretted.

The circumstances of the main trouble with Portugal in Central
Africa seem to be pretty much as follows :—* Mr, H. Johnston, H.M Contul
at Zaozibar, was, it seems, sent to Lisbon, and coacocted a scheme for
pacific arrangement of differcnces which would probably have been ratified
by Lord Salisbury but for the Scotch Missionaty Societies, who consider
that too great concessions had been made to the Portuguese, and the safety
and even existence of their mission station endangered. Lord Balisbury
then sent out Mr. Johnston as British Representative to Portuguese East
Africa with very extended powers. “ Mr. Johnstor \was instructed to make
friendly allisnces with the native tribes, and practically to do what seemed
prudent and right in the way of consolidating British influence in the region
which leads up to Lake Nyasss, and has the Scotch Missionary station as its
capital.” Mr. Johnston left England some month: ago in high hopes of
being able to successfully fulfil this mission, and o establish British supre-
macy up to the great Lake Tanganyka.

On his way up the Shireh river Mr. Johnston passed Major Serpa Pinto,
the Portugese explorer, who was leading a force of goo rulers armed with
Winchester rifles towards Lake Nyassa, and proceeded to meke treaties of
alliance with all the Makalolo tribes on both sides of the river, and the

't British flag was hoist d at intervals all the way up the Shirch to Lake

"Nyassa. Major Serpa Pinto coming up behind Mr. Johnston discovered
that he had been forestalled. e returned to Mozambique for reinforce-
ments, and then swooped down upon the unforiunate natives with whom Mr.
Johoston had concluded treatias. When the Makololo showed the British
flag and declared that they were the friends of Evgland, they were attacked
by Serpa Pinto and huudreds of them were mowed down with Gatling
guns, whiist two British flags were ignominiously captured. The Makololo
being thoroughly subdued by these meaus have accepted Portuguese domi-
Dation, believing themselves to be abandoned by England. Major Serpa
Pinto, flushed with success, bas determined to conquer the country in similar
fashion up to Nyassa, This is a decided case of * diamond cut diamond,"
but if the account is correctly given, Major Pinto’s action would seem to
have been unjustifiable. Central Africa seems to be open to a general
European scramble, and if this state of things is recognized, which it seems

to be, success will go to the smartest, who seems in this case to have been
Mr. Johnston. :

The Federationidea, or as the English seem to prefer to callit * Home
Rule,” is evidently more and more aesuming definite and tangible shape in
the old countries.  We do not consider the nomenclature a very happy one,
and think the advocates of local parlisments for Scotland and Wales wonld
improve matters if they would adopt the broader term of Federation; no
doubt, however, a rase by any other name would lcee none of its aweet-
ness of perfume. We take it that the movement in Scotland, tho' marked
in its inception by no great wisdom, will giin groupd, while the Welsh
“ Home Rulers” have prepared 2 scheme which embodies the folllowing
tangible points :—A governor t¢ be appointed by the crown for five years,
and parliamentary members elected for three years, the governor
dissolves parliameat in the interim ; clections to be by housebold franchise,
one representative being retumed by each ‘district having over forty thou-
2and and under sixty thousand of & population ; members to be paid £1 2
day for service at the House, and £10 travelling expenses for ‘session ; the
governor to have power to reject any measure passed by the Welsh Parlia-
ment, but if the ssme measure is passed by two-thirds of the parliament
agsin within ten days of the veto, the Welsh Parliament shail have power
to appeal to the Tmperial Parliament for final sanction to the measure. The
scope of Welsh parliamentary legislation to includetaxation for.the,
of the province, loaus for the province, the appointment. of .officials of the
province, prison maintenance and taxation for the puzposes of administra-
tion of justice, education, religion and agriculture in the province. The
Principality, morcover, develops an ambition to enlarge its tcrritox, as

-itincludes the county of Monmouth in its programme. It will no doubt
be some time before these schemes will commend themselves to a mejority,
but as we believe Federation would prove a source of streugth, rather than,
as so many Eoglishmen seem to believe, weakness to the Eapire, w: wish
them progress and ultimate sucgess.
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If an anecdote which has recently appeared be correct it is evident that
our present minister at Washington is not to be played upon with the
unhappy facility which proved so disastrous to his predecessor. It is said
that Sir Julian Pauncefote, being solicited recently for his signature to a
collection of autographs to be prosented as a testimonial to Mr, Gladstoue,
eyed his visitor critically and replied. * My predecessor signcd a paper
interfering with American politics, and was summarily recalled ; and I
think it unwise to attach my autograph to such a volume.”

‘Che interment of the remains of Browning in Westminster Abbey has
not only called forth expressions of opinion from medical authorities that
that national Cemetery of the Great is slready overcrowded and dangerous to
‘health, but has again brought into prominence the subject of cremation, [t
has been pointed out that if this mode of treatment of the dead were adupited,
Westminster Abbey might, with safety and esse, contain an indefinite num-
ber of remains of distinguished montality, but allusion is made to the
prejudice in favor of the conventionasl mode of interment. Man, in his
thoughts as well as in his actions, is essentially a creature of habit, and 1t
will probably be a long time yet betore the idea of cremation obtains the
preference over interment.  ‘To our mind there is no comparison between
the conceptions of purification by fire, and of the corruption of the grave.

We have heard Intely of the prevalence of diphtheriain Newfoundland
and Nova Sootia has in the past suffered so severely from this scourge that
we are‘induced to give the publicity of our circulation to the following
remedy which is reparted to have been discovered in Germany and to be the
best known. In the hope that it may be eff:ciive we give it an Editorial
Note in order to afford 1t prominence.

‘ At the first indication of diphtheria in the throat of a child make the
room close ; then take a tin cup and pour into ita quantity of tar and tur-
pentine, equal parts of tar and turpentine. Then hold the cup over the fire
40 as to fill the room with fumes. The little patient, on inhaling the fumes,
will cough up and spit out al} the membranous matter and the diphtheria
will -ass off The fumes of the tar and turpentine loosen the matter in the
throat and thus afford the relief that has baffled the skill of physicians.”

The cold snap of last Thureday, Friday and Saturday will have disabused
the minds of those who had, from the extreme mildness ot December,
begun to thipk we were to have no winter at all, Nevertheless we
fancy it willhe on the whole 2 mild one. As, however, much speculation
has been arused on the subject—so many people thinking, naturally
enough, that an exceptionally mild winter is apt to be succeeded by a very
severe one, we rublish in cur centributicn column a slightly abbrievated
rescript of an article which receutly appeared in the Halifax Chronicle,
which seems to us to have a good deal of force and probability. If, how-
ever, we are inclined to think the present winter may on the average be a
mild one, we sincerely hope in the general interests of the country, and of
the lumbering business in particular, that there may be emough snow, and
encugh cold to keep it on the ground, to afford the facilities which are of
such vital importance to trade.

The date of our issue of to-day marks, as we think, the preceptible turn
of the year towards longer days, if colder weather. In the latitude of
London the latest sunrise is 8 h. g m. on the 29th Dec. at which time it
remains stationery for three days, and only gaine one minute thence to the
§th January, while it is not "ti}l the 17th that the aun rises again at 8 h-
After this date daylight becomes rapidly earlier. Daylight in the afternoons
increases faster. The earliest sunset takes places at 3 h. 49 m. for nine
days from the 8th December, but it advances ten minutes by the 1st Jan.
and 21 m. more by the 17th. Comparative length of day and nightis alto-
gether a question of latitude. In British Columbia, therefore. the days and
mights are about as long and as short as in the lattude of London, but our
more southerly position gives us sunrise at the shortest days not later that
abont five minutes before eight, and sunset not earlier than about ten minutes
to five. By this date the day is lengthened in the afternoon by about
twenty mioutes. It is perhaps a small matter, yet it is certainly more
pleasant to have a somewhat longer day than in more northerly lattiudes
and may be reckoned with our equable climate and exemption from great
atmospheric convulsions as one, if a small one, of our many natursl advan-
tages.

Whilethere is a conatantly incressing demand for female help the disin-
clination of girls for domestic service increases with it. Nothing is more
to be regretted than-the fact that what should be considered a respectable
occupation is looked at askance, and the question arises whether a panial
remedy might not be found in the relaxation by employers of some of the
out-of-date theories of extreme subservience which are still thought to be
due from maid to mistress. -For good or for evil democracy is upon us, and
the last vestiges of relations based on feudal 1deas are disappearing with
ever increasing rapidity. It is, we think, quite possible that relations quite
as pleassnt and more satisfactory in working might be established on a
footiog of greater friendliness and a fuller recognition of the value of the
scrvices rendered.  Bome additicnal relicf might also, we imagine, be accom-
plisbed by the iostitution in towns and cities of ladies’ societies to take up
Young, ill-tended, and poverty-afflicted female children, and afford them a
course of training which shouid not only turn them out valuable aids to the
household, but impress upon them the fact that domestic service involves no
compromise of self-respect. As a means of livelihvod it is in fact as abso
lutely respectable as any other employment, and in many waysmnch safer
thad many apparently more attraciive ones,

Whether or not the recently reported massacre of exiles to Siberia has
startled the Russian Government into compunction or flashed upon them
some light as to the truculence of their methods, it is now said that it lhas
Leen decided to abolish the exile systeny, under which such terrible cruelties
heve been so long practised. Even Russia, it would seem, is unable to reaist
the impressions of advancing civilization and humanity, or possibly it may
have occurred to the Czar that this may be the best hope of immunity from
the perpetual fear of assassination which renders his lite a burden to him,
11 this be the case he has prabably taken a step in the right direction, and
the only wonder is that it has not presented itself to his mind—or that of
his father, whose life it might have saved—until thus jate, However, better
late than never, and as it 13 the first step which costs (to literalize the
French proverb) the presont measure, if the report be true, may be only the
precursor of others which will bring Russia up to something like a level
with freer and more civilized countries, and free her from the festering spirit
of rebel ion which does so much to impede her progress.

The ndoption of an internatiunal postage stamp has lately been .advo-
cated, and it would no doubt be of considerable use, as in cases where
people are frequently perplexed by being unable, when writing to a foreign
country, to enclose a stamp for reply. Such a stamp would also be useful
in remitting small sums of money for which it is not worth while to procure
a draft or money order. Judging by the enormous strides made in postal
arraugements from time to time such an additional facility would no doubt
soon obtain an extension of utility which would justify its introduction.
Last Friday was the fiftieth anniversary of Sir Roland Hill's great postal
reform, and very few Englishmen who were, in 1840, competent to give the
subject capable considerstion would at that date, when letters outside mural
boundaries cost sums which now appear fabulous, have dreamed that the
ocean postage—say from Great Britain to America—would he only a half-
penny in excess of the amount charged by the * twopenny post,” which then
only delivered its letters at that cost within the limits of towns and cities.
Still less could they have foreseen the cheap transmission of newspapers,
periodicals and books which go 10 swell the weighty mail-bags of 18go.

South Australia has not beon the most progressive of the Australian
colonies. Her population was estimated at the end of 1888 at 318,000,
but her tertitory extends across the Island continent to the extreme north.
Nor does it appear that she regards this extent of domain as merely nom-
inal. Whether the example of Canada in bridging the continent with a vast
railway, with the success which has attended that bold measure in setiling
up the prairie Provinces of the Domirion, has influenced our southera sister
we are not in 2 position to know, but she has also bgen bold enough to
initiate a trans-continental line to open up her northern territory, which is
said to be very rich. Isis to be regretted that the enterprise has come to a
temporary standstill for lack of funds. The railway has, however, been
constructed to a point well up towards the north, but presumably in the
central desert part, and the question was whether to abide there for a time
or to raise money to continue the work. It is earnestly to be hoped that
any temporary difficulties will soon be overcome, as there is now no doubt
that, where a country is at all fit for settlement, it is sound policy to induce
it by the early construction of railroads.

The report that the Canada Pacific is about buying or leasing the
Windsor & Annapolis Railway, with the intention of putting on two fast
steamers between Annapolis and St. John, and using the route to the
abandonment of the Intercolonial, it it really emanated from the officials of
the road, has evidently been spread with the intention of forcing the Iater-
colonial into graating them the ruaning powers desired. We are, however,
of opinion that the report is a pure fabrication, as the run across the bay by
steamer is an insuperable obstacle to the success of the scheme. Fog and
storms would always be liable to stand in the way of close connection, and
nine out of ten passengers would prefer even six hours longer time by rail
to the discomfort of a two hours passage across the boisterous Bay of Fundy.
Setting aside this objection the breaking of bulk, if the line were to be used
to transport merchandize, would unfitit for through freight business, and
what profit would there be in the passenger business alone? Great ability
has been displayed in the management of the Canada Pacific, and it is not
likely that such a blunder as the reported utilization of the Windsor &
Aunnspolis line will be made by the shrewd business men who control that

corporation.

There has long been a prevalest idea that leprosy, at least in civilized
aod Christian lande, was 2 disease which if not well nigh extinct had so
died out, or had at least become so rate, asto call for little attention save
where sopoe supposed exceptional case occasionally made its appearance. A
great body of recent information, however, warns us that this is not by any
means the case, and even in our own favored Province it is known to exist.
Tha! it is highly contagions does not admit of a doubt. The author of
Leviticus was firmly convinced of this, and consequently laid down elaborate
rules for the complete isolation of victims even in the early and uncertain
stages of the disease, and for burning their garments and other belongings.
Considering the virulent, loathsome and incurable nature of the plague it
surely behooves every go-ernment to l=gislate strongly, sternly and promptly
in the matter. Unbounded compassion is felt by all men for the unhappy
victims, but the disorder is one whichi imperatively demands that all sym-
pathy for individual isolation be set aside in view of the public safety. A
strong spirit of humanity pervades the Mosaic Law, and Hcbrew sympathies
were keen, but the kindliest feelings of the Israelites did not prevent their
enacting regulstions lovking uncompromisiogly to the larger good,

Here is an explanstion of * kissing under the mistletos,” the only one
I have been able to find, and one that sounds houest suough to be true.
“ From the part played by the mistletoe in Scandinavian mgythology, ons
would suppose,” says my informsnt, ¢ that this custom was common to all
northern people. Balder was shain by a mistietoe dart at the iastigation of
Loki, and in reparation for the injury the plant was afterwards dedicated to
bis mother Friggs, so long as it did not touch earth, Loki's empire. On this
accoun$ it is hung from the ceilings of tho houses, and the kiss given under
it signifies that it is no longer an instrument of wischief. ‘I'he fites in
commemoration of the sacred mistletoe survived in some parts of France
into the 16th century. The plant was credited with many talismanic
properties, aud its festival attracted immenss gatherings of people.”” This
answers your question in cutline at least.

Have I told you my recipe for an apricot shoit cuke? It makes s
delicious tea dish, and is esaily put together, a recommendation not to be
depised 30 long sa there will always be people given to dropping in to tea
upexpectedly, snd always when the larder is st the lowest ebb, For the
cske, wix one pint of flour, one half tesspoonful salt, and two teaspoonfuls
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beking powder together, and sift. Then rubin with the hands one-fourth
cup of butter until the flour is like fine yellow meal. Mix with sweet milk
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enough to make a dough as soft as you can handle it. Some flour requires
more weiling than other grades, s0 it is hard to give the exaot quantity of
wilk, Divide the duugh into two equsal parts, and toes each portion about
with the hauds on a floured bosrd forming a round ball, Then pa# each
ball into s flat Tound cake. Do not knead, or roll, or mould the dough
except as do.oonbcd. Pat one piece into & shallow tin, brush the top of it
over well with melted butter ; put on the second portion, and bake fiftaen to
twenty mibutes. Buttoring in this way makes it essy to separate when
done into layers without cutting the cake. Fill with chopped apricots,
sprinkle with sugsr, cover with thick, sweot cream, and setve hot. If you
do not find it casy to get canned spricots or peaches use any canned fruit.

Heroe is an economicul device for using stale bread, and it is & most
tootheome deesert as well. Pesl and quarter 12 largo apples, add one cup
granulsted sugar, two teaspoonfuls of butter, and cook slowly till very soft ;
then cool. Butter slices of bread (from which the crusty edges havo been
remnved,) with melte? butter, and sprinkle with powdered sugiyr. Line
the bottom and side of a mould with t{:e bread. Aud if you have no mould
a new bread or cake pan can be made Lo answer every purpose. Fill the
mould when lined with the apple, and if there is a grest deal of jnice pour
off some, enough to leave the apple of jelly-like .consistency. Bake 45
minutes, 000l elightly, turn out snd serve with currant jelly sauce. To
meke this, boil two cups hot water and one cup grannlated sugar five
miuutes, then add thres teaspoonfuls cornstarch moistened in cold water,
and cook ten minutes ; then add one half cup or tumbler of currunt jelly,
and one teaspoonful butter. 8tir until the jelly is melted. I should have
eaid cover the * apple charlotte” while it is baking with a flat tin cover.

A house cannot be grandly and expensively furnished without the
outlay of a great deal of money. It may be essily and prettily and oh, so
comfortably furnished at comparatively small expense. The commonest
mistake of the buyers whose nieans are limited is in purchasing cheap
imitations of articles that cost a great deal ir the original. The result is »
lamentable collection of shoddy finery, not useful for long, and at no time
decorstive. It is s0 much more sensible if one cannot have fine oil paintiugs
to buy—not poor oil daubs--but good photogrsphs of masterpieces. If a
body cannot have a good Bruseels carpet whatever, do you suppose, induces
him or her, it is as often one as the other, to buy a poor Brussels carpet, all
glering with its cheap gorgeousness 3  For the same money that the cheap
imitation costs can always be bought a nice sll-wool carpet in refined colors.
And so on throughout house furnishing from the frame uf the Louse down
to lamp globes, it is s0 much more serviceable and altogether more artistic to
get the best of a humble sort than a tenth rate or even a second rate copy
of something more splendid.

Now there was Cors, who pined for s lounge for her guest chamber, She
could not stford a high-priced one, and the chesp ones were su very ugly, she
did ss she always does, evolved one out of Ler inner consciousness, She
made two cushions two yards square of pillow.case ticking, setting in side
and end strips in mattrass fashion.

OUR WINTERS,

. Relative to the opinions of an American uaval officer, recently published
in the Boston papers, attributing alterations in the climate of the New
Eogland states to slleged changes in the course of the gulf stream, Mr. P.
S. Hamilton formerly of this city sud now of Yarmouth, writes to the
Boston Transcript, that the supposed continuous change in the climate is due
to proverblal forgetfulness of the msjority of people in reference to the
weather of pact yoars. His obeervations lead him to believe that thore is no
permanent or continuous change, but there are periodical varistions, Going
back to the forties, he says:—'‘The middie years of that decade were
notably severs, with a heavy rnowfall in winter. The wintersof 1848, ’49,
'50 and 51 became gradually milder. In 1852 thers was no winteratall
In Halifax, all through the months of January, - February snd March
migratory birds were chirping sbout the fields and gardens, and tho.streets
were as dusty as in midsummer. The next winter was similar, altbough les
mild, but atiil there was no aleighing. Many persons sold their sleighs and
slegh vobes, as articles which they never expected to need wmore They soon
disoovered their mistake. By the middle of the fifties the old-style winters
wete upon us sgain, and with a severity which old people said had not been
equalled for seventy years. In each of a succession of years thers was
Srom two to three months of continuous sleighing. Here was an obvious
slimate cycle of some ten years or more, We have sinos had at least one
other gradual return of the winters which were no winters, although their
mildness and generally unwintry aspect were not 30 notable ae thcse of the
years 1850 t0 '52, Now from 1888 10 we know not when, we have eatered
upon apothur series. But those who miss their arctic pastimes need not (ret ;
thsy will soon see winter sgain, und in all its pristine severity."—Hals)ax

INDUSTRIAL N OT‘ES.

Evecrric Lignr.—For some time past repeated efforts have beeu wmede
to introduce the electric light into Windeor, but for reasons not necessary
now to refer to, these efforts have so fur proved uuavailing, much to the dis-
appointment of the miny who want to see the Town lighted in a niore satis-
factory manner than it isat present, \Ve understand, however, that steps
st3 now being taken to provide tho Town with o good system of incaudes-
cent lighiing, which bid fair to result suocessfully. It will be remembered
that ut the last sesrion of tho Legislature of Nova Scotis, o chartor was
granted to the Windsor Lleotric Light and Power Company, (Limited), to
manufacture and supply clectric light and powerin Windsor, and on Satue-
day, the 218t December, the promoters of the Company held a mesting at
the office of Messrs Beunett Smith & Suns, for the purposs of disgussing
the subject, and of axcertaining if the capital necessary to carry out the
undertakiug could be procuted in Windsor. After discussing the matter,
& stock liat waas opaned and 9,000 was subscribed by those present. The
meeting then adjourned for a week, in order to ascertain if the full amount
of stuck required could be procured. On Saturdany last a meetiog of the
subscribers to the stock was held at Messrs. Smith's offico. It was repurted
that between €13,000 and $14,000 of the stock had alteady been subecribed,
snd more was promiced. 1t was ubanimously decided to organize the Com-
pany at once, under the chartar. Mr, Russell, of the Halifax Banking Co.,
was appointed Secretary pro fem, and the stock liet is in his hunds. A few
shares are still available, aud any one who may wish to subscribe to the
stuck, may do so by calliug on him, The Provisional Directors are organ
1zing the Company, and in a few days will bhe in a position to commence
operations, ‘The shareholders in thi» Company feel the great need of this
hight in the Tuwu, in order to keep up with other plices in the murch of
improvetment, and -3 determined to do their best to insure that the light
shall be of the Last quality.—IIants Journal.

Though staamers croning the ocean uniformly report unusually
heavy and boisterous weather but few disasters at sea are recorded.

At a meeting of the directors of the C. P. R., held on the 30th ultimo,
statements were submitted showing that the net earnings of the road for the
yoar (Decamber cstimated,) were $6,029,600 over working expenses, affording
s surplus over fixed cherges of $2,250,000, which, added to the surplus of
the previous yesr, makes a tolal surplus of 82,676,000 at the close of 1889.
A very favorable result of the year's operations.

Howevor, most of the lesding houses have not as yet got their
traveilers out, so that the prospects for the spring trade are so far an unknown
quantity, Several houses report one feature that they comsidec a very
favorable one, and that is on certain lines of woollen speciui s, orders
placed with travellers some time sgo have been duplicutofel‘:y wail sipnce,
which they think goes to show that buyers recognize the strong position of
the market on these and other articles of a similar class., 1t is now admitted
that the retail trede must carty considerable quarctities of heavy wintor
Roods over until another seasnn, and, cons:-quently, many of those who
never before asked for renewals will be compelled to do so during the
coming spring, owing to the unusually wild season having curtailed con-
sumption to 8 minimum. A healthy feature in the situstion is that great
caution is manifested by all the leading houses—orders being plsced only
after careful scrutiny of the risks to be tsken, Remittances during the
week havo been rather disappointing, but not so bad as was feared.

Iron, HARDWARE AXD METALS.—~We have no local change to report in
the situation. There is very Jittle business doing, and there s a probability
of the lull continuing for some time, although the position is & very firm one,
Dealers west are all stocked up in suffizient quantities to last them well into
March, Hence it is unlikoly that they will touch anythiug until after
then. It is sn admitted fact that stocks in wholusale dealers hands through-
out Cansda are very light. so-that there is very little poasibility of any iron
being sacrificed, and the same remark applies to almost every other line of
metsls. In the iron trade the strength io Europe seems to iutensify instead
of 1o relax as time progresses, and now the American market has begun to
give very siguificant sigus in the same direction. The British market the
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other day took another upward turn and prices were sdvanced, the tone
being excited.

They speak of a continued quiet mar-
ket in England, twith retilers supplying only their actual wants whioh, of
course, results in » moderstd movement, As to prices thoy are purely nom
insl and subject to immediate change in the inception of any pronounced
conditions. As the market is at present there has been some buntigg round
in an odd way to ses wha! can be gathered up, but we have not heard of any
business resulting.

Fromr.—There is nothing special to mention in fruit, business being
quiet, Apples continue very firm with good ones scarce. . Nothing is doing
in dried fruits of any kind. .

Sucar.—There has been a fair damand for sugars Iately, and of a legiti-
mate kind, snapecul .tors do not apiear to be taking hold at present. The
goberal opinion seems to be that the country districts sre bare of sugar and
that a demand wil) shortly set in from tnem, Jubbers aleo are baying more
freely, though in only 3 hand-te-mouth way.

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‘The author, Mr. Brenton Symons, C. E., F. G. 8., is well known here,
having inspected a number of our gold mines, and we note with pleasurs
the high opinion he has formed of the gold beuring districts of the Province :

At & meeting of the Mining Aesociation and Iostitute of Cornwall, held
st Camborne, the Secretary (Mr, W, Thomis) read a paper by Mr. Brenton
Symons, C. E,, F. G. 8., on “The Gold Fields of Nova Scotin” Captain
Josish Thomas presided. The paper said that the gold-bessing strata of that
Province bore some analogy to those of the Black Hille and so-called
 Saddle Reefs " of Victoria. When the gold discoveries in California and
Australia were causiog excitetuent, search was made in Nova Scotia for the
precious metal, but it was not until 1663 that it was obtained in paying
quantities. From that time to the present the yield has gone on inctearing,
until it row stands st 25,000 ounces a year. The alluvisl gold was of three
ages ; the first a deposit resting on the Cambrian rocks ; the second was con.
cesled under the Post-Pliocens deposita ; and the third consisted of aurifer-
ous alluvium which was even now in process of formation by the action of
the ses. The gold-bearing district was about 3,500 aquare miles in avea, but
the area of the valuable mining district was much smaller. It was the cus.
tom of the Novs Scotian miners to abandon their mines when they had
* dottomed the pay ehoot.”” This hed given risa to the opinion that tho
ground decressen in value in depth, but they had ressan to beli-ve that such
was Dot thecase  The gold ores were found only in the Cambrian formation,
chiefly in the middle portion of the lower quarizite division. No quautity
of goid is found in the alute alone, but in some mines where the slate
becomes quartzoss as it approaches the quartz there is & considerablo amount
of the metal.

Very fuw claime were systematicaliv
worked, the necessity of making immediate raturns compelling the adventur-
ers to take the surface gold, and the mining district was thus cavered with
tronches and pits, and this when the mines wore sauk deeper led to their
being flvoded. Few of the mines wers deeper than 300 fvet, and 4fter they
were stopped the tributers, who usually paid the owaers 10 per ceunt., step-
ped iv and farther dsmeged them The gold fields of Nova Scotis, aithough
not awongst the-most importast in the world, w re very interasting from a
geological point of view, and offer-d remucerstive employmeat 0 a large
number of people.
